REPLY:

“A small infill scheme has been designed at the request of and in consultation with members of the Lucan Area Committee for 3 housing units on this corner site (formerly occupied by a derelict shop unit) which has been a focal point in the past for anti-social behaviour.  At a recent meeting with the Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government, it was put forward as a proposal for funding under the Social Housing Investment Programme for 2012. It was the intention that the formal Part 8 consultation process would be initiated for the scheme as soon as approval in principle was received from the Department.

The Department have noted the Council's desire to proceed with the scheme but were not in a position to commit to funding for the proposal in 2012. Consequently, the Council is not in a position to progress the scheme to Part 8 stage at this time.”

“To ask the Manager to report on the new approach to the provision of accommodation in this Area Committee's electoral area, to include the number housed over the past two months, the number offered but not taken up, the number currently on the “active” list and the number, if any, of those who did not qualify and why?”
REPLY:
“The main impact of the new allocation system is that it facilitates the applicant when choosing a dwelling that they are prepared to accept as opposed to the Council choosing the tenant for that property.  It also permits applicants to see the actual number of properties available in any area which may influence their decision on their area of choice.  It may also influence a decision on the tenure of dwellings to be sought as the Council will shortly be promoting leased properties as well as voluntary housing properties in this manner.

Since the last meeting the Council has implemented Choice Based Lettings as the primary method of letting 3 Bed dwellings.  All applicants on the 3 bed lists were informed of this by way of letter.  Any available properties are advertised on the new Council website each Friday.  To date it has proven to be very successful  in so far as there is a large interest in the webpage with an average of 54 expressions of interest the first week, 72 the second  and 78 in the third in each property.  

It is proposed to introduce this system to the remainder of the housing stock i.e. 2 Bed to the 2 Bed list in the coming weeks.

The areas of preference have been reduced from 5 to 2 and this will permit applicants from the Lucan area to express interests in all available housing North of the Naas Road

The RAS tenants have been advised by letter  and asked to specify  if they wish to be included in a Transfer Pathway List that will provide, in due course, an opportunity to apply for transfer to Council housing as directed by the Department.   An appropriate Transfer Pathway Scheme will be finalised forthwith. This Transfer Pathway List will be distinct from the current Transfer List. The closing date to respond indicating an interest in this option i.e. inclusion on this Special Transfer Pathway List is 25th November 2011.
From 01/09/2011 to date 19 housing applicants have been accommodated in the housing area of 'North of the Naas Road', 12 in Clondalkin and 7 in Lucan. The Council received a total of 5 refusals for dwellings in Clondalkin area - 3 refusals of offer on dwellings under the traditional offer system and a further 2 refusals were received from applicants who had expressed an interest in dwellings in the Clondalkin area under the Choice Based Letting system.  No refusals for Lucan.

There are currently 10,008 applications included in the Council's Housing List .Of these approximately 6,741 applicants have expressed an interest in housing North of the Naas Road.  Most recent data indicates that approximately 5% of all housing applicants would not be eligible in accordance with the Council's current Allocation Scheme, for various reasons for example: residency in the state, excess of income limit, adequately accommodated in current dwelling, already included on another Local Authority's housing list etc. 

It should also be noted that approximately 60% of applicants on the Housing List are currently receiving rent subsidy through the Community Welfare System.”

All on those lists where advised of this new approach by way of letter and the available properties are advertised on the new Council website each Friday.  To date it has proven to be a great success in so far as there is a large interest in the webpage with an average of 54 expressions of interest in the first week, 72 in the second, and 78 in the third and an average of 48 expressions, this week, in each property.  

It is proposed to include the 2 Bed list in this system over the next fortnight.

The areas of preference have been reduced from 5 to 2 and this will permit applicants from the Lucan area to express interests in available housing North of the Naas Road

The RAS tenants have been written to and asked if they wish to be included in the special transfer pathway for transfer to Council housing.  The closing date for inclusion in that pathway is 25th November 2011.”

HALLOWEEN “CELEBRATIONS” IN THE PALMERSTON/LUCAN AREA

“That the Manager provide a report on the recent Halloween "Celebrations" in the Palmerston / Lucan areas and that a discussion take place on the impact of the Council's Halloween policy with the objective of developing a more achievable plan of campaign involving community groups and eliminating the current anomaly whereby bonfires are illegal but in practice both the Gardaí and the Council adopt a damage limitation approach instead of prevention.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council takes a proactive approach to reducing the number of bonfires occurring at Halloween.  The results of the efforts have seen a reduction of bonfire numbers from 523 in 2009 to 351 in 2011 (a 33% reduction on the 2009 figure). This reduction has been made possible by the initiatives undertaken in recent years as described below:

1.    In order to divert household material being used on bonfires, free access to all residents of the County to the Civic Amenity, Ballymount was arranged on 29th October. This was a success with 181.12 tonnes of material deposited compared to an average Saturday of 56.3 tonnes. The main waste type was bulky waste i.e. furniture and large items which could have been used in bonfires in the county.  People were admitted free of charge with bulky waste on the presentation of a leaflet which was delivered to their homes. 

2.    Clondalkin Community Recycling Initiative arranged door to door collections of WEEE Waste Electrical & Electronic – Over 80 tonnes of material was collected prior to Halloween. 

3.    There were two bonfires organised by the Council in Neilstown and Fettercairn.  The organised bonfires have been running for a number of years and while there was some success in reducing bonfire numbers in the early years this has subsequently declined.  

4.    Other initiatives which took place throughout the period included Bulbs not Bonfires, Hallowfest and a Spooky Walk in Corkagh Park.  

The co-operation of Community Organisations and local people contributes substantially to reducing the bonfires and it is proposed to continue working with these groups to explore new avenues for bonfire prevention.”

“The Council utilise the services of the Cleansing Section to undertake the following duties:

·        clean fly tipping, 

·        install, collect and maintain litter bins,

·        removal of dead animals

·        and general litter removal

 and the Operations unit who carry out

·        litter pick from the open spaces and green areas in housing estates

·        weed scuffling

in the Lucan Area. 

There is also a Litter warden assigned to the area whose duties include investigation and prosecution of illegal dumping,

·        issuing of on-the-spot–fines, 

·        prosecution of serious offences through the courts

The Council also provides a road sweeping service which is carried out throughout the area by a contractor.  Roads and estates are swept as per the road sweeping schedule and main road are swept a minimum of 12 times a year whilst housing estates are swept and litter picked four times a year.  

The laneways have required ongoing attention of the Environmental Services Department over a number of years as a result of the anti-social activities as well as the dumping of refuse and other materials there.  Continual patrol and monitoring of areas where there is consistent dumping forms part of the duties of the local Litter Warden as well as inspection of dumped material for any evidence to support enforcement action.  Once examined, the material is removed by the Council Cleansing Staff. The laneways are patrolled and cleaned as often as current resources allow.  However, some laneways will not be prioritised for graffiti removal due to budgetary constraints. 

Consultations will take place with the Litter Warden, the Cleansing Inspector and other relevant personnel with regard to formulating a proposal to address the issues of litter and dumping in these areas.”

The total number of bonfires recorded to date in the County in 2011 was 351.  This represents a slight increase (2.3%) on the 2010 figure where 343 bonfires took place.

“The Parks & Landscape Services Section has received no requests to provide a dog fouling sign at the location in question.  

In relation to the general issue of installing signs, it has been the practice to install signs (steel pole and plate) in parks and open spaces to remind the public of their obligations under the Bye-laws including those provisions relating to dogs. However, there are issues associated with the provision of poles such as costs of supplying and installing, vandalism and ongoing maintenance costs.

In order to deal with the specific issue of dog fouling in public parks, trial projects are underway in Tymon Park and Sean Walsh Park where stencils have been applied to the footpaths, at regular intervals, to remind dog walkers of their obligations. 

The option of using stencils at Huntigton Glen will be discussed with the Enforcement Section for consideration in the context of the 2012 budget”

“To ask the Manager for a report on ongoing works going on in Waterstown Park, including bio-diversity and archaeological studies?”

REPLY:
“Management works in Waterstown Park are carried out based on the recommendations of the 2008 biodiversity study by Dr Mary Tubridy.  Much of this work continues from year to year such as managing the grasslands, general maintenance and encouraging community participation.  

In 2010 a biodiversity action plan was formulated to ensure more of the long term management objectives in the park were progressed.  Parks staff started a program of removing non native trees near the Millrace.  This work was continued in 2011 but the main priorities for 2011 were further research into biodiversity in the park, removal of invasive species, hedgerow management and clearing of the Millrace.

The BioBlitz in May 2011 offered the opportunity for further research into biodiversity in the park.  This survey gave staff the opportunity to review the management practices and consider what effect they were having on biodiversity in the park.  As previously reported 687 species were recorded in the park during the BioBlitz which is equivalent to 10.60 species per hectare.  This far exceeded what was previously known to exist based on the 2 year study carried out from 2005-2007 and indicates that the park is becoming progressively more biologically diverse.  

A recording and mapping exercise was also carried out on the extent of Japanese Knotweed in the park.  This is a highly invasive plant species which poses a threat to local biodiversity.  Staff working in this area attended a training workshop on dealing with this problem and a programme of treatment has now been formulated and will take place over the next few years.  Records on the spread of the plant and efforts to eradicate it will be maintained in the park depot and the plants will be treated with herbicide up to 3 times a year. It is expected to see the spread of this plant in the park halted with the next year.

The first steps in managing the Millrace for biodiversity were undertaken in early May following a consultation process.  The major issue in managing the Millrace is to get the balance right between plant life and open water. The Millrace has become overgrown with reduced light levels resulting in a local decline in biodiversity.  The excessive shading from trees and scrub also prevents park visitors from accessing the Millrace.  It is proposed to start removing vegetation in and along the Millrace to improve the situation.

In May, Waterstown Park hosted the first ‘Craic Assault Course Race’.  Before it could take place, sections of the Millrace had to be cleaned to allow access for the competitors.  The work coincided with the biodiversity objectives and it was possible to work in partnership with the race organiser who made a financial contribution towards the cost. Care was taken to leave all the material removed from the Millrace along the banks so that invertebrates removed during the process could return to the water. The work was very successful as evidenced by the large numbers of fish which can be seen regularly in the Millrace.  It is hoped to continue this work in stages over the next few years.  

2011 also saw work begin on a hedgerow management plan.  There were two talks organised in the park on hedgerow management.  The first was by the County Heritage Officer, who advised on managing for biodiversity, and another talk was given by the Chairman of the Irish Hedge layers Association.  A number of staff from the area also received training in hedgelaying.  Following on from this, work on a hedgerow management plan has begun and there are plans to plant a new native hedgerow in the park in early 2012.  This will protect an area vulnerable to human encroachment and will also connect with an existing hedgerow thus providing several wildlife benefits.

As well as the protection and enhancement of biodiversity in Waterstown there is an objective to inform and educate people about what a valuable resource it is.  To this end there were several events held throughout the year.  In April the park hosted a number of workshops as part of ECO Week. These were run by Eco Unesco and were entitled Nature Studies For Young People.

For the second year the Palmerstown Active Retired Association celebrated the Bealtaine Festival with a day in the park.  In appreciation of their contribution and support for the park, a tree planting ceremony was arranged which was well attended.

In conjunction with the BioBlitz there were several public events to highlight the biodiversity in the park including nature walks, bat walk and a dawn chorus event.  

In 2012 the biodiversity priorities are to progress the hedgerow management plan, continue the removal of invasive species and clear another section of the Millrace.  Visitors to the park will also be able to complete the full circuit of the park once the 3rd Millrace Bridge is completed.  It is expected that this will be installed by early summer 2012.  

There are no archaeological studies currently taking place in the park.”

“In July 2006 South Dublin County Council approved proposals for the development of the lands at Grange for an extension of Griffeen Valley Regional Park (Report/Plan).  This followed a consultation process under Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001.  The proposals included provision for the development of four sports pitches, two soccer and two Gaelic.  At the time an arrangement was in place with a local developer to undertake these works. However, due to the changed economic circumstances, the planned works did not proceed.  

In the meantime a number of projects have occurred in the park which will influence its future development.  The provision of cycle and pedestrian paths linking Hayden's Lane to the Grand Canal has opened up the park to greater public use.  The construction of the Grand Canal footbridges has facilitated access to both sides of the Grand Canal.  The most significant development however is the approval of the Part 8 proposal for the planned new park depot.  The works will require the excavation and relocation of topsoil and subsoil within the park to accommodate the depot.  It is likely that some of the excavated material will be relocated to the site of the proposed pitches.  

The original Part 8 proposal also made provision for the construction of a car park (110 spaces).  It would not be desirable to develop playing pitches without the provision of car parking facilities as the road infrastructure in the area is not capable of catering for on-road car parking, the consequence of which would be significant disruption to residents and businesses in the area. 

The current proposal therefore is to concentrate on the provision of the park depot in the first instance.  The provision of additional facilities e.g. pitches, car park, paths etc will follow, subject to the identification of the necessary resources at that time.”
Following a contribution from Councillor W. Lavelle, Mr. D Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to the query raised and the report was NOTED.

The operation of the Pay and Display and permit parking allows the orderly use of the limited on street space for the benefit of all as well as protecting the amenity value of neighbouring residential areas.

The general constraints of providing parking spaces include width of road, proximity to junctions and pedestrian crossings, schools and entrances amongst others.  In the high demand pay and display areas all suitable space was used to accommodate parking. 

Taxi rank areas can also be provided where deemed necessary and the Council makes appropriate bye laws in this regard controlling their use to promote the orderly use of the road space for the convenience of the travelling public, local residents and the business community.

Where taxi ranks are not provided casual arrangements often occur. Taxi drivers will seek to gather custom in areas of high demand at the expense of other areas.  In the provision of taxi rank facilities the Council needs to consider the likely customer demand and that a sufficient number of taxis will be available. Consideration must also be given to an overflow arrangement such that additional taxis can use the available road space at particular times. It is not possible to provide sufficient dedicated taxi spaces for the large number of taxis within the Lucan / Palmerston area.

The provision of these facilities requires the reallocation of limited on street space and will necessitate compromise from all stakeholders.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The following report was given in December 2010.

"Observation of the junction operation along the outer ring road as presented in the report at the last ACM notes that progression at each junction was such that the side roads cleared consistently, in so far as only one or two vehicles were approaching the junction as the signals went to red, allowing traffic held further back to approach the junction. The provision of additional lanes can only be effective, particularly at Willsbrook Road, where traffic queues on the roads heading across the N4 are uncongested. Currently when this is the case the need for the additional lanes dissipates. Increasing the capacity approaching the origin of congestion can only further exacerbate the situation and it is not recommended that an additional lane be provided at this junction.  The practice whereby 2 lanes are made by traffic at this location only makes the situation worse causing difficulties for cyclists and traffic exiting the side roads.

At the junctions further south, congestion is a result of specific activities and not general traffic (Shopping at Castle Road and school traffic at Griffeen Avenue).  Improvements were made previously at Castle Road to assist detection of vehicles at the shopping area. The Griffeen Avenue approach to the outer ring road is already two lane.

This road is designed with the needs of all road users in mind, this results in the combination of vehicle and cycle lanes on the approach to junctions.  New road schemes will continue to have this type of configuration. The encroachment onto cycle tracks to make two lane queues approaching junctions is undesirable but may be a factor until this road configuration becomes the norm."

Ongoing observations indicate that road and traffic conditions have not altered significantly since the previous report and that the previous reply remains valid.  Accordingly it is not intended to alter the current arrangements. Any further increase in capacity for motor vehicles can only be obtained at the expense of more vulnerable road users.”

South Dublin County Council granted permission to Shelbourne Developments in respect of SD09A/0149 on 5th February 2010. On 24th February 2011 An Bord Pleanála upheld the decision.
The Agreement entered into between the Council and Shelbourne Development Ltd includes a number of conditions which provide for a structured delivery of the project and actions to be taken by the developers within certain timescales together with circumstances in which the agreement can be terminated.

Under the terms of the agreement, Shelbourne Development Limited must forward a copy of the building programme to the Council within three months of the date of final grant of planning permission (being the base/chief planning permission for the Development) or at least one month before work commences on each phase of the Development, whichever is the earlier.      

In this regard the Council has been in discussions with Shelbourne Developments regarding the project and Shelbourne Developments have informed the Council that, subject to agreement with the National Asset Management Agency on a Business Plan, they intend to develop the lands. However, it is understood that the Business Plan is continuing to be examined by the National Asset Management Agency and the matter cannot be progressed further until the Business Plan has been ratified or the outcome of the Agency’s considerations is known. It is understood that a further meeting of the parties took place on 16th November last but to date the Council has not been advised of the outcome of that meeting.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Liffey Valley Special Amenity Area Order (SAAO) was confirmed on the 8th March 1990 by the Minister for the Environment.   The land which is the subject of the Order runs from Lucan Bridge eastwards to Palmerston.   It was the first SAAO to be confirmed in the State under the 1963 Planning and Development Act (as amended, but now repealed).   The Liffey Valley’s designation as an SAAO was based on the area’s outstanding natural beauty and special recreational value, as well as the need for nature conservation.

A Management Plan was produced by the then Dublin County Council in 1993 to establish priorities for the development and enhancement of the area for amenity and recreational use, by way of agreements with landowners, direct works and other statutory procedures.   Four project areas were identified in the plan as follows:

1.
Liffey Valley Parklands and Ancillary Facilities 

2.
Recreational Facilities 

3.
Amenity 

4.
Public Awareness
In 1995 a Joint Management Committee involving both Elected Members and non councilor representatives from the area was set up, “To monitor and advise on the implementation of the Management Plan for the Liffey Valley”   This committee has met approximately seven times since then.   The role of the committee is to monitor and advise on the implementation of the Management Plan for the Liffey Valley S.A.A.O.

The first meeting of the Liffey Valley Joint Management Advisory Committee was held on 1st March, 1995 with subsequent meetings held on 9th January, 1996, 21st June, 1996, 6th June 2001, 22nd January 2002 and 31st March, 2003.  The most recent meeting was held on and 3rd February 2010.  The representation currently comprises the Mayor (previously Cathaoirleach) of each Council, the elected representatives from Lucan and Clondalkin electoral areas in South Dublin, the Castleknock and Mulhuddart electoral areas in Fingal and 3 non-councilor nominees from each Council area

This management plan has since expired, and therefore it may be unclear what is the role of the committee set up to monitor and advise on the implementation of the Management Plan.

A review and update the Management Plan of 1993 was commenced in 2002.   This was the responsibility now of the two Local Authorities within which the S.A.A.O. lies, namely South Dublin County Council and Fingal County Council.   

The review initially identified the main obstacle to the implementation of most projects contained in the 1993 Management Plan was the lack of committed funding.  Other obstacles include:

· the difficulty in establishing rights of way with private landowners. Gaining public access to the river is the most significant measure which would enable the public to enjoy the special amenity qualities of the valley. The acquisition to date by the local authorities of some of the valley lands is significant. However, the creation of public pathways along the entire length of the river will not succeed without the full co-operation of all relevant landowners. 

· the difficulty in creating agreements on conservation measures with landowners in the area.   This relates to both Protected Structures (as identified in the Development Plans) and environmental features such as trees/woodlands and other flora & fauna. 

· the fragmented land ownership pattern along the Liffey has resulted in a difficulty in opening up and establishing networks of pedestrian/ cycle routes. 

· lack of committed resources in implementing many of the projects and plans of the County Councils. 

· the Liffey Valley S.A.AO. being located within two local Authority jurisdictions makes the coordinated implementation of one Management Plan for the entire area challenging.

The 2002 review was not however completed.

In 2005, the Office of Public Works initiated a Study for a Liffey Valley Park.   Four planning authorities participated; Dublin City Council South Dublin, Fingal and Kildare County Councils.  In October 2006, a Final Report was published “Towards a Liffey Valley Park”.  The Study area extended from Chapelizod to the Blessington Lakes.   This report was a strategy document, containing an inventory of the material resources/assets of the river valley, objectives regarding natural resources, cultural heritage, recreational amenity and nature and heritage conservation, and proposed a methodology to achieve strategic objectives.  There has been no further progress in respect of this strategy document.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The objectives and actions listed in the Heritage Plan are structured so as to be set in a broad, county-wide context.  No one location or village area is mentioned over another for specific action in the Heritage Plan.  This allows for individual projects in different locations to be identified on an annual basis by the County Heritage Forum and the Heritage Officer.  

This year, 2011, Palmerston featured nationally as the location for the BioBlitz biodiversity recording event in May, when Waterstown Park hosted the only urban location for this event.  National profile was given to the village and to the impressive biodiversity resource in the Park.  Local radio stations were fully involved in the project and the event was very successful in raising awareness of the importance of ecologically-managed parks like Waterstown in an urban setting.  

In general, on-going projects currently operating under the Heritage Plan will also have a positive impact on Palmerston and the Liffey Valley, as well as on other locations in the County.  In particular, the collation of data for the County Heritage Database will assist in making heritage information for areas like Palmerston more accessible.  Additionally, the County Habitat Mapping Project that is currently underway will likewise provide additional information on the natural heritage of the Liffey Valley and other localities in the County.       

Potential Heritage Plan projects for 2012 were discussed by the County Heritage Forum at a meeting of the Forum on 9th November.  The Forum aims to realise a fair spread of projects across the various locations in the County, focusing very limited funds only on high priority and achievable actions.  

Funding applications are currently being made to the Heritage Council’s County Heritage Plan Programme for 3 targeted projects, one of which will involve a survey of the churchyard in Palmerston. A range of other heritage projects may also be possible under the SDCC Heritage Plan budget, depending on financial resources for 2012.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell and E. Tuffy, Dr. R. Dwyer, Heritage Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

20.78% in favour

79.22% against.

A letter from the Moy Glas residents association and a petition from local residents dated 1st November 2011 has also been received objecting to the proposal.  Following receipt of the results above it has been decided not to proceed with the Moy Glas link.  However, the residents association have expressed interest in future projects in the area and a wish to participate. The Travel Smart Team will endeavour to meet them before the end of the year and subject to future funding will progress alternative projects in the area for 2012.

The Planning Department submitted a very detailed and particular application to the NTA based on the report presented at the Lucan ACM of the 28th of June. This application was based on definite criteria from the NTA that focused on creating new walking and cycling links to local estates, encouraging people away from driving and towards walking and cycling and decreasing the distance to local centres for walkers and cyclists. In this regard the road crossing facility was part and parcel of the link to Moy Glas as it would facilitate users of the new link to cross the road. With regard to moving the pedestrian crossing to a new location the Planning Department does not have discretionary funding for this project in 2011.  The proposal will be considered in conjunction with the Road's Department for 2012.”
