The meeting on 14th Dec 2010 approved the Part 8 for the extension to Day-house at 6 Cherryfield Way, Firhouse Road, Dublin 16 to provide living and sleeping accommodation for the residents currently residing there.  The Committee at that time expressed concerns around dumping and burning issues on site and wished to have them addressed prior to bringing the matter before the Council for full approval.

Since that date the Housing Department have been 

· Working closely with the Tallaght Traveller CDP to establish a strategy to combat such behaviour 

· A start has been made on a strategy to use of the services of the Active Citizen and Estate Management proposals under the Traveller Interagency Strategy to build pro-social behaviour within the Community at Cherryfield RCP.  

· Following the removal of a refuse collection service by the Council earlier this year, all of the residents have engaged a private contractor for the collection of household refuse.   

· All residents have been advised that the carrying on of any commercial activity on the site and subsequent dumping of commercial waste on or adjacent to the site will be dealt with under the the terms of their Licence Agreements.  

· 2 extra CCTV cameras have been installed adjacent to the site to overlook the area whrere dumping was normally undertaken 

· The entire area has been cleaned up and continues to remain clean 

· The Council caretakers are actively engaged in regualar and routing cleanups.

It is now proposed to bring a report on the Part 8 to the next meeting of the Council.”

A number of initiatives have been undertaken in relation to fly tipping and general dumping around the area of the RCP;

· Letters have issued to all residents to inform them that they are responsible for the correct disposal of domestic refuse. Following the withdrawl of refuse collection services by the Council earlier this year, all residents have engaged the services of a private contractor to collect household refuse. 

· All residents have been advised that disposal of commercial refuse or the carrying out of any commercial enterprise on the site is not allowed and warning letters will issue if any resident is carrying out such work. 

· A number of CCTV cameras have been erected adjacent to the site and this has led to a significant reduction in the volume of refuse being dumped at the open space adjacent to the site. 

· A major clean up in conjunction with Parks Department and Housing Staff was carried out and the Caretaker for the site regularly cleans up within and around the site.”

“The main impact of the new allocation system is that it permits the applicant to choose which dwelling they are prepared to accept an offer on as opposed to the Council choosing the tenant for that property.  It also permits applicants to see the actual number of properties available in any area which may influence their decision on their area of choice.  It may also influence a decision on the tenure of dwellings to be sought as we will shortly be making leased properties as well as voluntary housing available in this way.

Since the last meeting the Council has implemented Choice Based Lettings as the primary method of letting 3 Bed houses.  All on those lists were informed of this by way of letter and the available properties were advertised on the new Council website on Fridays.  To date it has proven to be a great success in so far as there is a large interest in the webpage with an average of 54 expressions of interest the first week and 72 the second in each property.  

It is proposed to roll it out the remainder of the housing stock in the coming weeks.

The areas of preference have been reduced from 5 to 2 and this will permit applicants from the Rathfarnham area to express interests in housing South of the Naas Road

The RAS tenants have been written to and asked if they wish to be included in the special transfer pathway for transfer to Council housing.  The closing date for inclusion in that pathway is 25th November.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:-

“The budget for the Arboricultural Works Programme is apportioned on a parks district basis having regard to the tree management issues to be addressed in each area. In addition, because the Arboricultural Programmes extend from approximately November to March each season, any given Programme is effectively funded from the financial provision made in two separate financial years.  

Following a review of the volume of tree queries received in 2010, it became apparent that the greater number of tree related queries had been received from those areas of the county where the trees are older and larger. This corresponds with a significant part of the Rathfarnham Committee area as well as the older parts of Clondalkin, Lucan, Palmerstown and Tallaght. 

In order to address this issue, the budget provided for the Arboricultural Programme in 2011 has been re-assigned to those areas where the greatest need is arising, in order to optimize the use of the limited resources available while having regard to best tree management practice.”

Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors E. Coburn and P. Cosgrave, Mr. Hannon responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that the Members would meet officials from the Parks Department on Thursday 17th November to finalise locations to be included in the Arboricultural Works Programme.

"That the Manager report on the success to date of the Bulbs for Bonfires initiative with particular reference to Rathfarnham."

The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:-
“The purpose of the scheme is to reduce the number of illegal fires in parks and on open spaces across the county by rewarding communities who manage to keep a green space or park, which was damaged by a bonfire in the previous year, free of bonfires in the current year. 

The Council received 29 applications under the "Bulbs not Bonfires" scheme in 2010. Of the 29 applications received, the majority (25) did not meet the criteria set down for the scheme and the applications were disallowed for the following reasons:

· 13 applications were from estates where there was no fires in the previous year. 

· 7 applications were from areas where there was no reduction in the number of fires. 

· 4 applications were from areas which previously had no fires but which had fires in 2010. 

· 1 applicant could not be contacted.

The four estates, listed below, had a combined total of 6 small bonfires in 2009 which were prevented from taking place in 2010.  

1. Whitebrook Park, 

2. Maplewood Park Springfield Res Association, 

3. Finnstown Abbey Residents Association, 

4. Brookfield Environmental Group

Bulb planting in these estates was deferred until January of this year because of the adverse weather conditions experienced at the end of November / December last year.

To date, 8 applications have been received for consideration under the 2011 scheme, none of which meet the criteria and therefore do not qualify.  

· 3 of the applications are from areas which did not prevent bonfires this year. 

· 5 of the applications are from areas which did not have bonfires in 2010.

No applications have been received, to date, from the Rathfarnham area. 

The scheme is open for applications until the 30th of November 2011 and, based on the experience last year when the bulk of the applications were received in the weeks after 31st October, it is anticipated that more applications will be made between now and the end of the month.”

“South Dublin County Council adopted its first Play Policy on July 10th 2006. The Play Policy was formulated by the Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks Strategic Policy Committee. It recognises that it is a child's right to live happily and the primary way that this can be done is through play. 

The policy aims to:

· Promote the importance of Play for children 

· Recognise and actively support all children having the right to play (as stated in the 1998 United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child) 

· Enable all children in local communities across South Dublin access to good quality play opportunities. 

· Provide a framework by which play provision for children in the County can be developed and expanded. 

Specifically it is a Countywide Policy on the Development & Management of Playgrounds and Play Areas (2006) and is a Council strategic plan which outlines its commitments towards the support and development of facilities. It outlines the future development of and management of playgrounds and play areas in South Dublin County. 

The Five Year Playground Construction Programme was prepared under Action 2 of the Play Policy and was adopted by the Council in December 2006. New playgounds have been provided under the programme at Rathfarnham Castle Park (2008) and Sean Walsh Park (2009). Part 8 approval was obtained for a new playground at Tymon Park this summer and work on plans and specifications is underway. Planning work in relation to playgrounds at Rathcoole Park, Griffeen Valley Park and Corkagh Park are at site selection stage.

The Play Policy is currently under review and will assess Play, Sports and Recreation needs on a countywide basis. All future projects are of course, subject to the identification and availability of finance to carry out the works proposed.

It is intended that the 5 Year Playground Construction Programme will be reviewed as part of the review of the Play Policy.  The question of the inclusion of Knocklyon Park into this programme will be included in the discussions of the Review Committee for all of the Area Committees.

The Council adopted its Sports Strategy on 17th November 2010, and many of the objectives of the Play Policy are now covered in the Sports Strategy.”

The Roads Department has committed considerable resources to advancing this matter over the last number of years. After exhaustive investigations the Council recently obtained confirmation that the Bank of Ireland legal advisors were willing to examine this case and try and bring it to a conclusion. All relevant information was again forwarded to the bank and over the last number of months there has been on going contact between the Bank of Ireland and the Roads Department. 

Late last year the  Bank of Ireland indicated by email that they were confident that they could set in train the necessary legal provisions to remove their interest from the property and that they would confirm this in writing as soon as they had completed this transaction. A recent communication from the Bank has indicated that this matter is now close to resolution. In anticipation of confirmation of this position, legal advice has been sought as to who is now the beneficial owner of the property as the original company was disolved in 2007. Members will be kept informed as progress is made.

It should be noted that in order to formally take the development in charge it is necessary to have the consent of the owner of the land.”

"That the Manager give a report on what engineering works can be done to stop flooding on the Owendoher River at Woodview Cottages Rathfarnham. The river overflowed causing flooding of houses 572 to house 602.  This is the second flooding in two years of the Cottages. I have asked at previous Rathfarnham Committee Meetings for work to be done on the Owendoher River to no avail. The Owendoher River flows into the Dodder River near the Woodview Cottages. Work has been done to the Dodder River by Dublin City Council in the last two years. There has been a flood warning on the Dodder River because of high tides, this would cause the Dodder River to back up and the Owendoher River would overflow again."

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“The final review of the Draft Dodder River CFRAMS (Catchment Flood Risk Assessment Management Study) will take place shortly between Dublin City Council who are the lead authority on this project with South Dublin and Dun Laoghaire County Councils and Consultants, RPS and the OPW. At this meeting SDCC will be proposing that an earthern berm should be built along the banks of the Owendoher between the river and the Woodview Cottages in Rathfarnham to stop the flooding of the cottages at the lower end of this estate. The final draft of the Dodder River CFRAMS including flood maps will be going on public display before Christmas and there will be presentation to the two ACMs directly affected, Rathfarnham and Tallaght, and the SPC too. All comments and suggestions on the draft Dodder River CFRAMS document from Councillors and the general public will be incorporated in the final Dodder River CFRAMS which will have to be ratified by the full Council in the new year so that its recommendations can be implemented. This flooding incident has been notified to the OPW under www.floodmaps.ie.  

Dublin City Council has been carrying out works on the tidal part of the Dodder River for the last four years mainly in the Ballsbridge area but these works would have no affect on flooding in the Owendoher or the Dodder River in the Rathfarnham area. Basically the flooding of the Woodview Cottages is down to the sheer volume of rainfall that fell up to 90mm in one day on Monday, the 24th of October 2011 and their vunerable position at the junction of the Owendoher and Dodder Rivers but hopefully an engineering solution will be found to overcome these flooding problems at the Woodview Cottages. SDCC sympathises with the people in houses 572 to 602 even and we hope to put a solution in place shortly to prevent flooding.”

South Dublin County Council is still investigating this incident in Aranleigh Court but the solid wall across the end of the cul de sac where there is a green area may have contributed to this flooding incident as the water had no place to go. The third incident relates to the Glenvara/Castlefield Estates which is dealt with in a separate Motion. If the Drainage Section becomes aware that a surface water sewer has collapsed or has been badly damaged, it is repaired as soon as possible after the received report. All gulleys in the South Dublin County Council area are cleaned out at least once a year and in areas prone to flooding three or four times a year.”

A Section 59 Endangerment Notice was served on the owner of Marlay Grange House during August 2010.  Under the provision of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (Part IV) an 8 week period from the date of the notice is provided for the works required under the notice to be carried out.  After the 8 week period the Councils Conservation Officer tried several times by phone to contact the owner of the property to arrange access for a site inspection so that she could confirm if the safety works required under the S59 Notice were carried out.

At that time a number of phone calls were made to the owner and an email was sent to the owners business address but no response was received.  The Conservation Officer also visited the site during March 2011 but the main gates were locked and access to the site could not be gained at this time.  During April 2011 correspondence were re-issued and were sent to 3 no. address that we have on file for the owner again requesting site access.  No reply has been received to date.  In September 2011 a letter was received by the Conservation Officer from the owners business address on behalf of the owner stating that Marlay Grange had been placed on the market for sale. The Conservation Officer has tried to make contact by phone with the person who issued the letter and has left several messages asking that the Conservation Officer be contacted so that access to the site can be provided to carry out a site inspection.  Efforts to inspect the property shall continue.

"That the Manager supports the promotion of Rathfarnham as the first Fairtrade town status in the County and that South Dublin Council allocates Fairtrade Town responsibilities to a member of staff or committee possibly its environmental or Agenda 21 officer, working in partnership with the Rathfarnham Fairtrade steering group and that the Council passes a resolution supporting Fairtrade, and agrees to serve Fairtrade coffee and tea at its meetings, in its offices and  canteens."
REPORT:
The Council would support the promotion of Fairtrade town status within the County, however, it is felt that the discussion with regard to the adoption of such a policy be referred to the Planning and Economic Development SPC for consideration.  
South Dublin County Council is particularly conscious of the need to develop and maintain best practice procurement in all areas of purchasing in accordance with codes published by the Department of Finance and issued through the National Public Procurement Policy Unit. Public procurement is defined as the acquisition, whether under formal contract or not, of works, supplies, and services by public bodies.
Best practice includes the need to recognise the legal status of every procurement decision, whether the procurement relates to priority or non priority goods and services, and also to ensure that all procurement functions are discharged honestly and fairly, upholding the highest standards of probity and integrity.  Similarly, EU Directives require that Treaty principles such as non - discrimination, freedom of movement, freedom to provide goods and services etc. must be observed.
This council is proud of its reputation in terms of its Corporate Social Responsibility and takes into account the social, ethical, and environmental effects of its activities on its staff, its local community and the community at large.   
Comment for SPC : 
While the promotion of Rathfarnham as a fairtrade town would in principle be welcomed it must be noted that at the heart of this concept is the role of community involvement. It would appear that the achievement of fairtrade status involves a series of steps which is rooted in the 'bottom up' approach, including bringing together local traders, community groups and other interested parties in a fairtrade group. While the promotion of the selling of fairtrade goods is the most public of activities arising from this proposal, this needs to be based on the foundation of a local fairtrade group that promotes and seeks to persuade both people and traders of the merits of pursing fairtrade status.

While a number of towns in Ireland have fairtrade status (approx. 38), Nenagh, Co. Tipperary, does appear to have put in place a clear and structured approach. In the interests of investigating the actual practical process involved in achieving fairtrade status. Accordingly,  it is suggested that this committee writes to Nenagh fairtrade group seeking guidance from their experience."

Following consideration of the above the members of the SPC agreed that contact be made with Nenagh Fair Trade. Following those contacts at the meeting of the Economic Development SPC (including Planning) on 14th September the following report was considered and discussed :

Bottom of Form

"Arising from the last SPC meeting the Nenagh Fairtrade organisation was contacted for any advice they might have regarding the pursuance of fair-trade status for Rathfarnham village.

In response Nenagh Fairtrade organisation offered the following practical advice:

· The need for a local steering group to promote fair-trade in the locality. 

· Local retailers and café owners need to be approached at an early stage to ascertain their interest in selling or using fair-trade produce. 

· A survey to be carried to identify what, if any, fairtrade produce is being currently sold in the area. 

· If possible a ‘flagship’ outlet should be identified to act as a focal point for the initiative. 

· Local media both traditional and electronic to be used to promote the imitative.

In general Nenagh Fairtrade organisation considered that the fairtrade website offered further practical advice and support which was useful for getting the initiative off the ground.

Arising from this advice it is suggested that the following approach may be taken by the SPC;

· Local interests investigate the setting up of a fairtrade steering group which would include- local retailers, local residents, local interest groups and local public representatives"

It was suggested that Ms A. Carroll, Business Sustainability Executive, South Dublin Chamber, and the Chamber would explore with SDCC the setting up of a Fair Trade town in the County.  Following discussion it was proposed by Councillor Tuffy and seconded by Councillor Brophy that Rathfarnham village be nominated for Fair Trade status and this was agreed.

Accordingly, Ms Carroll will make contact with local interests as outlined above in order to commence the process and the process will be supported by SDCC in any way possible.”

Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning, presented the report.  Following a contribution from Councillor P. Cosgrave, Mr. Nevin responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
R/490/11 PERMEABILITY PROJECT RE DARGLE WOOD 

MOTION (17)







 Item ID: 29240 

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, seconded by Councillor E. Coburn:-
"That the Manager presents a full report on the Permeability Project concerning Dargle Wood."

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“A ‘Local Permeability Report’ (Community Walking and Cycling Links) was presented and noted at the Rathfarnham ACM of the 14th of June last. The NTA granted funding to SDCC in September for the creation of a shared pedestrian and cycle way through the open space between Templeroan Road and Knocklyon Road. The project was submitted to the NTA for completion prior to the end of 2011. The NTA granted this funding on a discretionary basis only, following a detailed application by South Dublin County Council outlining the benefits of the route proposed and its likelihood to encourage walking and cycling instead of car use for short local journeys.

A description of the propsoal follows: A 4m wide east to west footpath and cycle way is proposed from Templeroan Road to Knocklyon Road. The existing north to south footpath is proposed to be upgraded to a shared walking and cycle route. The 4m is a minimum distance required for both walkers and cyclists to share space safely and comfortably. The existing block wall on the western; Knocklyon Road side is proposed to be replaced with a low wall and railings; similar in style to that constructed by the Parks Department adjacent to the nearby Rutland Centre. The existing palisade fence on the eastern; Templeroan Road side is proposed to be replaced with a low wall and railings; again similar in style to that constructed by the Parks Department adjacent to the Rutland Centre. The overgrowth on the Knocklyon Road side will be removed to allow view into the site from the Knocklyon Road. The trees on the Templeroan Road side will be thinned out and pruned up to allow views in under them into the site from Templeroan Road. A new entrance into the open space is proposed from Knocklyon Road; this will consist of a kissing gate with cycle access to block unauthorised entrance by vehicles A new entrance into the open space is proposed from Templeroan Road; this will consist of a kissing gate with cycle access to block unauthorised entrance by vehicles. The route will be lit with public lighting, using a white light to increase facial recognition at night time.

At the June meeting, the Rathfarnham ACM requested we inform local residents of the proposals prior to works commencing on site. On the 17th of October 2011 we circulated an information leaflet to the local residents and local councillors informing of the proposed works due for commencement in Autumn 2011. This information leaflet was circulated to 3000 households based on an 800m walking band of the proposed route in the vicinity of Knocklyon in order to inform them of the works commencing in Autumn this year.

A Travel Smart Survey was also included in the leaflet drop. This was intended to gauge overall opinion on the proposals and to get some information on general walking and cycling habits in the area as well as some feedback on possible future links. Since the information leaflet and questionnaire were circulated on the 17th of October, we have had a very good response from local residents as outlined below. (This is updated information 2nd November 2011):-

· 1 in favour 

· 1 against 

 46 Reponses by post:

· 40 in favour 

· 5 against 

· 1 Yes (access to schools & shops) and No (can we afford it) 

 118 on line responses

· 103 in favour 

· 15 against  

TOTAL RESPONSES 165 (not counting yes and no answer)
87.27% in favour

12.73% against.

We also received communication from the residents association in Dargle Wood representing an action committee in Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park, indicating they had a meeting on Monday the 24th and totally reject the proposals.  An offer to attend the meeting had been rejected by the Group’s Secretary and an earlier offer to meet was not taken up.  

Furthermore, having examined submissions to date, more than half of Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park residents who made submissions are in favour of the proposal (comments for and against detailed further below).  The overall results indicate overwhelming support for the link in the area, with almost 9 out of 10 respondents in favour, recognising the benefits of improved and safer access to the schools, church and shops. Many of the submissions mentioned existing anti-social behaviour in this area and are of the opinion that the route would help address the problem (including some Dargle Wood residents whose properties back onto the proposed route). 

This view is supported by the local Community Garda for the Rathfarnham area, to whom we have sent the information leaflet and explained the proposed link.  As a member of the cycle patrol, he particularly agrees that taking down the block wall and removing brambles on the Knocklyon Road side and removing the palisade fence and trimming the trees on the Templeroan side and replacing both boundaries with a low wall with railings on top, will improve matters.  With ‘white’ light along the route and much more open views into it, the Community Garda considers that the young people currently gathering and drinking in the vicinity will not wish to remain where they can be seen.  We will continue to liaise with the Gardai and take on board any suggestions they have to make the route safer as the project is implemented on site.

Preliminary enabling works commenced on site November the 1st.  However, work is currently suspended further to requests from Area Members, who attended an informal briefing with Council officials on Thursday 3rd November. Officals also meeting with representatives of the local residents of Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park later on 3rd November.

The Resident's Representatives outlined their opposition and concerns with regard to the proposed route and the consultative process to date. The Officials outlined the genesis of the project, a description of the proposed works, opinion that it will be of benefit to the local community and desire to proceed with the works.

Further to detailed discussion five main items of concern emerged in relation to the link; namely:

·         The line of the proposed route between the existing north-south route and the Templeroan Road (i.e. the eastern portion of the proposed route).

·         The existing boundary within the Dargle Wood North estate and the open space that is not secure to vehicular traffic as existing; and if it could be examined as part of the project.

·         The width of the proposed route.

·         Two peripheral areas of open space that are pocket shaped.

·         That the lights are dimmable.

One further item arose that was subject to discussion with regard to the proposed upgrade of the existing north-south link and whether this should be proceeded with in full as part of the Project.

It was agreed that officials would examine all of the above areas, revise proposals accordingly and make revised drawings available.  It was requested by the Resident's Representatives that an information meeting be arranged for the residents of Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park for Thursday the 10th of November (time and venue not arranged as of time of report writing).  It was agreed by the Officials to make the revised drawings and information available to the residents and elected members prior to the meeting and to leaflet residents notifying them of the information meeting.  

Specific Comments from Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park Submissions below:-

Comments from residents who thought the proposals were a good idea:

· "I am delighted with this initiative!   My house backs on to the green area where the path/cycle lane is due to go and we are plagued with groups of youths drinking, lighting fires, shouting, fighting behind our garden wall.  Increased traffic and proper lighting here would not only benefit the hundreds of school going children access their schools along a safer route but possibly dispel this anti-social behaviour." 

· "It would hopefully stop the anti social behaviour which happens all the time in this area. It would also make it safer for my children and myself to go through in the evenings and at night." 
· "The green area is not very safe at the moment especially in the evenings/dark. A well-lit path both to Scholarstown or to Templeroan is very beneficial. A few benches on this green would encourage people to sit around." 

· "It would create a safer, cleaner park with easier access, also with lighting this should reduce unsocial behaviour. I think this is a great idea as I have seen school children struggling to scale the wall on their way to and from school." 
· "It would open up the area. From what I see at this moment it would be a good idea, because as it is cut off, it is a gathering area for youth and noisy at times. I hope it would be a positive rather than a negative move and it would be tidier -  not a dumping ground." 

· "Principally to clean up the green space which is currently used for anti-social purposes, i.e. young people drinking. Hopefully, the final result of the development will discourage people from just hanging around and encourage others to avail of what could be a very enjoyable space" 

· "Because as a resident of Dargle Wood whose house backs on to this green area we are fed up with the continuous anti-social behaviour that goes on all year round in this space which is too secluded from the main road thereby keeping these gurriers hidden. We hope this development will finally rid us of this carry-on.  We also hope it is confined to cyclists and walkers and is not the thin-end of a wedge to allow cars use the route (as originally planned)" 
· One resident (whose garden backs onto the green open space) wrote a letter accompanying the questionnaire commending the idea and making further suggestions. 
· "Brings responsibility to maintain the area, removes unsightly walls and railings; very progressive improvement very badly required" 

· "This route is already an established short cut, mainly used by the young people in the area. It is also used as a gathering spot for the teenagers in the area. By opening the area up and installing street lighting it should discourage them from using the area as a bush bar."
Comments from residents who objected to the proposal:

· One objector gave no reason 
· "I am concerned about this proposal.  I only got notice of same when the leaflet dropped in the door.  I live in No XX Dargle Wood, which will be hugely affected by a cut through directly at the back boundary wall of my home.  This area has been reported previously for anti social behaviour and I feel this proposal will contribute hugely to continuous problems around this area directly at my back garden.  I am XX and I live alone.  I can be contacted at following email address: XXXXXXXX" 
(As this resident had submitted their email address; we contacted this person directly, expressing our view that the proposal would help decrease the opportunity for anti-social gatherings and also regarding the community garda cycle patrols along the link)

· "Considering the limited amount of public monies available for such works, it would seem to me, a lot of expenditure for a small beneficial gain to a limited number of residents. The proposed cycling/walking route is a proposed road reservation which presumably sometime will be such. Would it not be a better idea to wait for sufficient funds to construct the road with a cycle lane and footpath as initially intended thereby facilitating motorist and cyclist and further not having to disregard the cycle path when the new road is constructed at a future date. If a road with a cycle lane and path was constructed instead, it would take the traffic of the existing road between Dargle wood, and Knockaire, thereby making it safer for cyclists to use the old road instead, and thereby benefiting a greater number of "would be" cyclists. My idea would also benefit the house owners on this stretch of the knocklyon road who are presently fronting a main busy sub standard road which is a bus route also." 
· "I prefer the facility as a park for residents of nearby estate. In 2007 it was proposed that this site facilitate temporary school buildings and this idea was rejected by the local residents.  I like the green space as a park and have no desire to see it turned into a public walkway and cycling route." 
· "No other safe place to walk the dog" 
· "More noise, gangs, graffiti, broken bottles" 
· "Increase in antisocial behavour, more grafitti increase noise i.e more moterbikes,more gangs at night time increase in letter" 
· "The green area is used my the children in both Dargle Wood and Scholarstown Park to play football, and generally have fun, That shouldn’t be taken away from them. Its not a good idea"  
· "Potentially damaging to the environment of a pristine open green area frequented mainly by children. This is an unnecessary proposal for a facility which would in practice be superfluous" 
· "Already teenagers drinking and anti social behaviour at night.   Motorbikes and svooters would use as short cut.  Disturb the natural wildlife.  Lovely and peaceful in day.  Lovely place to play with grandchildren and enjoy nature.  Like the way not many people around nice local park for local people.  Like the enclosed walls for security. There is a lot if natural wildlife around.  Chikdten from the locality play happily and safely football cricket founders rounders.  Play on bikes without intrusion. If open to the public  too mant people walking around not secure anymore to key childten out.  Park would become too busy.  The back gardens are open the then to burgulars and nosey oarkers. Parkers.  Loss of security privacy peace .  I bought my house because of the green space as we have limited garden space.v.  soon it would become a rat race for the neighbour good.  Hood.  And next thing it would become an open road for card and loftiest and our green  spavr is gone." 
(Please note we contend that the provision of a cycle and footpath should increase the amenity and accessibility of the open space to residents; not diminish it. We do not intend to deprive the children of their playing area and have amended our proposals to retain a large green open area within the space. Furthermore our access points will be designed to exclude motorbikes from entering at the proposed locations. We are also replacing the existing boundary with a low wall and railing to secure the site from unauthorised entry. There is no intention to construct a road as part of these proposals; it is purely designed for locals to walk and cycle within their neighbourhood).

Subject to the amendments and further consultation outlined above, it is now proposed to proceed with the works as and from the 14th of November 2011 or as soon as possible thereafter.”

"That the Manager give a report on the lands at the rear of 34a Moyville with regard to the enforcement order placed on the owner of the land and what progress has been made.

The enforcement orders content differs substantially from the first order some years ago.

There seems to be no understanding to the comments given at a previous Rathfarnham Committee Meeting by Councillors on the planning file or history of past record of objection of Palmer Park residents."

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“Following an examination of the lands an Enforcement Notice pursuant to S154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended) was served on the Owner/Occupiers on 03rd August 2011 requiring that the following steps be taken:- 

(i)                 Remove the timber fence erected on top of the walling along the rear boundary to the rear gardens at Nos. 44, 45, 46, 47 and 48 Palmers Park, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14, and which forms the existing north western boundary to the side and rear gardens at No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14.

(ii)               Remove the flat roof of the underground structure situated outside the curtilage of and along the north western side of the house at No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham Dublin 14.

(iii)             Reduce the height of the north western wall of the underground structure and the existing boundary walling situated outside the curtilage at No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14 to a height of 2 metres above the level of the rear gardens at No’s 44, 45, 46, 47 and 48, Palmer Park, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14, save as with the written consent of the owners of said properties.

(iv)             Erect a new retaining wall below ground level along the north western property line/townland boundary line at No. 34A, Moyville, Rethfarnham, Dublin 14, extending from approximately 1 metre forward of the front building line in a north eastern direction to the rear boundary line.

(v)               Erect a new wall/timber fence to a height of 2 metres above the existing ground level at and along the north western property line/townland boundary line to No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14, extending from approximately 1 metre forward of the front building line in a north eastern direction to the rear boundary line.

(vi)             Resultant debris arising from compliance with Steps (ii) and (iii) above to be deposited as fill material in the remaining part of the underground structure situated within the curtilage of No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14.

(vii)           Remove timber decking acting as a roof over the access to the underground structure situated within the curtilage of No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14 and replace with a concrete slab on top of the deposited fill debris.

(viii)         Leave the area situated between the north western property boundary line/townland boundary line to No. 34A, Moyville, Rathfarnham Dublin 14 and the rear boundary to house No. 44, 45, 46, 47 & 48, Palmers Park, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14, free of any development other than defined boundary retaining walls at each end together with the walls at (iii) and (iv) above.

The owners of the property are currently taking steps to rectify the unauthorised development. Further Enforcement action is being held in abeyance to allow this Enforcement Notice to be complied with in full.

Other issues desired by the complainant such as the provision of a frosted window, the type of timber fencing to be used etc are not planning matters in this particular instance and as such it is appropriate that the Enforcement Notice does not set out any requirements in relation to such details.” 

Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, J. Lahart, A.M. Dermody and E. Coburn, Mr. Ryan and Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic and Transport Planning, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.  It was AGREED to present a further report on this matter to the January 2012 Meeting of the Committee.
