Councillor W. Lavelle
“To ask the Manager for a detailed update on all works carried-out to date and further planned to address the serious problems of anti-social behaviour at the old road embankment between Castle Riada and Moy Glas Estates, the total cost of works to date and the status of the remainder of the €90,000 funding allocated for this year under the Public Realm Transformation Initiative for such works?”
REPLY:
“The Public Realm initiative was established as part of the Budget 2010 process.  It was agreed that this would track income and as such the final amount in 2010 was €300,000 with an additional €300,000 being allocated in the 2011 budget.  This fund was not to form part of the routine maintenance of an area but rather it would transform an area by eliminating the need to maintain it into the future e.g. that it would not be necessary to continually send in crews to remove dumping, graffiti, cut grass, etc.  The fund was to be used county-wide and split on the basis of highest need alone and would therefore not have an even spend across areas and as such no part of the fund was vested in any particular area.

In August 2010 a process was initiated with the Members to identify sites where this one-off spend would completely eradicate a problem. Each site was reviewed and in some cases the problem had been resolved, funding was available elsewhere to tackle it or in others it was a matter of routine maintenance and did not fulfill the criteria of the Public Realm Fund.  In particular this covered areas where littering was an on-going issue.

Each site was further reviewed and criteria developed which enabled ranking of the qualifying projects in order of importance.  The criteria used to prioritise the works were as follows.

Specifically in relation to Moy Glas Close there was close engagement with the local residents.  During spring 2011, a 52 meter section of wall opposite the cul de sac at Moy Glas Close was removed and the area reinstated in an effort to deter the congregation of people at this location.  The work has proved effective and reports received have been positive.

Submissions were received in September 20ll from the residents of Moyglass and Castle Riada Estates as follows:

1. Blocking of all through points between Moy Glas and Castla Riada

2. Thinning of low level hedging at agree points within Castle Riada

3. Thinning of depth of hedging at agreed points in Moy Glas

4. Complete clean up of length of laneway/esker of litter/glass etc

5. Removal of remnants of fencing within Moyglass.

Items 2-4 have been completed and in relation to Item 5, the old fence posts from the top of the Esker in the vicinity of Moy Glas Green will be removed by the Council's Parks Department in December when the beech hedge at this location will be pruned also.

The total cost of the works to date is €7,303.87.
In general requests by the residents to prevent access between Castle Riada and Moy Glass Estates are difficult to achieve and not necessarily best course of action. This is reflected in the report to Motion 2 Lucan ACM 25th October last. http://intranet2/corporate/cmas/search.aspx?term=moy%20glas&meeting=821.
It is hoped to accommodate some provision in the 2012 budget for additional works. Any additional works to be undertaken should have a high level of sustainability on the area in which they are used.   Some discussions have taken place between the Council's Architectural Services Department and Park's Department and as these advance there will be further discussions with Castle Riada and Moy Glas to agree further proposals for the area which may form part of the public realm funding.”

“To ask the Manager to give an updated report on the measures in place to deal with anti-social behaviour in and around the Griffeen Valley Park and to include the effect, if any of these measures, and to generally report on progress in dealing with the issue?”
REPLY:
“Anti-social behaviour is an unfortunate aspect of our modern society. The consequences of it impact particularly heavily on our parks and open spaces and while it is more evident in those parks and open spaces that do not have a daily staff presence, the majority of anti-social behaviour takes place during the hours of darkness after the parks have closed and our staff have finished work for the day. 

Physical measures that have been taken to tackle anti social activity in Griffeen Valley Park include the provision of boundary walls and railings, installation of vehicle control barriers and kissing gates and routine patrolling by the Park Rangers.  Pruning of vegetation is undertaken during the winter months in an effort to improve passive supervision of facilities such as the playground and to deter loitering at night.  Pruning works have also been undertaken on the periphery of the park in the vicinity of residential housing estates to combat anti-social activities including fly tipping.  

The pedestrian gate at Griffeen Glen Park/Elm Green has recently come to light as an area causing difficulties for local residents.  In June 2011, the gate was opened and closed in accordance with Park opening hours on a trail basis.  The trial was not successful and was abandoned due to persistent vandalism of the locks.  As reported to the area committee meeting in October 2011 is now proposed to replace this gate with a kissing gate.  The provision of a kissing gate will be considered in the context of the 2012 works programme. 

The recently completed Grand Canal to Adamstown green route project provides a link from the Grand Canal to Griffeen Avenue.  This enables park users and cyclists to link up with the existing cycle path network in the northern section of Griffeen Valley Park.  The project which was funded by a grant from the Department of Transport under the Smarter Travel Programme, also provided for the installation of a lighting and CCTV system to enhance security of this new route.  Feedback from users has been positive.

Vandalism in the playground was occurring on a regular basis to one item of equipment – the birds nest swing.  This item is specifically designed for users of all abilities and was a well used item.  The incidents of vandalism had been increasing in recent years and despite replacing the swing with a more robust seat it was not possible to keep the item in a safe condition. As a result the item was removed.  Options are currently being considered regarding replacement equipment.

Residents who experience anti-social problems are encouraged to report incidents to the Gardaí who have the powers to enforce the law under the Criminal Justice Act and other appropriate legislation.  The Parks Department is in regular contact with An Garda Síochána and liaises with them regarding any specific incidences that may occur in Griffeen Valley Park”

“That the Manager would present a report on projects being implemented / supported by the Council to study and implement measures to preserve / enhance bio-diversity, and industrial history in Waterstown Park, Palmerston, and its environs.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Management works in Waterstown Park are carried out based on the recommendations of the 2008 biodiversity study by Dr Mary Tubridy.  Much of this work continues from year to year such as managing the grasslands, general maintenance and encouraging community participation.  

In 2010 a biodiversity action plan was formulated to ensure more of the long term management objectives in the park were progressed.  Parks staff started a program of removing non native trees near the Millrace.  This work was continued in 2011 but the main priorities for 2011 were further research into biodiversity in the park, removal of invasive species, hedgerow management and clearing of the Millrace.

The BioBlitz in May 2011 offered the opportunity for further research into biodiversity in the park.  This survey gave staff the opportunity to review the management practices and consider what effect they were having on biodiversity in the park.  As previously reported 687 species were recorded in the park during the BioBlitz which is equivalent to 10.60 species per hectare.  This far exceeded what was previously known to exist based on the 2 year study carried out from 2005-2007 and indicates that the park is becoming progressively more biologically diverse.  

A recording and mapping exercise was also carried out on the extent of Japanese Knotweed in the park.  This is a highly invasive plant species which poses a threat to local biodiversity.  Staff working in this area attended a training workshop on dealing with this problem and a programme of treatment has now been formulated and will take place over the next few years.  Records on the spread of the plant and efforts to eradicate it will be maintained in the park depot and the plants will be treated with herbicide up to 3 times a year. It is expected to see the spread of this plant in the park halted with the next year.

The first steps in managing the Millrace for biodiversity were undertaken in early May following a consultation process.  The major issue in managing the Millrace is to get the balance right between plant life and open water. The Millrace has become overgrown with reduced light levels resulting in a local decline in biodiversity.  The excessive shading from trees and scrub also prevents park visitors from accessing the Millrace.  It is proposed to start removing vegetation in and along the Millrace to improve the situation.

In May, Waterstown Park hosted the first ‘Craic Assault Course Race’.  Before it could take place, sections of the Millrace had to be cleaned to allow access for the competitors.  The work coincided with the biodiversity objectives and it was possible to work in partnership with the race organiser who made a financial contribution towards the cost. Care was taken to leave all the material removed from the Millrace along the banks so that invertebrates removed during the process could return to the water. The work was very successful as evidenced by the large numbers of fish which can be seen regularly in the Millrace.  It is hoped to continue this work in stages over the next few years.  

2011 also saw work begin on a hedgerow management plan.  There were two talks organised in the park on hedgerow management.  The first was by the County Heritage Officer, who advised on managing for biodiversity, and another talk was given by the Chairman of the Irish Hedgelayers Association.  A number of staff from the area also received training in hedgelaying.  Following on from this, work on a hedgerow management plan has begun and there are plans to plant a new native hedgerow in the park in early 2012.  This will protect an area vulnerable to human encroachment and will also connect with an existing hedgerow thus providing several wildlife benefits.

As well as the protection and enhancement of biodiversity in Waterstown there is an objective to inform and educate people about what a valuable resource it is.  To this end there were several events held throughout the year.  In April the park hosted a number of workshops as part of ECO Week. These were run by Eco UNESCO and were entitled Nature Studies For Young People.

For the second year the Palmerstown Active Retired Association celebrated the Bealtaine Festival with a day in the park.  In appreciation of their contribution and support for the park, a tree planting ceremony was arranged which was well attended.

In conjunction with the BioBlitz there were several public events to highlight the biodiversity in the park including nature walks, bat walk and a dawn chorus event.  

In 2012 the biodiversity priorities are to progress the hedgerow management plan, continue the removal of invasive species and clear another section of the Millrace.  Visitors to the park will also be able to complete the full circuit of the park once the 3rd Millrace Bridge is completed.  It is expected that this will be installed by early summer 2012.  

Under the Heritage Plan, funding has been sought for a desk-top Industrial Heritage Survey of the County which will include the industrial heritage legacy of Palmerston and its environs.  While historical information on industrial features throughout the county as a whole will be collated and presented, it is also proposed that condition assessments will be undertaken for any industrial heritage properties under the ownership of SDCC.  As the mill race in Waterstown Park would be viewed as such, the condition assessment for this feature will provide essential information to inform any future biodiversity measures in the mill race.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and G. O’Connell, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“That the Manager would make a report on actions/measures implemented in 2011 to improve/enhance the amenity provided for residents in the Council's Parks in the Lucan EA, including Waterstown Park, Lucan Demesne, Griffeen Valley Park, Willsbrook Park, Hermitage Park and Ballyowen Park.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
New signs have been installed in all the parks indicated.  The signs have been designed specifically for each park.   The signs show a map of the park and provide information regarding the features/wildlife in the park and also a copy of the Park Bye-laws.  In addition to this the following works have been undertaken:

Waterstown Park – The work in the park concentrated mainly around enhancing biodiversity following the formulation of a biodiversity action plan in 2010.  A number of studies were undertaken during the year which included a BioBlitz event in May 2011.  A recording and mapping exercise was also carried out on the extent of Japanese Knotweed in the park.  A strategy to eradicate this invasive weed is now in place.  A hedgerow management plan is currently being drafted to protect and enhance the hedgerows in the park.  Works also took place in and along the millrace to enhance biodiversity.  This included the removal of non native tree species and the removal of some vegetation from the waters.  A bridge is currently under construction for the millrace and is expected to be installed by summer 2012.

Griffeen Valley Park – The Green Route which links the Grand Canal with the north section of the park was completed in 2011.  The project was funded by a grant from the Department of Transport under the Smarter Travel Programme.  A CCTV and public lighting system was provided along this route to enhance security.  The project also included the installation of an additional entrance onto Adamstown Link Road.  Footpath improvement works were undertaken in the woodland adjacent to the sports centre to alleviate flooding and provide greater access to the sports centre and schools.  The Vesey Park section of Griffeen Valley Park has been fully reopened to the public following completion of water attenuation works associated with the N4 upgrade.

Hermitage – Boundary improvement works were carried out to the stone wall along Ballyowen Lane.  The works made provision to connect Hermitage Park with St Andrews open space at some date in the future.

Ballyowen Park– Works on the all weather pitch by South Dublin Football League is nearing completion.  As part of these works significant pruning of vegetation was carried out in the vicinity of the pitch.

Of the 19 fines still active, 16% were paid (3), 84% currently unpaid (16)

Of the 19 fines 31% appealed (6). Appeal Denied 66.6% (4).  Appeals Granted 33.3% (2)

“The Operations crew are deployed on a daily basis throughout the county to remove waste material that has been discarded and dumped by individuals on green spaces, park areas and other public lands.  

The Council is currently reviewing the allocation of this resource to ensure that supervisory staff regularly inspects all areas and that the crews are assigned in accordance with the needs of the areas identified. The crews operate in conjunction with the staff of the Cleansing Section and the Parks Section to ensure that parks, open spaces and recreational grounds that are provided as an amenity are utilised to the maximum extent. 

Residents can contribute to keeping the open spaces free of litter and this may mean reporting those who are observed littering or dumping to the Council litter wardens, or carrying out local clean ups. In some cases, the litter warden may obtain evidence to prosecute offenders, but we rely on the public to provide information and evidence if they witness dumping, in order that we may eradicate the litter problem.”

The flooding in Glenaulin Road was due to sewer choke which has been unblocked. The flooding in the Covert was probably due to blocked gulleys and the Cleansing Section will be asked to have the gulleys in this area cleaned out. The Drainage Section has no reports of flooding on Culmore Road or Oak Court Close but will investigate both locations. 

Further to the above report, the Senior Engineer in the Drainage Section met on site a representative of one of the companies that provides flood barrier gates at 80 Glenmaroon Road on the 29th of November 2011. This entrance was measured up and a quotation to install a flood barrier gate at this location is awaited.”

The Council's Parks Department has been requested to submit an estimate of the cost of constructing the wall in question to allow the matter to be further considered.”

Because Lucan Village is in a hollow and located beside the Liffey and Griffeen Rivers, the Drainage Section is aware of the need for regular maintenance of the surface water sewers and gulleys and this is carried out.

The road flooding problems on Esker Lane at the bungalows and near Woodville Estate relate to the surface water outfall being silted up under and within the wall of the entrance to St. Edmundsbury Hospital/farm. The ownership of these lands is being ascertained at the moment so that permission can be sought so that remedial work on this outfall can be carried out.”

Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle and E. Tuffy, Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised. It was AGREED that the matter would be kept under review.  The report was NOTED.

“As previously reported, the Newcastle Road is subject to congestion generally at school times and at other peak period times. The signals on the Newcastle interchange are linked to the signals at Hillcrest by means of linked MOVA (Microprocessor Optimised Vehicle Actuation). The introduction of the linked MOVA has resulted in a decrease in delays but it is not possible to further reduce the delays along Newcastle Road unless at the expense of increasing delays in the surrounding area. 

It should be noted that during peak periods the signals at Hillcrest are heavily used by pedestrians which results in periods of all red lights to traffic. This results in obvious delays to traffic but these delays are further increased by servicing the traffic exiting Hillcrest.  

The pedestrian crossing at the Esker Drive roundabout is not linked to any other signals. This is to ensure that pedestrians obtain a green man as soon as possible within the cycle.   

Any further measures to relive congestion within the current road layout would result in increased delays in Hillcrest Estate and on Esker Drive together with longer delays for pedestrians. Any efforts to relieve congestion on the sideroads would result in increased delays on the Newcastle Road south of the Esker Drive Roundabout. 

It should also be noted that the delays on the Newcastle Road could be substantially relieved by reverting to the former (unsignalised) arrangement at Hillcrest. This would however result in a return to the previous delays in exiting this estate.”

The proposal advocates a very similar restriction to that which was initially applied to the road.  At that time locally generated goods traffic was disproportionately affected. 

The road network is now developed to a standard where the major roads are predominately uncongested. Additionally the neighbouring weight restriction in Ballyfermot and 5 axle prohibition in the city centre are present. When all these factors are combined the demand for goods traffic to utilise indirect routes such as Kennelsfort Road is reduced . 

This significant reduction in HGV’s has been observed on Kennelsfort (M8 Lucan Area Committee Meeting 28Jun11). It is likely that the remaining traffic using Kennelsfort Road is local in nature and in any case the portion of HGV traffic is consistent with other minor trough roads within the urban area.  It is not proposed to modify the current restriction.

PERMEABILITY PROJECT MOY GLAS LINK
The following report was presented by Mr. P. Hogan, Senior Planner:
REPORT:

“The request for this item arises out of a report to last Month’s ACM in relation to an update on the proposed Moy Glas link, which was one of the NTA funded pedestrian/cycling permeability projects proposed for 2011.  Further to public consultation, the Moy Glas permeability project is not now proceeding in line with the wishes of the majority of local residents.  The pedestrian crossing sought as part of this Project cannot be considered in isolation by the Planning Department for NTA funding in 2011 and there is no time left in 2011 to divert the available funding to other works.  The pedestrian crossing sought at this location may be considered in conjunction with the Road's Department, subject to an agreed system of prioritisation (currently based on the pedestrian ‘warrant’ system),  for possible funding in 2012.  This is already subject to separate consideration at this meeting under Road's Business.  

The Planning Department’s scheme of permeability projects was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting of the 28th June 2011. A summary of the report is below:

The National Transport Authority (NTA) agreed in principle on 27th May 2011, to provide funding to South Dublin County Council (SDCC), to carry out Local Permeability Improvements in South Dublin County in 2011. The proposed projects were outlined at the concept stage to provide information and invite comment.

The permeability project sought to identify and improve established but informal walking and cycling routes, by upgrading existing links and removing blockages and barriers to easy movement.

The NTA brief is to focus on ‘quick and easy wins’ such as well used routes to schools, shops, community facilities and transport nodes to facilitate walking and cycling. 

• The links were described according to the local centres they served.

• Each link increased the access to that local centre and the benefit to the locality that could accrue as a result of that link being achieved.

• An accumulative benefit could occur if all links in a particular area were completed. However the links will also work as standalone projects.

• In some cases, where the accumulative benefit was large; links are amalgamated to create one strategic link where it is warranted.

• Where a reduction in distance was cited as a result of the link; that resulted in achieving or improving an acceptable walking or cycling distance.

• In most cases the link resulted in easier access to a local or district centre. In one or two cases the link resulted in improved access to the LUAS line in South Dublin. This was described in the narrative.

• The proposals were at the concept stage so all were subject to further investigation and detailed design

The project proposed for the Lucan area was:

Griffeen Local Centre Link 1: Toucan Crossing points (subject to design consideration) & Moy Glas Link.

A further Councillor Briefing Meeting was requested and held on the 13th July 2011. 

At this meeting an overview of Local Permeability Projects was given outlining the following:

The NTA agreed to fund local permeability projects that improve access to local nodes with schools, shops, community facilities and transport links. Funding available to complete 5 no. projects in 2011 with possibility of future funding for 2012 and 2013.

5 no. projects have been selected for 2011; 1 no. project in each of the electoral areas; identified projects that do not require Part 8 approval, on the basis that these projects are deliverable by the end of 2011. Potential projects have been identified in each area for 2012/2013. These projects would require Part 8 approval.

Part 8 process in relation to 2012/2013 projects will commence by end 2011.

SDCC has identified a project at Griffeen Local Centre for 2011 that incorporates new toucan crossings on Griffeen Road and Griffeen Avenue and a pedestrian and cycle link from Moy Glas estate. A map showing indicative locations of proposed works shown on projector.

Summary of outcomes of subsequent discussion:

Lucan Councillors generally support crossings on Griffeen Avenue; 

In relation to Moyglass link there is concern in relation to public opinion on the level of anti-social behaviour and the impact of a new link on levels of antisocial behaviour; 

Lucan Councillors are open to consultation with residents - leaflet drop

Following receipt of the results above it was decided not to proceed with the Moy Glas link.  However, the residents association expressed an interest in future projects in the area and a wish to participate. The Travel Smart Team have agreed to meet them in 2012 and; subject to future funding, with a view to progressing alternative projects in the area.

The Planning Department submitted an application to the NTA based on the report presented at the Lucan ACM of the 28th of June. This application was based on the agreed criteria from the NTA which derived from the funding application for permeability projects that the NTA agreed in principle; this focused on creating new walking and cycling links to existing local estates, encouraging people away from driving and towards walking and cycling and decreasing the distance to local centres for walkers and cyclists. In this regard the proposed road crossing facility (subject to detailed design) was part and parcel of the link to Moy Glas as it would facilitate users of the new link to cross the road. With regard to moving the pedestrian crossing to a new location the Planning Department does not have discretionary funding for this project in 2011.  The proposal will be considered in conjunction with the Roads Department for 2012.”

The building if constructed would also suffer from traffic noise affecting its core use. 
Although this site is not considered suitable the library department is always open to investigate opportunities for the provision of library services. The New Age Friendly County initiative currently being explored by the Council may provide an innovative mechanism for delivering service in the Palmerston area and will be explored in consultation with the members during 2012.”

“That this Committee compliments the County Librarian and Library Staff on initiatives/projects which have been implemented by the Council Library Service in the past in Lucan Library to support businesses and persons interested in starting their own businesses, and requests the Manager to make an updated report on the provision of such reports currently, and projects/initiatives planned for 2012.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The staff of the Library Service have recently been involved with the Sustainable Business Executive from the Chamber of Commerce to put in place business support initiatives across the County.  As part of this initiative a survey on access to business information was conducted with local firms and businesses. The result of this survey indicates that local businesses are looking for information on PR and Marketing, Sustainability, HR and Employment and Funding. They voice several concerns in relation to finding information – particularly the issue of the currency of the information they find.  Many report receiving out of date or incorrect information and find that searching online can be a frustrating experience. 
Libraries, as curators of information, have a particular skill in the area of information provision and as a result it was decided to develop business specific book collections in all branch libraries and to further develop online resources for entrepreneurs, businesses and people seeking employment. Two very important online business services are now available from www.southdublinlibraries.ie Lexis Nexis -the world’s largest collection of news and business information and Vision Net a website which provides company information for Ireland and the United Kingdom. Access to these services are available free of charge as consortium costs have been negotiated with other library services to deliver high end services at reduced costs. 

Library staff are also currently working on business specific web pages which will coordinate start up and business information to facilitate ease of access and use. These pages will be available shortly from the library website which during 2011 has had over 2.5 million page views and almost 300,000 distinct users visiting the site.

November 2011 was designated Business Month across South Dublin Libraries and during this period the new business information collections were launched and over fifteen seminars, talks and workshops were delivered across Lucan and the County Library – topics included Business Idea Generation, Sustainable Business Opportunities and Life Coaching. One event ‘Check Out a Champion’ offered people a chance to spend time with experts in various fields including business planning, marketing, financial control and social media. Similar sessions are planned for 2012 as positive feedback indicated a need for advice clinics. It is also planned to liaise with a range of other agencies across Lucan in late Spring 2012 to work towards delivering a similar business support programme in the library. This will include partners such as the Enterprise Board, CPLN, MABS, FAS (Solas Ireland) and the Innovation Enterprise Network. 

Activities currently being planned will include Start Up business information sessions, financial information workshops, and digital training. The FAS eLearning programme will be re-launched in 2012 in Lucan Library. This digital training course is aimed at people currently on the live register who have no IT skills. The Know IT course, which will form the basis for the programme, has been approved as a level 3 course by FETAC. The certification takes account of the learning which takes place in the public library, the first time that FETGAC has recognised such ‘informal’ learning. The programme is a sixteen week programme will involve a skills assessment and a test for those who wish to get certification. NALA’s Writeon4work courseware will also be used.

A recent online survey of computer usage in Lucan Library, completed in late November 2011, indicated that the most significant single user group was unemployed people aged 36-50 years who were using the online services to carry out research across a broad spectrum of information sources.  Lucan Library will continue to support these citizens with information services, online resources, free internet access, online newspapers, workshops, seminars and exhibitions. Similar support for entrepreneurs and businesses will continue to be developed and delivered during 2012.”

COMPLIANCE WITH REVENUE COMMISSIONERS IN RELATION TO COMMUNITY GRANTS
The following report was presented by Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer:
REPORT:

“South Dublin County Council has been operating a Community Grants Scheme for many years now, and many hundreds of community projects have been assisted to date through the various forms of grant aid available.

All grant applications are considered, and those applications recommended by Community Services Department are referred to the appropriate Area Committee Meeting.  If the ACM endorses the recommendations, the grant applications then go to the full Council meeting for approval or otherwise.

When groups have been approved financial assistance at the County Council Meetings, they are formally notified and where applicable, are asked to submit receipts. Upon receipt of same, a supplier ID form is set up with our Finance Department to enable us to make payment. 

New regulations have been implemented which requires that any voluntary non-profit organisation needs to fill and return a Non Profit Tax Form to the Revenue Commissioners.  This applies where the value of the grant exceeds €1,000 in any given year.

The form requests details such as the name and address of the group, the reason for seeking tax registration, the name and address of a responsible person, group details (objectives of the group, how the group is funded) and asking "if any individual will benefit from the activities or finances of the group / organisation."  The form is a single page with five questions on it.

Where the value of the contribution / grant exceeds €1,000 in any given year, South Dublin County Council is required to make a tax return of all grant payments made, and also to indicate each group’s tax reference. This form will enable community groups to get tax clearance and to have a tax reference number. When setting up a supplier for payment of the grant, The Council’s Finance Department must have a tax reference number.

While this appears to be causing difficulty with some groups, the Council does not have any discretion or powers to waive the requirements of the Revenue Commissioners.”
Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell and W. Lavelle, Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
