RENEWAL OF FILTER DRAINS ON NAAS ROAD N7 INBOUND AND OUTBOUND
The following report was presented by Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer:

“N7 (Naas Road) Filter Drain Rehabilitation Project
REPORT:
· An extensive study has been carried out by Halcrow Barry Consulting Engineers on behalf of South Dublin County Council and the National Roads Authority to investigate the performance of the surface water drainage on the N7 between Newlands Cross and the Rathcoole Interchange. 

· The resulting report concluded that the filter drainage system has reached its design life and as a result the drains are operating below capacity. 
  

· The recommendation in the report is that the existing drainage system should be retained rather than be replaced, and a full depth regeneration of the filter material be carried out on the central median, inbound and outbound verges between Newlands Cross and the Rathcoole Interchange. 
  

· A contractor was appointed before Christmas 2011 and works are scheduled to commence on site on 24th January 2012. The contract is currently scheduled to conclude in May 2012. 
  

· The work will be carried out at night from Tuesday night to Saturday night inclusive in order to minimise the disruption to traffic. All traffic management restrictions will be removed at the end of each night shift and traffic flow on the N7 will then revert to normal operation for the full daytime period until the commencement of the next night shift.    

· The agreed working hours are 9pm to 6am on Tuesday to Thursday night inclusive, 9pm to 9am on Friday night and 9pm to 11am on Saturday night. There will be no works on Sunday or Monday. 
· Works will only be operational on one side (either inbound or outbound) and one section of the N7 at a time.
  

· In order to carry out the works in compliance with current health and safety regulations, traffic management will require lane closures down to one lane only at certain times during the working hours agreed above. 

· Details of traffic restrictions on this section of the N7 will be available on the South Dublin County Council website www.sdcc.ie. These will be updated regularly as the works locations change over the contract period.”

“The Round Tower is protected under the Planning and Development Acts; the "Stone Round Tower, Church and Cross" is referred to in the Council’s Record of Protected Structures (R.P.S.) (Map Ref. No. 138) under the County Development Plan 2010 - 2016 - Schedule 2, Record of Protected Structures. 

The tower is also a National Monument protected under the National Monuments Acts 1930 – 1994 and is referred to in the Council’s Record of Monuments and Places (R.M.P Ref. DU017-041) County Development Plan 2010 – 2016, Schedule 1.  The tower is located within the Zone of Archaeological Potential established around Clondalkin Village which is subject to statutory protection in the Record of Monuments and Places, established under Section 12 of the National Monuments (Amendment) Act 1994. 

The Round Tower is under the control of the Office of Public Works.  As the Round Tower is a National Monument responsibility for its maintenance comes under the National Monuments Section of the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government.  The National Monuments Section was contacted by formal letter directly with regard to the current condition of the structure and requested to carry out necessary maintenance and repair.  A response was received stating that details were forwarded to the Monument Protection Unit for their direct attention. The Council has again contacted the National Monuments Section and is awaiting a response. 

The area around the Round Tower that is in Council ownership is maintained and cleaned up regularly by the Council. The concrete block pier is a temporary one pending the completion of the Museum proper.”

“This meeting notes that:

· the flooding in nos. 15 to 33 Lealand Drive on Monday 24th October 2011 was caused, in part, by the inability of the existing drainage system to cope with the excess rainfall on that night 

· the flooding was exacerbated by the location of the houses in a hollow and the raised landscaping at the rear of the houses 

· this was the second time such flooding has occurred at these addresses in Lealand Drive, the last flooding occurring in the early 1990's 

· more remedial action than the installation of additional gulleys at the fronts of the houses will be required to reduce the risk of flooding in the future
This meeting agrees that the Council:

· will actively explore altering the landscaping at the rear of the affected houses in Lealand Drive to reduce the risk of flooding 

· will actively explore the need for expanding the capacity of the existing drainage system to cope with future weather events such as that which took place on 24th October 2011 

· will take whatever measures are deemed necessary and as quickly as is possible to reduce the risk of flooding at Lealand Drive.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Drainage Section will explore with the Parks, Housing and Road Sections if the landscaped area at the rear of the houses at 15 to 33 (odd) Lealand Drive, Clondalkin can be altered to divert the rainwater run-off away from these houses bearing in mind that the road levels on both the Nangor and Bawnogue Roads cannot be altered and that sight distance at the junction of these roads is required.

The Surface Water pipework in the Lealand and Alpine Heights areas looks to be more that adequate to cope with normal rainfalls and has been checked and flushed and found to be working smoothly.  No surface water system is designed to take deluges like those which occurred on the 24th of October 2011.

There are plans to increase the number of gullys in the general area of the flooded houses to reduce the risk of flooding in these low lying houses in the future.”

“To ask the Manager to give a detailed report on the state of Méile an Rí Drive when it was returned to the management of the Council in 2010 making reference to the detailed concerns raised in two separate reports carried out on behalf of Cara Housing in February/March 2009 (Thornton's) and March/April 2010 (EML); to indicate whether the Council carried out inspections prior to the hand over from Cara examining each of the concerns raised in these two reports; to indicate which of these concerns had been addressed by Cara and which remained outstanding; to indicate what work has been done on theses issues since the Council took over management of Méile an Rí Drive; and to indicate what issues remain unaddressed at the present time?”

REPLY:
“Originally, it was intended that two blocks containing 24 apartment units at Méile an Rí, would be managed as a voluntary housing scheme by Cara Housing Association under the terms of the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme. For various reasons, the funding for this never materialised and the option of Cara managing the units on behalf of the Council as social housing was explored. The association was in the interim given temporary control of the units while this was explored but in the end no agreement was possible and the units were handed back to the Council in December 2010 as part of an overall cessation by Cara of its voluntary housing activities in Ireland. The Council was unhappy with the extent and quality of maintenance work undertaken by Cara during its period of control.

The situation regarding problems with the apartment units in the Cara block was the subject of a detailed report to the November 2011 meeting of this Committee and this covered and presented copies of the two reports referred to in the Question, which were undertaken by Cara without any Council knowledge, involvement or input. 

The Council has relied on inspections carried out by its own staff to determine the extent of problems existing and requiring rectification in these blocks. 

Substantial works have been carried out including replacement of all timber panels in aluminium doors with laminated toughened glass, overhead door closures fitted, door saddles to entrance doors fitted etc. 

All works have been completed in common areas in the four blocks in Méile an Rí Drive including replacement of entrance doors to the four blocks and letter boxes. Defective seals on replacement doors to common areas are continuing to present a problem and this is being pursued with the company responsible and will be rectified in the near future. 

Following the withdrawal of Cara in December 2010, an examination showed a lack of consistency in compliance with required boiler servicing intervals. This has been systematically rectified by contractors acting for the Council.

Soil stack connections in all the attics and at the rere in the Méile an Rí block have been inspected for compliance and most of the necessary remedial works have been completed other than where access difficulties were encountered.

Following the withdrawal of Cara, action was taken by the Council to ensure that all safety systems such as emergency lighting and alarms in common areas were put in working order.  Automatic air vents in roofs have been re-commissioned and serviced.   

From our inspections of the Cara blocks, small gaps were identified between adjoining properties in some attic spaces which could in certain circumstances give rise to the spread of smoke or fire and immediate works were undertaken by a specialist contractor to remove this risk. All units in this phase have now been certified by the company as being in full compliance with the relevant Building Regulations.  

A Pilot Scheme for the replacement of sash windows has been completed in 17 of the 19 two-storey houses in Méile an Rí.  A Tender has now been accepted for the replacement of all other defective sash windows and doors, to include all units in Balgaddy B which includes the Cara blocks. This work commenced this week and is expected to be completed within four months for all housing units in the overall Balgaddy scheme identified as requiring attention to comply with relevant fire and thermal bridging regulations.”

“To ask the Manager to provide a full list of all remedial works carried out in the last 12 months on the 39 units from Balgaddy Housing Scheme detailed in the CPLN funded Buckeridge Forristal Partnership Report into Búirg, Méile and Tór an Rí (20 June 2011)?.”

REPLY:

“The building survey commissioned by C.P.L.N. was carried out early in 2011 by B.F.P. Consulting Engineers and was the subject of a detailed report to the November 2011 meeting of this Committee.  

South Dublin County Council received an annotated copy of the report linking the problems stated to the 39 addresses covered (11 in brief general terms and the remaining 28 in more detail) at the end of July 2011. This was reviewed against the Council’s programme of remedial works ongoing at Balgaddy since early last year and any fresh information supplied was factored into the ongoing work schedule.  The contents of the report were broadly in line with the surveys carried out by our own staff and already being addressed by on site teams.

All 39 units identified in the B.R.P. report were inspected by the Council’s Architectural Services team and this included mechanical and electrical issues, alleged latent defects and routine maintenance etc.

All electrical queries have been examined in regard to the 13 units identified with the exception of 2 units where access could not be gained.  The majority of issues were of a minor maintenance nature such as replacement of bulbs, immersion switches etc. and they have all been completed.  Further efforts are being made to gain access to the two remaining units.

All 26 units with mechanical issues have been examined with the exception of 5 units where access proved difficult.  In 5 units no mechanical issues were identified as claimed.  In the majority of other cases problems were due to normal wear and tear.  In three instances, issues were identified which appear to be latent defects and have been dealt with as such. Again all works have been completed with the exception of the 5 units with access difficulties and this is being pursued.

In relation to the other items identified in the report, these have been thoroughly inspected by our Technical team and relate to issues such as:

· Fire doors and door closers 

· Fire stopping 

· Leaking balconies causing water damage to units underneath 

· Condensation issues 

· Roof leaks 

· Issues with double sliding doors between sitting rooms and kitchen

It was found that the most prevalent issue related to fire doors and door closures, followed by fire stopping issues. 

From our inspections of the Balgaddy B phase, small gaps were identified between adjoining properties in some attic spaces which could in certain circumstances give rise to the spread of smoke or fire and immediate works were undertaken by a specialist contractor to remove this risk. All units in this phase have now been certified by the company as being in full compliance with the relevant Building Regulations.  

Following discussions with the Dublin City Council Fire Officer and a Fire Consultant, teams of Council technical staff have systematically examined all other phases of the scheme to confirm compliance in this regard.  These examinations have not uncovered any further instances of this problem. A Fire Consultant is now being formally engaged to review the actions taken and confirm their adequacy. 

Leaking balconies and roof leaks were the next issue, followed by condensation and problems with sliding doors. Any works warranted have now been 90% completed, including decorating and making good any areas following repair.  The remaining 10% are works of a minor issue and will be completed within the next month or so subject to access.

Some of the issues identified such as condensation were tenant related issues and no works were warranted. Any routine maintenance issues that have arisen are being dealt with directly by the Housing Maintenance Depot as part of their normal maintenance programme.

A Pilot Scheme for the replacement of sash windows has been completed in 17 of the 19 two-storey houses in Méile an Rí.  A Tender has now been accepted for the replacement of all other defective sash windows and doors. This work commenced this week and is expected to be completed within four months for all housing units in the overall Balgaddy scheme identified as requiring attention to comply with relevant fire and thermal bridging regulations.

Problems relating to external plasterwork and painting will be addressed in a programme to be undertaken in spring / summer 2012 when weather conditions improve.

The Council is liaising directly with the tenants in question and considerable progress has been made in relation to these 39 units.”

WINDOW REPLACEMENT PROGRAMME IN THE CLONDALKIN AREA
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councilor T. Ridge:
“That the Manager presents a report on the Window Replacement Programme in the Clondalkin Area.  Some residents who have been waiting for replacement windows and have been told that there is a list doubt the existence of a list.  Is there a list in operation?  How is the decision made about how to allocate the resources available for the Window Replacement Programme?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“A replacement programme was initiated two years ago because the windows in a large number of the Council's housing stock were in very bad condition.   Tenants who had bad windows were listed and following an inspection the windows were graded on a scale of 1 to 5 with 5 being those in the worst condition.   In order to address this problem the Council provided €1 million in the 2009 budget and a further €1 million in the 2010 budget.  This funding was for replacement of window/doors in the worst condition from this list.  This list is being added to each year and the list is Countywide and therefore grading is ongoing.

Windows and doors were replaced in 203 houses out of the 2009 allocation and 193 out of the 2010 funding. The average replacement cost is €5,200 per house.

At the beginning of 2011 there were 698 applications on hand for new windows.  A further 403 applications were received up to the end of the year.  193 of this total were completed during the year and 385 have still to be graded leaving a potential balance of 908 to be replaced.   It should be noted that windows are only replaced where the tenant/s' rent account is either clear or adhering to an agreement for a period of 6 months to clear the arrears.  Replacements are carried out countywide on date of application and rent account in order and available funding.  However, priority is given to senior citizens or those with special needs.

In the Clondalkin Area, 91 were replaced in 2010, which represented 45% of the total completions (203) and 76 were replaced in 2011, which represented 39% of total completions (193).”

In keeping with current practice, the Council's Litter Warden Service will continue to actively monitor and enforce all illegal dumping activity throughout the county with enhanced focus following on the withdrawal of the waiver by Greyhound Recycling and Recovery Ltd in the coming year.”

REPORT:
Following the adoption of the Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 the Environmental Services Department agreed that a quarterly progress report be presented to the Councillors on the implementation of the adopted plan.  The quarterly report represents the actions and the progress to date.  

Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 quarterly report January 2012 
1. Develop programmes on the basis of targeting the various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse
· The 2011 Anti- Litter grants have been distributed to all successful applicants 

· South Dublin County Council will participate in the National Anti-Gum Litter Task Force campaign in 2012 

· Anti-graffiti workshops to be allocated to community groups and schools in 2012 

· A programme to prevent dog fouling has been developed.  The Council Dog Wardens have applied stencils to the footpaths in parks including Tymon Park and Sean Walsh Park. 

· An information panel on the prevention of dog fouling was displayed at the Railway Procurement Agency Eco Day and at the Beautiful South Dublin County Awards Ceremony. 

2. Develop a customer focused litter complaints procedure in order to deal effectively and efficiently with complaints
· Continue to promote Fixyourstreet.ie for litter and illegal dumping and graffiti reports 

· Customer care system recorded 4,400 queries with regard to litter, illegal dumping and graffiti in 2011

It is hoped that the new contract will provide an increase in the extent of litter picking from green spaces and planted areas and an improvement in the quality of cleaning done, as well as additional weed removal in all areas and an extension to the duration of the leaf clearance operation.

The Council utilises the services of both the Operation's Unit, the Cleansing Unit based in Ballymount Depot in conjunction with a private contractor who has dedicated teams that operate an extensive street-cleaning programme on main roads, local roads and estates.

It is the Council’s intention to introduce a works programme to include all cleaning works carried out by the Council's Operations and Cleansing Units as well as work carried out by the road sweeping contractor in accordance with the regular road-sweeping schedule. Currently main roads such as Woodford Walk are swept on a monthly basis and housing estates in the Woodford area and Monksfield area are swept four times per year and gullies are cleaned once a year on a scheduled basis.  The proposed works programme will ensure that areas can be cleaned in the interim periods between scheduled sweeps and indicators developed to enable an ongoing review of the level of resources and nature of the operations required. The preparation of a works programme for all cleansing works is at an advanced stage at present, once completed it is proposed that this programme will be brought to the attention of the elected members as part of the commitments given previously under the Litter Management Implementation Plan.  Also as part of the Council's Litter Management Plan, there will be a number of campaigns aimed at reducing the level of littering within the county, thereby reducing the resources required to cleanup after offenders and allowing the staff to be used in other operations.

Of 400 fixed penalty notices issued in regard to Waste Bye-Laws in 2011, 198 were issued to addresses in the Clondalkin area.
South Dublin County Council made Bye-Laws pursuant to Section 35(1) of the Waste Management Act, 1996 (as amended) and in accordance with Part 19 of the Local Government Act, 2011. The intention to make these Bye-Laws was advertised in the public press on 15th May 2007. Copies of the draft Bye-Laws were available from the Council’s website, Council offices and libraries until 15th June, 2007 as part of the public consultation process.
On 8th October 2007, following the period for public consultation and having considered one submission received, it was resolved by a meeting of the elected members of South Dublin County Council “That South Dublin County Council makes Bye-Laws under Section 35 of the Waste Management Act, 1996 for the storage, presentation and collection of waste.”
The Bye-Laws in relation to Household Waste were called “South Dublin County Council Storage, Presentation and Collection of Household Waste Bye-Laws 2007”.  The Bye-Laws apply to the functional area of South Dublin County Council. 
A working group has been established to review the current bye-laws and it is hoped that a report will be presented to the February meeting of the SPC in this regard.

Following contributions from Councillors T. Gilligan, B. Bonner and T. Ridge, Ms. B. McCormack Donnelly, Administrative Officer, responded to queries raised.  A review group report on bye-laws will be presented to the next SPC meeting in February. The report was NOTED.

The preparation of a works programme for all cleansing works is at an advanced stage at present, once completed it is proposed that this programme will be brought to the attention of the elected members as part of the commitments given previously under the Litter Management Implementation Plan.  The completed works programme will indicate the occasions on which a clean up of Saggart Village will take place during the coming period.

It is important that vehicles and large containers, such as skips, are not parked in areas that may impede the movement of the sweeper.

REPLY:
“An inspection of the hedgerow located between 9 and 11 Lealand Walk was undertaken in 2011 in association with a hedgerow conservation expert.  The trees and hedgerow plants at this location are part of an original field hedgerow which existed prior to the development of residential housing in the area. The open space associated with the development was arranged to incorporate as much of the hedgerow as possible to ensure that it survived the development process and contributed to the residential amenities of the area. 

It is Council Policy, as set out in the County Development Plan 2010-2016, to protect the natural resources of the County and to conserve the existing wide range of flora and fauna through the protection of wildlife habitats and wildlife corridors wherever possible.  It is intended to retain and manage the hedgerow in accordance with best practice. The removal of the hedgerow would have a significant, negative impact on the flora and fauna of the area while it is most unlikely to have any real impact in reducing incidents of anti-social behaviour in the area.”
