· An extensive study has been carried out by Halcrow Barry Consulting Engineers on behalf of South Dublin County Council and the National Roads Authority to investigate the performance of the surface water drainage on the N7 between Newlands Cross and the Rathcoole Interchange.
  

· The work will be carried out at night from Tuesday night to Saturday night inclusive in order to minimise the disruption to traffic. All traffic management restrictions will be removed at the end of each night shift and traffic flow on the N7 will then revert to normal operation for the full daytime period until the commencement of the next night shift.    

· The agreed working hours are 9pm to 6am on Tuesday to Thursday night inclusive, 9pm to 9am on Friday night and 9pm to 11am on Saturday night. There will be no works on Sunday or Monday. 

· Works will only be operational on one side (either inbound or outbound) and one section of the N7 at a time.
  

· In order to carry out the works in compliance with current health and safety regulations, traffic management will require lane closures down to one lane only at certain times during the working hours agreed above. 

· Details of traffic restrictions on this section of the N7 will be available on the South Dublin County Council website www.sdcc.ie. These will be updated regularly as the works locations change over the contract period.”

The walls have been washed away and numerous large trees are growing out of the river banks, which in turn are undermining garden walls and the foot bridge. In particular at the location of an old weir to the rear of 45 Glenbrook Park the river bank is seriously undermined and poses a risk to the public road (Willowbrook Road).  There needs to be an assessment of that complete stretch of river, not just the damaged foot bridge to see what remedial work now could be done to avoid serious damage during the next “24th October” type flood.  This is serious?"
REPLY:
The Roads Section have engaged a Consulting Engineer to advise them on how to remedy the situation with regards to the foundation of Glenbrook Footbridge which was washed away during the 24th October 2011 deluge. This Consultant's brief may be extended to look at the undermining of walls upstream of this footbridge. The weir just upstream of Glenbrook Footbridge is part of the hydrometric station that measures the flows in the Owendore River and is not the cause of any undermining of walls in the vicinity. The Drainage Section will look at the necessity to remove trees in this area. A large sycamore tree just downstream of this footbridge was removed in February 2011. Discussions are taking place with the OPW to see if this work could be funded out of their Minor Works Scheme budget.

The diversion of the foul sewer off Butterfield Avenue into the 9B Dodder Valley sewer in Kilvere Estate was started by South Dublin County Council's Direct Labour crew in late October 2010 and was completed in early 2011. However, the base/compound in Kilvere Estate continued to be used while other schemes in the area were started and completed like a similar scheme through Rathfarnham Shopping Centre Carpark and into the park behind it. The manhole covers on the foul sewer on Butterfield Avenue used to pop/lift during heavy rainfall because of the amount of surface water getting into them and seep sewerage onto the road. This did not happen on the 24th of October 2010 during the deluge after the Direct Labour crew's work in this area. The Direct Labour crew's compound was removed in mid October 2011.

REPLY:
There appears to be a number of distinct issues within this question as follows 

1. The postal district for Mount Carmel Park, Firhouse, Dublin 24.

2. The boundary for Firhouse. 

3. Where residents should vote.

Postal districts: 

These are determined by An Post who use this system as a practical way to organise local postal distribution. The Council has no input in this matter so it is not for the Council to state whether the postal district for Mount Carmel Park should be Dublin 24 or Dublin 16.

Firhouse:
Firhouse it appears is not a Townland, The origins of the name seem to refer to what was a small rural village, and Manor House situated within the Townlands of Knocklyon and Tymon South.
The following is the definitive descriptions of defined areas for Firhouse as contained within  S.I. No. 13/1986 — Dublin County (District Electoral Divisions) Regulations, 1986.

	That part of the County situated within a line drawn as follows:—

	 
	Commencing at the junction of Ballycullen Road and Knocklyon Road; thence commencing in a south-easterly direction and proceeding along Knocklyon Road and Scholarstown Road to its junction with Stocking Lane; thence commencing in a south-westerly direction and proceeding along Stocking Lane and Killakee Road to its junction with Oldcourt Road; thence in a north-westerly direction along Oldcourt Road to its junction with Ballycullen Road; thence commencing in a north-easterly direction and proceeding along Ballycullen Road to the starting point.

	Firhouse-Knocklyon
	That part of the County situated within a line drawn as follows:—

	 
	Commencing at the intersection of the River Dodder by the imaginary northerly projection of Knocklyon Road, thence commencing in a southerly direction and proceeding along the said imaginary projection, and Knocklyon Road to its junction with Ballycullen Road; thence in a north-easterly direction along Ballycullen Road to its junction with Firhouse Road; thence commencing in a south-westerly direction and proceeding along Firhouse Road to its junction with the entrance road to Mount Carmel Park: thence commencing in a northerly direction and proceeding along the said road and the footbridge north-west of number 20 Mount Carmel Park to its intersection by the River Dodder; thence commencing in an easterly direction and proceeding along the River Dodder to the starting point.

****Firhouse Village is fully contained within the Local Electoral Area of Tallaght South while Firhouse Knocklyon & Firhouse Ballycullen are contained, fully, within the Local Electoral Area of Rathfarnham.
See also below an extract from A History of the County Dublin. The people, parishes and antiquities from the earliest times to the close of the 19th century. By Francis Elrington Ball.

This work covers almost all of Dublin and was originally published in six volumes (1902-1920).

Knocklyon
To the south of the lands of Templeogue and south-east of the village of Tallaght lie the lands of Knocklyon, on which, in addition to a castle now converted into a modern dwelling, are situated a village called Fir House and several country houses, including Sally Park, the residence of the late Mr. William Domville Handcock, author of "The History and Antiquities of Tallaght."

After the Anglo-Norman conquest the lands of Knocklyon, together with a great quantity of the adjoining lands now comprised in the south-eastern portion of the parish of Tallaght, were granted to Walter de Rideleford, already mentioned as owner of Merrion and Donnybrook, but seem to have before long reverted to the Crown.

Amongst the subsequent owners we find the Burnells of Balgriffin, the Bathes of Drumcondra, the Nugents of Westmeath, the Talbots of Belgard, Anthony Deering, and Sir Dudley Loftus Dr Rathfarnham. The castle of Knocklyon, which in the sixteenth century was stated to be in a ruinous condition, was occupied in the early part of the seventeenth century by Piers Archbold, son of Richard Archbold, of Kilmacud, and father of Gerald Archbold, of Jobstown. He married a daughter of Barnaby Relly, of Tymon, and like his father-in-law, was in religion a Roman Catholic, and maintained on his lands a schoolmaster of that faith to teach his children.

He died in 1644, and in accordance with a direction in. his will was doubtless interred with his family in the churchyard of Taney. About the time of the Restoration the residents on the lands of Knocklyon are stated to have numbered nine persons of English, and ten persons of Irish descent, occupying seven houses.

At the beginning of the eighteenth century the name of Fir House, then written Fur House, first appears as the residence of a family called Fieragh, some of whom were employed in the timber trade with Norway. It has been suggested that the name Fir House is a corruption of their name, and also that it had its origin in an inn, bearing the sign of a tree, which formerly stood in the village, but it seems more probable that the name arose from the connection of the Fieragh family with the timber trade.

Voting Arrangements:
Mount Carmel Park is included in Polling District Knocklyon 1 Register Book II (Firhouse-Knocklyon E.D. (Part of)).   This E.D. (Part of) comprised that part of the Firhouse-Knocklyon E.D. east and west of the Southern Cross Route – M50 containing the townlands/streetnames of Mount Carmel Park.   Electors used to vote at Scoil Carmel but are now assigned a polling place at Knocklyon (Knocklyon Junior School) since the last Polling Scheme was adopted in 2010 effective from February 2011.

Terenure/Rathfarham is an area of high demand with very few vacancies arising, for example, in 2011 six one bedroom units became available in this area.  Of these 3 were allocated to applicants from the Transfer List and three to applicants from the Housing List.  The waiting time for applicants from the housing list was 5-6 years.

Recently the number of preference areas have changed to 2:

 1.                  North of the Naas Road – Previously Clondalkin and Lucan

2.                  South of the Naas Road – Previously Central Tallaght, South Tallaght and Terenure/Rathfarnham

Applicants who previously expressed interest in only Terenure/Rathfarnham area will now be offered suitable accommodation in all areas South of the Naas Road.

 It is intended to extend the Choice Based Letting Scheme to applicants on the one bed list in the near future.  This will give applicants an opportunity to bid for a tenancy in a standard council dwelling as they become available.    They will be invited to express an interest in available council dwelling and the dwelling will be allocated to the applicant who is highest on the waiting list of those who have expressed an interest.  It remains to be seen how this may affect the waiting list for properties in the Rathfarnham area.”

Following the adoption of the Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 the Environmental Services Department agreed that a quarterly progress report be presented to the Councillors on the implementation of the adopted plan.  The quarterly report represents the actions and the progress to date.  

Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 - Quarterly report January 2012 
1. Develop programmes on the basis of targeting the various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse
· The 2011 Anti- Litter grants have been distributed to all successful applicants 

· South Dublin County Council will participate in the National Anti-Gum Litter Task Force campaign in 2012 

· Anti-graffiti workshops to be allocated to community groups and schools in 2012 

· A programme to prevent dog fouling has been developed.  The Council Dog Wardens have applied stencils to the footpaths in parks including Tymon Park and Sean Walsh Park. 

· An information panel on the prevention of dog fouling was displayed at the Railway Procurement Agency Eco Day and at the Beautiful South Dublin County Awards Ceremony. 

2. Develop a customer focused litter complaints procedure in order to deal effectively and efficiently with complaints
· Continue to promote Fixyourstreet.ie for litter and illegal dumping and graffiti reports 

· Customer care system recorded 4,400 queries with regard to litter, illegal dumping and graffiti in 2011

"To ask the Manager to explain the placing by a local sports club of a 40ft steel container in a residential area at Knockcullen/Elkwood, Dublin 16, without consultation with the Residents. Could you also explain how long it is envisaged that the container will be left in position and if it is the case that it is likely to be left for an indefinate period then please explain why it is that planning permission was not sought before the container was placed or indeed if it is the case that the placing of a 40ft steel container for an indefinite period comes to be exempt from the need for planning?
REPLY:
The Council provides a broad range of recreational amenities and facilities in the parks and open spaces of the county and endeavours to optimise the use of these facilities both directly, and in partnership with, local sporting and recreational organisations.  As a result, sports clubs and organizations across the county, through much valued voluntary effort, provide organised and informal recreational opportunities for thousands of children, teenagers and adults on a regular basis throughout the year.  

While the Council and individual clubs have made considerable progress, supported by successive Sports Capital Programmes, to provide permanent dressing room accommodation in public parks with active recreation facilities, it has not been possible to do this in each and every location where the Council provides such facilities.  In such cases, it has been an established practice to facilitate local club(s) seeking to provide temporary facilities pending the provision of a proper facility.  The temporary facility is usually in the form of converted shipping containers which have proven to be robust, secure and generally resistant to vandalism.  They are not ideal but they do provide a reasonable interim solution.  

In relation to Elkwood Park, the Council was approached by Knocklyon United FC to install a container on the open space to provide changing and storage facilities for teams allocated to the pitch. While the Council consented to the proposal from the club, it is acknowledged that the level of consulatation with local residents has been less than satisfactory and steps are being taken by the Council and the Club to address this.  

In relation to the issue of planning the relevant legislative framework for works to be undertaken by the Council in parks and open spaces is:  

S.I. No. 600/2001 — Planning and Development Regulations, 2001.  

Whilst these regulations require the Council to undertake Public Consultation (the so called Part 8 Public Consultation) on proposed works to be undertaken, a range of works in public parks are exempt from the requirement to go through the Part 8 process (Class 33 of the Regulations).  However, it has long been the practice of this Council to actually do so where the €126,000 threshold in the Regulations is applicable.  In this case, the value of the works undertaken is substantially below this threshold.

Further, in Article 6  SCHEDULE 2 Part 1 Exempted Development — General of the Regulations there is an exemption under Class 36 for the work that has been undertaken and this is detailed below as follows:

	(a) Development consisting of the carrying out by or on behalf of a State authority or other public body, on land used by the authority or body as a public park, of works incidental to that use, including the provision, construction or erection of any structure in connection with or for the purposes of the enjoyment of the park or which is required in connection with or for the purposes of the management or operation of the park. (b) Development consisting of the carrying out by or on behalf of a State authority or other public body on a nature reserve established in accordance with section 15 of the Wildlife Act, 1976 , as amended by sections 26 and 27 of the Wildlife (Amendment) Act, 2000 , of works (including the provision, construction or erection of structures) in connection with or for the purposes of the enjoyment of the reserve or which are required in connection with the management or operation of the reserve.
	1. The floor area of any building constructed or erected shall not exceed 40 square metres. 2. The height of any building or other structure constructed or erected shall not exceed 10 metres. 3. Any car park provided or constructed shall incorporate parking space for not more than 40 cars.

 (b) In charge of a dog in a Park shall engage it in coursing or permit it to be engaged in coursing in a Park.
 4.1.3    If a dog, other than a guide dog, defecates in the Park, the person in charge of the dog shall remove the faeces from the ground and dispose of it in a proper manner which may include disposal in receptacle provided for that purpose.   
It should be noted that primary responsibility for the control of a dog in a public place, including cleaning up after it, rests with the owner.

The area will be examined in association with the Dog and Litter Wardens to establish the level of non-compliance with the Park Bye-laws following which further actions such as the use of dog fouling stencils and other signage will be considered.”
