C/071/12 BACKLAND DEVELOPMENT ON KNOCKMEENAGH ROAD, CLONDALKIN

Question (1):

Councillor B. Bonner
“To ask the Manager to present a report on the issue of backland development in Knockmeenagh Road, Clondalkin?  What is the current situation for residents there who wish to build a dwelling in their back garden?”
REPLY:

“While the rear gardens of the existing semi-detached cottages on northern side of Knockmeenagh Road are very long (150m), the plots are extremely narrow in width.  Individual house development in the rear gardens of the Knockmeenagh Cottages, with access driveways through the existing dwelling site, were considered inappropriate and generally not acceptable.   It was considered that this form of piecemeal development, which could effectively result in a row (or even a double row) of houses located very close to each other, would result in negative impacts for existing residents and a poor aspect for the future residents of such developments.  All South Dublin Council decisions to refuse planning permission for individual houses in rear garden sites of Knockmeenagh Road cottages were upheld by An Bord Pleanála on appeal.   Having regard to the extent of long rear gardens associated with the existing residential properties, the Planning Authority considered that there is potential for integrated development of these lands; a better form of development would be achieved if housing development took place on a number of adjoining gardens to the rear of Knockmeenagh Road serviced by and fronting a new access road to serve the development in such a manner that the amenities of the area would be safeguarded.   It is noted that none of the proposals submitted to the Planning Authority for houses in the rear of Knockmeenagh Road cottages formed part of a formally co-ordinated scheme for the comprehensive redevelopment of this backland area.    

Following the adoption of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010-2016, in particular the introduction of Local Zoning Objective (LZO6) to ‘Facilitate the development of housing to the rear of the cottages at Knockmeenagh Road, Clondalkin, with not more than one additional unit per existing cottage,’ the provision of a house in one of the long rear gardens of Knockmeenagh Road cottages could be considered acceptable in principle. 

 Subsequent to the adoption of this LZO6, An Bord Pleanála, however, refused permission on 31/01/11 for a dormer dwelling to the rear of a Knockmeenagh Road house on grounds of compromising the comprehensive redevelopment of the backlands area and the serious injury to amenities of property in the vicinity by way of overbearing due to height, scale and proximity (SD10A/0218 & PL06S.237712).  An Bord Pleanála Direction in relation to this development states: In deciding not to accept the Inspector’s recommendation to grant permission, the Board considered that the concept of individual entrances to serve each backland site would detract from the amenity of the existing cottages and considered that notwithstanding the zoning objective as set out in the development to provide for backland development at this location that to permit development on a case by case basis would not yield the optimum results for the development of these garden plots.  

Subsequent to, and with specific reference to, this appeal decision, South Dublin County Council refused permission on 31/01/11 for a single storey dwelling to the rear of the same Knockmeenagh Road house.   This decision was not appealed.

The refusal reasoning is consistent with Policy H15 ‘Backland Development’ South Dublin County Development Plan 2010-2016 which provides that “backland development will generally only be permitted where development is carried out in a comprehensive redevelopment of the backland to secure a co-ordinated scheme”    

It is also consistent with ‘Backland Development’ Section 1.2.25 of the County Development Plan 2010-2016, which recognises that conflict can arise between backland development and the established character of an area and can inhibit potential comprehensive redevelopment of the larger backland area; it provides that individual houses will only be permitted where supported by a site analysis, concept plan and design statement detailing how the development can form part of a comprehensive plan for the entire in the future. 

It is accepted that there are the impediments to implementing a comprehensive scheme for redevelopment of the backland area to rear of the Knockmeenagh Road cottages, including fragmented ownership and issues of access.  Development of these backland sites however needs to be coordinated in terms of layout, form and design, including standards for setback from Knockmeenagh Road (i.e. a building line) and setback from party boundaries, the scale and height of dwellings, the ratio of subdivision of the original sites, site access, internal access and parking arrangements.  These are matters for the residents of these private properties to address.”

“To ask the Manager for an updated report on Omer House, Clondalkin?”
REPLY:
“With reference to a previous reply which was provided on the October 19th 2011 which stated that a further site inspection had been carried out by the Council's Conservation Officer on 12th October 2011 to ascertain the situation on site.  On foot of the site inspection the Conservation Officer contacted the District Engineer of Waterways Ireland and it was agreed that steel plates will be placed on the main door and on the rear access point.  Also a section of steel fencing will be erected along the perimeter of the rear of the site.  Details of the work will be agreed with the Council's Conservation Officer prior to the works in terms of the location of fencing and how the steel sheets will be attached to the structure.  It was stated by the District Engineer that works will commence during November 2011 (after the school mid-term break) so that work could be carried out without external interference.  

The Council's Conservation Officer has again contacted the District Engineer of Waterways Ireland to remind them of previous discussions and to ascertain when the proposed works as agreed will be carried out.  Waterways Ireland have informed the Council's Conservation Officer that it is Waterways Ireland's intention to carry out the works to close off access to the Omer Lock House and fence the area to the rear before the end of this month/beginning of March 2012.  Due to workload Waterways Ireland's own crews have not been able to deal with this issue to date however they now intend to appoint an external contractor to carry out these works.  The Council's Conservation Officer will be informed when works are commencing on site so that a site inspection can be arranged during the works.”

REPLY:
“The Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government advised the Council that as part of the Government’s Comprehensive Review of Expenditure and the 2012 Estimates process, difficult decisions have had to be taken in relation to prioritising funding for core services in all programme areas.  The funding being provided to support this Department’s mainstreamed drugs projects under the Housing programme in 2012 has been reduced by 75%, i.e. from €400,000 to €100,000 (€496,000 in 2008). In respect of the four projects within South Dublin County Council the 2011 allocation was €210,000.  The Department provided pro rata funding of €52,500 for the first quarter of 2012 only as a final housing budget contribution to these projects. 

The funding for the four projects – Fettercairn and Killinarden Estate Management Group and North Clondalkin Safety Forum and South West Clondalkin Safety Forum – was channeled through the Council from the Department to the groups and mainly provided for wages of the four workers plus miscellaneous funding for small projects and/or administration. The four workers operate to a governance structure to a management Committee – SDCC has a representative on the Committees as do a number of other relevant state agencies and groups. 

 In a letter dated 3rd February 2012 the Department has advised the Council that:-

"As you know, following the Government’s Comprehensive Review of Expenditure and the 2012 Estimates process, the funding to support the Department’s mainstreamed drugs projects in 2012 has been reduced by 75%, i.e. from €400,000 to €100,000.  In that context, it is not possible to continue to fund the mainstreamed drugs projects within that allocation.  You are also aware that the Department had agreed to facilitate a consultation process, in conjunction with the Council, the relevant local drugs task forces, Department of Health, HSE and other key funders, with a view to identifying alternative streams of funding to support the projects for 2012 and beyond.  Furthermore, while this consultation process is taking place, the Department also agreed to provide pro rata funding to support the projects for the first quarter of 2012 only.

 I now wish to advise you that, in order to ensure that projects have sufficient time to identify alternative streams of funding and/or to undertake a reconfiguration of project tasks and priorities, the Department will provide additional pro rata funding to support the projects for the second quarter of 2012, i.e. to 30 June 2012. " 

 Please note that this funding is being provided strictly on a once off basis and on the clear understanding that it represents an extension of the transitional arrangement only, thereby providing projects with sufficient time to undertake a fully comprehensive consultation to identify future alternative funding mechanisms.  This payment represents the final housing budget contribution to the projects and no further mainstreamed funding will be provided by the Department.  As previously, outlined, it will be a matter for other public funding bodies to identify the resources to deliver on the overall objectives of the reconfigured projects beyond end June 2012."

The Council will continue to work with the Department and all other stakeholders on this issue.”

A.  The laneway at Deansrath has been incorporated in the adjoining property and all boundary treatment works have been completed.

B.  The laneway adjoining the dwelling at Melrose has been secured and is no longer open to public access.  No complaint has been received about this site since last year when the access gateway was welded shut to prevent possible incursion.  The cost of incorporating this area in the adjoining property would be prohibitive due to the high standard of boundary treatment currently in place and could not be justified in light of the low level of nuisance associated with the laneway.

C. It was originally hoped that the site at St. Ronan's could be incorporated in the gardens of adjoining properties under the Public Realm Imitative but our colleagues in the Environmental Services Department have recently notified us that this year's funding for the Public Realm will be required solely for flood attenuation measures.”

“Under Section 19 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2009 a household accommodated by way of the Rental Accommodation Scheme (RAS) is classified as a Social Housing Supported Tenant and is considered therefore to be in receipt of Social Housing Support.  However provision has been made for existing RAS tenants only who were appointed to their tenancy prior to 1st August 2010 to apply for inclusion on a new transfer list.  This will be known as the RAS Fixed Transfer List.  This means that RAS tenants can apply to be considered for a transfer to another form of social housing support if they so wish, for example – a Council owned property, a Council leased property, Voluntary Housing etc.  Applicants on this list will be prioritised by date of their original housing application.

South Dublin County Council contacted 729 such RAS tenants on 4th November 2011, who were still active on the Council's Housing List to inform them of the cancellation of their housing list application and issued an application form for the RAS Fixed Transfer List to be returned by 25th November 2011 for inclusion on same.  278 RAS tenants were cancelled who have addresses in the Clondalkin area.  306 RAS tenants applied for inclusion on the RAS Fixed Transfer List 80 of which have addresses in the Clondalkin area.”

The issue of vegetation in and around the church has also been examined on numerous occasions and pruning works have been undertaken in the past in an effort to improve the situation. With regard to the listed structures at Corkagh Park and more particularly at the Oilmills Complex, to deal with the anti-social behaviour additional signage has been erected on site and arrangements have been made for regular inspections of the complex by Parks Staff on a weekly basis.  In addition, a building conservation and structural engineering consultant has now inspected the site with a view to providing costings for the preparation of proposals for stabilising the more vulnerable buildings situated within the complex. “The Pet Farm in Corkagh Park has been operating since 2009 and has proved to be a very successful initiative, attracting large numbers of school tours and other visitors to the Park, particularly during the spring/summer months.  Admission to the Pet Farm is free but donations towards the upkeep of the farm from organised groups etc. are accepted.  The site of the Pet Farm is located centrally in the park near the Rose Garden, Arboretum and Visitor Centre. There are a range of farm animals and pets housed on the farm including Shetland ponies, sheep, goats, pigs, parrots, owls, smaller cage birds, turkeys, hens, ducks, geese, etc.  During the summer months the Pet Farm is open each day from 11.00a.m. to 3.00 p.m. or outside these hours by prior arrangement.  The Pet Farm is closed during the winter months except at weekends or by specific appointment. The work on the construction and development of the facility has been carried out by the Parks Staff based in Corkagh Depot.  A small number of the animals have been donated by members of the public and the DSPCA. The daily feeding of the animals and the cleaning and maintenance of the facility is also carried out by Parks Staff based in Corkagh Depot, who also undertake this work on a voluntary basis at weekends.”

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner and M. McDonagh, Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The Clondalkin Chamber of Commerce has previously indicated that it would like to contribute towards the cost providing and maintaining the hanging baskets in Clondalkin Village, which are provided each year by the Park's Section.  This type of arrangement could be considered in relation to the upgrading of other prominent green spaces within the village with ornamental planting/flowers etc. which could significantly enhance the overall presentation of the Village especially  in the context of the Tidy Towns Programme.”

Another bin which frequently has bags placed beside it is the one opposite Tesco on Convent Road.  The bins on the canal path near the Ninth Lock are being similarly abused.  All these locations have cctv of some kind in operation.  Is this being used to try to catch the culprits? What plan has the Manager to address this growing problem?”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council operates a litter bin collection service Monday to Friday throughout the county.  The frequency of the collection of the litter bin is dependent on the volume of waste deposited in the bin.  

The standard bin in South Dublin County Council is 75 litre capacity. These litter bins are in place to enable the public to dispose of their litter responsibly and when individuals leave bags of domestic waste at the side of the bin it leads to street litter and scavenging animals. This problem makes our streets look untidy, smell bad and can be potentially hazardous to the public.  Domestic waste should be deposited in the household wheelie bin and waste that can be recycled should be placed in the green bin for kerbside collections.

When staff observe bags of waste being deposited at the side of the bin on a frequent basis the litter warden is requested to examine the contents and to monitor the bin for re-occurrence of fly tipping. 

Where littering and dumping at litter bins has taken place, such locations are listed for cleaning as a matter of urgency.”

Following a contribution from Councillors B. Bonner, Ms. Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The objective of this initiative was to reduce the number of bonfires in the area and thus reducing the environmental damage and also to provide a safe venue for families to come to celebrate Halloween.  The impact of the 'official bonfires' has not resulted in reduced numbers of bonfires in either of the two areas.  In retrospect, the organisation of an 'official bonfire' is not consistent with the Council's message that bonfires are harmful to the environment, landscape and health and should be avoided.   The cost of arranging the organised bonfire in Clondalkin was €5,000. The clean up costs for Parks alone cost €55,000 and the number of bonfires in 2011 were 351 as compared to 343 in 2010.

The Council has undertaken a number of initiatives to promote pro-social behaviour around Halloween including the Bulbs not Bonfires campaign, free access to the Civic Amenity, Ballymount, WEEE collections throughout the County and a coordinated awareness campaign. In 2012 the Council will undertake to arrange a community focused event in both Tallaght and Clondalkin which will involve community participation and celebration.”

“Following on from our motions and question of last month that the Manager would present a report on what has happened since then on the enforcement of the regulations with regard to trading from the street in Main Street, Clondalkin.  Could particular regard be given to the following issues:-

1. Items for sale, particularly clothing, being hung from the shop fronts

2. Items for sale being displayed on the pavement

3. Shopkeepers seated on the public pavement in order to keep an eye on goods displayed on the public pavement

Are these practices in contravention of the regulations and if so, why are they being tolerated on an ongoing basis?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The following report was considered at the January meeting of the Committee:-

“Detailed background information in relation to the above has been provided in previous replies.  In summary, 7 Final Notices were served on offenders under Section 71 of the Roads Act, 1993 in the Clondalkin Village area in 2010.  Following an operation carried out by Council Officials in conjunction with the local Gardaí in July 2010 a significant improvement was observed generally in the area.  Subsequent informal inspections continued on a regular basis and while minor infringements were noted, generally there was an overall marked improvement.

A further round of formal inspections on all premises was carried out in March 2011 and again a significant improvement was observed generally in the area.  2 Final Notices were served on offenders on Main Street, Clondalkin and 1 Verbal Warning issued on a premises on Orchard Road.

Following the instruction issued by the Area Committee, arrangements were made to undertake an operation under Section 71 of the Roads Act 1993 on Main Street, Clondalkin on 29th November, 2011 in conjunction with other sections of the Council and the local Gardaí.  However due to the inclement weather the operation had to be postponed. Subsequent informal observations did not detect any significant breeches of Section 71 at the location referred to in the motion.

A further scheduled inspection of the entire Village area was carried out on 9th January, 2012.  It was noted that only minor infringements were taking place at the location referred to in the motion and in the context of the overall inspection, these infringements were not considered significant. It was noted however that a number of significant infringements were taking place at a number of other premises in the area, including premises which had already been issued with final notices. These infringements were such that consideration is being given to holding another operation specifically targeted at these premises.

The Members attention is again drawn to the advice previously issued that it is not possible to target premises on an individual basis where adjoining premises are equally in breach of the provisions of the Roads Act.  It is proposed that monitoring, informal observations and formal operations will continue, having regard to available resources."

Arising from discussions at this meeting, it was agreed to carry out further inspections with a view to taking action in relation to trading from the footpath in the general village area.

Two further inspections were carried out at this location on the 23rd January and 1st February 2012.  On both occasions, there was minimal intrusion onto the footpath.  Some items were displayed for sale by hanging from the shutters etc, but they were not on the footpath.”

With regard to the property at Melrose, terms were again issued to the houseowners in relation to disposal  of a section of a laneway to the rear of the house. The public right of way over this laneway has been extinguished and the laneway  has been blocked up for some time. A response is awaited from the houseowners as to whether they wish to pursue their application. 

No application has been received from the houseowners of the property at Deansrath to acquire the section of laneway at the rear of their property but in the event of an application being received, the matter will be considered.  However as with all laneways, account will have to be taken of the views of adjoining occupiers who may have access from the laneway and also the presence of any pubic services or other utilities therein.”

1A St. Patrick’s Road

REPORT:

“As the Councillors will be aware the Council has been endeavouring to acquire title to a small strip of land which has been included in the house site at 1A St. Patrick's Road.  To date the Council has been unsuccessful in acquiring the land by agreement and has not received any response from recent correspondence to the registered owners of the land.

Accordingly the Council is now considering two options to progress this matter, i.e. to acquire the strip of  land by way of Compulsory Purchase Order or to relocate services to the house with a view to isolating the house site from the strip of land in question. 

Both options are likely to have some cost implications and following a more detailed review of the options, a further report will be brought before the Committee.”

OPERATION OF THE CCTV SYSTEM ON THE GREEN ROUTE CANAL PATH
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor G. Kenny:
“That the Manager presents a report on the operation of the cctv system on the green route canal path.  Does it indicate a significant problem of antisocial behaviour on the green route and if so how is this problem addressed.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“Overall there is very little anti-social behaviour on the Canal Route. This is due to the fact people are aware of the presence of the CCTV system and the increased usage of the Route by both pedestrians and cyclists is an acknowledgement by the public of the provision of a safe amenity.

Monitoring of the CCTV system along the Grand Canal Green Route some 7.8 kilometres in length commenced in June 2010.  The standard procedure should some disturbance or anti-social behaviour be noticed is to use the P.A. system to advise the people involved that they are under surveillance and to ask them to leave the towpath. This has had a positive effect in most cases. 

If problems persist the Gardaí are called and it is a matter for them to take appropriate action as they see fit.  A good working relationship has been developed with the Gardaí at Clondalkin, Ballyfermot and Kilmainham.”
