As the church and cemetery are recorded as a Protected Structure and a Recorded Monument, the engagement of a consultant is therefore essential in order to undertake an historical and a condition assessment of the site prior to any works or maintenance commencing on site.  This will identify any potential remediation or maintenance works that can inform a programme of works by TÚS candidates.

It is intended to proceed shortly with the engagement process for such a consultant so that the survey results and any recommended proposed remedial works are available for consideration by the TÚS programme.”

“That this Area Committee requests the Manager to expedite proceedings against the developer of Hansted Estate to seek the speedy resolution of the long-delayed taking-in-charge of the Estate.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Permission for this development was granted by An Bord Pleanála on 04-Jul-2002, S01A/0664 (06s.128152) refers. The last phase of the development commenced in August 2005.  A management company was formed, as required by the planning permission and controls common areas in the development.

The developer offered some roads, footpaths and open space in this estate for taking in charge and the Council had been working with McInerney Homes on completion works. Nonetheless substantial works to services were required at the point when the developer entered receivership last year. 

After the appointment of the receiver, KPMG, during late summer 2011, despite initial favourable indications about completion of works, the receiver sought to cancel the bond with the surety without recourse to the Council. 

In response to this the Council, prior to the expiration of the bond, placed an emergency claim in August 2011 and a substantiated costed claim in October 2011.  In light of the lack of response from the surety the Council has notified the surety that unless it either pays the Council the sum required in the claim of October 2011 or appoints a contractor by the end of March, that the Council will refer the matter to our Law Agent for legal proceedings against the surety.  In the event that court action materialises it should be noted that this is an unprecedented step for this Council and there is also little case law in the area so the chances of success uncertain. 

Simultaneously to the bond claim the Council is pursuing enforcement of the relevant planning condition on the main defect issue in the estate, drainage, against both the developer and the receiver. Both parties failed to respond to an enforcement notice by the deadline of January 27th 2012 and the Council has notified both parties that it will now proceed to court action in this matter.”

“That the Manager (1) liaise with the Ordnance Survey Ireland (OSI) with the purpose of clarifying what indeed is the area/location referred to as “Palmerston” in the report of the Manager to my question ref number 21155 of the Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee of November 2009, and that (2) a report be brought to the April meeting of this Committee describing the options now open to this Council to have the name “Palmerstown” established as the official title for this historic place.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“As outlined in response to Q 21155 in December 2009 the modern OSI map (Map I attached) covers the two townlands ( Palmerston Upper and  Palmerston  Lower ) which carry the Palmerston name and from which the Village and the locality draws it’s generic  name.  An older OSI map (Map 2 attached) dated back to 1843 shows the same 2 townland boundaries in green and the Protestant Parish Boundary of PALMERSTON in Red. It is clearly evident from this map that historically Palmerston has been the area name and covers a significant greater area than the townland specific map.  

As requested this department will liaise with the OSI to clarify the specific areas covered in the OSI map(s).

Members are reminded that as approved by the Council in 2008/2009 an area to the east of the M50 which was at that time under development at Coldcut, (which was included in Register Book FG but which did not at that time have registered electors, now in Register Book FI) was included in the overall area or locality of Palmerston.

In direct response to the request for a report to the April 2012 meeting describing the options open to the Council to have the name changed from Palmerston to Palmerstown, it is not considered necessary to withhold a report until then as the one and only option open to the Council is to conduct a plebiscite to establish the consent of eligible electors to change the name of the locality of Palmerston to Palmerstown.

Any such plebiscite must be conducted in accordance with prescribed statute including Sections 76-79 of the Local Government Act 1946 and the Local Government (Changing of Place Names) Regulations, 1956 (as amended by Sec. 67 LG Act 1994) which set out the procedure for conducting a plebiscite in relation to the change of name of an urban district or town (Section 76), townland or non-municipal town (Section 77), street (Section 78) and locality (Section 79).”

“Staff from the Library Department have examined the site at the entrance to Woodfarm Acres as requested.  It is a fine site measuring almost an acre overall and could quite possibly suit the development of a Digital Hub for Palmerston.  However it is not currently in the ownership of South Dublin County Council. 

What is most critical now is the identification of a funding source for this development.  It would be imprudent to spend time and resources developing costed proposals for a project which has yet to secure funding for its implementation.

The current emphasis on shared services and cross local authority cooperation for service delivery will make central government funding for the Digital Hub hard to secure given that Ballyfermot Library has recently been refurbished and is 2.5 km from the Palmerston site. The current rolling capital programme for South Dublin identifies the development of the Digital Hub in Palmerston as a planned project - subject to the identification and availability of funding.  For the project to proceed this funding must now be secured.

The framework for the new Library Development Plan 2012-2016 has been presented to the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC. This framework reiterates the difficult climate which currently exists for library infrastructural development. Competition for resources has never been so rigorous and challenging. Identifying where new library buildings should be placed is now more critical than ever as large swathes of South Dublin are without library buildings. This is a concern as the latest international research now shows that new library buildings can have significant impact as community catalysts – particularly when clustered with other services.

The Library Service continues to search for funding streams for the Digital Hub project for the community of Palmerston and will investigate with the elected members any possibility which may present itself.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell and E. Higgins, Ms. G. Byrne, County Librarian responded to queries raised and reiterated that, in the absence of an identified source of funding, this project would remain at category 3 / projects planned but subject to available funding in the Rolling Capital Programme as Noted by Members at the October 2011 Council meeting.

“The car park to Waterstown Park is opened on weekdays, by local staff based in Waterstown Park, by 10am each morning.  The closing time varies throughout the year and is related to the closing of the car parks in the Griffeen Valley Regional Park.  The car park is currently closed at approximately 5.00pm in the evenings by the Park Rangers.  In the event that cars are still present in the car park at closing time, arrangements have been made with Stewart's Hospital for their staff to close it in the evenings.  At weekends/Bank Holidays, the car park is opened by the Park Rangers at approximately 10.30am.  The closing arrangements for weekends/Bank Holidays are the same as the week day closing arrangements. 

The incidences of anti social behaviour have been steadily decreasing for a number of years.  There have not been any incidences of cars encroaching into the park since its official opening and incursions by motorbikes are now very infrequent.  A local resident whose property borders the park recently remarked that the park is quieter now than it has ever been.   The reduction in anti social behaviour can also be seen in the reduction in wheel bin thefts along Waterstown Avenue and the associated burning of bins on paths in the park.  

The profile of the park has been raised in the last couple of years through an increasing number of events such as the Palmerstown Festival, Bealtaine Festival, Eco Week, BioBlitz and the Craic Assault Course Race.  It has also continued to attract large numbers of walkers and is well used by clients and staff from Stewart's Hospital.  

The park boundary is secured against access by cars but it is open to pedestrians at the entrances and along the River Liffey.  The public perception of the park is very positive and this has been relayed on numerous occasions to the Park Rangers when they are patrolling the park.  It is used by an increasing number of people for both passive and active recreation.”

ALLOTMENTS – GRIFFEEN VALLEY PARK
The following report was presented by Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent
REPORT:
“Further to Motion 16 as discussed at the Lucan Area Committee meeting in September 2011, the development of allotments adjacent to the new parks depot in Griffeen Valley Park is something that is being factored into the overall design and layout of the park.  This provision of allotments was also suggested by way of submission from the South Dublin Conservation Society in response to the Part 8 Consultation process for the Griffeen Valley Park in 2006.  There are currently 143 people on the allotment waiting list in the Lucan, Palmerston and North Clondalkin areas.  While the provision of allotments in Griffeen Valley Park will not be of a scale to cater for this demand it is acknowledged that a demand for such a facility exists and therefore the park is being assessed with this in mind.  

Part of the allotment provision will include an allotment for the pursuit of education associated with local schools.  It is envisaged that the allotments will be in keeping with allotments provided throughout the county i.e. approximately 100 sq meters in size.  As the allotments will be in a Regional Park which is opened and closed in accordance with official park opening hours, access to the site will be restricted to these times unless the allotments can be accessed directly from Haydens Lane.  For this reason the western side of the park in the vicinity of the proposed Parks Depot is currently the most favoured location.  This would also allow the provision of up to four football pitches as per the original design in the remaining sections of the park.  The main constraint with this location is the proposed depot which should hopefully commence construction later this year.  It would not be possible to provide allotments until the development works have been largely completed as the disturbance to the surrounding lands would likely impact on any chosen site.  

In summary, the provision of allotments in Griffeen Valley Park is being factored into the overall design of the park.  The timeframe for delivery will be determined by progress on the park depot but it is likely to be towards the end of 2013 at the earliest.  The provision of allotments will be subject to the identification of a suitable source of funding to deliver the project.”

1.        A petition, signed by individual residents, indicating support for the proposal.  The petition should include the residents immediately adjacent to the right-of-way.

2.        Outline the reasons to extinguish the public right-of-way.

3.        Include a map clearly showing the public right-of-way in question.

4.        Method of closure.

On receipt of the petition and any additional information sought, the matter would be brought to the Lucan Area Committee for recommendation to initiate the procedure.

The Park's Section acknowledges the importance of the right-of-way which provides a link between the two estates to facilitate access to the local primary school, public transport on the ORR and local facilities at the Castle Shopping complex.  Any proposal to extinguish it should be undertaken in tandem with the creation of an alternative link as indicated in the second part of the motion.  It is envisaged that this link would be located opposite the entrance to Lucan Educate Together National School and run in a direction towards 11 Bewley Grove. 

The removal of the bollards and their replacement with a fence and pedestrian link would be subject to the extinguishment process, agreement on the alternative pedestrian route and the availability of the necessary resources to carry out the works.”

The parks within the administrative area of this committee e.g. Waterstown, Arthur Griffith and Griffeen Valley Parks will be prioritised for stenciling when the programme recommences in March.
Where complaints are received about dog-fouling problems in an area, that location will be added to that list of areas for inspection/assessment by Dog Wardens to see if it is suitable for stenciling should the pilot initiative be suitable for a wider roll-out.

Dog-fouling is an offence under section 22 the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended, for which the person in charge of the dog faces a fine or prosecution if he/she does not immediately remove any faeces deposited by a dog in certain places and ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner.  The difficulty with enforcement of this particular section of the Act lies in getting witnesses to report that the offence happened and that an identified person is the person in charge of the dog.  Residents groups and/or individuals are urged to assist Litter Wardens and Dog Wardens in this regard.”

The general constraints to providing parking spaces include width of road, proximity to junctions and pedestrian crossings, schools and entrances amongst others.  In the high demand pay and display areas all suitable space was used to accommodate parking. 

Taxi rank areas can also be designated where deemed appropriate and necessary, subject to the Council making appropriate bye laws in this regard, controlling their use to promote the orderly use of the road space for the convenience of the travelling public, local residents and the business community.

Where taxi ranks are not provided casual arrangements often occur. Taxi drivers will seek to gather custom in areas of high demand at the expense of other areas.  In the provision of taxi rank facilities the Council needs to consider the likely customer demand and that a sufficient number of taxis will be available. Consideration must also be given to an overflow arrangement such that additional taxis can use the available road space at particular times.  It is not possible to provide sufficient dedicated taxi spaces for the large number of taxis within the Lucan / Palmerston area.

The provision of these facilities requires the reallocation of limited on street space and will necessitate compromise from all stakeholders.”
