Valhalla, Clondalkin - Clanmill Housing Association

10 units - 9 x 1 beds, 1 x 2 bed.  Commenced on site in October 2011 with 15 months anticipated completion time.

Rental Accommodation Scheme
29th February 2012. 

1,456  Rent Supplement recipients have  transferred to the Rental Accommodation Scheme since the council started implementing the scheme in 2005.  A combination of transfers was involved however the majority transferred in their existing accommodation.  The remainder was transferred to the scheme in alternative accommodation for a variety of reasons including inappropriate sized property (underaccommodated/overaccommodated) and their landlord being unwilling to take part in the scheme.   Vacant properties were contracted into the scheme to facilitate this category of transfer.

Since their transfer to the scheme some tenants have moved again for a variety of reasons including moving to alternative accommodation, moving abroad, moving to another county, purchasing their own property. 

At the end of February 1,217 families were living in RAS homes in the county.  329 of these families are living in the Clondalkin area.

As part of the rollout of the RAS and the Social Housing Leasing Initiative the management of the inspections regime for compliance with the Housing (Standards for Rented Houses) Regulations was homed in the Procurement Unit and all homes taken into social use are inspected for full compliance with these standards. 4,400 private rented properties have been inspected so far since the commencement of RAS in 2005.

Social Housing Leasing Initiative
The rollout of the social housing leasing scheme as a mechanism in the provision of housing for persons on the social housing waiting list commenced in mid 2010. 

As at 1/3/12 lease arrangements on privately owned properties have been agreed county wide for 135 properties of which 24 in the Clondalkin electoral area. All 135 properties have been tenanted.  A further 31 cases are currently in process of which 11 are in the Clondalkin electoral area.

In 2011 a total of six no. complaints relating to illegal dumping/littering in the Woodford area were received.  Each complaint was investigated by the Council's Litter Warden and in one case only evidence was found to support issue of a fine under the Litter Pollution Act 1997.  Fines can only issue where evidence is found.  Where eye witness evidence is made available to the Council, the eye witness must be prepared to go to court so that the enforcement action can be taken.
The Woodford area will be added to the list of locations for consideration as possible location for a mobile camera depending on resources available.  However, where there is ongoing problems of illegal dumping and littering in any given area, local residents are urged to support the Council in taking appropriate enforcement action through providing evidence and testifying in court either individually or as a collective group of residents.”

“To ask the Manager to arrange that the dog warden service has a more visible presence in the Woodford / Knockmitten area of Clondalkin.  A resident reports an upsurge in dog ownership there and asks that signs could be put up in relation to the issue of cleaning up after dogs, the wearing of muzzles, the necessity of having dogs on leads etc.  Also could the dog warden service be more proactive in the enforcement of the law in this regard.”

REPLY:
“The Local Dog Warden carried out an audit of dog licences in the Woodford/Knockmitten area in May 2010, which involved the wardens calling to every household in the area to ascertain if there was a dog resident and if so to produce a current dog licence.  This area is patrolled regularly by the Dog Wardens which includes the park at the back of the houses.  

There were a total of 98 effective dog licenses in 2011 and currently in 2012 there are 102 effective dog licenses in the Woodford/Knockmitten area.
It is a legal requirement under the Control of Dogs Act, 1986, that a dog must be under effectual control at all times when outside of the premises of the owner/person in charge of the dog.  The following types of dogs must be muzzled at all times when out in public:
1. American Pit Bull Terrier   2. Bull Mastiff   3. Doberman Pinscher   4. English Bull Terrier   5. German Shepard   6. Japanese Akita   7. Japanese Tosa   8. Rhodesian Ridgeback    9. Rottweiler   10. Staffordshire Bull Terrier   11. Any crossbreed of the above.
These dogs must also be led by a person over the age of 16 and kept on a strong chain or lead not longer than 2 meters.
The Litter Pollution Act 1997 imposes obligation on all dog owners to clean up after their dogs where they foul in public places.   Where eye witness evidence is given and the witnesses are willing to appear in court, appropriate enforcement action is taken.

While anti dog fouling signage has in the past been erected by SDCC this did not prove a deterrent.  In its ongoing efforts to address this problem the Council in 2011 piloted an initiative of anti dog fouling stencils throughout regional parks. The pilot is in its early stages and is being closely monitored to determine its effectiveness. The initiative has been welcomed by members of the public and it is anticipated that the programme will be extended to public parks/open spaces in the coming year when the criteria has been determined.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The National Tidy Towns Competition is an annual competition organised by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government with the support of the main sponsor SuperValu and many other agencies.
The competition involves participating areas being rated on all aspects of their local environment and prizes awarded to the best under many different categories. The overall winner is "Ireland's Tidiest Town" which is announced at a national ceremony in September each year.  The competition is a positive community development with all agencies in an area working together towards a common goal of improving their area.  The progress of an area is monitored and detailed feedback provided.  Register here for the latest Tidy Towns pack.
In South Dublin County, there is one applicant in the competition - Lucan.  In order to generate interest in the concept and encourage citizens, businesses and groups to get involved, the Council organised a public meeting in Tallaght Stadium on Thursday 16th February   Speakers included an adjudicator from Tidy Towns, a Public Realm Designer, a representative from Lucan Tidy Towns and a representative from Dublin Waste.  Many organisations were present including South Dublin County Volunteer Centre, An Taisce's Green Homes, Clondalkin Community Recycling Initiative CCRI and information on many supports available to the public including information on community clean up supports which are now processed through the Social Credits System, information on cleansing and operations, recycling and waste minimisation information.
The Council have since arranged local meetings throughout the County following enquiries after the meeting in Tallaght Stadium.  A local Tidy Towns meeting was held in the Civic Offices, Clondalkin on Tuesday 6th March, sixteen people attended and as a result of the meeting, a core group of people were identified to form a Tidy Towns Committee.  The group agreed to commence weekly clean-ups in the Clondalkin Village area each Tuesday at 6.30pm meeting in the carpark of the shopping centre, Tower Road.  The Council have provided clean up materials to the group under the Social Credits system. The Council will continue to liaise with the group to identify supports required and prioritise actions if possible.”

As most perennial plants have a dormancy period during the winter months, there is very little in display terms at that time of year but they do generally provide good flowering displays during the main summer months.  It should be noted that the beds at this location are regularly damaged by illegally parked vehicles and by pedestrian traffic which makes it very difficult to successfully maintain planting of any kind, to enhance the environs of Orchard Lane/Civic Offices. 

A Tidy Towns Committee has recently been formed in Clondalkin Village following the Tidy Towns Meeting held in Tallaght Stadium on 16th February.  Local Parks & Landscape Services Staff would be happy to meet with representatives of the Tidy Towns Committee on site, to review the options available to improve the presentation of this part of the Village.”

SKATE PARK IN CORKAGH PARK
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:
“That a report be presented on the possibility of a skate park being established in Corkagh Park.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The County Council has a provisional allocation of €100,000 towards the cost of constructing a skate park in Clondalkin Park, which is an extension of Corkagh Park, under the Sports Capital Grant programme operated by the Department of Transport, Tourism & Sport. 

However, the terms of the Sports Capital Grant Scheme require the Council to frontload the full cost of the project, in this case estimated to be approximately €142,000, before any application for drawdown of the grant can be made. The project is listed in the Council's Rolling Capital Programme but due to the current financial constraints under which the Council is operating, it has not been possible, to date, to identify the necessary finance to frontload the project. 

It should also be noted that the match funding (minimum 30%) required to be provided by the Council, under the terms of the scheme, is also proving to be very difficult to identify in the current climate.”

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner, T. Gilligan and T. Ridge, Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent and Ms. Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED.
C/175/12 MOT (12) MONITORING OF TRAFFIC IN CORKAGH PARK

Item ID: 30653
It was proposed by Councillor T. Gilligan and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That this Committee requests the Manager to arrange that all traffic driving within Corkagh Park is strictly monitored, no vehicles allowed into the park unless absolutely necessary and only within given times, i.e. 8 to 10 am or 4 to 5 pm.  The barrier at the entrance to the park should be kept locked and keys issued to SDCC staff and open/closed as required.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The driving of vehicles within Corkagh Park is closely monitored at all times by the Parks Section to ensure that the current speed limit of 20kph is complied with.  In this regard, it was noted some years ago, that members of the public were using the park as a shortcut between the Naas Road and Clondalkin and steps were taken to successfully deal with the issue at the time.

This issue is also raised at regular staff health and safety meetings and staff are made fully aware of their obligations in this regard. The Park Depot in Corkagh Park is situated in the centre of the Park and remains the operational centre for the maintenance of all parks and open spaces in the south Clondalkin and Kingswood areas.  It is therefore, unavoidable that staff and the various goods suppliers etc. have a requirement to drive through the Park throughout the day although certain times of the day are busier than other times, for example when staff are mobilising and returning to the depot after work.

Corkagh Park is not unique in this context and a similar situation also arises in Regional Parks in other parts of Dublin.  It would not be feasible or practicable, from a work/operational viewpoint, to restrict vehicle traffic to designated times during the day.  

The path system in Corkagh Park ranges between 2.4 and 2.7metres in width.  It is acknowledged that some paths are subject to greater volumes of traffic than others and it is on these routes that drivers need to and generally do so, show greatest consideration for pedestrians.

The main access road from the St John's entrance to the Depot has been identified as the main vehicular route between the park depot and the majority of the work locations in Clondalkin. Consideration is being given to the possibility of widening and re-surfacing this route and providing line-marking to clearly separate vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The next step is to prepare an estimate of the cost of carrying out this work with a view to seeking possible sources of funding, from both within the Council's resources as well as from external agencies.  Given the likely overall cost of the footpath upgrade works, a phased construction process, over a number of years, may be the best way to advance the matter, having regard to the financial resources available in any given year.”
Following contributions from Councillors T. Gilligan, B. Bonner and M. McDonagh, Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“The Bawnogue section of the Grand Canal Walk is currently accessible from either end of the walk, from links off the Outer Ring Road and Fonthill Road, and from Kilcronan Estate. In addition to these hard surfaced access points there are a further 7 informal access points between the Canal Bank Park and the Canal Walk through gaps which were deliberately made in the berm to enable permeability.  There is no footpath on the northern side of the Bawnogue Road and any proposal to provide formal links would need to take this into account and be undertaken with the cooperation of the Roads Department.  Nevertheless it would benefit the residents living in adjacent estates to provide an additional hard surfaced path at a strategic location across the open space.  

The provision of an additional path, kissing gates and associated works would be subject to the identification of the necessary resources.  While there is no provision to undertake these works within the current year the proposal will be considered in the context of the 2013 budget.”

Following a contribution from Councillor G. Kenny, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The obvious solution is to run an overflow foul pipe from a manhole in the parkland near the M50 downstream of these houses under the Camac River to the 9B foul trunk sewer on the other side of the river.  However, this solution would be very expensive and could only be undertaken when funds become available to the Council.”

1.0
Introduction

South Dublin County Council (SDCC) has secured funding from the National Transport Authority under the Sustainable Transport Measures Grants (STMG’s) to fund a Personalised Travel Planning (PTP) project in South Dublin County. Project funding is confirmed for Phase 1 to 31st December 2012. 

The NTA agreed to fund a PTP programme that focused on communities in the vicinity of the Kishoge and Fonthill stops on the Kildare railway line and N4 and Outer Ring Road QBC’s.  
2.0 Project Team

This project will be managed and delivered by South Dublin County Council’s Travel Smart Communities team.  

The project is overseen at a strategic level by a project Steering Group with representation from the Council’s Roads, Community and Parks Departments, SDCC Sports Partnership, HSE Health Promotion, Dublin Bus, Irish Rail and the National Transport Authority.

JMP Transport and Planning Consultants have been engaged to provide strategic advice and mentoring to SDCC throughout the project. 

3.0
Target Areas

The Travel Smart Communities team carried out a review of communities in the vicinity of stops on the Kildare Railway line and the N4 and Outer Ring Road Quality Bus Corridors to identify communities that would be likely to respond to a travel campaign.  An area comprising 56,000 people and 18,000 households was accessed (census 2006). 
Given the intense nature of PTP engagement it would not be possible to target this entire area.  SDCC analysed the socio-demographic and travel characteristics of each community, with a view to identifying communities with ‘best fit’ characteristics for a travel behaviour change campaign.  All areas were similar in terms of age, family profile, nationalities. However, upon review of travel related data, such as car ownership, mode of travel for work, length of journey and destination of commuting trips the ED of Lucan Esker presented as the ‘best fit’ location for a campaign.  Clondalkin Dunawley also presents as suitable. 

These ED’s have the highest level of car based travel (63% Lucan Esker; 49% Dunawley), most complex travel patterns with commuters travelling to ED’s all over the region for work/school or college, lowest levels of walking & bus usage, cycling and train usage are low in all ED’s.  These ED’s also have high levels of computer and internet access and good access to alternative travel options such as strategic cycle routes, rail travel and high frequency bus services.

Implementation
The primary aim of the campaign is to encourage individuals to take alternatives to the car where these are available by providing tailored travel advice, incentives and resources.  A variety of community based initiatives will be delivered between March and September 2012 through a number of ‘pathways’, as follows:

· Household will be targeted between May and July – field staff will engage with households at the doorstep and offer travel advice, resources and incentives. Households within an 800m walkband of local retail/community centres will be targeted.  

· Schools will be targeted between March and May and again in September. The team will engage with schools in the area to support students, parents and staff in developing sustainable travel initiatives.  Resources and incentives will be provided to help achieve a modal shift for school journeys. 

· A series of community events will be rolled out between April and September, starting with events on 24th and 26th April – Eco Week in Griffeen Valley Park and Corkage Park.  A calendar of events will be finalised in April for distribution to all households in the target areas. Events will range in size from larger family events to smaller events with individual groups.  All events will have a sustainable transport theme, be it to promote walking, cycling, bus or train. 
· A number of community challenges to promote walking, cycling and sustainable modes will be undertaken in August/Sept.
7.0 Monitoring & Evaluation 

The programme is underpinned by a monitoring and evaluation strategy.  

Existing baseline data has been sourced and where information gaps were identified new research is being undertaken in March 2012 pre-intervention.  Corresponding data will be gathered or new research carried out post intervention in October 2012.  The data sets will be compared to ascertain the initial impact of the programme on travel behaviour.  A report with findings will be available in early 2013.

REPORT:
The current stage of the Amendments to the Draft Fortunestown LAP is as follows

a)        the amendments have been on display from the 10th January to the 6th February 2012

b)       a series of submissions on the amendments have been lodged and

c)       the Manager’s Report on the submissions was circulated to the Elected Members on the 5th March 2012. The Managers Report contains a number of recommendations in relation to the submissions. 

Submissions
A total of 18 written submissions were received during the statutory consultation period and these can be broken down as follows: Prescribed bodies 8, landowners 5, residents/residents associations 4 and 1 from a T.D.

The principal concerns of the submissions are as follows;

· The delivery of the District Park (Carrigmore Park) 

· Nature of Biodiversity/ Riparian Strips 

· Culverting or diversion of streams 

· Dwelling Mix and Floorspace 

· Floodrisk           

Note: See Manager’s Report for a full list of those who made submissions, the concerns raised in the submissions and the County Manager’s response. It should also be noted that the Manager’s Report also includes the Report on the Environmental Aspects of submissions received on the Proposed Material Alterations to the Draft Fortunestown Local Area Plan and the Appropriate Assessment Screening Report on submissions under Proposed Material Alterations to Draft Fortunestown Local Area Plan.

Manager’s Recommendations
The substantive amendments recommended as a response to the submissions are as follows;

Amend the Proposed Material Alteration by reinserting the requirement to complete a fully operation District Park to the rear (south-west) of Citywest Shopping Centre with outdoor play and recreational facilities as part of Phase One in Table 8.2 under Alteration Ref. No. PA44.

Omit flood risk mapping from Figure 4.4. (Alteration Ref. No. PA02).  Amend text under Section 4.9 to refer to availability of flood risk information in the appendices of the Fortunestown Local Area Plan and state that such information should be used to identify sites for detailed site-specific Flood Risk Assessment and appropriate responses at planning application stage in accordance with ‘The Planning System and Flood Risk Management Guidelines for Planning Authorities (2009). Insert flood risk information into appendices. 

Include additional text under Alteration Ref. No. PA01 (Section 4.9) to note that serious flooding reportedly occurred in October 2011 at the northern end of the Boherboy lands, Carrigmore Avenue, Carrigmore Green, Citywest Golf Course, Fortunestown Lane (near Saggart Luas stop) and Garter Lane. 

Ensure that a minimum of 85% of all dwellings across the Plan Lands be provided as own door houses and that a maximum of 15% of all dwellings across the Plan Lands be provided as apartments/duplexes with such dwellings limited to appropriate areas or particular locations such as Luas stops and landmark junctions and sensitively designed to contribute to the broader aesthetics of the area including the nearby Mountains. The minimum average floor area of all developments throughout the Plan Lands shall be 110 sq. metres. 

Amend Objective GI4 under Material Alteration Ref PA06 as follows: 

A 10 metre (min) biodiversity strip (measured from the top of the bank and excluding the width of bicycle and footpaths to be provided) shall be maintained on both sides of the sections of watercourse that are designated for preservation under the proposed Local Area Plan, for flood management, landscape and biodiversity reasons. These biodiversity strips shall protect, improve and enhance the natural character of the streams. Pedestrian and cycle corridors shall be provided alongside and parallel to the outer edge of all biodiversity strips where possible (Objective GI4).
A 10 metre (min) biodiversity strip (measured from the top of the bank and excluding the width of bicycle and footpaths to be provided) shall be reserved along both sides of the designated sections of the Corbally Stream for flood management, landscape, biodiversity and heritage reasons including the reinstatement and augmentation of the historic hedgerow boundary recently removed from the western side of the Corbally Stream. This biodiversity strip shall be accompanied by an adjacent and parallel pedestrian/cycle path from the Boherboy Road to the public open space to the north-east (District Park) as part of Phase 1 of development of the Boherboy lands. (Objective BN5a). 

Next Stage
It is recommended that the Members of the Clondalkin Area Committee note the recommendations as set out in the Manager’s Report, prior to the full Council meeting on the 16th April 2012.

Following consideration of the Manager’s Report on the 16th April 2012 ( within 6 weeks of receiving the Report), the Fortunestown Local Area Plan comes into force four weeks later, i.e. 14th May 2012.
