“HOUSING CONSTRUCTION
Taylors Lane:  7 x 3 bedroom, 2 x 4 bedroom 2.5 storey houses - 9 units

Work commenced in July 2011.  Anticipated duration of contract is 50 working weeks.

Pearse Brothers Park/Palmer Park (22 existing units)

Tender recommendation for energy upgrade and refurbishment of apartments submitted to the DOEHLG for approval.  It is intended that works will commence on site in 2nd quarter 2012.

Social Housing Leasing Initiative
As at 1/4/12, a total of 142 privately owned properties have been procured under lease arrangements and the properties made available for tenanting, 7 of these properties are in the Rathfarnham electoral area.  A further 30 cases are currently in process of which 1 is in the Rathfarnham electoral area.  

Rental Accommodation Scheme
31st March 2012. 

1,472 Rent Supplement recipients have transferred to the Rental Accommodation Scheme since the council started implementing the scheme in 2005.  A combination of transfers was involved however the majority transferred in their existing accommodation.  The remainder was transferred to the scheme in alternative accommodation for a variety of reasons including inappropriate sized property (underaccommodated/overaccommodated) and their landlord being unwilling to take part in the scheme.   Vacant properties were contracted into the scheme to facilitate this category of transfer.

Since their transfer to the scheme some tenants have moved again for a variety of reasons including moving to alternative accommodation, moving abroad, moving to another county, purchasing their own property. 

At the end of March 1,233 families were living in RAS homes in the county.  Thirty two of these families are living in the Rathfarnham area.

As part of the rollout of the RAS and the Social Housing Leasing Initiative the management of the inspections regime for compliance with the Housing (Standards for Rented Houses) Regulations was homed in the Procurement Unit and all homes taken into social use are inspected for full compliance with these standards. 4,440 private rented properties have been inspected so far since the commencement of RAS in 2005.”

It appears that the home of an elderly lady caught fire and was badly destroyed when oversized trees and shrubs adjacent to the house were set alight by vandals and in turn this fire spread to the house.   The family are now seeking the removal with immediate effect of those trees and shrubs.  It appears the elderly lady is currently living away from the house while the work to her home is being completed, she is due to return to her home and is understandably anxious that there is not a repeat of this tragedy.  It has been requested that the oversized trees (currently approx 50’/60’), be severely restricted or removed altogether. These trees are overhanging the property including the garden, roof & chimney, the trees are also blocking significant light. The falling leaves / sap from the trees has meant that owner’s driveway (which has a high gradient) becomes very mossy, extremely slippy & very dangerous, it poses a serious health and safety issue.  Please provide timeline for the completion of these works.  The Council is being asked to act with all expediency given the age of the home owner concerned and other neighbours in this area."
The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“The issue referred to has been investigated with the family members concerned and it was agreed that 7 trees on the Council side of the property will be removed by a contractor employed by the Council and the one on the family side will also be removed at the same time (at the owner’s expense).  It is also intended to plant a hedge on the boundary in the Autumn and with the agreement of the family members.

The fire referred to was apparently caused by the setting off of fireworks.”

Nevertheless, should be noted that based on experience gained to date the areas most suitable for playgrounds are those located in well supervised locations, e.g. Regional Park, Community Centres. It is not considered that Whitechurch is suitable for a playground location based on the experience gained to date.”

There is an ongoing programme to optimise the use all available technology including the www.fixyourstreet.ie , CCTV, customer contact system and spatial mapping. Mobile data gathering surveys are used to directly capture and map all data – litter bin locations, recycling locations and litter black spots. The litter wardens service also use data gathering mobile phones to record, photograph and pinpoint location of dumping and littering.

Data from mobile phones used to monitor effectiveness of cleansing schedule.

12. Utilise systematic data analysis systems to monitor and plan Litter management and decision making
The ongoing use of mobile data capture systems automatically records locations and activity. This leads to the ability to spatially map and inform decision making. 

Litter Survey results will be used to provide effective monitoring of actions.

 13. Continue to research and implement best practice models
A cross departmental litter forum has been established to review current practices, monitor litter related activity and progress actions under the implementation plan of the Litter Management Plan.

Collaborative discussions ongoing with the ESB regarding condition of sub stations and efforts to establish a protocol to deal with graffiti and litter in their surrounds

"To ask the Manager to provide an update on the remedial measure put in place so far following flooding last October in the Rathfarnham Ward (Glenvara Park, Castlefield Manor, Aranleigh and Dodder View)?"
REPLY:
First it should be noted that all estates in the Rathfarnham Ward where flooding occurred on the 24th of October 2011 have had their gullys cleaned out and roads swept and in some cases the surface water sewers flushed and jetted. Sandbags have also been delivered to Woodview Cottages, Castlefield Way and Grove and the bottom end of Glenvara Estate. A CCTV survey of parts of Aranleigh Estate was undertaken and it showed that remedial work was required at the end of Aranleigh Court and in the green area at the other side of the wall at this hammerhead due to tree roots growing into the surface water sewer and blocking it. This work has been undertaken and a new surface water sewer was laid in this area. Work has also been undertaken in the Knocklyon area where a damaged foul sewer pipe has been repaired and a manhole built at Mount Carmel Cottages, deficiencies in the surface water system at Homeville were rectified and four lockable covers were put on surface water manholes in Castlefield Way and Court. The foul sewer has been relaid in the green area of Glenlyon Estate taking it away from houses in the top of Glenvara Park.
