“To ask the Manager to provide an update on any discussions within the Council or with the Department of Environment since the last Area Committee Meeting with respect to the funding of the two Community Safety Forum worker posts in the Clondalkin area?”

REPLY:
COMMUNITY SAFETY FORUM UPDATE
“The following report was presented to the Members at the Council meeting of  13th February 2012 in response to a question and a number of motions: 

The four projects referred to in the question are the:

1. North Clondalkin Community Safety Forum 

2. South West Safety Forum, 

3. Fettercairn Estate Management 

4. Killinarden Estate Management Group.

The Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government advised the Council that as part of the Government’s Comprehensive Review of Expenditure and the 2012 Estimates process, difficult decisions have had to be taken in relation to prioritising funding for core services in all programme areas.  The funding being provided to support this Department’s mainstreamed drugs projects under the Housing programme in 2012 has been reduced by 75%, i.e. from €400,000 to €100,000 (€496,000 in 2008). In respect of the four projects within South Dublin County Council the 2011 allocation was €210,000.  They advised that in this context, it is no longer possible to continue to fund the mainstreamed drugs projects within that allocation.

The Department provided pro rata funding of €52,500 for the first quarter of 2012 only as a final housing budget contribution to these projects. 

The first official correspondence on the 75% reduction was received on 13th January 2012 and officials of the Council sought an urgent meeting with the Department which was held on 19th January 2012 where the Council outlined the work of the projects and their success over the years in working with the community, Gardaí, the Council and many other state agencies. The Council officials sought a reversal of the decision or alternatively a look at other budget heads to assist in retaining the projects. Contact with the Department has been ongoing since the meeting of the 19th.

The view of the Department is that Drugs Task Force monies are funded by Department of Health and funding for these groups should not be funded from the DOECLG Housing Budget. 

The funding for the four projects – Fettercairn and Killinarden Estate Management Group and North Clondalkin Safety Forum and South West Clondalkin Safety Forum – was channelled through the Council from the Department to the groups and mainly provided for wages of the four workers plus miscellaneous funding for small projects and/or administration. The four workers operate in a governance structure to a management Committee – SDCC has a representative on the Committees as do a number of other relevant state agencies and groups. 

The workers have been an asset to the local communities, the Council and all other relevant state agencies in terms of information from within the local community, organising clean ups, summer projects, events, Local Policing Fora, working on joint projects generally funded in the main by the Council as well as providing a representational role on a number of fora in the area. They are of value particularly in terms of their independent role within communities, particularly disadvantaged communities, and providing a valuable link between those communities and state agencies including the local authority. Their link specifically with the Council has been one of positive influence in tackling crime, anti social behaviour - all complex and sensitive issues - in addition to promoting the pro social behaviour agenda and providing confidence in the community in a partnership approach.

Their value and evidence-based work is especially crucial to the work and efforts of the Drugs Task Forces also and underpins pillars of the National Drugs Strategy. Drugs Task Forces have a key role under the National Drugs Strategy in responding to the drug problem in their areas and Community engagement is key to the successful implementation of the national drug strategy and to developing responses to emerging needs at a local level. 

The Department had advised that the Council should determine if the projects can be supported within the overall mainstream functions due to the close alignment of the projects with the general housing functions. They further advised that it would be a matter for all public funding bodies as part of the consultation process to identify resources to deliver on the overall objectives of the reconfigured projects beyond end of March 2012. The Council adopted its Budget for 2012 on 15th December 2011 and it is not possible to fund the four projects for the year as necessary funds are not available without effecting the works and service delivery as provided for.

Council officials have, since the meeting with the DOECLG, also met with Dodder Valley and CPLN Partnerships on 27th January 2012 and also attended a meeting with elected members and the project promoters on Monday 30th January 2012 at which the support of other relevant groups was sought and has continued dialogue with the Department officials on the matter. The Council is also aware that the Minister of State, Deputy Shortall, who has responsibility for the national drugs strategy, is currently undertaking a review of the structures that underpin the strategy at local, regional and national level. This will include how current funding structures can be improved or streamlined, particularly with local and regional drugs task forces.

In a letter dated 3rd February 2012 the Department has advised the Council that:-

"As you know, following the Government’s Comprehensive Review of Expenditure and the 2012 Estimates process, the funding to support the Department’s mainstreamed drugs projects in 2012 has been reduced by 75%, i.e. from €400,000 to €100,000.  In that context, it is not possible to continue to fund the mainstreamed drugs projects within that allocation.  You are also aware that the Department had agreed to facilitate a consultation process, in conjunction with the Council, the relevant local drugs task forces, Department of Health, HSE and other key funders, with a view to identifying alternative streams of funding to support the projects for 2012 and beyond.  Furthermore, while this consultation process is taking place, the Department also agreed to provide pro rata funding to support the projects for the first quarter of 2012 only.
 I now wish to advise you that, in order to ensure that projects have sufficient time to identify alternative streams of funding and/or to undertake a reconfiguration of project tasks and priorities, the Department will provide additional pro rata funding to support the projects for the second quarter of 2012, i.e. to 30 June 2012. " 
 Please note that this funding is being provided strictly on a once-off basis and on the clear understanding that it represents an extension of the transitional arrangement only, thereby providing projects with sufficient time to undertake a fully comprehensive consultation to identify future alternative funding mechanisms.  This payment represents the final housing budget contribution to the projects and no further mainstreamed funding will be provided by the Department.  As previously, outlined, it will be a matter for other public funding bodies to identify the resources to deliver on the overall objectives of the reconfigured projects beyond end June 2012."
The Council will continue to work with the Department and all other stakeholders on this issue."    End of Report to Council
Since that meeting continuous contact has been maintained with the Department of Environment Community and Local Government and other stakeholders in seeking a solution to the matter. The funding referred to in the February report will expire on 30th June 2012. In recent correspondence to the Tallaght Drugs Task Force the Department included the following:

"The Department has also asked the Council to examine the potential for maintaining the projects within its overall housing management function, however, I understand the Council has very limited discretionary expenditure in this regard. Therefore the ongoing sustainability of these projects should be determined in the context of the reprioritisation of key services within available resources. This should include modification and/or reconfiguration of services and rationalisation of administration costs, where appropriate." 

It has since been confirmed by the Department that this refers to the services of the Drugs Task Forces.

To progress this matter, the Council has, since the February meeting, continued discussions/contact with the Department of the Environment Community and Local Government and other stakeholders including a meeting with the representatives of both local Drugs Task Forces which was held on Friday 30th March 2012.

They have indicated unfortunately that the necessary funds are not available from them due to their already allocated budgeted funds to the programmes. The Council will continue to work with the relevant stakeholders to identify the necessary finance to maintain the projects until at least the review of the structures that underpin the strategy at local, regional and national level is completed. This will include how current funding structures can be improved or streamlined, particularly with local and regional drugs task forces and it is anticipated that the report will be presented in September 2012.”

Councillor B. Bonner
“To ask the Manager is there monitoring being done on the progress of work on the Valhalla site on Watery Lane?  Specifically, is the Manager satisfied that the conditions with regard to boundary treatment are being adhered to? 

1. The boundary wall between the Valhalla site and Castle Grove was to be improved and heightened.  Is this being done?

2. Mature trees were to be planted between the site and the houses Castle Grove.  Residents are worried that there will not be enough space and wonder when the tree planting will commence. Can this be checked?

3. The boundary wall between the site and the houses at Watery Lane was to be heightened and improved.  Is this being done?”
REPLY:
“All works on the site at Valhalla are being monitored and inspected on a regular basis by the Design Team and the Council's Clerk of Works.  The Council's Senior Executive Architect in charge of the project also reports as follows:

1. Following a meeting with the residents of Castle Grove on 4th October 2011 at which the residents stated that they did not want the Council to interfere with the existing boundary wall, the Council's Design Team agreed to build a boundary wall within the Council side of the boundary.  This wall was agreed at 2.4 metres height (measured from the Council side of the boundary).  Work to the wall is almost complete.

2. Compliance with the above request (no.1) has had a subsequent impact on the ability of the Council to carry out replacement planting as early as originally planned in the process and on the type of plants which will be planted (as the area of the site was affected by the new wall and foundation).  It is still the intention of the Council to provide screen/privacy planting to this boundary.  This will be carried out after scaffolding has been removed from the building.  Advice will be sought from the Council's Public Realm Designer at the time.

3. The boundary wall between the site and the rere garden of no. 1 Watery Lane has been upgraded and planting along this boundary will also follow at the appropriate time.”

REPLY:
“The Council in conjunction with Cheshire Homes are providing an integrated sheltered housing project of 10 dwellings and one office staff unit, the layout consists of 5no. 1 bed ground floor units including four special needs units, 4no. 1 bed units and 1no. 2-bed duplex on first and second floor all units will be fully accessible with own door access. 

The Council in partnership with Cheshire Homes identified suitable clients with significant special needs at the incubation stage of this project as this facility incorporates highly technical equipment - including sophisticated electrical lifting pulleys, specialised bathing facilities etc. appropriate to the identified clientele. There is ongoing consultation with Cheshire Homes.

As the project nears completion if additional capacity is available perspective tenants will be identified in liaison with Cheshire Homes.  Priority will be given to those housing/transfer applicants who currently do not have access to adequate accessible accommodation.
Appropriate applicants wishing to be accommodated in the Valhalla development should make this known by writing to the Council's Housing Department giving full details of their current accommodation together with up to date supporting medical documentation, (i.e. Occupational Therapist Report) for consideration.”

“A complaint was received in Architectural Services on 26th March last in relation to this wall.  The wall was subsequently inspected by the Council's Dangerous Buildings Inspector on the 27th March.  The Inspector reports that the wall in question appears to have been impacted by a large vehicle of sorts causing serious damage.  The Council's Development Department have been requested to ascertain who the registered owners of the wall in question are, as a matter of urgency.  When this information is to hand, a letter will issue to those responsible, outlining the Council's requirements to make safe the area in question.”

“To ask the Manager to provide a detailed response to the findings of the Sinn Féin report into housing conditions, community facilities and anti-social behaviour in Méile an Rí, Tór an Rí and Búirg an Rí, Balgaddy entitled "Balgaddy - A National Scandal" and published on 28.2.12? (a copy of the report was forwarded to the Council on 2.3.12).”

REPLY:
“The Sinn Féin document produced is noted as an account of a survey based on set questions put to residents in the Balgaddy area in 2011.  It is not a technical report nor a physical assessment but simply a consumer satisfaction survey.  As only 26% of tenants approached actually responded, the voices of the vast majority of Balgaddy residents are not represented.

Figures quoted in the survey details section represent percentages in turn of the 26% responding for instance "50% of all respondents" in reality represent only 13%.  The percentage of tenants not participating, 3 out of  every 4 Balgaddy residents, is in line with positive experience on the ground of the Council team dedicated to building improvements on the site over the last 12 months.

The survey was issued in February 2012 some 4/5 months after it was carried out and takes no cognisance of ongoing works carried by on-site Council staff in the intervening period, including the extensive window replacement programme.  The works continue on site, house by house.  It should be noted that a number of houses completing the survey have not reported problems identified by them to South Dublin County Council.  A further number have not allowed or facilitated access to their dwellings for investigation by Council staff.

The survey raises issues of inadequate community facilities but the immediate area includes -

· Two children's playgrounds (and access to a third in Rosses Court adjoining) 

· A multi-use games area (MUGA) for teens 

· Pocket park 

· Primary School 

· Church and pastoral centre 

· Upcoming crèche / community rooms in Méile an Rí (tenders received, finance secured) 

· Youth facility in Tór an Rí (not yet opened by community group leasing) 

· Shopping within easy walk

Balgaddy has a worthwhile and viable social and community revision.

Balgaddy is not, as is claimed, a national disgrace.  Efforts by the Council in conjunction with their tenants will resolve construction difficulties which earlier dogged this project and disadvantaged the residents.  The positive response of the majority of tenants to the ongoing work is encouraging and shows a worthwhile route forward.”

“To ask the Manager how the high rate of maintenance requests received from residents in Balgaddy (1,297 in 2011 and 1,210 in 2010) compares with other estates in the North Clondalkin area and if the level of requests is higher than the norm to provide an explanation?”
REPLY:
“There are 400 homes in the Balgaddy area maintained by the Council's Housing Department, this equates to 3.24 maintenance requests per home in 2011. There are a further 1609 Council rented properties in the North Clondalkin area for which 3779 maintenance requests were received in 2011, an average of 2.35. This is an average of less than one callout per home between Balgaddy and North Clondalkin. In general, for both the Balgaddy and North Clondalkin area the most common request is for attention to the central heating systems not working, followed by an general variety of electrical, structural, drainage/water and minor maintenance requests.

The Balgaddy estates of Méile an Rí, Búirg an Rí, Tór an Rí and part of Foxdene Avenue have received additional attention to a number of building defects that resulted in leaks and condensation/damp problems mostly. The majority of these works were reported and attended to in 2011 and are not expected to create any further inconvenience for the tenants.”

Main Street.  The paved area outside the Credit Union and in front of the old TSB building could be transformed into a beautiful plaza with the planting of some trees and the addition of some under tree seating.  Also a mature tree could be planted in the spot now occupied by the derelict phone box that is soon to be removed.  Trees in front of the Steering Wheel might detract and distract from the on street trading that so annoys residents.
2. Tower Road.  There is plenty of room to plant trees behind the wall in the car park in front of Tuthills / AIB etc.  This would greatly enhance the Village centre area.  Some of the trees outside the church cottages are dead and need to be replaced.
3. Monastery Road.  Some trees can be planted behind the wall at the monastery shopping centre opposite Laurel Park.  Also in the grass verge at the shops at Castle Park opposite historic Tully's Castle.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council is very supportive of any proposals aimed at enhancing the presentation of our towns and villages and an overall tree planting plan for Clondalkin Village is required.  It is agreed that the judicious planting of suitable trees within the central core of Clondalkin Village would significantly enhance the overall presentation of the area. In this regard the Parks Department has in recent years already planted trees within the village along Orchard Lane, outside the Civic Offices, along Tower Road, within the Tesco car-park, at the Castle Shopping Centre and at the entrance to Laurel Park estate.

The locations referred to in the motion are mostly privately owned, so agreement would first have to be reached with the landowners concerned before any plans can be progressed. The areas would have to be checked to see if adequate space is available to accommodate trees, for underground services to ensure that no conflicts arise, traffic sight line issues and funding would also have to be identified for the work.  As a first step it is considered appropriate that the newly formed Tidy Towns Committee would be consulted and a meeting will be arranged shortly for this purpose.”

It was AGREED to take Motion 4 in conjunction with Motion 6 in the name of Councillor B. Bonner.
MOT (6) PLANTING OF TREES OUTSIDE CLONDALIKIN LIBRARY

“That this Committee recommends the planting of some mature trees outside the beautiful and historic library building during the Autumn planting season.  This would be a fitting addition to celebrations of the centenary of Clondalkin Library.  There is already some lovely planting of flowers at the library.  There is, however room and need for a strong statement which the planting of some beautiful trees would make.”

Our grass cutting machines are not designed to collect grass and the manual sweeping and collection of clippings is not viable within existing staff resources. Collecting grass would also create transport and disposal issues which could not be justified.  For these reasons grass cuttings are not collected but left in situ where they can decompose and return their nutrients to the soil.”

The designated areas for the Clondalkin area may be defined by the following methods

·        Name stones boundaries

·        Tidy Towns boundaries 

·        Route of town cleansing

In Lucan where this code is already in place, the area agreed with the Lucan Tidy Towns group is between the village name stones.

Approval is sought to place an agreed map outlining the boundaries on a “No Election Poster” zone in Clondalkin for public consultation.

It is also proposed to place this item as a headed item on all Area Committees and report the views to a full Council Meeting.

“That the Manager presents a report on the street sweeping schedule in the Clondalkin Area.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council utilises the services of both the Operations Unit, the Cleansing Unit based in Ballymount Depot in conjunction with a Private Contractor, Oxigen who has dedicated teams that operate an extensive street-cleaning programme on Main Roads, Local Roads and Estates. The Council’s Cleansing Staff target central locations in Clondalkin using handcart, green machine and litter bin operatives.

Oxigen undertake road sweeping in housing estates 4 times a year and gulley cleaning once a year. The main roads are swept and litter picked every month.

The Environmental Services Department has introduced a system of scheduled cleaning that will include all areas of the County. The cleaning schedule is based on the Road Sweeping Programme which divides the county into 87 areas and 39 road routes; crews are assigned to the areas between scheduled sweeps by the Road Sweeping Contractor Oxigen. This cleaning schedule assigns a priority (1-5) to each of the areas, which reflects the frequency of cleaning required in the area.

	Frequency

	Priority 1
	Every week

	Priority 2
	Every 2 weeks

	Priority 3
	Every 3 weeks

	Priority 4
	Every 4 weeks

	Priority 5
	Every 6 weeks.


This priority can be altered (increased/decreased) subject to reviewing the area and the quantity of works required to maintain an acceptable standard. A schedule is prepared each week identifying the areas to be cleaned. Ten number crews are staff are assigned on a daily basis to a particular area and the supervisors monitor the sites and record the weight of material removed from the area.

Fly tipping of domestic waste bags abandoned in laneways and deposited into the planting/hedging on the open spaces is a more serious problem.  Some of this waste is burnt, and requires mechanical intervention (JCB machine) in its removal.  

The Cleansing Crews continue to operate on a daily basis, collecting fly tipped waste in lanes, ditches and housing areas whilst the litterbins are collected on a regular frequency Monday – Friday. The volume of material removed by these crews is in addition to that removed by the Operations Crew, the Road Sweeping Contractor and the Private Waste Collectors who operate the kerbside collections.”

Following a contribution from Cllr B. Bonner, Ms. D. Lakes, Senior Executive Engineer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

In addition to routine programmes, locations are assigned following reports submitted via Council Members, Customer Care System, Fix Your Street and from other departments (parks and roads etc)

However due to current budgetary constraints the above programmes of cleansing can only be scheduled during the normal working week.

Tidy Towns - The Clondalkin Tidy Towns group was formed following the meeting in the Civic Offices on 6th March this year. They now play an active role in community clean ups and plan to enter the Tidy Towns competition. The Council has provided clean up materials to the group and arrange for the collection of material under the Social Credits system. The Council will continue to liaise with the group to identify supports required and prioritise actions if possible. The Clondalkin Tidy Towns group now meet twice a week on a Tuesday & Saturday to conduct a litter pick. They are now in the process of conducting a survey of the area to prepare an action plan for the group. Further information is available on www.clondalkintidytowns.com . The group is liaising with all the sectors in Clondalkin including the business sector and the schools

Also the Litter Management Plan 2011 - 2014 was adopted in July 2011. The overall aim of the Litter Management Plan is to make South Dublin County Council a litter free County with the support, co-operation and involvement of the local authority, businesses, communities and individuals.

In order to reduce the litter caused by the incorrect disposal of packaging from Fast Food outlets the following poster has been developed "Dispose of your Fast Food Litter Properly" Fast Food Litter . These posters have now been distributed to all Fast Food outlets.”
