INSPECTION OF LANDS TO REAR OF ST. AIDAN’S TRAVELLER SITE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr seconded by Councillor Duff:
That the Manager arranges for immediate inspection of lands in Council ownership to the rear of St Aidan's Traveller Accommodation adjacent to the new Luas stop at Fortunestown and to the rear of Kilmartin Estate in Fettercairn alongside the Luas tracks with a view to ascertaining if these lands are in breach of any legislation relevant to Planning and Development.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

Environmental Services Department have arranged to carry out an inspection of the areas in question. 

The Anti Litter Warden has confirmed that the rubbish to the rear of Kilmartin Estate alongside the Luas tracks has been removed during the course of the road works that are ongoing there.  

The Anti Litter Warden also confirmed that there is a substantial amount of horse manure to the rear of St. Aidan’s Residential Caravan Park. Reports are sent regularly to Environmental Services Department who are responsible for actions under the Control of Horses Act, to alert them if there are horses in the area so that action can be taken by the contractor to remove them.  

He also confirmed that there is some burnt waste and litter to the rear of St. Aidan’s Residential Caravan Park.  He could find no evidence of where the waste originated and so is unable to issue fines or initiate court proceedings. The Environmental Services Department will continue to monitor this area in an effort to establish the identity of those who are dumping.

Within St. Aidan’s R.C.P. six of the bays are currently occupied.  Three of the bays have been vacated and they been blocked up to secure them.  One of the bays has been surrendered recently.  

As all residents are responsible for the disposal of their household waste, a letter has been sent to all residents of Traveller Specific Accommodation  reminding them of their obligation under the terms of their tenancy agreement to dispose of household waste correctly.  They have also be requested to provide evidence of which Household Waste Collection Service Provider they have signed up with.  

A further letter will issue reminding all residents of St. Aidan’s Residential Caravan Park once again that they are not allowed to keep horses in their bays or in the surrounding areas.  

Reports from the Planning and Development Departments indicate that there are no actions available under the Planning Acts.

As part of ongoing management of our traveller specific accommodation, Traveller Accommodation Unit will arrange for the removal of any waste, to the rear of St. Aidan’s R.C.P.  The District Park Supervisor has confirmed that the manure is not suitable for use by Parks Department therefore it has been arranged that the  manure will be removed and disposed of in the coming days. “

REPLY:
For the last few years, the Council has been able to support the Intercultural Centre in Tallaght through funding made available by the Department of Justice and Equality. In 2010, it was allocated €40,000 and in 2011, another €40,000 was allocated.

Funding for the Intercultural Centre in Tallaght was included in an application made by the Social Inclusion Unit in December 2011 to the Office of the Minister for Justice and Equality for projects aimed at integration. A detailed report has also been submitted outlining the programmes delivered to date and the costs associated with same. However, so far, funding from the Department for 2012 has not been confirmed so far. 

The Council has been in direct contact with the Department and will continue to pursue this issue until it has been resolved.

Report on Summer Projects 2012
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2012 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“There is an existing community-based CCTV camera system in operation in the Brookfield -Fettercairn area which was provided by Partas  under a grant scheme introduced by the then Department of Justice Equality & Law Reform and following an extensive local consultation process . This scheme consists of 8 no. cameras including one in the  vicinity of Fettercairn Community Centre. These cameras are monitored by Gardai in  Tallaght Garda Station.

The key objectives in providing this CCTV camera Scheme were 

· Assistance in the maintenance of public order and safety

· Assistance in the prevention, detection and investigation of offences

· Assistance in the prosecution of offenders

All incidents of criminal damage referred to should be reported to the Gardai who can review archived footage from the cameras and take appropriate action. 

The grant scheme referred to above is closed and there is no prospect of it being re-opened by the Department in the current financial climate.”

Following a contribution from Councillor M. Devine, Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.

COMMUNITY CENTRE IN BALLYCRAGH PARK
It was proposed by Councillor B. Lawlor and seconded by Councillor M. Duff:
That this committee calls on the Manager not to proceed with any works relating to the community centre in Ballycragh Park, until a comprehensive study has been done with regards to the current financial climate and that this facility must be sustainable in every sense from a need and usage point of view, particularly after the site was moved closer to another community centre in the locality and  the development of a large community hub in the area since the original proposal of this community centre. 

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The Ballycragh Community Facility is at an advanced stage in the public procurement process and the award of the contract to the successful tenderer is imminent.

The project is expected to commence in July 2012 and be completed in June 2013.

The completed community centre will be managed by an existing management committee (formed as a company limited by guarantee) comprising of local community representatives and representatives from a number of statutory and support organisations including reps from South Dublin County Council. 

The Committee will have the task of identifying a schedule of community events, services and activities in the centre to both meet local community needs and complement existing community services in adjoining areas and in turn to generate an income to help finance the running costs of the building.  The Committee will also have the opportunity and will be encouraged to seek assistance from the relevant resource providers to assist in the running and resourcing of the community building. Examples of such assistance include the TUS scheme administered by Dodder Valley Partnership, financial and grant aid assistance via the VEC grants scheme and Community Services Grant Scheme and advice and assistance in relation to youth services/youth club provision from Foroige.”
Councillor B. Lawlor discussed his concerns regarding the proximity of the proposed new centre to an existing community centre in Firhouse.  Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised. 

Councillors M. Corr, J. Hannon, C. Bond and M. Duff all spoke opposing the Motion citing concerns about the long standing commitment of ten years to build the community centre.

“Of the 257 allotments currently in the County, 145 are currently in the administrative area of this Committee with 13 plots in Tymon Park and 132 in Friarstown. These plots are inspected on a monthly basis to ensure they are being properly used and managed.

There are currently 522 applicants on the waiting list for allotments throughout the County and allotments becoming available are allocated on a first come first served basis. Applications can be made at any time by residents of the County. Where applicants at the top of the waiting list and due to be allocated a plot are found to be no longer living in the County or are no longer interested in taking an allotment they are removed form the waiting list.

To date in 2012, nine plots have been re-let at Friarstown with one further plot currently due to be relet while two plots have been relet in Tymon with one additional plot due to be relet there once some minor maintenance works are carried out.”

GRASS CUTTING IN TALLAGHT

QUESTION: Councillor C. Bond
Could the Manager please outline the general envisaged frequency of grass cutting on open spaces in the Tallaght electoral Area?

REPLY:
The planned frequency of grass cutting in the Tallaght Electoral Area for 2012 during the grass cutting season is 15 working days.  While every effort is being made to achieve this frequency, it is important to note that cutting grass is dependant on a range of factors including other works on hand, staff resources available, weather conditions and machinery breakdowns, all of which can impact on the frequency. The recent spell of unseasonally wet weather is causing some disruption to grass cutting operations and is impacting on service and cutting intervals. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort will be made to allocate the resources available on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Tallaght Electoral Area is maintained to the highest possible standard.  In this regard, priority is being given to the maintenance of playing fields to ensure that they are available for play.

UPDATE ON THE TASC PAVILION
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The Council has taken every opportunity to advance the construction of a sports pavilion, known as the TASC Pavilion, on the Limekiln side of Tymon Park. The Council completed a Part 8 proposal for the project and successfully applied for Sports Capital Funding for the project with the support of the TASC group (Tallaght Athletic Sports Club) a group comprised of a number of local sports clubs, who were encouraged to combine into a single group for the purposes of this project. Detailed architectural drawings were prepared and tenders were advertised in 2011 for the construction of the pavilion and a suitable contractor was identified to undertake the work.  

However, work cannot commence on the project until such time as the legal issues concerning the Deed of Covenant and Charge, required by the Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport, have been resolved by the Chief State Solicitor's Office (CSSO).  A condition of the payment of the grant monies requires the Council, as owner of the land to enter into a Grant Agreement and a Deed of Covenant and Charge with the Minister for Transport, Tourism & Sport to continue to use the facility for community/sporting purposes for a specified period of up to fifteen years and in the event of it failing to do so, to repay all or part of the grant on a reducing scale.  

This Deed of Covenant and Charge is to be registered as a burden against the Council’s title to enable the draw down of grant monies up to a value of €700,000.  The Council holds registered title to the land under Folio no. DN36250F.  This includes the adjacent car park area at Limekiln which will provide the car parking requirements for the changing room facility. A report on the Deed of Covenant and Charge was presented to the April 2011 Council Meeting and noted by the Elected Members.

As the CSSO is a separate entity, the Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport is unable to give a definite timeframe for the resolution of the legal matters. They have, however, requested that the CSSO deal with the matter as quickly as possible. Once the legal issues have been resolved, the Council will endeavour to move the project forward as quickly as possible, having regard to the financial resources available at that time. The Council will continue to liaise with both the Chief State Solicitors Office and the Department of Transport Tourism and Sport in the matter. 

Representatives from the Parks and Landscape Services Section have recently met with representatives of the TASC group to update them on progress with the project. The Elected Members and the TASC group will be kept informed and updated on developments.” 

Following a discussion to which Councillors D. Looney and M. Devine contributed, Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised.

UPDATE ON THE 2012 ARBORICULTURAL PROGRAMME

Top of Form

The Arboricultural Programme for 2012 was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee on 5th December 2011; the programme commenced in January 2012 and will be undertaken in two phases:

·        January 2012 to March 2012

·        November 2012 to December 2012

In relation to trees, priority is given to trees in the following categories: 

· Dead and damaged trees. 

· Trees in very close proximity to public lighting columns (less than 1.8m). 

· Trees associated with lifting footpaths.  

· Trees in conflict with overhead utility cables.

Aside from these categories, works are carried out to trees only where they are considered to be consistent with good arboricultural practice. Examples of this would be crown lifting (removal of lower branches), crown thinning (reducing the weight of large trees), pruning to deal with weak branch junctions, pruning to improve the shape of the tree and removal of suckers. 

The tables, 1 and 2 below set out the update on the programme of works and works completed to date.  The completion of the programme is dependent on the continuation of the resources to do so.

BINS FOR KILTIPPER LINEAR PARK
It was proposed by Councillor C. Bond, seconded by Councillor M. Duff:  

That the Council please provide bins for dog waste in Kiltipper Linear Park, as this has become a problem in recent months.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Dog-fouling is an offence under section 22 the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended, for which the person in charge of the dog faces a fine or prosecution if he/she does not immediately remove any faeces deposited by a dog in certain places and ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner.  The difficulty with enforcement of this particular section of the Act lies in getting witnesses to report that the offence happened and that an identified person is the person in charge of the dog.  Residents groups and/or individuals are urged to assist Litter Wardens and Dog Wardens in this regard.

The Council has to date limited the installation of litter bins in parks which do not have a continuous staff presence; without which, litter bins can become full and if not emptied frequently, can add to the general clutter and poor appearance of the park.  

The matter of providing additional bins in selected locations is under review having regard to available resources to manage them.”

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, E. Walsh, J. Hannon, M. Duff and P. Kearns contributed, Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.
