SAFETY CONCERNS AT O'TOOLE BRIDGE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager for a comprehensive report on safety concerns at O'Toole Bridge, Tallaght By Pass and indicating what specific actions are being taken to take the bridge into the ownership of the Council, thus ensuring its longterm safety and security?"

REPLY:
Since its completion, this footbridge has been subject to repeated and ongoing vandalism. Some antisocial elements seem determined to damage and remove the steel mesh protection that encloses the pedestrian walkway, which creates a serious potential hazard for pedestrians on the footbridge and vehicular traffic on the N81. 

It is an unfortunate deficiency in the bridge design that the studs attaching this mesh to the steel frame of the pedestrian walkway are not more robust, however, it should be noted that nothing is “vandal proof”.

As we are unable to take this bridge into charge without all snags being completed satisfactorily, we were in regular correspondence with the contractors for the scheme, prior to them going into Receivership, regarding the completion of the various snag works to this bridge (including the mesh issue).

As it stands, we have tendered for remedial works to attach the mesh panels to the bridge in a more robust manner, and are awaiting the release of bond monies to carry out these works.

Until funds are made available for these works, SDCC are responding to reports of damaged mesh on this bridge as soon as they are received, and are using tie wire and jubilee clips as a temporary fix.

‘Construction of a single storey mono-pitched discount foodstore with ancillary off license use measuring 1842sq.m. gross floor area with a total net retail sales area of 1329sq.m;  provision of all associated signage;  upgrading of the existing site entrance for vehicular and pedestrian access along Beechdale Road to the proposed development;  provision of new boundary treatments;  connections to all existing drainage and water services;  all associated and ancillary site works and provision of 101 car parking spaces.’

On the 16th of April last, additional information has been sought as part of the assessment of this application. This included matters relating to traffic and parking. The applicants have six months to reply to this request.

At the time of reporting the additional information has not, as yet, been responded to and as such no final decision has been made on this proposed development.”  

Following a discussion to which Councillors  C. Bond, B. Lawlor, J. Hannon, C. King and M. Duff, contributed, Mr C Ryan replied to queries raised.
The report was NOTED.
