“The section of the Owendore River between Woodview Cottages and Owendore Crescent is flowing adequately at the present time. The flooding last October has left major scaring on the banks at both sides of the river and large deposits of stone in a number of areas. There is a large tree trunk in the river which has been there some time.

There is another tree which has broken and is hanging over the flow of the river. The tree is reasonably stable and quite a distance above the flow of the river. Under normal weather conditions this tree would not pose a flooding risk.

There are a number of smaller trees/branches in the area that could be removed as part of any tree clearing work being carried out. Access to this portion of the river is very restricted and prevents the use of any machinery. All work would have to be carried out manually.  

Responsibility for clearing the banks of the river of debris rests with the riparian owners of the banks of the river on both sides.”

Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, J. Lahart, E. Coburn and A.M. Dermody, Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED to present a further report on the issues raised to the September meeting of the Committee.

“Following previous discussions in 2011 with members of the Rathfarnham Area Committee with regard to the favourable nature of a proposed link along the road reservation, and following the commencement of a similar project in Knocklyon the Planning Department submitted a funding application in this regard in December 2011. Funding has been granted to the Council by the National Transport Authority to progress a design to Part 8 this year. This would involve completing and upgrading the existing footpath to create a shared walking and cycling route from Grange Road to Grange Manor Road. It is envisaged the scheme would include increased lighting and CCTV. The Planning Department is currently preparing a briefing document which will be circulated to members of the Rathfarnham Area Committee and will outline the scope of the scheme and the steps to be taken to progress the project to Part 8 this year.” 

Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, A.M. Dermody, J. Lahart and E. Coburn Ms S. Furlong, Public Realm Designer, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that the Councillors would be briefed on the draft proposals prior to the commencement to the public consultation phase of the project.

"That the Manager be congratulated on the works carried out as part of the permeability project undertaken at Dargle Wood, Knocklyon - particularly the Parks and Planning Departments - but that the Manager revisit the vehicular access from lower Dargle Wood which makes no logical sense whatsoever, before works are completed there."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The completed link is a result of much effort and positive involvement by local residents, elected members and departments within the Council and the Planning and Parks Departments acknowledges the amount of engagement and support received. 

With regard to the vehicular gate and access for Parks Department maintenance vehicles; the roadside along Dargle Wood Lower had previously been lined with timber bollards except at the location where the vehicular gate now exists and at the end of the north-south footpath.  As part of the current permeability project the boundary was lined with railings at the request of the local residents and a kissing gate installed to the north-south footpath.  The Parks Department previously accessed the open space for maintenance purposes via the location where the vehicular gate is currently located or via the footpath access point.  Due to the closure of the footpath to vehicles a new vehicular gate was required for the Parks Department maintenance vehicles to access the open space.  The optimal location for the vehicular gate was considered by the Parks Department and the location chosen was the point where vehicles had previously accessed the point and where the vehicular gate is now located. 

Due to the slope of the open space and the fall in the ground; there are difficulties accessing the open space all along this boundary (hence the reason for the previous access via the footpath).  There exists a potential for tracks developing in the grass regardless of the position of the vehicular gate.  The Parks Department are of the opinion that the position in which they installed the gate is the most favourable for them to access the open space despite the slope, as the slope occurs over a longer distance.  Furthermore, if the vehicular gate was moved to the mid-point where the dropped kerb exists any tracks that may develop would be highly visible in the centre of the open space which would not be desirable.

The vehicular gate is of a standard type used by the Parks Department at locations throughout the county.  It will be painted black over the coming week to match the railings adjacent and decrease its visual impact to the adjacent residents.  Tree planting is also proposed for the open space behind the railings at this location.  This is proposed for the autumn.”

REPLY:
The Parks Section undertakes the maintenance of roundabouts throughout the county as part of the routine maintenance of the public road system. 

Originally, all of the roundabouts in the county were just in grass. A programme of upgrading roundabouts, as landscaped features in their own right, was initiated in the mid 1990s as a means of enhancing the local road environment, providing a form of local identity within residential and commercial areas of the county while also increasing the positive profile of South Dublin.  The roundabouts were designed to be continually changing landscapes in terms of seasonal growth and colour and were therefore quite complex requiring routine maintenance to maintain the high standard of presentation.

In the intervening period, Health & Safety legislation, regulations and codes of practice have been introduced which now have a significant bearing on how works are carried out. As working on roads is one of the higher risk areas, significant measures are required to ensure that a safe place of work is provided at all times. Putting the necessary measures in place, on a routine basis, does however have an impact on available staff time for carrying out maintenance works. 

As a result, steps have been taken in recent years to provide landscape schemes with lower maintenance requirements e.g. a move away from seasonal bedding and grass on roundabouts and replacement with shrubs and perennial plants and the elimination of grass where possible. 

The roundabout at the junction of the Old Scholarstown Road, Scholarstown Road, Templeroan Way is one of the oldest landscaped roundabouts in the county and the complexity of the design reflects this. However, with the increasing care required in terms of Health & Safety, local staff are no longer able to get out onto this roundabout at the frequency required to maintain the existing planting. This has attracted unfavourable comment from both the public and the Elected Members.

It is therefore proposed to review the design of the features and to undertake a replanting scheme that will allow for a simpler design requiring fewer maintenance visits. Although the landscaping will be simpler in terms of the planting composition it will not significantly reduce the attractiveness of the roundabout.

Design work has commenced with a view to having a scheme ready for implementation later this summer, subject to the availability of resources.
