The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The pond beside the Camac River between the GAA and soccer pitches near the Clondalkin Leisure Centre has not functioned as such except for flood situations for at least twenty years. The pond when it was functioning properly was controlled by weirs both up and downstream of the pond but these have fallen into disrepair. The existing staff in the Drainage Depot have no recollection of ever cleaning out this pond. To clean out this pond and restore it to its original function would require major funding which is not in the Council's Drainage budget for this year.  As you are aware the Camac River is part of the flood risk assessment of the Eastern CFRAMS (Catchment Flood Risk Assessment & Management Study) Project being undertaken by the OPW and their Consultants, RPS, at the moment and the restoration of this pond may aid flood alleviation. The Drainage Section will draw their attention to this possibility.
There have been sewer chokes in the Cherrywood Estate area and the Drainage Section suspects there are some misconnections of foul sewerage into the surface water system which would give rise to sewerage smells which would be more noticeable to the public during the warm summer months.”

“The Council has over the last number of years acquired the Tower lands and all of the adjoining properties with the exception of the last remaining house and garden at Millview Cottages.  Terms have been agreed for the acquisition of the remaining house and the Council’s Law Agent is finalising the transfer of title. Some title issues remain to be clarified in relation to plots of land to the rear of the property.
Since 2006, considerable work has been undertaken in developing a mixed use proposal incorporating the possibility of a County Museum on the Tower site.  A number of design studies for museums and protected cottages have been undertaken in conjunction with the Department of Environment and Office of Public Works. The Council has also carried out an archaeological investigation of the Tower lands. 
A number of design options were evaluated and the recommended scheme was presented to the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee in June 2008 and agreed in principle by the Members. The scheme as presented was also acceptable in principle to the statutory bodies involved. 

Now that the lands necessary around the Tower have been acquired the next steps are to:
· Establish the estimated current cost of delivering the project.
·  Identify the sources of funding and the commitment of these funds to the project (in this regard it will be necessary to identify all opportunities for funding such as Available grants, donations, philanthropic donors etc.).
· Advertise Part 8 Planning Consultation Process.
· Report to Area Committee and Elected Council.
· Arrange for public procurement of project.

In the meantime, the Council will continue to protect the fabric of the cottages and to maintain and clean up the areas within the Council's ownership, surrounding the tower, on a regular basis.

In relation to the planning for villages in the County generally a comprehensive report on village plans was given to the Corporate Policy Group on 11th June 2012. Updates will be given to members as the programme is rolled out.”

The terms of the scheme also require a 30% match funding contribution from the Council towards the completed project.

The County Council, recognising the significant public demand for the development of a skatepark in the Clondalkin area,  is bringing forward this proposal under Part 8 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000. The purpose of seeking Part 8 approval is to ensure that necessary planning approval, required under the terms of the grant scheme, is in place so that when the necessary finance is identified, the project can proceed to construction, without unnecessary delay. 

A suitable site for the Skatepark in the vicinity of the all-weather pitches at Clondalkin Leisure Centre has been identified. This site is very convenient and is currently unused and with some realignment of fencing in the area can be fully enclosed/secured at very reasonable cost. Subject to the necessary planning approvals being received, it is proposed to undertake the construction of the skatepark on a phased basis using specialist skatepark contractors, as funds become available. The detailed design of the skatepark will be developed in consultation with local user groups and the management of the Leisure Centre.

“Under the Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, a dog owner is responsible for the cleaning up of any dog litter deposited by the dog in any street, road, path, park etc.

The Council has recently applied stencils to the footpaths of a number of parks reminding dog owners of their responsibilities. 

The Council does not provide separate bins for the disposal of dog waste because the owner/person in charge of the dog is required to remove dog litter and dispose of it in a suitable sanitary manner.  Owners are required to clean up as required and should perhaps keep bags/poop scoops next to the dog's lead as a reminder.  Any plastic bag can be used to hold the dog litter and it can then be carried away for safe disposal in the refuse bin.  The Council does not provide specific bins for the disposal of dog waste.  Dog litter put in bags can be disposed of in any of the litter bins provided for general waste and this is an economical and appropriate solution.”
