The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 28TH May, 2012.

“At the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on 23rd February, 2009 the Committee agreed not to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way over a strip of grass margin which is in charge of the Council and located to the front of 1, Sylvan Drive, Kingswood Heights and shown shaded red on Map Ref RE 0901.

On 10th March 2009 Planning Permission was refused for development consisting of extending boundary wall and gates to back of footpath at 1, Sylvan Drive – SD08B/0752 refers.

There was one reason for refusal which was largely based on the fact that the Council had not agreed to Initiate the Procedure to Extinguish the Public Right of Way at this location.

A new application has been received from the owner of 1, Sylvan Drive, Kingswood Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to extinguish the public right-of-way over this strip of land.”
Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.
The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 14TH June, 2012 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Tuesday 31st July, 2012.
No submissions were received.
Public Lighting have reported that there is no objection if no interference with adjacent lighting column.
