L/393/12 CATHAOIRLEACH’S BUSINESS- UNBLOCKING OF FOUL SEWER ON PRIVATE PROPERTY
MOTION (1):

It was proposed by Councillor G. O’Connell, seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy
"That this Committee considers it most unsatisfactory that, as the law stands, a householder with a foul sewer manhole in his/her property is responsible for getting the households who “feed” into the same service to contribute to the (now very considerable) costs of having the system unblocked when sewerage backs up and perhaps overflows onto the property.  In the absence of Government action (I have had a number of motions passed writing to successive Ministers without success) this Committee now calls on Management to bring forward a report on the matter and suggestions on how the present system can be improved and updated so that it removes the burden (of collecting the maintenance costs) from individuals."
The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“As the law stands at the moment, it is the responsibility of the Local Authorities to maintain the public sewers which are usually laid  in public areas be they streets, footpaths or grassed areas and are usually of a bore greater than 6"/150 mm diameter. It is the responsibility of the householder to maintain the private drains which are of a smaller bore and are laid around houses in their front and back gardens. Most private drains have on average 6 houses linked to them before they are connected into the public sewers. It is therefore the responsibility of all six householders to share the cost of unblocking or flushing these private drains when there is a problem. A few years ago when the Council used to carry out work on private drains for a fee, we would insist that all householders should contribute towards the cost or the work was not undertaken. The Water Services Act 2007 makes it very clear who is responsible for the maintenance of both sewers and drains and thus the matter stands until such time as the law is changed by an act of the Dail. Maybe the setting up of Irish Water could present an opportunity for changing the law with regard to the definition of a sewer and a drain.”

REPLY:
Substantial consideration has been given to the issues arising from HGV use of Newcastle Road. It is noted that the numbers of HGV’s using the road is relatively low and their presence is associated with the necessity to be on that road to serve residents, businesses or other organisations.

A portion of these vehicles serve businesses as part of the fleet managed by the business and it is undertaken to contact these operators to identify benefits that can be gained. 

Residual HGV traffic will always remain on Newcastle Road and must be managed along with all traffic using the road. A range of traffic calming measures have been provided. These include electronic school warning signs, pedestrian guard railings and bollards to prevent mounting of footpaths. Additional speed limit and other signage have also been provided. Pedestrian crossings are provided at Hillcrest and at the Esker Drive roundabout. All of which support the operation of the school warden service.

“A new Library Development Plan 2012- 2016 is currently being progressed. The framework for the plan was presented and adopted by the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC on the 14th February 2012. Decisions on where best to site new library buildings will be informed in part by the results of Census 2011 in relation to population demographics by area. The CSO have only recently released these statistics and the publication schedule for all other socio-economic results and the Hass Index of social deprivation is late June 2012. The current national capital programme for libraries is under revision with the formation of the new Libraries Development section within the LGMA. It is understood that assessment of applications for funding will now require mandatory detailed demographic and site analysis – identifying where spatial gaps exist and the spread of branches across geographic areas will be forensic. Competition for resources has never been so rigorous and challenging. 

The development of a hub library for Palmerston is an objective of the current library development plan subject to satisfying the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government criteria. With the revision of the national capital programme for libraries these criteria may change.  Even more critical will be identifying sources of funding for this development. South Dublin County Council’s current rolling capital programme categorizes this project under ‘planned programmes’ subject to the identification and availability of funding. A one acre site at the entrance to Woodfarm Acres was recently identified as a potential site for the development of a library for the Palmerston area. However currently no funding source has been identified.

Work continues to upgrade and raise the profile of Stewart’s Branch Library. The stock collection is excellent and new PCs and significantly faster broadband services were delivered in early 2012. Programme development with external agencies such as the National Library continues with a major Local History series being planned for autumn 2012. New signposting is on order which will direct people to the building from Kennelsfort Road Lower and Mill Lane. Ideally this joint use library would benefit from a larger building with more visibility to the local communities. This issue will be raised as an action under the new library development plan and library staff will continue to liaise with the CEO of Stewarts Hospital to progress this on a regular basis.”

“The section of Lucan Demesne maintained by South Dublin County Council extends to aproximately 12 hectares (30 acres) and consists primarily of river side walks and meadow grassland catering for passive recreational activities. The park is considered to be very well used, given the constraint on car parking facilities. A significant extension to the path system was completed in 2010 when approximately 600m of new pathway was provided, enhancing access to the riverside as well as providing greater universal access for all visitors. 

A 2.2km Slí na Sláinte route, extending from Lucan to Leixlip, has been laid out in association with the Irish Heart Foundation.  A map of the route is available locally while a map of the route can also be found at the Irish Heart Foundation website – 

http://www.irishheart.ie/media/pub/leixlip_lucan_mapboard_a.jpg
Cycling is permitted in the park, subject to compliance with the Bye-laws. However, due to the physical constraints of the park, in particular at the eastern and western ends, the provision of dedicated cyclepaths presents a range of issues, not easily overcome. The existing arrangement is considered to be working in a satisfactory manner.   

Litter bins have been provided at various points in the park including two litterbins at the entrance to the park, one beside the kissing gate and a second one adjacent to the vehicle barrier.  The latter was hit by a vehicle recently and has been temporarily removed for repair.  There is also a litter bin on the footpath adjacent to the car park entrance. The existing provision of litter bins is considered to be satisfactory, having regard to the resources avaialble to service them, and there are no proposals to increase the provision of litter bins at this time. Visitors to the park would always be encouraged to take away any items, that they may have brought into the park, which have the potential to become litter.

There are a total of six benches provided at various intervals through the park, adjacent to the upper path.  While no benches have been provided on the lower path, this will be considered having regard to issues such as convenience and amenity while being mindful not to create new opportunities for anti-social behaviour.”

Two of the playgrounds listed on the programme have been completed and are now in public use. The playground at Sean Walsh Park, Tallaght was opened to the public in March 2009 and the one at Rathfarnham Castle Park was opened in 2008.

The provision of new playgrounds at Griffeen Valley Park, Tymon Park, Corkagh Park are at various stages.

· A Part 8 proposal for the development of the Griffeen Valley Park (Grange Lands) was advertised and adopted in June 2006. This proposal included for the provision of a playground as part of the development of the park.  

· Design work on playgrounds at Corkagh Park and Rathcoole Park is subject to identification of suitable sites.  

· A pre Part 8 proposal for the replacement playground at Tymon Park (on the Tymon North side of the park) has passed the public consultation stage (Part 8) and was noted by the Council.  

All of these projects are subject to the identification of finance as part of the Capital Programme. 

Playgrounds have been provided under successive RAPID Playground Programmes at Quarryvale, Collinstown Park, Killinarden, Fettercairn, Jobstown, Brookfield, and Kiltalown. Unfortunately, the playground at Collinstown Park was subject to continuous  vandalism and had to be removed.   

A new playground was also provided with the new swimming pool in Clondalkin in 2008.  

It should also be noted that a number of playgrounds have also been provided in the county by private developers e.g. at Adamstown, Balgaddy and Ballycullen.  

The areas suggested by the Elected Members where new playgrounds should be provided are:

Hermitage Park, Waterstown Park, Ballyowen Park, Whitechurch

Dog fouling is an offence under section 22 the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, for which the person in charge of the dog faces a fine or prosecution if he/she does not immediately remove any faeces deposited by a dog in certain places and ensure that this is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner. The Council experience difficulty in enforcing this section of the act as it requires witnesses that are willing to come forward and go to court if necessary, to give evidence.  It can also be difficult for the Dog/Litter Warden to "identify" the offender as they are reluctant to give their name and address.  Residents groups and/or individuals are urged to assist the Litter Wardens and dog Wardens in this regard.
