STEEL SIGNS ON LANDS ADJACENT TO CUSHLAWN PARK
It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor M. Duff :

“That this Committee calls on the Planning Department to follow up on the Enforcement Notice which sought the removal of the unsightly 15-20 feet steel signs that were erected on lands adjacent to Cushlawn Park in the vicinity of  the roundabout at Whitestown Way & Kiltipper Way understanding the signs were removed the large steel structure remains. This Committee further notes that no answer was ever given to the elected members of this Committee as to how the Developer in question gained access to these Council lands that had locked gates at the entrance and despite the fact permission was not sought nor granted for the erection of the signs. This Committee calls on the Manager to once and for all provide the answer to this valid request without delay.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“As reported to the meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee on 28th November 2011, the developer has removed the signs in question following a request to do so by the Council. Members will be aware that no permission was sought by the developer or granted by the Council for the erection of advertising signs at this location.  Having made a decision to commence the construction of houses on its land in Killinarden with the intention of providing continued employment to its remaining workforce, the developer utilised the base and supports of an existing sign on Council lands at Cushlawn Estate and the junction of Kiltipper Way and Whitestown Way.

Access to the site was gained by climbing over the railings to erect and remove the signs.  The steel frame that remains was not erected by the developer and is believed to be in situ for a number of years.”

The report was NOTED. Only one location per electoral area was to be chosen. It was AGREED to choose the following locations:- 

Tallaght Central -Whitehall Road West in the vicinity of the Laurels Pub.  

Tallaght South - Killinarden Community School.  If this site was not considered feasible it could be replaced with Ballycullen Road near its junction with Oldcourt Road.

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER DISUSED SECTION OF DALETREE ROAD, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24. MAP REF: RE 1120.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 26th March, 2012.

“Some years ago the Daletree Road was re-aligned at its junction with Oldcourt Road.  This resulted in a disused section of Daletree Road shown shaded red on Map Ref: RE 1120.  This former roadway is registered to Maplewood Developments and Ellier Limited.  Solicitors for Maplewood Developments have informed the Council that these lands are the subject of a “contract for sale” and have requested the Council to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way over this former roadway.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 5TH April, 2012 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Monday 28th May, 2012.

No submissions were received.

Public Lighting have reported that there is no cabling in this area and its disposal would cause no issues.

THE PODDLE RIVER CATCHMENT FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT PROJECT
QUESTION: Councillor P. Kearns
"To ask the Manager for an update on the Poddle River Catchment Flood Risk Management project and could he tell us when it is due to start?"

REPLY:
The Poddle River is one of the rivers being flood risk assessed under the Eastern CFRAMS (Catchment Flood Risk Assessment & Management Study) Project which is being managed and funded by the OPW (Office of Public Works) with RPS, Consulting Engineers, who are coordinating the surveying and data collection at the moment and will be involved in the design of remedial works later. 

Following the extensive flooding of areas along the Poddle River during the deluge on the 24th of October 2011, it was agreed by the Minister of State for Public Service Reform and the Office of Public Works, Mr. Brian Hayes, that some advanced works could be undertaken on the Poddle River before the Project Report and Recommendations was compiled. A proposal for these works was submitted by South Dublin County Council earlier this year to the OPW and on the 26th of March 2012 funding of €500,000 was approved for flood relief works on the Poddle River. These works include increasing the attenuation capacity in the Tymon Park lakes, the redesign and installation of screens and the maintenance, dredging and widening of the Poddle River in some areas.

At the moment, the OPW and our Consultants, RPS, are designing the walls and embankments to increase the attenuation in the Tymon Park lakes and the new screen to replace the old outdated screens. This design work should be completed shortly meaning that work should be able to commence on site in late July/early August 2012.

“The Libraries Department currently hold a number of items in relation to the 1867 Battle of Tallaght including the London Illustrated News account of the incident and photographs of the gravestone of Thomas Farrell, Terence Byrne and Stephen O’Donohoe from Glasnevin Cemetery. A paper has also been compiled by library staff for Leaving Certificate students who might wish to study the topic in more detail. The local studies team from Libraries will contact the National Graves Association in order to obtain any additional material they may have for inclusion in both digital and hard copy format in the local history collections of each library and from the online heritage collection at www.southdublinlibraries.ie
The Heritage Officer will be pleased to liaise with the National Graves Association regarding a plaque and will welcome the opportunity to exchange heritage information with the NGA”
