"South Dublin County Council received formal acknowledgement of grant aid for the redevelopment of Ballyroan Library at the end of August 2011. The application for grant aid had been with the DOECLG for several months. The library staff cleared the building and moved into the temporary Library Hub in the adjacent parish centre on the 5th September 2011. At the same time the opening hours of the nearby Whitechurch Library were extended to facilitate access to library services by the local community.
The contractors are scheduled to vacate the building at the end of October 2012 – they are currently working four days over schedule due to the high level of rainfall in July which delayed external work on the site.
It is expected that the building will be handed back to the Libraries on the 5th November 2012 when staff will return to the building to begin the task of fitting out the building with stock, ICT infrastructure and AV infrastructure. It is hoped to have a soft opening of the library in early spring followed some weeks later by the formal launch of the new facility.  Whitechurch Library will continue to provide an extended service while the refit is underway.
The tender for the furniture and fittings is about to be signed off, the tender for the self service technologies closes on the 31st August and the tender for the AV fit out of the building will be published on the 6th September."

Introduction: 
This Code aims to regulate the use of election posters by designating the most appropriate locations at which they may be erected.

It is recognised that election posters play a significant role in political communication at election time, though the advent of social media continues to impact on their importance.

The proliferation of election posters may be regarded as wasteful of resources, potentially hazardous to motorists, cyclists and pedestrians, and an environmental negative with plastic ties being left on poles for an indefinite period.

The Code is voluntary in nature, but it is hoped that its terms will be adhered to by all political entities and candidates in the interest of a cleaner, safer, and more sustainable environment.

 Recommendations:
 ·        Posters should only be erected on street lighting poles and in a manner that is not potentially hazardous to road users and pedestrians.

·        Candidates should use smaller, narrower posters as these are less prone to be affected by adverse weather conditions

·        Free standing posters should be erected in a manner that is safe and not causing an obstruction.

·        One poster per candidate per pole

·        Motorways are to be kept poster free

·        Consultation to be initiated with relevant stakeholders with a view to establishing village core areas for designation as poster free (as is the case in Lucan currently). Villages to include Rathfarnham, Tallaght, Templeogue, Palmerston, Clondalkin, Saggart, Rathcoole and Newcastle

·        The designation of multi-poster sites in the outskirts of these villages to be investigated 

·        Residential estate roads should be kept poster free, except at entrances

·        Candidates should remove their cable ties from poles when taking down election posters.

·        Candidates should remove all remaining cable ties from poles if taking down the last poster from the pole

·        Recommend to Minister for Environment, Heritage & Local Government that research be conducted to agree a system which will identify the candidate on whose behalf the cable ties have been placed thus clearly identifying the person responsible for their removal 

·        The contents of this Code be brought to the attention of the Minister for Environment, Heritage & Local Government, for his consideration and adoption.

·        The contents of this Code be brought to the attention of all political parties and candidates.”

The automated opening and closing of all gates has proceeded on a phased basis as construction works and revisions to the entrances were required at a number of the entrances to facilitate the operation of the new gates. As each gate was completed, it was brought into service with works on the the last two gates being completed over the summer months. The fully automated operation of all pedestrian gates into Rathfarnham Castle Park commenced, as per the times set out above, on Friday 10th August 2012. There have been a few teething problems with some of the gates, which the Council has been working to resolve with the electrical contractor, but for the most part, the gates are operating satisfactorily. 

The pedestrian entrances from Castleside Drive and The Woodlands, which were completed first, were fitted with a photocell system i.e. opening and closing is determined by the amount of light available. This was the simplest arrangement to install which achieved the opening and closing times set out above, give or take a few minutes. However, based on operational experience, the desire to precisely control opening and closing times and reliability, it was decided to fit the remaining gates at Rathfarnham Wood and the Yellow House with a clock timer system. The two entrances on the photocell system will shortly be transferred onto the timer system and all entrances will then open and close on timers, as per the times set out above.

"That the Manager include in the works at the footbridge at Glenbrook Park the repairs needed at the banks of the two upstream gardens at Glenbrook Park and the Willbrook Road side banks of the Owendoher river."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Glenbrook Bridge was closed due to serious health and safety concerns regarding its structural integrity following the major flood events on 24th October 2011.

A Consultant Engineer Roughan and O’ Donovan was engaged to assess options and prepare tender documents for its repair.

Consultations were held with Inland Fisheries Ireland in regard to permissible time periods for carrying out works and agreement on the layout of the new river bed.

Following a competitive Tender the contract was awarded to Clonmel Enterprises in the amount of €101,996.78 with a contract period of 10 weeks.

Work on the contract for the Rehabilitation of Glenbrook Bridge was commenced by the successful Contractor on 7th August.

The work is scheduled to be complete in a 10 week period, with the bridge scheduled to reopen in the week ending 12th October 2012

The current contract only covers works to the Footbridge. The upstream section has been visually surveyed by a Consulting Engineer and the report is being examined.

Any works to be carried out will be on the Willbrook Road side of the river.”
Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave and J. Lahart, Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.  It was agreed that a further report be presented to the October meeting of the Committee under Water & Drainage business.

However, it is important to note that the roads in the residential areas are public roads and motorists are free to park as long as they park responsibly and legally. Parking restrictions in the form of double yellow lines have been introduced on most of the roads in the vicinity of this Shopping Centre following complaints from the residents of indiscriminate and unsafe parking around this area. The matter is being examined and it is intended to carry out a parking survey to determine the extent of longstay parking in the carpark and to determine what, if any, measures can be taken, by metering or otherwise to regulate same.

It should be noted that during the course of the development of the new library that approximately 25 spaces have been removed. It is intended that these will be replaced as soon as works are completed. It may be possible to provide additional parking facilities by set back of footpaths subject to resources being made available.
