The area of land is substantial but does not line up symmetrically with the boundaries of the five properties in question thus making the sub-division of the plot more difficult. The plot also contains existing hedgerow with trees which would be disturbed if the plot is subdivided.

As the houses are a mix of purchased and rented properties, the matter was referred to the Housing Department for investigation and to ascertain if any other measures could be put in place to counteract the alleged anti-social behaviour at this location. The Housing Department has indicated that it has no plans to carry out any works at this location at the present time.

Accordingly, it is now proposed to prepare maps showing a sub-division of the plots between the five adjoining properties. The disposal of the land will be dependent on the residents of all of the affected properties agreeing to the sub-division of the land and any terms or conditions attaching thereto.

In the case of the purchased houses, a formal legal transfer of title will be required and the householders will be responsible for all costs involved in the acquisition and sub-division of the plot.”

For example, the community team working with the local representatives established the Clondalkin Active Retirement Association approximately two years ago. Clondalkin Active Retirement Association is a mixed gender social group catering for people over 50 years. The group meet every Tuesday 10am-12 noon in the Round Towers GAA Club House. The group’s membership is approximately 260 and continues to grow.

 The community team have also assisted in the development of and continued support to other active aged groups in the Clondalkin area, such as Liscarne Oasis, the Knockmitten 55+ Club, and the Bawnogue 55+ Club. All of the groups provide an extensive programme of activities and events, suitable for unemployed / retired men.

 Programmes of activities and events include; information talks, table tennis, matt-bowling, board games, quizzes, bingo, snooker, computers, swimming, art, cycling, walking, pitch-n-putt, gardening, singing & dancing, poetry reading, keep-fit, PAL fitness exercises, cookery, restoration works, environmental works, annual Christmas party, tea dances, Charity fundraisers. Cultural Outings, mini breaks, and holidays.

Liscarne Oasis also provides Day Care services, and Meals-on-Wheels alongside their extensive programme of activities / events.

 In addition, the Community Team working with Clondalkin Youth Service and St. Ronan’s Community Centre Deansrath propose to develop a new active aged group in the Deansrath area. The Community Team are also working with South Dublin Libraries to develop a Men’s Poetry Hut in the Clondalkin area.

If they are not adhered to, the Litter Warden will then make a recommendation for the next relevant enforcement action, to ensure the areas become and remain litter free.”

“To ask the Manager why the roundabouts in the Clondalkin area were allowed to get into such a bad state over the Sumer months?  Those on the Neilstown Road were completely overgrown with weeds whilst the usually beautiful roundabout at the junction of the Fonthill Road and the Bawnogue Road was in a sad state.  Also the condition of the grass verges at the station on the Fonthill Road and the fact that no attempt was made to cut the weeds under the metal barriers at this location has resulted in a dreadful vista here.  What is happening?”
REPLY:

“The maintenance of grassed areas throughout the County, including roundabouts, has been a very significant challenge for the Parks Section this year. Because of the high summer rainfall(one of the highest on record), grass and weed growth was very strong all through the summer months. The regular maintenance of roundabouts also requires significant additional traffic management in order to comply with Health and Safety regulations.  As a result of the pressures experienced this season, it was not possible to maintain the roundabouts at the frequency that has applied in previous years. 

Work has recently commenced on cleaning the 4 roundabouts on the Neilstown Road.  The vegetation is being removed and it is intended to re-landscape the roundabouts in a manner that will provide a good standard of finish with lower maintenance requirements. These works will continue into the New Year subject to the availability of resources.  It is proposed to remove the weeds and clean up the Fonthill Road/Bawnogue Road roundabout within the next two/three weeks.

There are a number of boulders on the verges adjacent to the Fonthill Road train station.  The boulders were provided in the past as a necessary deterrent to prevent unauthorised vehicles parking in the area. While successfully dealing with the unauthorised parking issue, they do create a significant obstacle to routine grass maintenance. Alternative options, which will allow easier routine maintenance of the area, will be raised for discussion with the Roads Department. 

The weeds under the barriers in the vicinity of the Station will be strimmed as soon as it can be included in the works programme for the area.  A small strip of verge under one of the metal barriers was not treated when spraying was being carried out in the area.  This has been rectified and weed dieback should be evident shortly.”

“That the Manager addresses grass that is left behind after being cut/mowed and the Manager outlines how to tackle the issue of over growing grass verges in the Woodford/Monksfield area.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The maintenance of grassed areas throughout the County, including the grass verges in the Woodford/Monksfield area, has been a very significant challenge for the Parks Section this year. Because of the high summer rainfall(one of the highest on record), grass growth was very strong all through the summer months. As a result, it was unavoidable that large amounts of grass clippings would arise after each cutting operation. In order to minimise this problem, the vehicle operators try  to ensure that the majority of the grass cuttings are blown back onto the verge as opposed to the adjoining surfaces.  The mowing machines are not designed to collect grass and the manual sweeping and collection of clippings is not possible, due to the limited availability of staff and having regard to the large number of locations and acreage under maintenance. The collection of grass clippings would also create transport and disposal issues which could not be justified.  For these reasons grass cuttings are not collected but left in situ where they can decompose and return their nutrients to the soil. 

With lower night-time temperatures over the Autumn/Winter months it is hoped that grass growth in the coming weeks will slow down, allowing for the normal high standard of grass maintenance to be achieved.”

The East CFRAMS area covers most of the rivers in Leinster including the Camac. Any works recommended in these Flood Management Plans will be funded by the OPW whereas SDCC has no money to fund such works.

“That the Manager gives an update on works to alleviate the flood issue to rear gardens in Cappaghmore from the overflow stream alongside the canal bank.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“It should be reiterated that the drain that runs down the back gardens of the houses in Cappaghmore Estate, Clondalkin, parallel to the Grand Canal and it's overflow channel is not taken in charge and therefore the maintenance of this drain is not the responsibility of the County Council. Not withstanding this, it was agreed earlier in the year that the Drainage Section would look into seeing if they could free up the flow of water through this drain. On looking into the situation it was found that this drain was badly blocked with tree roots especially at its outfall at the Ninth Lock Road end. However to gain access to this area of the drain the overflow channel of the canal must be crossed which is inhabited with crayfish which Fisheries Ireland refuse to allow us to disturb. This means the Drainage Section is unable to put in a pipebridge so that machinery can cross this channel. In the coming weeks, the Drainage Section will try and see if some of this tree root clearing work can be done manually to allow more flows through this drain.”
Following contributions from Cllr. T. Delaney, Ms. Laura Leonard, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting and the report was NOTED.
