THE ZEBRA CROSSING PILOT PROJECT
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for an update on the Zebra Crossing Pilot Project as discussed at the June meeting; to specify the work done to date on the locations mandated at the meeting; and to make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The pilot Zebra Crossing Project allows for a Zebra Crossing in each of the electoral areas of Lucan, Clondalkin, Tallaght Central, Tallaght South and Rathfarnham. It is hoped to include the provision of a zebra crossing on Whitehall Road West as part of the adjacent Whitehall cycle scheme currently at Part 8 consultation. The co-operation of local property owners is required as the footpath concerned is not currently in charge.

The results of a speed survey are awaited for the Ballycullen Road location.

The location at Tallaght Garda Station appears to be suitable as traffic speeds are generally observed to less that 50kph.

It should be noted that the zebra crossing at Killinarden Community School in Tallaght South has been commissioned.

The provision of low speed limits for schools cannot be equitably dealt with in isolation. Immediately at schools it is clearly observed that speed is low or very low due to congestion and thereby a 30km/h speed limit will in all probability not have any relevance. Limekiln Road (St. Peter's BNS) and Limekiln Lane (St Paul's Secondary School, the Church of the Holy Spirit and St Paul's Primary Schools), will be inspected to see if this is the case.

The junction of Bunting Road and Cromwellsfort Road near Cherryfield Road is adjacent to Walkinstown Roundabout. Right turning traffic from Bunting Road cannot complete its manoeuvre due to the slow and congested nature of traffic approaching Walkinstown Roundabout. When such a manoeuvre is attempted traffic exiting the roundabout will be stopped giving rise to significant congestion. To improve traffic flow the right turn is prevented by the provision of a traffic island in the centre of Cromwellsfort Road.

The nature of Cromwellsfort Road, at Cherryfield Road, as a residential road requires access to premises and turning is to be expected. Road markings and rules of the road prescribe priority for traffic making various manoeuvres. Accordingly, a revised traffic plan is not proposed.

“The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 28TH May, 2012.

“At the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on 23rd February, 2009 the Committee agreed not to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way over a strip of grass margin which is in charge of the Council and located to the front of 1, Sylvan Drive, Kingswood Heights and shown shaded red on Map Ref RE 0901.

On 10th March 2009 Planning Permission was refused for development consisting of extending boundary wall and gates to back of footpath at 1, Sylvan Drive – SD08B/0752 refers.

There was one reason for refusal which was largely based on the fact that the Council had not agreed to initiate the Procedure to Extinguish the Public Right of Way at this location.

A new application has been received from the owner of 1, Sylvan Drive, Kingswood Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to extinguish the public right-of-way over this strip of land.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 14TH June, 2012 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Tuesday 31st July, 2012.

These road works significantly modified pedestrian crossing arrangements at this location. It was observed that the pupils attending the school were using the recently provided pedestrian crossings within the road junction thereby negating the demand for the school warden. Given current demands on the school warden service it is not possible to continue to provide wardens where pupils utilise other appropriate crossings. The location will be monitored to ensure that the crossings are being used and safety is not being compromised.”
