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1. Develop programmes on the basis of targeting the various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse.

· South Dublin County Council have joined PURE – Protecting Uplands and Rural Environment – an environmental project established to combat the increase of illegal dumping/fly-tipping in the Dublin uplands www.pureproject.ie
· An anti -cigarette litter poster is available to all public premises. This is being distributed to businesses in the County – particularly pubs, bookies and shops. This is available for download from the www.sdcc.ie
2. Develop a customer focused litter complaints procedure in order to deal effectively and efficiently with complaints
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3. Continue to actively enforce litter pollution and waste management legislation, bye laws and standards
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4. Improve the litter disposal systems available to the public
Litter bin collection and maintenance to be included on spatial cleansing schedule.
5. Expand the recycling opportunities within the County
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6. Continue to monitor and review road cleansing service in order to provide an improved service.
Road sweeping contract extended and discussions with service provider ongoing.
7. Develop a litter management programme for designated urban areas within the County – Tallaght city, Clondalkin town centre and other designated areas
· A daily village cleaning schedule is now available for Clondalkin, Lucan, Palmerston, Rathcoole, Rathfarnham, Tallaght Square, Tallaght village, Templeogue and Walkinstown.

· The Tidy towns groups in Lucan, Clondalkin, Palmerston and Rathfarnham have made a significant difference to their area and the council will continue to support them.

8. Prepare litter management, education and awareness programmes that promote community and business involvement, community identity and responsibility, personal responsibility, youth activity etc.
