It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle;-
"That this Committee supports the recommendations in the Lucan Village Design Statement and requests the Manager to make a report on the recommendations in the Statement and advise the Committee on plans by the Council to implement or progress the recommendations in the immediate future."
The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“South Dublin County Council in conjunction with the National Heritage Council produced a Village Design Statement for Lucan in 2007.  The main purpose of this document is to identify and describe the qualities and characteristics of the Lucan area.  This includes the unique qualities of architectural, historical and natural importance that contribute to Lucan’s character. The VDS is concerned with how future development should be carried out so that it will be in harmony with its setting, contributing to the conservation and where possible the enhancement of the local environment. 

The document concludes with a series of guidelines that aim to preserve and enhance the important character features identified within the VDS, and seek to encourage proposals for new development that are based upon a considered understanding of the village’s unique character. A number of potential environmental improvements have also been listed within the guidelines. These include works to the river bank area, to parks and outdoor spaces and to roads infrastructure.

Projects Completed / Underway
An additional section of riverside path in Lucan Demesne to facilitate waterside access for walkers and cyclists was completed in 2011.

The Council has recently carried out an audit of the condition and relevance of the signage in Lucan (as part of the audit of the 5 areas of Architectural Conservation in the County). The audit has categorised a series of actions that need to be taken, removals, repairs and replacements. This audit is at present being cross referenced with the audit undertaken by the Lucan Tidy Towns Committee.

The Heritage Officer is at present reviewing a number of projects arising from the Village Design Statement with a view to seeking joint funding from South Dublin County Council and the Heritage Council.

The VDS is also used to inform Development Management in relation to Lucan Village.”

L/473/12 ACCESS ROAD TO SIDE AND REAR OF 1 WOODFARM COTTAGES

"That the Manager provide, as per motion 9 at the June ACM, a detailed report on the planning application and conditions of the bungalow at Woodfarm/Red Cow Cottages, with a view to resolving the safety concerns regarding the access road to the side of No. 1 Woodfarm Cottages and corner to the rear."

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“Following refusal of planning permission by Dublin County Council for a bungalow on lands to the rear of 1 Woodfarm Cottages, Palmerstown.  Permission was granted on appeal by An Bord Pleanala in October 1986.  The register reference for this application was 86A/205  PL 6/5/71559

The reasons for refusal of planning permission by Dublin County Council related to piecemeal development, zoning, traffic hazard, premature development (prior to preparation of a co-ordinated plan for the area) and orientation of the proposed dwelling.  It is noted that the third reason for refusal stated: The site is served by a narrow and inadequate landeway and the traffic movements to which the proposed development would give rise would endanger (sic) public safety by reason of traffic hazard. 
The applicant appealed the County Council decision to refuse to An Bord Pleanala which granted planning permission on the 09/10/1986 subject to the following 4 conditions.  

Condition 1: The house shall be set back a minimum of 70 feet from the laneway. 
REASON: In the interests of orderly development.  
Condition 2 Detailed plans and particulars shall be submitted to and agreed with the planning authority prior to the commencement of development providing for a scheme for the treatment of all four boundaries of the site. 
REASON: In the interests of visual and residential amenity. 
Condition 3 The developers shall pay a sum of money to Dublin County Council as a contribution towards a) the improvement of lane between the Main Street and the site and b) the provision of public water supply and piped sewerage facilities in the area.  The amount to be paid and the time and method of payment shall be agreed between the developers and the said Council before the development is commenced or,  failing agreement, shall be as determined by An Bord Pleanala.
REASON: It is considered reasonable that a contribution should be made towards the cost of road improvement works and the provision of services by the Council which facilitate the development. 
Condition 4.  Water supply and drainage arrangements shall comply in all respects with the requirements of the planning authority.  
REASON: In the interests of public health
It has not been possible to gain a copy of the An Bord Pleanala Planning Inspectors report.  

Condition 3 required the payment of monies for the upgrading of the access lane. The condition did not require the upgrading of the lane.  The upgrading of the lane is therefore not a matter for the Planning Department. 

It is noted that planning permission for the works was granted on the 9th October 1986.  Proceedings for offences under the 2000 Planning and Development Act (as amended), such as non-compliance with conditions can only be taken for development that commenced on or after 11 March 2002.  Works undertaken prior to this date must have had action undertaken within 5 years of commencement of development.  As no action relating to bungalow was taken before the 11th March 2002, it is considered that any enforcement action relation to the grant of planning permission and attached conditions are statute barred from enforcement action at this time.” 

Following contributions from Councillors E. Higgins and W. Lavelle, Mr. W. Purcell, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
L/474/12 VARIATION OF DEVELOPMENT PLAN

"That this Area Committee recommends that South Dublin County Council initiate a variation of the South Dublin Development Plan as follows:

i) To vary the zoning of the plot of land located between Lucan Educate Together NS & Fforster Square development, as outlined in red on the attached map from Objective A

(residential) to Objective F (open space);

ii) To insert the following specific local objective applying to this plot: “To provide for the development of a Community Garden by local schools and residents in line with Policy

SCR72”

The purpose of this amendment is to dezone a small amount of residential land for the provision of an amenity, as requested by the community, in an already built-up residential area."

MAP
The following report by the Manager was READ:-
In terms of proper planning and sustainable development, the proposed variation to the County Development Plan that is the subject of the motion is both unnecessary and inappropriate.

The variation is unnecessary in planning terms, because the intended land use is already permissible under the current ‘A’ zoning of the site in the existing County Development Plan 2010-16.  No change in zoning is required to facilitate the intended use of the subject site under the current County Development Plan.  

The variation seeks to limit the range of possible planning options for the future use of the subject site.  Given that the site immediately adjoins an existing primary school in an area of rapid population growth and is one of very few potential ‘infill’ sites in the Greater Lucan area, it would be not be in the interests of the proper planning and sustainable development of the area to further delimit this flexibility.  For example, future uses might include primary school expansion to facilitate the adjoining school or housing for the elderly as the local population, most of whom settled in Lucan within a relatively short space of time, ages at the same time.  

Even if the subject site didn’t already facilitate the intended land use, a variation of the County Development Plan is an inappropriate instrument to address the need for a specific land use by relating it to one site.  It precludes proper planning consideration of alternative, potentially more suitable sites for that use in the area.  There are many existing public parks and open spaces close to the subject site, including Willsbrook Park and Bewley in the immediate vicinity.

The motion seeks to initiate a course of action that would be unnecessary in the current planning circumstances, but is also inappropriate as it seeks to prejudge a future planning application.  Irrespective of the zoning of the site, the intended use would require planning permission.  Elements including the provision of access, car parking and the exact nature of the proposed use would need to be considered and assessed as part of the planning application process.

Further to this by way of example, additional road access in close proximity to the vehicular entrances to both the existing primary school and recently permitted residential development (including a shop unit) on immediately adjoining sites, may give rise to matters that would need to be addressed.  Off-street car parking would be required to avoid conflict with existing adjoining uses.  The impact of members of the public engaging in horticultural or gardening activity, particularly early morning, late night or at weekends, may have an impact on the residential amenity of adjoining properties.  Should these matters prove problematic, the inflexible, single focus of the zoned land use as proposed by the motion would seriously limit the available alternative development options.

In conclusion, the motion is considered to be both unnecessary and inappropriate and it is strongly recommended that it not be adopted.

At the request of Councillor W. Lavelle, it was AGREED to RE-ENTER this Motion on the Agenda for the October meeting of the Committee.

A working group of the Environment SPC developed a voluntary code of practice with a set of recommendations regarding the erection of election posters which was brought to the Council for approval. 

The voluntary code of practice and a map outlining the designated area as based on the street cleaning schedule is attached.

 Designated Areas:

Agreement on implementation of code in designated areas is to be brought to Area Committees with a public process to generate a public awareness of the code and agreement on designated areas. 

Possible Process –

a. Policy and Draft Map of designated area

b. Area Committee to agree to draft Map going on public display

c. Submissions to be accepted

d. Report back to Area Committees

e. Designated areas to be agreed

CODE OF PRACTICE ON ELECTION POSTERS IN SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY
Introduction: 
This Code aims to regulate the use of election posters by designating the most appropriate locations at which they may be erected.

It is recognised that election posters play a significant role in political communication at election time, though the advent of social media continues to impact on their importance.

The proliferation of election posters may be regarded as wasteful of resources, potentially hazardous to motorists, cyclists and pedestrians, and an environmental negative with plastic ties being left on poles for an indefinite period.

The Code is voluntary in nature, but it is hoped that its terms will be adhered to by all political entities and candidates in the interest of a cleaner, safer, and more sustainable environment.

 Recommendations:
 ·        Posters should only be erected on street lighting poles and in a manner that is not potentially hazardous to road users and pedestrians.

·        Candidates should use smaller, narrower posters as these are less prone to be affected by adverse weather conditions

·        Free standing posters should be erected in a manner that is safe and not causing an obstruction.

·        One poster per candidate per pole

·        Motorways are to be kept poster free

·        Consultation to be initiated with relevant stakeholders with a view to establishing village core areas for designation as poster free (as is the case in Lucan currently). Villages to include Rathfarnham, Tallaght, Templeogue, Palmerston, Clondalkin, Saggart, Rathcoole and Newcastle

·        The designation of multi-poster sites in the outskirts of these villages to be investigated 

·        Residential estate roads should be kept poster free, except at entrances

For this reason it is important that alternative links are created.
