Section 1 of the Act defines "casual trading area" to mean land, in the functional area of a local authority, "standing designated by bye-laws under section 6 as an area where casual trading may be carried on". The Bye Laws adopted by the Council under the Casual Trading Act 1995 states 'that casual trading shall not include the following classes of selling:-

(i) selling of Daily and Sunday newspapers by newspaper vendors.

(ii) selling of ice- cream by ice-cream vendors.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The County Architect has been in contact with the Developer and his structural engineer to progress the matter.

The Developer has agreed to repair the bridge and his consulting engineer has visited the bridge with a specialist repair contractor. The review has been affected by the abnormally high level of the river in the last fortnight. However, the Contractor has advised that it may be possible to underpin the bridge without the necessity of having to remove the steel deck of the bridge, thus lessening difficulties and risks with ESB and Bord Gais services. 

The repair area will require to be sandbagged and the river diverted and pumped which has implications for fish and other aquatic life in the river. The Council is therefore arranging to discuss the matter with Inland Fisheries Ireland in relation to mitigation measures and environmental requirements. The Contractor will now prepare a method statement for the works for approval by the Council and also prepare cost quotations for agreement with the Developer. 

In relation to the possibility of providing access via Springvale Estate, following discussion at the September Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting, it was proposed that the option of alternative access through Springvale, even on a temporary basis, be examined. Council staff have examined this option and have established that it is certainly a possible option, subject to detailed costing. The estimated cost of constructing a temporary path to current accessibility standards and the provision of access through the wall into Springvale is estimated to be in the order of €25,000 - €30,000. There is no provision for expenditure of this order in the 2012 Parks & Landscape Services budget. 

However, it would appear at this stage that the fastest and most cost effective method to remedy the situation is via the Developer and the works outlined above. The Council will continue to liaise with the Developer and his agents to ensure that this matter is resolved at the earliest opportunity.

A site meeting was held on the 22nd October 2012 with the Prospect Manor Residents Association, as requested by the Elected Members, to inform them of the up to date situation. The meeting was positive and the Council undertook to keep the Residents Association informed of progress. The County Architect has also written to Inland Fisheries Ireland, outlining the situation and the proposed remedial works, and has sought approval to carry out the necessary works, subject to any mitigation measures that may be required. Inland Fisheries Ireland is considering the request and a response is expected shortly.”

However, the Contractor has advised that it may be possible to underpin the bridge without the necessity of having to remove the steel deck of the bridge, thus lessening difficulties and risks with ESB and Bord Gais services. 

The repair area will require to be sandbagged and the river diverted and pumped which has implications for fish and other aquatic life in the river. The Council is therefore arranging to discuss the matter with Inland Fisheries Ireland in relation to mitigation measures and environmental requirements. It appears that cars are parking along this stretch from early in the morning and are parked all day.  As this stretch of road is narrow cars are parking on the footpath thereby restricting not only other road users but also emergency services with, pedestrians having to dismount the path.  

There is a further issue and that is with cars driving from Ballytore to the junction can pick up considerable speed and again this represents a hazard for residents and road users generally.  It is suggested that speed ramps be used to curtail this practice?"

Sections of the concrete roadway on Ballytore Road were replaced during the summer of 2012. A contractor will be appointed shortly to replace the yellow lines that were removed. The works will be carried out in early November 2012.

The Roads Department has no budget for Traffic Calming Measures in 2012. However, the issue of speeding has been referred to the Gardai in Rathfarnham Garda Station for their attention.

Substantial off-street parking is provided locally serving the school, church and shopping centre. The restrictions in parking must provide a balance between the needs of residents for normal parking and safe access. However it is not possible to discriminate between residents and any other driver as the roads are public. Further restrictions are not proposed.” 

Following a contribution from Councillor P. Cosgrave, it was AGREED that this matter be discussed at the Traffic Management Meeting on 22nd November 2012.

R/535/12 PAY & DISPLAY SYSTEM IN RATHFARNHAM VILLAGE

"That this Committee discuss with the aid of a report the management of the Pay & Display system in Rathfarnham Village by APOCA, highlighting the recent concerns raised by the traders of Rathfarnham village."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Information signs which state, bi-lingually, “Drivers, please purchase and display a parking ticket within 10 minutes of arrival. Failure to display a parking ticket may result in a fine” are in place in Rathfarnham Village. There has never been a ‘free period’ however the 10 minute period is a “grace period” which is applied generally to allow those persons who might arrive at a pay station without the correct or any change to obtain some and pay for their parking. It is also likely that drivers might avail of this “grace period” to carry out their business but the onus is always on them to ensure that they have paid for their parking and they cannot then complain if they take a chance and avail of this “grace period” only to then overstay the grace period and incur a fine. 

Additional information stickers are also in place on all payment machines. They advise drivers that a period of 10 minutes is given to allow drivers to organise payment. All wardens allow the 10 minute grace period. If anyone feels that they have been unfairly treated by the actions of a warden, it is, of course, open to them to bring the facts of the matter directly to the attention of the Parking Unit in the Council.

No operational change is being considered, as the 10 minute period is currently within the protocol for issuing fixed charge notices.

The provision of pay and display parking is a mechanism to regulate the use of parking space to ensure maximum turnover of parking in the village to facilitate the commercial activities of the village and limit the all day parking which would hinder that. 

Not withstanding the above, it is noted that the parking areas in Rathfarnham are consistently well used with an appropriate number of free spaces to give a high level of certainty for parking space availability. The correct management of parking can only seek to ensure that the maximum use is made of the limited space available for parking. The consequential commercial dividend is beyond the scope of the parking operation. To ensure the maximum use occurs a tariff is placed on access to critical parking space on Main Street and thereby it is protected from economically low value parking. The tariff charged also encompasses the administration of the controlled parking operation. Prior to the introduction of controlled parking when essentially free parking existed extensive pressure existed for reform.

A meeting took place recently with the local traders and APCOA. It was a useful in that the insights it provided for traders on the systems and standards adhered to by APCOA and for APCOA who were informed of the traders frustration and issues that have been experienced on the ground particularly in relation to the way the parking regime has been implemented.. It was agreed that as the Bye Laws were to be reviewed in 2013 consideration would be given to modification to the current regime in the light of experiences here and across the County.”

Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors E. Coburn, P. Cosgrave and J. Lahart, Mr. McLoughlin responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further report would be presented to a future meeting of the Committee.

The following day, 17th October 2012, all the roads in Castlefield Estate were swept of leaves and the gullys cleaned out.
