Confirmation of Minutes
On the proposal of Mr. Tom Newton, seconded by Cllr. E. Tuffy, the Minutes of the meeting of the Transportation Strategic Policy Committee held on 17th May 2012 were CONFIRMED and APPROVED as a true record and signed by the Cathaoirleach.
2. Update on Intelligent Transport System - ITS Ireland.

An Cathaoirleach, Cllr. Colm Brophy welcomed Mr. Scott Fennelly from ITS Ireland. Mr. Fennelly (I.T.S. Ireland) delivered a presentation to the members of the Transportation SPC on the role of ITS Ireland in promoting  the development and deployment of Intelligent Transport Systems and Services for safer, more efficient and more sustainable transport.
The Councillors welcomed the presentation and Cllr P. Cosgrave asked that ITS Ireland would come back to the Transportation SPC after their planned conference in 2013 with a further update, other queries raised were responded to by Mr. Scott Fennelly.
3. European Mobility Week 16-22nd September 2012
Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer updated the members on Mobility Week giving the background to the initiative and an update on events and activities planned during the course of the week. This year’s theme is “Moving in the Right Direction” Moving towards a sustainable and efficient transport system will help enhance mobility and at the same time reduce pollution and improve the quality of life in cities.  European Mobility Week looks at Sustainable Urban Mobility Planning as a way to balance transport development, environmental quality and social equity.

During the week Mr. O’ Grady outlined a range of activities and events which will be held in South Dublin such as an open day at Fonthill Railway Station in conjunction with Irish Rail, Bicycle maintenance classes at Bawnogue Community Centre, Public Cycles and Travel Smart Communities schools series of talks 

Following contributions from Mr. T. Newton, Cllr. C. Brophy, Cllr A.M. Dermody Mr. O’Grady responded and the report was NOTED.
4. Salt Bin Policy for Residential Areas

Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer presented a report on the Salt Bin Pilot Scheme for Residential Areas.

Following contributions from Cllr. P. Cosgrave and Cllr. C. Brophy the committee recommended that 2 Bins extra per Electoral Area be provided at locations to be agreed at Area Committee meetings.
Mr. O’Grady responded and advised members that he would proceed on this basis and would bring suggested locations to each Area Committee for agreement.
