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Report on the Review of the South Dublin County Council 
Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household Waste Bye Laws 2007
Following a review process, the Environment Strategic Policy Committee has, at it's meeting on 05/11/2012, recommended that draft Household Waste Bye laws be adopted by South Dublin County Council. This recommendation was made subject to consideration and agreement at a meeting of a sub-group of the SPC. The meeting of the sub-group took place on Monday 3rd December 2012 and it was agreed to proceed with the draft Bye Laws as presented.
In accordance with Part l9 of the Local Government Act 200l, Notice of the review of the South Dublin County Council Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household Waste Bye-Laws 2007 was advertised on the 1st October 20l2. The draft Bye-Laws were made available for inspection by the public for the required period with the final date for submission being the 16th November 20l2. One submission was received during the consultation process -

Submission:
"There should be a separate offence for storing waste for or supplying waste to illegal bonfires. I would like to see landlords and housing associations having to include clauses in their leases re storage and disposal of waste. They would need to be required to enforce these clauses".
Response:
The Waste Management Acts and these draft Bye Laws provide for offences relating to the disposal of certain types of waste under any circumstances as appropriate. While no specific reference or interpretation is made with regard to the disposal of material to bonfires, the appropriate means of presentation of waste for disposal are defined. This does not include bonfires. The correct disposal of the types of material typically used for bonfires (Bulky Waste, Hazardous Waste, Household waste, Organic Waste) is clearly provided for under the draft Bye Laws.

In addition, Part 3 (23) of the Bye Laws clearly identifies those with a liability for offences as appropriate through defining the term ”household”. The definition includes occupiers and landlords in the case of rented accommodation.

Given that the nature and type of the waste generally going to bonfires are provided for and that the definition of Household provided for under the Review includes rented accommodation, it is considered that the content of the submission is adequately provided for under the revised draft. At it’s meeting on 3rd December 2012, the sub-group of the Environment SPC agreed that no further changes are considered necessary.

Adopted of draft Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household Waste Bye Laws 2012
Following the conclusion of the statutory process, draft Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household Waste Bye Laws 2012 are now presented for consideration.
It is a reserved function of the County Council to make/review Bye Laws in accordance with provisions of S 200of the Local Government Act 2001. The Council may now make the bye-law either in accordance with the draft or subject to such changes as the local authority may at its discretion determine or the Council may not make the bye-law.

It is recommended that the following resolution be passed:

That South Dublin County Council makes Bye-laws in relation to the Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household Waste in accordance with the draft bye-laws as published, and that the bye-laws shall come into force on such date as specified in the bye-law, which is not less than 30 days after its making.
In accordance with 202 of the Local Government Act 2001 notice of the making of the bye-laws and of the place where copies of the bye-law may be purchased or inspected shall be published in the Iris Oifigiúil and in one or more newspapers circulating in the area to which the bye-law relates.
