VOLUNTARY HOUSING REPORT
Valhalla, Watery Lane, Clondalkin.

The Council, in conjunction with Clanmil Housing Association Ireland Limited, is providing an integrated sheltered housing project of 10 dwellings and one staff office unit at Valhalla, Watery Lane, Clondalkin.  The accommodation layout consists of:

· 5 X 1 bedroom ground floor units (including four special needs units) 

· 4 X 1 bedroom units 

· 1 X 2 bedroom duplex on the first and second floors.

All units will be fully accessible with own door.

The construction contract for Valhalla is a 15 month one which began in November 2011.  The works are progressing on schedule and look set to be completed by the target completion date of January 2013.

MOT (2) BOUNDARY TREATMENT AT THE VALHALLA SITE

It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That the Manager present a report on the boundary treatment at the Valhalla site.  This report to include an update on the time frame for the installation of a boundary treatment in line with what was promised.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“All works on the site at Valhalla are being closely monitored and inspected on a regular basis by the Design Team and the Council's Clerk of Works.   

Following a meeting with the residents of Castle Grove on 4th October 2011 (at which the residents stated that they did not want the Council to interfere with the existing boundary wall), the Council's Design Team agreed to build a boundary wall within the Council side of the boundary.  This wall was agreed at 2.4 metres height (measured from the Council side of the boundary).   Work to the wall is complete.  

Compliance with residents' request that the existing boundary wall between the Valhalla site and Castle Grove was not to be interfered with, and the necessity therefore to built a new wall within the Council's boundary has had a subsequent impact on the ability of the Council to carry out replacement planting as early as originally planned in the process, and on the type of plants which will be planted as the area of the site was affected by the new wall and its foundation.  Nonetheless it is still the Council's intention to provide screen/privacy to this boundary.  This will be carried out on completion of building works. Advice will be sought from the Council's Public Realm Designer at the time.

The boundary wall between the site and the rear garden of no. 1 Watery Lane has been upgraded and planting along this boundary will also follow at the appropriate time.”
Following contributions from Cllrs T. Ridge, B. Bonner, T. Gilligan and T. Delaney, Ms. M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  Members requested that in light that the Council, albeit not intentionally, cannot now provide the mature trees within the curtilage of its own site, that consideration is now be given to providing the mature trees in the rear gardens of the residents of Castle Grove.

“A total of six no. properties are currently unoccupied at St. Brigid's Cottages, Clondalkin.  All of the properties have been inspected for the purposes of the Derelict Sites Act l990 and all have been found to be non derelict within the definition of the Act.   However, letters pursuant to Section ll of the Derelict Sites Act l990 have been served on the owner of four of the properties requesting the owner to undertake specified works to prevent the properties from becoming derelict. These notices are due to expire l6th November next.   The remaining two properties registered in the same company name, are currently being investigated by the Council's Dangerous Buildings Inspector for the purposes of the Sanitary Services Act l964.”
Following contributions from Cllrs B. Bonner, T. Ridge, and T. Delaney, Ms. Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries and the report was NOTED.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Cherrywood Avenue  is close to Clondalkin Park, and rodents are a normal part of the flora and fauna of any large open space or green area and do not generally cause major concern . The nearby community centre and the bottle banks are located between two water courses which is a natural habitat for rats. 

Rodents, and in this case particularly rats, are generally only seen when a food source is available.  In this situation it is probably as a result of people dumping waste material in the surrounding areas.  

Unfortunately, it can be quite difficult to control rodent populations and bait is normally only used as a last resort as the bait itself can pose a risk to children and other animals. 

The Cleansing Section will arrange an inspection of this area to establish if baiting of the area is required and to remove any abandoned waste material that may be drawing the rats to the area mentioned.

The requirement for the installation of CCTV  will be examined but it should be noted that in the current economic climate such measures will be subject to resources available.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The access point onto the Fonthill Road is the subject of a Part 8 proposal currently under consideration.  The proposed project also incorporates a walking and cycling route.  The project has been funded to Part 8 stage in 2012 by the National Transport Authority (NTA).  Should Part 8 approval be obtained for the project, an application will be submitted to the NTA for consideration for further funding to enable its construction in 2013.

If the Part 8 proposal is not approved, consideration can be given to the making of a separate application to the NTA for a pedestrian access point.  However, in the absence of a cycling link to the local centre and the fact that no footpaths link directly to the proposed access point; it is unlikely that such an application would be successful.   

As the current Part 8 includes a proposal for an access point, to advance the opening of a new pedestrian access from Ashwood/Alpine estates onto the Fonthill Road is considered to be premature. It is not therefore proposed to consider any new proposals until the current Part 8 proposal has been concluded.”
Following contributions from Cllrs B. Bonner, T. Delaney, M. McDonagh, T. Ridge, G. Kenny, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.
The Cathaoirleach called for a vote and the result was as follows: FOR: Cllr T. Ridge and Cllr G. Kenny.    AGAINST: Cllr B. Bonner and Cllr T. Delaney.  ABSTAINED:  Cllr T. Gilligan and Cllr M. McDonagh.

Open Space 3: This open space is centrally located in Palmerstown Woods.  The boundaries to the open space are comprised of side boundary wall of adjacent houses.  There is no requirement to install a fence at this location.  

Open Space 4 This open space is adjacent to Cloverhill Road.  The boundary consists of a mature hawthorn hedge which is planted adjacent to a chainlink fence.  The boundary is considered to be in good condition however it has been breached in one location at the cul de sac in the vicinity of house number 88.  The gap allows direct access onto the footpath at Cloverhill Road where a bus stop is located.  It is proposed to close this gap with palisade fence within the next two weeks. 

Open Space 5: This open space shares a common boundary with Collinstown Park.  A fence which separates the two areas is in good order and does not require upgrading.

To summarise, the damaged block wall on open space No 2 will be repaired as soon as it can be included in the works programme for the area and the gap in the hedge at open space No 4 will be closed with palisade fence within the next two weeks.”

There are no specific grants available for shopowners for upgrading shop front design. However, in certain circumstances, it can be more effective for Local Tidy Towns groups working with businesses in their area to affect change and help towards the creation of a place where people will wish to visit and do business in.”

“To ask the Manager how much is owed in levies to the Council in the Clondalkin area?  How much was paid and what was this figure in 2009, 2010, & 2011?”
Reply:

“The Councils Development Contribution Scheme is applied county-wide and the income from same is spent county-wide. At the end of Sept 2012 the contributions owing to the Council were €27.8m (€34m end 2009) with a bad debt provision of some €17m. As the scheme is county-wide information on receipts or unpaid contributions are not readily available on an electoral area basis.

Contribution debts arise upon commencement of development. The Councils overall debt relates to approximately 250 developments ranging in scale from extensions to multi unit commercial or residential development.

The Council having been notified of development commencing raises an invoice for the related development contributions. However inspections have verified that despite notification of commencement and subsequent raising of a debt that approximately 40% of the debt relates to development at stages such as incomplete/under construction, not commenced or construction ceased.

Of the remaining 60%, 35%-40% of the debt relates to substantially completed and vacant development and the remaining 15%-20% to completed and occupied development. As a significant number of the permissions for developments either did not commence or are incomplete but permissions are expiring, the bad debt provision must remain at this level. It is also prudent to maintain this bad debt provision given the current depressed financial climate.

Receipts for 2012 to date are currently €3.2m which is up 20% on the total for 2011 (€2.7m).”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The National Transport Authority (NTA)  has funded several permeability projects throughout South Dublin County Council in 2011 and 2012. The funding available is for particular projects that have fulfilled certain criteria and have succeeded in being awarded funding. Permeability projects are aimed at promoting walking and cycling within local areas and providing easy, direct and safe access along the lines of pedestrian desire lines to popular local centres, public transport etc. They are typically located along the lines of existing desire lines and thus far, have been mainly off road and of low to medium scale in terms of funding allocation from the NTA. The Planning Department has examined the above route as a possible permeability link between Clondalkin and the Luas Station at Red Cow Station. It is acknowledged that a direct cycle link between Clondalkin and the Luas station would be of great benefit; however on examination, this route, as a proposed permeability project, raises a number of issues. 

The route is on-road and thus would incur higher expense and therefore be outside the scope of the usual permeability project-type scheme.

The proposed route would have to be considered in the context of a overall traffic plan for Clondalkin Town Centre and how cyclists move around it.

The one-way section of Knockmeenagh Road is very narrow; it varies between 3.8 to 4.9m in width. 3.8m is the typical width used as a shared surface for pedestrians and cyclists on permeability schemes through open space areas without any vehicles. The fact that cars move one-way also within this narrow section of the road would be to the detriment of cyclists and pedestrians using it as a strategic route to the Luas and, should it prove a popular route, may not be safe. It would become frustrating for car users who would have to lag behind pedestrians and cyclists for quite a distance before being able to overtake. It would also result in removing nearly all existing vegetation from the edges of the road in order to provide more space for vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists; which would be to the detriment of the character of the area and the existing ecology.

Portions of the proposed route would work as a one-way route only for cyclists, (along the N7 portion); as the slip lane adjacent to the N7 would provide access to the Luas for eastbound cyclists only. Cyclists coming from the Luas Station westwards would have no access from the bridge to St. Brigid’s Cottages. (Though there would be access for pedestrians along the narrow footpath on the slip road).

On examination it seems that the proposed route would not be suitable for a permeability funding application. However the Planning Dept will further examine this route and liaise further with Roads and other Departments to see if the above-mentioned issues can be addressed; or if an alternative route can be identified. If so, and a direct and functional route can be identified between Clondalkin and the Luas Station it will be submitted to the National Transport Authority for funding for 2013.”
