REPLY:
The Councils Anti Social Unit receives a wide variety of complaints of anti social behaviour by children in Council estates in all areas.  We do not have any that have been reported as bullying.  Generally complaints range from children kicking footballs to name calling and intrusion in neighbours gardens.  If children can be identified as Council tenants, the Councils Anti Social Unit call to the parents in question and speak with them about their child's behaviour.  If the problem persists, this may result in a referral to our Welfare Section who may arrange for some form of family support/therapy as deemed appropriate.  In extreme cases, we may consult with the H.S.E. and also the Gardai.

To date, this year, there have been 13 incidents of child nuisance reported to the Councils Anti Social team in respect of the Lucan area.

REPLY:
The Lucan Sports & Leisure Centre was constructed in May 1982 and comprises of a general purpose sports hall and some basic rooms on the ground floor and a gym area upstairs.  There is a Skate Park and Tennis Courts to the rear. The fabric of the building is very dated.  The facility is managed by South County Dublin Leisure Services Ltd.  

The gym area had 12,000 visits last year and there is a preschool/playgroup operating from rooms on the ground floor. The main hall and rooms are well utilised and currently provide accommodation for the following groups;

Lucan Shotokan Karate, Lucan Kickboxing Club, Tae Kwon Do Tigers, Global Kickboxing, Smash Badminton, Esker Allsorts, Esker Ladies, Adamstown Basketball Club, Lucan Towers Basketball, Brazilian Soccer, Weight Watchers, Park Tennis Leagues, Lucan Adventure Scouts, Natalya School of Ballet, Woodnut Indoor Tennis. There are also 5 local schools that hire the hall during the school term. Lucan Community College, St Joseph's College, Griffeen Valley Educate Together, Colaiste Cois Life, Archishop Ryan N.S.

The Ballyowen Castle Community Centre is a two story building located at the rear of the shopping area. The facility is managed by a voluntary committee supported by council officials. The centre provides for the accommodation needs of a wide range of local community groups. The current tenants include;

Citizen Information, M.A.B.S, Liffey Sound Radio, Lucan Disability Service, Home Start Service, Mother & Toddler Group, Irish Dancing, After School Group, Yoga, Weight Watchers, Bridge Club, Indian Social, Sunday Church Group, plus residents meetings / public meetings etc.

Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer, presented the following report:-

“INDOOR COMMUNITY SPACE IN LUCAN
Since 1996 the overall population of Lucan has risen by 23.4% from 22,179 in 2006 to 46,514 in 2011.  Communities have formed and new demands have been placed on the available community space.  Since 2007 there has been a decline on the construction side resulting in the collapse of revenue from development levies which formed the primary source of funding for new community facilities.

The Ballyowen Castle and Griffeen Community Centres were secured to address local needs.  The council planed to construct a major regional leisure/ community facility in Esker Park on the old Lucan Leisure Centre site and a second major leisure development was proposed for Adamstown.  It was expected that the provision of both of these facilities would have addressed the community space deficit.

In the absence of these new facilities, there now exists a demand which cannot be met within the current community facility portfolio and it is expected that this need will grow.  In general there are two types of community group needs - the first is general space which does not require facilities for storage etc and the second is where clubs have lots of equipment or have unique needs.  In the case of the former, in the short term, it may be possible to secure some additional activity space through greater access to local school sports halls and increased usage of the current stock.  This option will be developed by the community field team.

The provision of new community facilities to address the needs of Boxing clubs, Scouts etc is a greater challenge.  The capital funding of single interest organisations is no longer feasible.  Any new building would have to be multi-functional to facilitate the needs of several groups.  The construction of such a centre could cost €2million plus. Currently, such funding is unavailable from central government and the Council is unable to finance such a project at this point in time.

The Community Dept continues to assist and support community groups through the community grants scheme and the provision of a dedicated team of community workers. Financial assistance has been provided to the Esker Boxing Club towards the cost of new equipment and the Griffeen Group is supported by a dedicated community worker on a weekly basis. The accomodation needs of the Lucan South Scouts has been collated and efforts will continue to identify solutions which will improve their housing need. 

The community team have commenced a Lucan Area Community Development Initiative 2013 

Engage with more residents and liaise with service providers.

Identify community needs & issues.

Establish and develop contacts within our New Communities and residents who are new to the Lucan area.

Compile and present a report on these findings

Develop an appropriate action plan.

Since the retirement of the regular handcart/green machine operative in August of this year the Council's cleansing section has filled the vacancy in Lucan Village with a handcart operative in an acting capacity.  This staff member is deployed in Lucan Village on a full time basis and cleans the same route as that cleaned by his predecessor.  The temporary handcart operative does not operate the pedestrian sweeper, however he does carry out the full range of duties using conventional tools such as sweeping brush, shovel, spade and litter picker.   Those duties include the removal of all litter, cigarette butts, grit and leaves from footpaths and from the roadside edge throughout the entire route.

"To ask the Manager to bring forward proposals to promote the Council's voluntary Code on Political Postering with the Palmerston Village Group, and also to advise the Group on existing by-laws and Council regulations on the erection of posters advertising commercial products and other events in the vicinity of Palmerston Village?"

REPLY:
This Code aims to regulate the use of election posters by designating the most appropriate locations at which they may be erected.

It is recognised that election posters play a significant role in political communication at election time, though the advent of social media continues to impact on their importance.

The proliferation of election posters may be regarded as wasteful of resources, potentially hazardous to motorists, cyclists and pedestrians, and an environmental negative with plastic ties being left on poles for an indefinite period.

The Code is voluntary in nature, but it is hoped that its terms will be adhered to by all political entities and candidates in the interest of a cleaner, safer, and more sustainable environment.

Recommendations:
 ·        Posters should only be erected on street lighting poles and in a manner that is not potentially hazardous to road users and pedestrians.

Following consultation with the DoES in May / June 2012 a refined shortlist of possible sites in each location was drawn up and site valuations were finalised in July / August 2012. Initially terms were issued to both houseowners to enable them to incorporate and maintain the area on foot of a caretakers agreement. This agreement provided that the houseowners would be responsible for building the necessary wall and timber panel fencing to effectively divide the plot into a front and rear garden area to be used in connection with the existing houses, while at the same time reserving access to the Council. Subsequently the houseowner of No. 14 did not proceed to take up this option and terms were issued for a licence of the entire area to the houseowner of No 16. It now appears that this houseowner does not wish to take up this option. Once this position is clarified with the houseowner, the Council will make arrangements to secure the area by provision of wall and gate as soon as resources permit.

"That the Manager would present for discussion at the meeting an updated Report on the work done by the Council and County Librarian to advance the proposed Digital Hub for Palmerstown project."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Library service continues to search for funding streams for the Digital Hub project for the community of Palmerston and to investigate any possibilities which may present themselves.  In the current economic climate and with the National Capital Fund for Libraries currently uncertain the identification of resources is problematic.

The County Librarian recently met with the Executive Director of Corporate Affairs at Stewarts Hospital to discuss the joint library currently operated by the hospital and South Dublin County Council. The library building is very small and is in need of reorganisation and internal remodelling as well as additional shelving. It has been agreed between the two partner organisations that this work will be carried out over the coming months – determined by funding within existing budgets. New finger signs directing people to the library were put in place in Palmerston Village and on Mill Lane during the summer. A marketing campaign for the library is scheduled for January 2013 and the library has recently hosted several events as part of the Redline Book Festival.

Stewarts Hospital is planning to have a new primary school completed in Balgaddy by 2014 which will result in the existing primary school beside the Sports and Leisure Centre in Palmerston Village becoming vacant. A large hall in that school could make for an excellent library/digital hub – outside of the walls of the hospital, beside Waterstown Park and the leisure centre. The library service would be happy to further scope this project if it is deemed suitable and can be delivered within existing resources and with agreement from Stewarts Hospital. 

The County Librarian also met with the chairman of the management company of Palmerstown Community and Youth Centre to view the facility and ascertain if synergies might be created between the library service and the centre for the delivery of a service there. The large central hall in the centre which could serve as a library offering is a significant part of the income stream of the centre and joint usage between libraries and a myriad of local groups would be very problematic. The other rooms within the centre are too small to offer any possibilities for service delivery. 

Libraries recently organised three finger signs directly people to the library from Palmerston Village and Mill lane and this has resulted in slightly increased usage in recent months. A programme of marketing is also being planned for early in 2013 as library usage generally declines in the weeks leading up to Christmas.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Libraries Department is always open to seizing opportunities that arise for the improvement of branch infrastructure but it is important that the space that is eventually decided on can accommodate the services envisaged for communities. In order to progress the Digital Hub project two important criteria need to be in place. Firstly, the identification of a suitable site for the Library/Digital Hub and secondly, a source of funding to deliver the project to completion. Several sites have been examined over the past year with a view to their suitability as a Digital Hub location. A site at Woodfarm Acres was identified as a potential site earlier this year but identification of funding to progress such a project has been unsuccessful. In the current economic climate and with the current National Capital Fund for Libraries currently under review the identification of resources is extremely problematic.

The Library Service will continue to support Palmerston communities in every possible way through services from the library in Stewarts Hospital and the mobile service which operates at Kennelsfort Road, the Old Lucan Road, Glenmaroon Park and Woodfarm Drive.  The County Librarian recently met with the Executive Director of Corporate Affairs at Stewarts Hospital to discuss the joint library currently operated by the hospital and South Dublin County Council. The library building is very small and is in need of reorganisation and internal remodelling as well as additional shelving. It has been agreed between the two partner organisations that this work will be carried out over the coming months – determined by funding within existing budgets. “The Council's Citizens Charter is encompassed in the published Customer Action plan available at public offices and on the Councils website.

The Charter consists of a written confirmation of the Council's standards of service to our Customers and a Charter of expectations from them. 

Our service standards commit us to 

· Equitable, accurate, efficient, courteous and timely responses to ALL forms of contact including written, email, web based and phone 

· contact names in all cases 

· jargon free easy to understand format 

· response in official language or other languages if required 

· easily accessible, welcoming environment for all

The publication of the Customer Charter and Action Plan was responsible for the establishment of the Customer Care centres at County Hall, Tallaght (July 2004) and the Civic Centre, Clondalkin (August 2006) 

Customer Care Centres at Tallaght and Clondalkin continue to provide a frontline service in relation to all Council services.  

A highly qualified team provides informed and professional advice and work to the principles and response times set out in our Customer Charter. 

The staff has access to databases that in use throughout the Council. This enables them to deal with enquiries instantly for up to 80% of our customers without the delay of onward referral to departmental staff.

Customer relationship management systems, developed in house, record customer enquiry information. 

This allows:-

·        easy access to information in case of return enquiries, 
·        allows fast tracking of queries that need onward referral, 
·        sets a deadline for response to the customer 
·        allows monitoring for quality and prompt service.  

Reports on performance in relation to response times and quality are produced weekly for Management team. 

Statistics show that 700 phone callers are answered each day and approximately 97,000 service enquiries were put through the system from Nov 2011 to Nov 2012. These include Counter, Phone, Email, Web and correspondence contacts from customers.  Emphasis is on offering more choice to our customers, to access services, make payments, or request information, use of our online services continue to increase.  

Fix Your Street being an example of the newest web based initiative and the Customer Care Team is the front line contact for this. 

Both offices operate in tandem, Clondalkin operating primarily as the contact centre for callers from Clondalkin, Lucan, Palmerstown, and also Rathcoole and Newcastle. Dublin Bus runs the two latter services to Dublin City through Clondalkin.

The system shows that 70,249 service enquiries were dealt with by the Customer Care teams from Nov 2011 to Nov 2012.  

Statistics show that there was a 20% higher footfall in the Clondalkin Civic Centre as the payments office there is managed by Customer Care staff. 

This allows a facility for customers to access the same services and information and also make payments for a variety of Council services.  

Customer Care work closely at all times,  with all staff of the organization since communication and close co-operation with the Libraries, the operational departments such as Environment, Roads and Water Services and Housing is key to quality, equitable and prompt service delivery.  

Of the 97,000 service requests in the last year, only 5 % of closed requests show that responses were outside deadlines set.
