 “A comprehensive planting / landscaping programme has been provided by SDCC / RPA on the south side of Bothar Katharine Tynan in the vicinity of the footpath / cycletrack and Luas Line. Only low-level shrubbery / beech hedge is permitted because of Luas’s overhead electrical contact system and volume of services underground. Whilst this planting has been the subject of substantial vandalism and theft, it will mature over the coming years and greatly enhance the entire road from Cookstown to Outer Ring Road when it becomes fully established.
The footprint of the road was very limited on the north side due the proximity of the ESB pylons and by the new concrete boundary wall which is the property of Roadstone. Unfortunately no planting can be provided in the footpath / cycletrack adjacent to the wall for health and safety reasons as it would reduce the width below allowable dimensions.

A mutual site visit would be useful to establish whether any further measures are feasible.”  
Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr and M. Duff contributed, Mr. S. Fagan, A/ Senior Engineer, replied to queries raised and the motion was AGREED.

“The Drainage Section of South Dublin County Council's Water Services Department has no objections to a forum being set up to try to resolve flooding problems between the residents of Ely Drive and the owners of the fields at the back of the estate and shall willingly attend and participate in any such forum.
The Developer/Builder's company who owns these lands is now in liquidation and these lands have been acquired by the State agency NAMA in late August 2012. NAMA had its nominee, Simon Coyle of Mazars, appointed as liquidator to the company.
Before the owner of these lands to the south of 44A and 35 Ely Drive went into liquidation, these lands were rented to a local farmer and previous owner of these lands. With the cooperation of the then landowner the Drainage Section arranged in April 2012 for the land rentee to clean out the ditch at the back of 6 and 7 Oldcourt Cottages and expose the mouth of the 9" surface water pipe that takes water from this ditch through the back garden of 35 Ely Drive and other houses down to Oldcourt Road and ultimately to the Dodder River. This ditch and pipe was examined recently and were found to be functioning properly with no sign of flooding in this area of the field.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors C. Bond, M. Corr and D. Looney contributed, Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer replied to queries raised.

The National Transport Authority have funded South Dublin County Council in the sum of €80,000 to carry out planning, preliminary design and Part 8 process for the construction of a strategic cycle route from Tallaght to Ballyboden. The proposed development and accompanying Appropriate Assessment report was placed on public display for the statutory period of six weeks from Thursday, 6th September 2012 until 18th October 2012. 

The Manager’s Report in relation to the public consultation process is currently being prepared and will be presented to the elected members for their consideration. 

Following previous representations in the above regard in relation to enabling the existing car park on Firhouse Road to be incorporated into the design of the Tallaght to Ballyboden Cycle Route and following further consultation with the Parks Department, the proposed scheme was amended to include the provision of boundary works around the car park on Firhouse Road as part of the Part 8 proposals. Once constructed this would enable the car park to be opened and used as indicated above.

Consideration is also being given to the provision of cycle stands at this location as part of the detail of the scheme to promote cycling and walking through Dodder Linear Park.”
