3. Continue to actively enforce litter pollution and waste management legislation, bye laws and standards
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Preparation of draft Litter Byelaws is underway and will be presented for discussion at the February Environment Strategic Policy committee meeting.

4. Improve the litter disposal systems available to the public

Online Schedule Management System development is ongoing. This has facilitated publication of the County’s cleaning schedule to elected members in 2012 and it will be extended to the public in 2013. This will allow for more effective maintenance and data gathering. 
5. Expand the recycling opportunities within the County
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Christmas recycling campaign included 

· Christmas recycling competition. 

· Recycled Christmas decoration workshops in the libraries. 
· 21 Christmas tree recycling locations are available throughout the county 
6. Continue to monitor and review road cleansing service in order to provide an improved service.

Road sweeping contract extended and discussions with service provider ongoing.

7. Develop a litter management programme for designated urban areas within the County – Tallaght city, Clondalkin town centre and other designated areas
Cleansing schedule will continue. Ongoing focus on villages was agreed in the budget 2013. Groups such as Tidy Towns will receive ongoing support.

8. Prepare litter management, education and awareness programmes that promote community and business involvement, community identity and responsibility, personal responsibility, youth activity etc.

Green schools programme ongoing - 63% of all schools have a flag and 91% of schools registered.
Tidy Towns support  programme will continue. A public meeting is planned for February 2013 which  will include guest speakers . This will be an opportunity for groups to network and learn from each other.
9. Encourage active participation in Anti Litter Campaigns

· Community clean ups – almost 1000 cleanups undertaken in 2012
· 50 successful applicants in  Bulbs not Bonfires campaign during Halloween 2012

· The annual Christmas Decorations with a twist competition took place in December 2012. Over 100 entries were submitted and the standard was very high with imaginative decorations made from everyday items of waste.  
· Anti Litter poster slogan and poster competition circulated to schools. Closing date March 2013

10. Develop a communications programme to promote a litter free County – including the promotion of the use of www.southdublin.ie and www.dublinwaste.ie 
Anti Litter video – Tackle Litter - was shown in cinemas throughout the region in December and January. This video will be promoted through social media. The video has almost reached half a million hits on youtube.
