REPLY:
The following reply was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting on the 27th November 2012:

Documents in relation to the Deed of Transfer for both areas have been received from the relevant developers.  The Griffeen Glen Courtyard material is currently being processed through the Council’s Development and Law Departments. 
In the case of the Rossberry/Tullyhall area the solicitors acting for the developer have been requested to supply additional material in order for the processing of the Deed of Transfer to take place and it is expected that these will be provided shortly.  
In the case of Rossberry/Tullyhall the Council is still awaiting the necessary documentation, has been in correspondence with the respective developer representatives and has stressed the need for these matters to be addressed as a matter of urgency.

In the case of the Griffeen Glen Courtyard the documents supplied by the Developer representatives is deficient in some documents and these items have been requested by the Council to be forwarded as soon as possible.

In relation to a date for the completion of the transfer of the lands to the Council the sooner that all of the required documentation has been supplied by the developer representatives the sooner the matter can be brought to a conclusion.  However, it should be stressed that even when all of the documentation has been received there is often a long time period in which the processing of the material takes place and this process involves, inter alia, legal and land registry processing.  The Council has been proactive in following up with the respective developers and will continue to do so.

REPLY:
The works as identified at the site meeting in May 2010 were undertaken as agreed.  This included the repair of the wooden railing at the bus stop on the N4, the cutting back of vegetation from the path leading from the lane to the N4 and re-landscaping the area in the vicinity of Kennelsfort Road entrance to the lane.

Despite the works undertaken, fly-tipping continues to be a problem.  This matter will be raised with the Litter Wardens for attention.  Further pruning works are currently ongoing in an effort to tackle this issue and it is proposed to continue these works as part of the 2013 Arboricultural Programme.

Mr. B. Sheehan, Senior Parks Superintendent, presented the following report:- 
“Arboricultural Programme 2013
The Arboricultural Programme for 2012 is currently being completed.  The programme for 2013 will commence in January 2013 and will be undertaken in two phases:

·        January 2013 to March 2013

·        November 2013 to December 2013

The Programme will again be focussed on tree maintenance works, in order to make best use of the available resources. As the focus of the programme is primarily on tree pruning and removals, new planting is only being considered in a very limited number of circumstances, e.g. National Tree Week 2012.  Tree maintenance works include:

·        Tree pruning

·        Tree removal

·        Stump removal

·        Hedge cutting

·        Shrubbery maintenance 

In relation to trees, priority will be given to trees in the following categories: 

· Dead and damaged trees. 

· Trees in very close proximity to public lighting columns (less than 1.8m). 

· Trees associated with lifting footpaths.  

· Trees in conflict with overhead utility cables

Aside from these categories, works will be carried out to trees only where they are considered to be consistent with good arboricultural practice. Examples of this would be crown lifting (removal of lower branches), crown thinning (reducing the weight of large trees), pruning to deal with weak branch junctions, pruning to improve the shape of the tree and removal of suckers. 

In order to optimise available resources and having regard to the Health & Safety and Traffic Management procedures that must be put in place, it is again intended to deal with trees primarily on an estate by estate basis rather than on an individual request basis. Individual trees will generally only be dealt with if deemed to be a priority category or for some other exceptional reason. 

Tree works are generally confined to the dormant season (winter months when the trees have shed their leaves). While the majority of tree works will take place during this period, it should be noted that other programmes may impact on the Arboricultural Works Programme as a result of staff and machinery being re-deployed to deal with works such as:

·    The Christmas Tree Recycling Programme, which will operate from 5th - 18th January 2013. 

·    Clean up and removal of bonfire material from public parks and open spaces during and after Halloween.

·    Grass cutting operations where extended mild weather conditions encourages grass growth over the winter period.

The programme may also be disrupted as a result of severe weather events, such as flooding or snow, where it becomes necessary to re-deploy staff away from normal work programmes to provide a priority response.

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“As reported to the September ACM (report) there are a number of tasks that need to happen before Specific Local Objective 25 of the County Development Plan 2010-2016 can be implemented.  While a significant amount of work has been done on the extinguishment of the public right of way, it is important to note that the loss of this link would have a detrimental impact on the permeability within the area and discommode school children and parents who use this route to travel to the local primary school.  In addition, closing this link is likely to result in damage to the existing hedgerow and fences as residents endeavour to continue to travel between the estates to avoid longer journeys. For this reason it is important that alternative links are created. 

A map showing the two links that are required as the alternative pedestrian circulation routes was provided at the September meeting for the members consideration.  In the event that agreement is reached on these alternative links the project will be listed for consideration for funding under the Capital Works Programme 2013”. 

Mr. B. Sheehan, Senior Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle and E. Tuffy the report was NOTED.  It was AGREED to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way between Bewley Grove and Mount Bellew Way.

 "To ask the Manager to outline permanent proposals (as envisaged in the 2011 Public Realm Transformation Initiative) to address the problems of anti-social behaviour and dumping on the waste lands south of Droim na Coille estate, in particular in the area abutting the rear boundary walls of houses at Droim na Coille?"
REPLY:
As part of the Public Realm Initiative, this site was included for investigation by Public Realm Task Group formed to look at short, medium and long term solutions to the various sites.   In the short term the following list was identiified as possible solutions individually or combined. 

1  Periodic  maintenance

2. Reinstate fence at housing side of site

3. Consult with residents, as much of the dumping is local.

4. CCTV and enforcement.

It was established that the site was being considered as part of the Permeability study being conduced by the Planning Department.  This was considered as the most likely solution in the medium to long term.   However, the Planning Department has confirmed that the site is not suitable due to lack of passive surveillance.

The Council's Operations /Cleansing Sections will be requested to incorporate this area into the work schedule for the area. In relation to reinstatement of perimeter fence the Council's Housing Department has been asked to follow up in relation to this matter and the Council's Waste Enforcement/Litter Warden Officers have been requested to monitor the area closely with a view to invoking all enforcement powers open to the Council under Environmental Legislation including the Waste Management Act l996 and the Litter Pollution Act l997.

Further the Council's Housing Estate Officer/Allocation Supports Officer , Housing Department have been requested to liaise with local residents in relation to the ongoing problem of dumping at this location, which  it is suggested, may be of a local nature.

While the local Litter Warden reported that there were no significant litter issues at the location that appeared to be causing a rat infestation, it was decided by Parks staff that bait should be laid at this location because of sightings of rats in the area.  It should be noted that laying of bait or poison is not something that is done regularly or automatically upon receipt of complaints about rats but in this instance it was considered to be justified by Parks staff.

The area is regularly patrolled and if any material is dumped there it is generally promptly removed. Rats generally only are seen regularly in an area when a food source is available and therefore regular patrolling and cleansing should be sufficient to prevent any further issues at this location.  However, the area would form a natural habitat for rodents and despite the most stringent control measures there are likely to still be sightings from time to time.

"To thank the Manager and staff for the ongoing work in removing fly-tipping from the laneways in Palmerston and to ask for an update on the servicing of Manor Road by the hand cart service as traders and residents complain of weeds, cigarette butts and other litter that never seems to be removed or cleaned."
The following report by the Manager was READ:- 
“The current arrangements for cleaning at Manor Road are twice weekly cleaning of the area, on Tuesday and Thursday each week, by the handcart man who services Palmerston Village.  The operative also cleans Kennelsfort Road Upper on the same days.  In April/May of this year a number of additional once off cleaning tasks were carried out by the Cleansing section in the area which is cleaned by this operative.  These tasks included removal of weeds throughout the route, cleaning and painting of litter bins and removal of chewing gum at Kennelsfort Road Lower.  Following a recent inspection it is clear that the matters raised here with regard to weeds and cigarette litter at Manor Road need to be examined once again and that further action is required to ensure that the standard of cleansing being achieved at Manor Road matches that achieved in Palmerston Village.   In this regard a crew from the Operations section will be deployed to the Manor Road area on Monday next December 17th to clean the area thoroughly and this will include the removal of weeds as well as cigarette and any other litter to be found in the area.  The current provision of the handcart service in this area will be reviewed once again as will the monitoring and supervisory regime that are currently in place.  It is felt that the improvements brought about in the cleaning of Palmerston Village earlier in 2012 have not been achieved in Manor Road or Kennelsfort Road and measures are now required to be taken to address this matter.”

L/714/12 REPORT ON PART 8 OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001-2007 The Upgrade of the Existing Waste Water Pumping Station at QUARRYVALE

Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer, presented the following report:-
“The upgrade of the existing waste water pumping station at Quarryvale. 
Report on Part 8 Local Government
(Planning & Development Regulations 2001-2007)
Introduction
Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2001-2007 outlines the requirements with respect to certain classes of Local Authority developments. These regulations apply to the proposed upgrade of the existing waste water pumping station at Quarryvale, as described below:

·        Construction of an new concrete plinth to facilitate the installation of a new Odour Control Unit on the west side of the pump station,

·        Replacement of 2 foul pumps within the pump house,

·        Widening of the current entrance and erection of a steel perimeter fence and access gates,

·        Installation of a skid mounted standby generator on the east side of the pump station.

·        Painting, of the pump house interior.  

The purpose of the proposed scheme is to provide improved access and egress for maintenance purposes, improved security of the site, reduce the level of odour emitted from the pump house and to provide for a new back-up electrical generator in the event of mains electrical failure. The back-up generator will replace / negate the need for the use of a by pass pump during mains electrical failure. 

Consultation Process:
The Proposal for this scheme was advertised in accordance with the requirements of Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2001-2007 on 26th February in the Irish Independent. Plans and particulars of the proposed scheme were on display and available for inspection or purchase in the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24; South Dublin County Council, Civic Offices, Clondalkin, Dublin 22, Lucan Library, Superquinn Shopping Centre, Newcastle Road, Lucan and in the John Jennings Library, Stewarts Hospital, Palmerstown from Monday 1st October 2012 until Monday 29th October 2012. Submissions and observations with respect to this matter, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated were to be sent to SEO, Water Services Department, South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24. The closing date for receipt of written submissions / observations was 4:30pm on Monday 12th November 2012.
A presentation pertaining to the particulars of the proposed development was also made to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting on 25th September 2012. 

As the Quarryvale Pumping Station is located adjacent to a number of residential dwellings on the old Lucan Road, a letter was sent to each resident informing them of the proposed works and inviting submissions on same prior to the closing date (which is 12th November 2012).

Summary of issues raised: 
Observation 1: South Dublin Conservation Society, P.O. Box 10998, Tallaght, Dublin 24 

Existing Quarryvale Pumping Station Building is “very shabby and unsightly in appearance.      

Response:  The Council plan to improve the façade of the building by planting creepers to grow on the walls, this will have the added benefit of preventing graffiti and should in time greatly improve the appearance of the building. 

Observation 2: Ms. Ailish Mansfield & Mr. Eugene Foley, “Condega”, Old Lucan Road, Palmerstown, Dublin 20. 

Query regarding the proposed palisade fencing outside the existing site perimeter.   
Response:  The Council will provide the best quality of fencing possible and will ensure that it will blend in with the surrounding area and be unobtrusive. 

Observation 3: Ms. Una Ryan, “Sunnyside”, Old Lucan Road, Dublin 20. 

Query regarding her proximity to mains drainage infrastructure but she remains on septic tank. 

Response: With regard to the Part 8, all the proposed works are confined to within the existing site and do not impinge on the Old Lucan Road and lands on either side of it. A letter of response to Ms. Ryan’s particular query submitted under the Part 8 Public Consultation process has issued directly to her. 

Recommendation:

A new website operation open city,  hosted by www.transportforireland.ie  has been set up to identify and report on traffic congestion and general traffic delays with particular reference to public transport in the Dublin area. News items such as major incidents, Public Transport curtailments, road closures, major traffic delays, weather related problems are posted to this website as necessary. The Council partakes in a teleconference arranged by the Gardai on a daily basis in relating to bottlenecks with the relevant stakeholders to ensure smooth operation of traffic particularly at peak times and this will continue until the 24th December. 

Every effort will be made to minimise traffic congestion in the areas mentioned but congestion occurs at this time every year and it is a function of volume not capacity. There is a moratorium on general road works between 9th December and 24th December to ensure that congestion is minimised. Emergency works or contractual obligations are not affected.

· That this Committee, at the March 2012 meeting, agreed my motion requesting “the Manager to conclude any remaining consultations with stakeholders so as to present a report to the May meeting of this committee for the purpose of consideration of the proposal to introduce a school-time HGV restriction on Newcastle Road.”

FURTHER NOTING:

· Policy T30 of the current South Dublin County Development Plan; 

· The legal obligation flowing from section 15 (1) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 which states that "It shall be the duty of a planning authority to take such steps within its powers as may be necessary for securing the objectives of the development plan."

RECOGNISING:

· That in line with S.I. No. 331 of 2012, the design of traffic sign number RUS 015 which signify traffic management restrictions based on maximum design gross vehicle weight, is to change from October 1st 2013;

SUPPORTS:

· The need for a separate parallel review to be carried out by the road Department and Transport SPC of road weight restrictions based on the revisions set-down in S.I. No. 331 of 2012;

Now REQUESTS the Manager: 

· To immediately proceed to initiate the required statutory process for introduction a school-time HGV restriction on Newcastle Road between the Nangor Road & N4 junctions; to initially involve the existing 3 tonne limit (similar to that in place at Old Lucan Road); 

· To provide that signage be updated in October 2013 to reflect the new legal requirement and the outcomes of the council’s review of road weight restrictions."
The following report by the Manager was READ:- 

“This matter has been on the Council agenda for some time and because of the impact of this matter on other locations and businesses following on from the support of the Garda Authorities subject to the agreement of stakeholders it was decided to raise the matter of the operation of HGV's in general throughout the County with the SPC Committees of Transport and Economic Development respectively. A joint meeting of these Committees was held and a subcommittee was formed to address this matter. The subcommittee reported to the Transportation SPC on 8 November 2012. This report was noted and a further report was requested particularly in the light of the new regulations on HGV's which come in to force in the autumn of 2013 as described below. 

The Council also undertook to make contact with all the stake holders affected by the restriction referred to and in this regard the Council has recently written to the Chamber of Commerce requesting their members views on this matter. 

In relation to the Development plan

Par 2.2.31.iv Policy T30: relates to Heavy Goods Vehicles Restrictions

It is the policy of the Council to introduce a School-Time Heavy Goods Vehicles Restriction on the Newcastle Road, Lucan. Whilst the enforcement of this measure is a matter for the Gardaí, the Council, by way of policy, is considering the safety of all concerned, including school-going children.
In no case is a weight restriction considered in isolation from the adjoining roads. In providing a restriction the Council is in fact identifying the alternative HGV road either by design or by default. For the Newcastle Road this involves a considerable detour through other areas which also accommodate other schools and care should be taken not to transfer the perceived problem to another locality or electoral area. It is not possible and it may also be counter productive to proceed before a general review takes place.

In the meantime a significant study of the use of Newcastle road has been carried out. 

Council records indicate that 2 personal injury and 21 material damage accidents occurred on the Newcastle Road from January to October 2012, 
All these accidents involved cars with two involving pedal cycles and two pedestrians. None involved Heavy Goods Vehicles. 
Seven of the accidents were at the roundabout at Superquinn, three at the Hillcrest Junction lights, three at the N4/Newcastle Road junction. 
The vast majority were rear endings.
It is observed that there is a large volume of light vehicles (cars / small vans) at the survey location outside the school. 

HGV use of the road is recorded at 2% of total traffic. HGV traffic is predominately local and any restriction that would be implemented will not effect such exempt HGV movements. In addition it should be further noted that over 70% of the traffic at this location is locally generated.

With regard to general road safety any additional information obtained from An Garda Siochana will be utilised to build on previously installed road safety measures which includes a school warden and new traffic lights at Hillcrest road junction, a signalised pedestrain crossing on three arms of the roundabout and associated road markings and pedestrian barriers. (see map enclosed) Additional measures will be considered if necessary.

Revised statuary framework for HGV restrictions
In early November South Dublin County Council was advised of changes to the system of HGV restrictions. On the 1st of October 2013 all existing ‘three tonne’ HGV restrictions will cease to have a legal basis. A revised system based on Design Gross Vehicle Weight will replace Unladen Weight. 

There is no equivalence between the current ‘3 tonne’ restriction and the prescribed options for the Design Gross Vehicle Weight restriction and a simple transfer to a new limit will not be possible unlike the metrication of speed limits. 

Therefore, a fundamental review of road weight restrictions must now be considered. The future options for HGV traffic will not be known prior to this review. The graded options under the Design Gross Vehicle Weight will permit a better balance of road use and enhance the safety of all road users. This requires a review of the statutory procedures for all weight restrictions now in place across the County as the existing restrictions will no longer apply when the new regulation comes into force.

It is proposed therefore to carry out a comprehensive review of all Heavy goods transport restrictions in the County during the early part of 2013 and to defer the imposition of a school time HGV restriction until that review is completed. It is intended to incorporate in a report any observations received from the chamber of commerce in developing a new policy with regard to HGV's. This report will be presented in the first instance to the joint SPC's mentioned and to role out the review to all Area Committees thereafter. “

“The extinguishment of a public right of way is a function reserved to the elected members of the Council in accordance with section 73 of the Roads Act 1993.

The laneway in question is shown on the attached map. As reported to the November 2012 meeting of the Committee, that portion of the laneway shown outlined in red is a private laneway not in charge of the Council and as such there is not a public right of way over this portion of the laneway. Accordingly, the powers vested in the Council under section 73 of the Roads Act 1993 do not apply to this section of the laneway.

The balance of the laneway comprises a hard surfaced area coloured yellow and an adjoining grassed area coloured green. There is a public right of way over the hard surfaced area which is in charge of the Council. However, title to this portion of the laneway is registered to Barry Lyons and Graham Kenny. The grassed area is not in charge of the Council and as such there is not a public right of way over this portion of the laneway. Most of the grassed area is also registered to these two individuals. Some of the residents of Oakcourt have recently acquired title to that portion of the grassed area immediately to the rear of their gardens.

If the local residents wish to close this laneway they would need to formally apply to the Council to have the public right of way extinguished. The application should include the reasons for closure and indicate the method of closure. In this regard the residents would need to have sufficient legal interest to effect closure of the laneway. All costs associated with the closure must be borne by the residents. It would be advisable for the residents to obtain independent legal advice on the necessity for insurance. On receipt of such application the matter would be examined and brought to the Committee for its consideration.  If the residents wish, a meeting can be arranged to discuss the issues involved.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:- 
“The boundary of the Proposed 12th Lock Masterplan Strategy has been carefully considered having undertaken extensive desktop analysis, site visits, strategy formulation and consultation with staff in various Council Departments including the Environmental Services Department, which includes Parks and Landscaping Services.

The boundary of the Proposed Masterplan Strategy, which includes some 30 Hectares/74 acres of lands, has subsequently been drawn up to centre on the 12th Lock and include lands and structures that are relevant to the requirements of County Development Plan SLO 37 (12th Lock Masterplan). The boundary therefore includes recreational and sporting facilities (Lucan Sarsfields GAA Club & Lucan Pitch & Putt Club), historic canal-side and mill structures, established non-conforming uses immediately to the north and south, overhead power lines, adjacent undeveloped lands zoned for development (EP2) and lands adjacent to the Griffeen Valley Park. 

The Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme and Local Area Plan (LAP), which was adopted in 2008, extends up to Hayden’s Lane from the east and includes the partially developed section of the Griffeen Valley Park on the southern side of the railway line. The SDZ and LAP includes a comprehensive open space strategy, neighbourhood framework and design codes/detailed illustrations that seek to develop and enhance the southern section of Griffeen Valley Park as a major area of strategic open space and as a robust and adaptable multi functional space for major recreation and amenity uses to include:

· Areas of active recreation including sports pitches, games courts and playgrounds

· Direct pedestrian and cycle routes to connect with Hayden’s Lane

· Biodiversity habitat areas to include ecological corridors

· Spaces of contrasting character including small garden spaces and allotments

· Surface–water attenuation ponds fed by a SUDS system

A detailed vision and framework for the extension and enhancement of Griffeen Valley Park and the provision of further sports pitches has therefore been provided for under a statutory planning scheme. The proposed 12th Lock Masterplan Strategy takes cognisance of this and seeks to create an east-west recreation and amenity zone along the northern side of the Grand Canal that will include Lucan Sarsfields GAA club and link with and complement Griffeen Valley Park.”

“The Community Services Department is unaware of any application made by this Council for a grant under the Sports Capital Grant Programme announced earlier this year. Any grants awarded under the Programme required a funding contribution from the applicant. For a project located in a RAPID area, the self-funding requirement was 5%, for a Clar area, it was 10%, and it was 15% for all other areas.

South Dublin Leisure Services is the company that runs the Council's three leisure centres based at Tallaght, Lucan and Clondalkin. There are already all-weather pitches located at the Clondalkin Leisure Centre, and they have proven to be a very popular facility and also a welcome and substantial income stream for the company. The company decided to apply for a grant towards the construction of all weather pitches at Tallaght for several reasons. These reasons included the fact that there is already the necessary complementary infrastructure in place at TLC, such as a car park and a double set (4) of changing rooms, and also because the necessary planning application had been processed and approved. Because the TLC is located in a RAPID area, it meant that the company only had to come up with 5% of the overall cost of the project. 

The grant will allow the company to provide more facilities for the local community and at the same time, the income generated will ensure that the company remains viable in these difficult economic times. It is hoped that this financial stability will allow the company and the Council to examine their options at Lucan Leisure Centre and to make decisions in the best interests of the people of Lucan.”

“In the absence of capital funding to provide new facilities, there now exists a demand which is difficult to meet within the current community facility portfolio and it is expected that this need will grow.

In general, there are two types of community group needs - the first is general space which does not require facilities for storage etc and the second is where clubs have lots of equipment or have unique needs. In the case of the former, in the short term, it may be possible to secure some additional activity space through greater access to local school sports halls and increased usage of the current stock. This option will be developed by the community field team.

The provision of new community facilities to address the needs of Boxing clubs, Scouts etc is a greater challenge. The capital funding of single interest organisations is no longer feasible. Any new building would have to be multi-functional to facilitate the needs of several groups. The construction of such a centre could cost €2million plus. Currently, such funding is unavailable from central government and the Council is unable to finance such a project at this point in time.

The Community Dept continues to assist and support community groups through the community grants scheme and the provision of a dedicated team of community workers. Financial assistance has been provided to the Esker Boxing Club towards the cost of new equipment and the Griffeen Group is supported by a dedicated community worker on a weekly basis. The accommodation needs of the Lucan South Scouts has been collated and efforts will continue to identify solutions which will improve their housing need. 

The community team have commenced a Lucan Area Community Development Initiative 2013 that will examine the options open to the Council to try and meet these needs. The Community Team will:

Engage with more residents and liaise with service providers.

Identify community needs & issues.

Establish and develop contacts within our New Communities and residents who are new to the Lucan area.

Compile and present a report on these findings

Develop an appropriate action plan.

In order to progress this initiative, two staff members have been assigned to work on this project.”
