THE GATHERING 2013
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for an update on the Gathering 2013 for the area under the remit of this Committee, and to make a statement on the matter?”
REPLY: 
South Dublin County Tourism (SDCT) proposes to host a number of international tournaments (up to 22 to date) under "The Gathering 2012" featuring different sports, culture and art genres and focusing primarily on several of the most important tourism markets - the USA, UK, Canada and Europe. The underpinning idea is that we make the optimum use of the facilities that we have available to us in the County - particularly Tallaght Stadium, the National Basketball Arena, and Corkagh Park, where there is one of the very few Baseball Diamonds in Ireland.

It is proposed to stage both international Soccer and American Football tournaments in Tallaght Stadium, which of course has catered for both sports on many occasions already. The National Basketball Arena will be used to host a number of international Basketball tournaments. These are the events which are likely to have the greatest impact on the area covered by this ACM, There are also both Bridge and Poker competitions scheduled to take place in the CityWest hotel. 

All of these events are planned to be free of charge for spectators and are expected to attract very significant numbers of visitors from abroad. These visitors will have a great economic impact on many of the businesses in the area, obviously on the catering and hospitality sector in particular. This will help to stabilise jobs and businesses and may possibly create more jobs of a temporary nature. 

SDCT and SDCC are working very closely together on this project and have linked up directly with the various National Governing Bodies of the various sports to ensure the successful hosting of these tournaments. 

At the moment, we are engaged in assessing the Gathering Local Community Fund applications. The key objective of the Fund is to provide support to local and community Gathering event organisers and activities / projects which will drive international visitors to each County / City in the country. The funds will be provided by Failte Ireland but will be administered by each local authority for its own area.

There are a number of applications from the Tallaght ACM area under consideration, and the funding available is up to €2,500 per project. The funding issued is directly linked to the number of Overseas Visitors attracted to the event.

QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
“Would the Manager outline how vacancies in Voluntary Housing are allocated. Would he also indicate if there is a system of prioritisation for vacancies in Voluntary Housing and how referrals are operated?”
REPLY:
At a meeting in February 2012, South Dublin County Council introduced the Choice Based Letting system to the Voluntary Housing Associations in the administrative area.  The Voluntary Housing Associations were very agreeable to be involved in CBL. To date 34 Voluntary Housing dwellings have been advertised on CBL and 21 have been tenanted. The balance of 13 will be let in the coming days. In line with the CBL process, details of the applicant highest on the list of those who express interest are forwarded to the relevant VHA.  

In the case of specific type VHA dwellings becoming vacant e.g. specially adapted, age or need profile qualification, suitable nominations are made to the VHA of prospective tenants from priority lists.

FREAGRA:
Tá ar soláthar na boscaí bruscair an riachtanas chun seirbhís rialta chun iad a choimeád a chur san áireamh agus a chinntiú nach mbeidh siad mar chuid d’fhadhb an bhruscair. Tá seirbhísiú na boscaí bruscair go minic a bhaint amach go héasca sna páirceanna níos mó de bharr an láthair iostaí cothabhála agus láithreacht foirne laethúil. REPLY:
The provision of litter bins has to take into account the requirement to provide a frequent service to maintain them and ensure that they do not become part of the litter problem. Frequent bin servicing is readily achieved in the larger parks due to the presence of maintenance depots and a daily staff presence. The Council has to date only provided litter bins in the larger Regional Parks, where people are some considerable distance from streets and housing areas, and in other parks where we have a daily staff presence.

In the case of smaller and local parks such as Beechfield Park, where there is no daily staff presence, bins are not provided because the resources are not available to service them at the necessary frequency. In such circumstances, the public have access to on-street litter bins for disposal of litter. Alternatively, civic minded citizens may bring their litter home for disposal through their own refuse service. It is not therefore proposed to install litter bins in Beechfield Park.

PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACT 2000
Planning and Development Regulations 2001 to 2012 
Proposal 
This is a proposal to enhance and extend the existing allotment site at Friarstown, Bohernabreena. The proposal consists of the following elements:
Extend the number of existing 128 allotments by 169 comprising of
· 76 allotments of 100m2 each 
· 73 allotments of 50m2 each
· 20 allotments of varying sizes from 112m2 to 260m2 
Construct associated access paths, fencing, gates, site divisions, water provision.
Enhance the allotment site by the provision of:
· A new amenity and educational facility. This building will provide: 
· Male, female and disabled toilets 
· Meeting room that can also be used for educational, demonstration and display purposes 
· Office storage
· The planting of a new tree and hedge lined entrance avenue
· Designated car parking
· Provision of regularized storage facilities for the use of allotment holders
· Information signage
The proposal is illustrated graphically on accompanying outline drawing Number PLS 1233-19.
It should be noted that the realisation of some or all of the proposals is dependent on securing the necessary finance and the Council will be making an application to the EU LEADER programme for the necessary funding.
Plans and particulars of the proposed development will be available for inspection or purchase at a fee not exceeding the reasonable cost of making a copy at:
(a) South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24 between the hours of 9:00 am – 5.00pm Monday to Thursday and 9.00am - 4.30pm on Friday (Inspection and purchase),
(b) County Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24 between the hours of 9.45am-8.00pm Monday to Thursday and 9.45am - 4.30pm Friday and Saturday (inspection only).
(c) The existing allotment site at Friarstown, Bohernabreena(inspection only).

2. In order to inform the allotment holders and those on a waiting list about the detail of the plans and how it could be implemented and also to listen to comments, a public meeting was held on the 8th November 2012 in County Hall. The meeting attracted an attendance of approximately 100 people made up of existing allotment holders and those on a waiting list for an allotment.

3. One submission was received by the close of time for receipt of such from Declan Purcell, an existing allotment holder. He welcomes the proposed works and makes some points and suggestions:

	Comments/Suggestions
	Council response

	The proposed grass pathway to the perimeter will become a litter trap and an attraction for vermin if not maintained 
	The reasoning behind this proposal was to eliminate an area that is currently being littered and is overgrown.

	The car parking proposals are inadequate in terms of the number of spaces to be made available
	The proposal is to provide a more attractive parking area that is lined and signed. Having consulted with the South Dublin Allotments Association it would seem that the proposal may in fact suffice. In the event that it does not there is still adequate space available for parking on the access road.

	The proposed rainwater harvesting may not be sufficient to ensure a continuity of supply throughout the summer and the existing system should not be abandoned.
	The point is noted and the existing system will be retained so that in the event of a prolonged drought it can be activated. The Council is intent on providing a sustainable water solution that, as far as possible, does not require the use of potable water. Rainwater harvesting is sustainable and has been proven elsewhere to significantly reduce the use of treated, potable water.


4. Recommendation:
As the submission is a positive one and it is considered that the suggestions made can be incorporated into the proposal and that the proposed development is considered to be in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is therefore recommended that the Part 8 proposal be approved by the Members to enable the works to proceed, subject to the necessary funding.”

2013 ARBORICULTURAL WORKS PROGRAMME
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED: 
“The Arboricultural Programme for 2012 is currently being completed. The programme for 2013 will commence in January 2013 and will be undertaken in two phases:

· January 2013 to March 2013

· November 2013 to December 2013

The Programme will again be focussed on tree maintenance works, in order to make best use of the available resources. As the focus of the programme is primarily on tree pruning and removals, new planting is only being considered in a very limited number of circumstances, e.g. National Tree Week 2012. Tree maintenance works include:

· Tree pruning

· Tree removal

· Stump removal

· Hedge cutting

· Shrubbery maintenance 

In relation to trees, priority will be given to trees in the following categories: 

· Dead and damaged trees. 

· Trees in very close proximity to public lighting columns (less than 1.8m). 

· Trees associated with lifting footpaths. 

· Trees in conflict with overhead utility cables

Aside from these categories, works will be carried out to trees only where they are considered to be consistent with good arboricultural practice. Examples of this would be crown lifting (removal of lower branches), crown thinning (reducing the weight of large trees), pruning to deal with weak branch junctions, pruning to improve the shape of the tree and removal of suckers. 

In order to optimise available resources and having regard to the Health & Safety and Traffic Management procedures that must be put in place, it is again intended to deal with trees primarily on an estate by estate basis rather than on an individual request basis. Individual trees will generally only be dealt with if deemed to be a priority category or for some other exceptional reason. 

Tree works are generally confined to the dormant season (winter months when the trees have shed their leaves). While the majority of tree works will take place during this period, it should be noted that other programmes may impact on the Arboricultural Works Programme as a result of staff and machinery being re-deployed to deal with works such as:

· The Christmas Tree Recycling Programme, which will operate from 5th - 18th January 2013. 

· Clean up and removal of bonfire material from public parks and open spaces during and after Halloween.

· Grass cutting operations where extended mild weather conditions encourages grass growth over the winter period

The programme may also be disrupted as a result of severe weather events, such as flooding or snow, where it becomes necessary to re-deploy staff away from normal work programmes to provide a priority response. 

Further to Motion No. 6 of the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting 2, dated 22-11-10 and Motion No. 9 of the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting 2, dated 18-04-11, an audit of the trees on St. Joseph’s Road, Greenhills was undertaken. The purpose of the audit was to inform preparation of a long term plan for the road in terms of tree removal and replanting when funding is available. The audit findings were presented at the November 2011 Tallaght Area Committee Meeting 1. It has not been possible to progress the scheme as planned and a meeting was held with the local residents in June 2012 to update them and propose alternative options. A follow on meeting is planned with the residents to present other options.

The 2012 Arboricultural Programme is continuing and the focus is on the removal of low hanging branches and epicormic growth from street trees throughout the Tallaght Central and South areas.

There are currently 4 designated casual trading sites in South Dublin County Councils administrative area, of which two are based in the Tallaght area. One is a Food Stall which is based/trading from beside the Jobstown Depot and the other is selling flowers based/trading from outside Bohernabreena Cemetery.

The cost of a Food Stall license is €380.92 and the cost of selling flowers is €255.

The Council will request the Valuation Officer to inspect these casual traders to ascertain whether charging rates is viable or not.

The Health & Safety Authority oversee any issues regarding health & safety.

DUMPING/FLY-TIPPING IN LANEWAYS IN  DUBLIN 12
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for a report on dumping/fly-tipping in laneways in the Dublin 12 area; to note all instances of dumping taking place in laneways in the past 12 months; to state if it is believed that dumping is on the rise in laneways in this area; to state what actions can be taken in particular locations which are blackspots for dumping (address supplied); and to state if these locations will be noted for more regular inspection and investigation?”
REPLY:
There have been a total of 37 reports of illegal dumping incidents in the Dublin 12 area in the past 12 months. However, no evidence found was found to enable the Council to pursue enforcement action under the Litter Pollution Act 1997. Unfortunately, the Council is seeing an increase countywide in the number of areas where illegal dumping is taking place. The increase in the numbers of litter fines issued by the Council's Litter Warden Service reflects this increased illegal dumping activity. 

The Litter Warden for the Dublin 12 area patrols the locations on a daily basis and also responds to reports and queries generated via the CCS and Fix Your Street. The Council is reliant on the support of members of the public to report incidents and provide the necessary information, e.g. car registration details, to enable the Council's Licensing and Enforcement staff to pursue the perpetrators.

                        “SKIP BAGS” BEING DUMPED
 It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney seconded by Councillor M. Devine:

“That this Committee expresses its concern with the proliferation of "skip bags" being dumped in this area; that this Committee calls on the Council to write to all waste companies reminding them of their duty of care to the environment; and that the Council confirm whether action against the providers of "skip bags" may be possible under bye-laws or legislation in the case of dumping.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“A report on the Draft Review of SDCC's Bye-laws for the Segregation Storage and Presentation of Household Waste will be presented to the December Meeting of the Council under Item H-1-l3 Monday 10th December next. Skip bags have not been defined for the purpose of the draft bye-laws as they are not generally used for the segregation storage and presentation of household waste. Illegal dumping of waste, in any form, including in a skip bag, is covered under the Litter Pollution Act 1997. Where evidence of illegal dumping is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken. A report on draft amendments to the Litter Pollution Act l997, which provides for enforcement of skip bags providers, is currently before the Minister.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors D. Looney, M. Devine, P. Kearns, J. Hannon and E. Walsh contributed, Ms Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer, replied to queries raised.
