"To ask the Manager what policy/guidelines exist regarding the installation of satellite dishes?"

REPLY:
With respect to the installation of satellite dishes Class four (B) of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 exempts from requiring planning permission the erection of a satellite dish subject to complying with the following exemptions;

(a) Not more that one antenna shall be erected on, or within the cartilage of a house.

(b) The diameter of any such antenna shall not exceed 1 metre.

(c) No such antenna shall be erected on, or forward, of the front wall of the house.

(d) No such antenna shall be erected on the front slope of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house. 

In the event that a proposed satellite does not comply with the above limitations it requires planning permission. Any such application will be considered on the grounds of compliance with Development plan policy, particularly policy SN22 Ducts and Satellite dishes, where relevant to proposals in apartment blocks, but also on its wider planning merits.

UNFINISHED APARTMENT DEVELOPMENT IN SPRINGFIELD

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Following representations alleging unauthorised development on the subject site, a Warning letter was served on the owner/occupier of the lands on 2/12/2011 regarding the sale of domestic fuel type products without the benefit of Planning Permission.

The lands were monitored, and following inspections, an Enforcement Notice was served on 5/09/2012 which required that within the specified period commencing 7th September 2012 and ending 5th November 2012 that the following steps be taken by the landowner:

(i) Remove the timber shed and steel container from the lands.
(ii) Remove the advertising sign rising over the wall of the site addressing Whitehall Park, with text referring to “Solid Fuel Store, Coal, Briquettes and De-icing Salt”, from the lands.
(iii) Close the vehicular access to the lands from Whitehall Park and re-instate the boundary wall.
Following a further inspection of the lands on 15/11/2012, additional unauthorised development was found to be taking place. Accordingly, a further Warning Letter was served on the owner /occupier regarding the following:
1. The use of the subject lands for the storage and sale of domestic fuel products to members of the public.

2. The erection of an advertising sign, white in colour and with text referring to “Solid fuel store, coal, briquettes and de-icing salt”, on the corner wall of the site visible from both Whitehall Road and Whitehall Park.

3. The erection of two flagpole signs with flag advertisement, red in colour with white” open” text, rising over the boundary wall of the statement site addressing Whitehall Road and Whitehall Park.

As a person served with a Warning Letter, the owner/occupier may make submissions within a four week period ending 28/12/2012. This submission period is in accordance with the requirements of Section 152 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended).

It was also noted during an inspection of the lands that a freestanding ‘sandwich board’ type advertising sign, displaying “store open” text and the price of coal, turf, kindling, fire logs, firelighters, and hardwood and softwood logs, has been positioned on the public footpath along the side boundary of the site. This matter has been referred to the Litter Warden for investigation and action.

A planning application was received on 26/11/2012 for the following proposed development under Reg. Ref. SD12A/0240;

Retention of vehicular entrance and gates, steel container, steel shed, 2 no. flagpoles and signage and continuance of use of lands for the purpose of selling fuel.
A decision is due on this application on or before 29th January 2013.”

THE MOBILE LIBRARY SERVICE

“That this Committee notes the positive impact on the local community of the Mobile Library service, and requests a report on how the service is publicised and promoted locally.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The mobile library service plays a vital role in delivering library services to the heart of remote urban areas across the County. South Dublin has one of the lowest numbers of physical library buildings of any library authority in the country and with a population of 265,000 and with over one hundred primary schools and 32 post primary schools in the County, answering the demand for library services can be challenging. With this in mind in 2011/12 the mobile library timetable and service delivery plan was completely over hauled to maximise services to communities resulting in a 25% increase in usage. Almost 80% of those using the mobile library service are aged 15 years and under and during 2012 100,000 books were borrowed from the mobile service across the County. 

The mobile library timetable is organised on a monthly basis and is available to download from the library website. Copies of this timetable are distributed to community centres, shops, parish centres and other places where people gather regularly. 65 actual stops serve the County each month and these include in the Tallaght area Aylesbury, Ballycragh, Belgard, Brookfield, Fettercairn, Avonbeg Road, Killinarden, Citywest, Sylvan, Kilnamanagh, Mac Uilliam Estate and Ard Mor Estate estates. The mobile stop at Mac Uilliam is one of the busiest of all stops in South Dublin. 

The abolition of the school book grant in 2009 has severely reduced the number of books available to children in their classrooms in primary schools. For many teachers the only source of new reading material for their young pupils is the mobile or local branch libraries. At the start of each academic year each local school is offered a slot in the mobile timetable for a morning visit on a rota basis. The mobile library service visits the schools, registers each of the children in the new junior infant classes and lends books to all classes where the teacher requests the service. The service also delivers special events to Schools during Science Week, Children’s Book Festival, Eco Week, Seachtain na Gaeilge and the Red Line Book Festival.

 In 2011 an initiative entitle ‘All Join In’ was targeted at primary schools across the County as part of a registration drive for families and children. The mobile library service played an important role in this project and it is hoped to deliver something similar in 2013/14.

 As part of the pre literacy programme, Ready2Read the service works closely with the County Childcare Committee to identify and contact crèches, some part of the Early Start Programme and some private crèches, in the County. Where possible, an initial visit with the mobile library van is arranged for each crèche and children and parents are invited on to the mobile library van for story time and registration. This provides an opportunity to pass on information on what’s happening in the local libraries and also to promote the mobile library stops in the area. Monthly book deliveries are organised to augment the books available to the children in these facilities.  
The mobile library service also caters for older citizens and delivers books to nursing homes and community day care centres across the County. In conjunction with Branch Libraries a Home Delivery Service is offered to individuals who have difficulty visiting their local branch library. This is publicised from a button on the front page of the library website. 

Over the past two years the mobile library service has been working closely with Traveler families to support literacy and learning. Each month books are delivered to four Homework Clubs in Cherryfield, Daletree, St Aidan’s, and Hazel Hill. During 2012 Reading clubs were organised once a week, for a 5 week term in homework clubs in the Traveller Community Centres. This initiative was run by Mobile Library Staff and the Children’s Services librarians.  The children benefit from one on one attention and this encourages the staff working in the centres to continue with this “special” reading time with the children.

The mobile library service is promoted in many ways to local communities. The three red mobile vans are a vital advertising feature in themselves and plans are in place to re-brand them in the spring with the Council logo, library website details and an invitation to come on board the van and check out the facilities. The service is also advertised with timetables being placed in church foyers, notice boards in shops and schools and in parish newsletters. At all school and crèche visits leaflets are left for the parents and teachers. The libraries Website displays a “real-time” mobile library time table. During the Red Line Book Festival in 2012 the vans were branded with the festival logo to provide website details and festival dates as they moved across the County and this served to highlight the event to a wide range of people.”
