“To ask the Manager is there a ban on pigeon lofts in the Clondalkin electoral area because of the proximity of Casement Aerodrome?  If so, what is the extent of the exclusion zone, how many planning applications have been refused because of this ban, and what is the rationale for this ban?”
REPLY:
“In general proposals for pigeon lofts are assessed under Section 1.2.59 of the County Development Plan 2010-2016. There is no specific ban on pigeon lofts, all applications are dealt with on a case by case basis. Where such proposals fall within the approach zones for Casement Aerodrome they are referred to the Department of Defence for comment. This is to ensure safe air navigation and to avoid the creation of hazards to aircraft movement. With respect to pigeon lofts this relates to the possibility of bird strikes on aircraft during landing or taking off from the runway at Casement Aerodrome. Such comment, where made by the Department, is taken as an essential part of any assessment of the proposed development. 

Applications for pigeon lofts are rare. To the knowledge of the reportee, to date, two applications for pigeon lofts have been refused on the grounds of endangering or interfering with the safety of aircraft or the safe and efficient navigation thereof, one application SD12B/0295 located in the Clondalkin area was recently refused. This decision may be appealed to An Bord Pleanála.”

SOUTH DUBLIN REVITALISING VILLAGES INITIATIVE

“Our village and town centres can become more open and accessible, facilitating walking and cycling, increasing footfall and encouraging social and community encounters and interaction in festivals, performances and open-air markets.

The promotion of quality, choice and diversity in goods, services and recreation in a lively, well-maintained setting, will attract more locals and visitors alike adding to the vibrancy and vitality of successful urban life.

The built legacy and shared memory embedded in the streets, squares and gardens of these village and town centres must not just be protected but enhanced through careful refurbishment, winning-back and increased usage of public space, and thoughtful new interventions and systems.

The Revitalising Villages Initiative launched as part of the in 2013 Budget

 will commit to –

•
Develop the villages as the accessible focus of walking and amenity networks for their adjoining communities

•
Increase the attractiveness and visitability of their village-centres increasing footfall and activity.  The improvement of built and natural heritage assets will complement the promotion of community and social events (performances, festivals, open-air markets) in an enhanced public-realm optimising historical settings.  Interaction will be facilitated with improved way-finding, building and route signage. The diverse range of services provided by each village will be enhanced as economic opportunities in relation to niche retail, local produce, and tourist attractors.

Audit building and site usage addressing under-performance and dereliction through directed Council programmes, negotiation (pop-up uses) encouragement and environmental legislation.

An initial Tidy-Town analysis of each village identifying black spots and improvement opportunities.  This document will be developed into a 3-year Tidy-Town Plan across the 9 categories evaluated annually in the competition in conjunction with each Tidy-Town Committee.  These plans will be completed before the competition launches again in June 2013.

(b)
The preparation of a Village Renewal Plan for each village.  This will address issues of short, medium and long-term projects affecting public space, landscape and green routes, heritage building and settings, public lighting and access and parking.  The plans will be completed before within one year.

FUNDING

There is an initial budget to launch the Revitalising Villages Initiative in 2013 of €165,000.00.  It is proposed to make a call for proposals which can access monies from this fund.  The target groups for the funds are the village based Tidy Towns Groups.   Community and Tidy-Town groups are at differing stages of development in the various villages and the Council commits to supporting both existing and emergent groups. To begin with groups will be encouraged to commit to the Initiative by placing a bid and rationale for grant-aid against a list of possible projects including, but not limited to –

In keeping with the ethos of the Tidy Towns Groups will be expected to demonstrate ability to raise a portion of the overall budget.  In addition the villages of Newcastle, Saggart and Rathcoole are eligible for funding under the Leader Programme and the Council will assist groups in drawing up proposals to access this funding where available.  Likewise funding for programmes under the National Roads Authority (NRA) and the National Transport Authority (NTA) and all other government sources will be pursued by the Council non the context of the Village Initiative.

It is intended that each village will benefit from at least one of each project category above in the coming year with all villages ultimately accessing each strand.  To commence there will be at least two calls for proposals in 2013 – the first in March and the second in September.  (There may be a third call in November depending on the availability of funding and the roll-out of the Village Programme).  The Council will work with the groups to help them develop proposals but it is expected that all proposals will be part of their Village Plans in any event.

The bids will be submitted and assessed on a rolling basis and will be put before the relevant Area Committee and on to the Council.”

The Nangor Road from Grange Castle Business Park to the Newcastle Road and the Alymer Road is scheduled for  road sweeping by the Council Contractor.  The contractor is responsible for ensuring that all Main Roads are swept along kerbs and channels and that all litter is removed between the road or street boundary on one side (i.e. the wall, fence, hedge) and the road or street boundary on the other side including verges, footpaths, cycle tracks, traffic islands, medians and other hard surface areas  .  The sweeping and cleaning of this main road  occurs at a frequency of twelve times per annum and takes place on a monthly basis. The quantity of Litter and Waste removed on a daily basis from the main road shall be unrestricted.”
