THE WATER MAINS REHABILITATION PROJECT
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for a report on all reported watermains bursts in the area under the remit of this Committee in 2012 and so far in 2013; to state the procedure for dealing with a burst and informing residents and others affected; and to report any statistics (if available) or other information on mains bursts before and after works done under the Water Mains Rehabilitation Project in specific areas?"

REPLY:
In the year 2012, there were 94 burst watermains in the South Dublin County Council (SDCC) area with 84 being natural bursts due to the condition of the pipework and 10 due to third party’s bursting the mains. Approximately half these bursts took place in the Tallaght South and Tallaght Central areas. In January 2013, there have been 14 natural busts and no third party burst. Again, approximately half of these were in the Tallaght Committee's area. As burst watermains are not planned works the Water Section is unable to inform people in advance of shutdowns in the water network but we do put the information up on the SDCC's webpage on the day of the shutdown and all our customer care operatives are informed. There would seem to have been only one burst watermain in the areas where the rehabilitation of watermains took place recently on St. Peters Road.

 WORKS CARRIED OUT ON THE RIVER PODDLE
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for a report on all flood alleviation, landscaping and other works carried out on and around the River Poddle since October 2012, and for a report on plans for such work in the remainder of 2013?"

REPLY:
The River Poddle banks and bed have been cleared of all loose debris and all low hanging tree branches and shrubbery have been removed along the Poddle River from the bottom of Tymon Park to Kimmage Road West, the boundary with Dublin City Council. The three screens at Wainsfort Manor, Kimmage Manor and St. Anne's Estate have been removed and new better designed screens installed to replace them. Two cameras whose batteries are powered by solar panels and a small wind turbine have been installed at the Kimmage Manor and Wainsfort Manor screens so that the SDCC staff can remotely monitor whether the screen is blocked and in need of cleaning during flood conditions. These screens are also alarmed so SDCC staff are warned if the water levels at these screens rise to dangerous levels.
RPS who are the Consultants to the OPW and SDCC/DCC have finished surveying the Poddle River and are now modelling the river hydrologically and should have draft flood maps for the Poddle River by the end of June 2013.

REPLY:
We welcome the announcement of funding for Projects to be advanced in South Dublin. Funding was applied for by South Dublin under the NTA Sustainable Transport Measures Investment Programme and in accordance with the NTA Project Management Guidelines for specific Projects deemed eligible for advancement in accordance with criteria set out. The total allocation for Projects in the Tallaght is approximately €2,000,000. The figure is approximate as some of the allocation is for countywide schemes to be apportioned in the weeks ahead. A list of the main Projects is attached. It should be noted that the list is not exhaustive as further Projects may be applied for during the year depending on resources and NTA funding allocations in the GDA. The Projects include a number of roll over Projects from 2012 which have advanced through the NTA approval system. It should be noted that where a Project meets technical or planning difficulties funding may be reallocated to an existing or new scheme as approved. In all cases the NTA have the final say in whether a Project will receive funding through all the stages of the approvals process outlined in the Project Management guidelines and subject to technical requirements, in particular the new Cycle Manual. It is intended to bring a headed item to the March Area Committees as proposed work is finalised in consultation with the NTA.

“As the members may be aware, this issue is also the subject of a Motion proposed at the February Council meeting and deferred for debate to the March meeting.

It is assumed that the intention of this Motion is that the Council not pursue (for payment of development contributions) a subsequent occupying householder in a multi unit residential development where the occupier was not the developer. In other words it is assumed that the motion does not propose to exempt from development contribution payment, a private individual building a house for their own benefit.

Where a local authority has adopted a development contributions scheme in accordance with the provisions of the planning acts (as is the case in SDCC, most recently on January 14th 2013), the payment of a development contribution where applicable, becomes a statutory planning requirement in the form of a condition attached to planning permission. The planning permission and the associated benefits and obligations and associated conditions, is not transferable and does not move with an individual i.e. it is attached to the property. There is not full compliance with planning permission where development contributions have not been paid

It is normal conveyance practice that prior to sale, a solicitor acting on behalf of any purchaser would seek confirmation of compliance with planning conditions with the local authority, including in particular, the payment of development contributions. Where this practice is followed it is unlikely that a sale would proceed without planning issues, such as payment of development contributions, having been confirmed as in compliance with the associated permission(s). This operates as a necessary safeguard for the purchaser.

The local authority has a duty under planning legislation to ensure full compliance with the conditions of planning permission, through enforcement measures and the Council are obliged to operate statutory provisions for the collection of income to fund necessary public infrastructure, including the collection of development contributions.
