Arising from a discussion at the October Lucan ACM, the Council again requested an update in relation to actions taken by the Office of Public Works to identify and lease/purchase premises suitable to serve as a Social Welfare Office for the Lucan Area. No further response has been received. If the Motion is approved the concerns expressed in the Motion will be relayed to the Minister for Social Protection and the Minister for State with responsibility for the Office of Public Works and when a reply is received the Committee will be notified accordingly.”

“There are 128 households in the Lucan Electoral Area which have a Council loan. 21 of these accounts are more than 90 days in arrears. 

South Dublin County Council has long had a policy of early intervention for mortgage accounts that fall into arrears and borrowers have been dealt with in a timely efficient and flexible way. On average 13% of South Dublin County Council mortgages are in arrears of more than 90 days compared to a national Local Authority average of 28%. 

Since 1st October 2012 the Council has implemented the Mortgage Arrears Resolution Process (MARP) guidelines issued by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government and the City and County Manager’s Association. 

MARP is a framework for dealing with borrowers in arrears in a timely, efficient and flexible way, which provides mechanisms and structures for dealing with instances of arrears and is a process designed to be fair to both the lending authority and borrower

A series of engagements are scheduled for the next two months. The views and needs of the participants will be used to craft a report which will assist in prioritising and progressing the use of the available community assets. This work is being carried out by the Community workers in the area in addition to their regular day-to day work.

The most effective use of Lucan Leisure Centre is currently under consideration and must be viewed in the context of South Dublin Leisure Services, which also runs both Tallaght and Clondalkin Leisure Centres. When considering the options, there are a number of factors which need to be taken into account. These include the current user groups, the nature of the facilities provided on site at Lucan Leisure Centre, the financial viability of the Centre and SDLS, as well as the demand for community space in the Lucan area. 

The Lucan Community Development Initiative is expected to supply up-to-date and relevant information which will be of considerable use when considering how best to optimise the use of Lucan Leisure Centre.”

The investigation that took place prior to the meeting of the 26th February 2013 identified some illegal dumping which Hollioake Land Ltd have responded to by removing the bags of waste dumped on their property. This investigation did not support the allegation of a rodent infestation on this land and no details have been received regarding any residents nearby who have a problem on their own property. As there are no signs to support the allegation of a pest infestation, the matter of a Public Health Nuisance on the site has been completed.

It is the responsibility of the landowner to keep their property clear of vermin. The HSE assist householders by providing the pest control service for rats but it is the responsibility of the householder to make contact with the service to arrange treatment of same.

No commencement notice has yet been served on foot of this extended planning permission. There is currently no enforcement action open under the Planning code.
However, arrangements are being made to have the site inspected pursuant to the provisions of the Derelict Sites Act l990; following which a further report will be submitted to this Committee.

The Park is open and fully available for use by the public. “In relation to the above:

Access road to Rossberry, Tullyhall & Haydens Park
The following report was presented to the February 2013 Lucan Area Committee Meeting. 

In the case of Rossberry/Tullyhall the Council is still awaiting some of the required documentation, has been in correspondence with the respective developer representatives and has stressed the need for these matters to be addressed as a matter of urgency. In order to expedite this process the Council has also recently (January 2013) made contact with the receiver for the Developer firm.
In relation to a date for the completion of the transfer of the lands to the Council the sooner that all of the required documentation has been supplied by the developer representatives the sooner the matter can be brought to a conclusion. However, it should be stressed that even when all of the documentation has been received there is often a long time period in which the processing of the material takes place and this process involves, inter alia, legal and land registry processing. The Council has been proactive in following up with the respective developers and will continue to do so.
Since the meeting the Council has been in contact with both the Receiver for the developer firm for Rossberry as well as the Solicitor firm representing the Receiver. 

Update
In relation to Rossberry/Tullyhall, documentation relevant to the legal transfer has now been supplied by the Receiver. The Council is currently examining this documentation and, subject to the documents being in order, the Council's Development and Law Departments will proceed to arrange to have full transfer and registration of title completed. The Council will assume responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep of the lands once this process has been completed.

Griffeen Glen Courtyard and Boulevard 
All of the documentation in relation to Griffeen Glen Courtyard has now been received and is currently being processed through the Council’s Development and Law Departments. 

Ash Park
The Council met on site with the Developer of Ashpark some years ago to examine the areas intended to be transferred to the Council. However, there were a number of discrepancies in the areas to be transferred and the Developer was requested to rectify these matters before submitting a Deed of Transfer. When this matter has been attended to and the full set of documents required by the Council have been provided, the taking in charge process can proceed. The Council will arrange to make contact with the Developer to expedite the process.

Hansted
The Council is at present in discussion with the representative of the Developer in relation to the entire Hanstead development including the open spaces.

"That this Committee acknowledges the serious problems being experienced by some householders in Tullyhall Green, Lucan arising from surface water drainage and flooding in their back gardens, note that these houses were built over 10 years ago and that the estate has been taken-in-charge by the Council, apart from Tullyhall Mews, draws attention of the Manager to the fact that serious flooding occurred during the construction phase of these houses around 2001, notes the condition of the unfinished Eleveden Properties development adjacent to Tullyhall Green, and Tullyhall Estate, including waterlogged areas, mounds of soil etc., and requests the Manager to instigate an investigation into the problems of waterlogging in back gardens in Tullyhall Green, including the monitoring of the provision of surface water drainage services when this part of Tullyhall was being built, an investigation into the possible contribution of of earthworks, site clearance and the provision of surface water drainage services during the partial development of Tullyhall Mews, and to make a statement on the matter."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council is aware that parts of the Tullyhall Estate in Lucan have not been completed especially the parts along the Adamstown to the Outer Ring Road link road. These incomplete parts of Tullyhall Estate would include the cul de sacs at Tullyhall Mews and Tullyhall Close. These areas are safely fenced off and do contain moulds of earth and some ponding of water does occur during heavy and persist rainfall in these fenced off areas. It should be noted that most of Tullyhall Estate has been taken-in-charge by the Council many years ago. The Council is also aware that this area flooded during the heavy rainfall in November 2000 but since that date thanks to the flood attenuation and alleviation works that were carried out on the Griffeen River which runs through the park beside Tullyhall Green no house in this area or Lucan in general has been flooded by river water. The Council will investigate the alleged flooding problem in the back garden of one of the houses in Tullyhall Green and try to determine if this alleged flooding problem is due to works carried out in neighbouring garden or earthworks during the building of part of Tullyhall Mews. However, it should be noted that this alleged flooding problem in the back garden of a house in Tullyhall Green is probable not the Council's responsibility but the householders.”

"While acknowledging the support provided by staff in responding to my individual queries, the situation regarding flooding in the Lucan Area needs to be clarified as some residents complain that Insurance Companies are raising issues leading to refusal to insure on some notion that the “area” where the house is located is subject to flooding."  

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Following is a synopsis of the flood relief works that has been carried out in the Lucan area since the bad flooding in 2000:-
FLOODING of LUCAN AREA NOVEMBER 2000 

The severe flooding that occurred in the lower reaches of the Griffeen River on the 5th and 6th November 2000 resulted in flooding of properties at Old Forge, Grange Manor and Lucan Village. Flooding also occurred at Tubber Lane on the lower reaches of the Tobbermaclugg Stream. The improvements to each river are outlined below.

Griffeen River Improvements
Following the above flood event the Council carried out emergency works such as the construction of a berm at Vesey Park to prevent the river bursting its banks onto the Adamstown Road.
The Council also commissioned consulting engineers to investigate the causes of the flooding and prepare a report on the flood event. This report was produced in March 2001 and its principal conclusions were that the November 2000 flood was estimated at approximately 24 cubic meters per second which is equivalent to an estimated return period in excess of 100 years and that the existing river channel and culverts/bridges were unable to convey a flow of this magnitude. This report and a further report in May 2001 on Flood Alleviation Proposals recommended that the river channel and bridges be upgraded to provide conveyance capacity for the 100 year flood event. This involved the following works: 

(i) Widening and deepening of the river channel between the Grand Canal and the River Liffey.

(ii) New culverts under Hayden’s Lane, the Dublin Cork railway line, Griffeen Avenue and Adamstown Road.

(iii) New pedestrian bridges in Griffeen Valley Park between railway line and Griffeen Avenue.

(iv) Lowering of weir at Vesey Bridge and raising of river walls in Lucan Village.

(v) New bridge at St Johns Bridge.

(vi) Diversion of services which impede flow in river.

The recommended works between the Grand Canal and Griffeen Avenue were substantially completed in 2003. Construction of the flood alleviation works between the River Liffey and Griffeen Valley Park commenced in January 2003 and were completed in 2004. The works which cost approximately €5 million will provide flood protection up to the 100 year flood event.

Tubbermaclugg Stream Improvements
Following the severe flooding of November 2000 a scheme was devised by the Council in association with Chartridge Ltd to alleviate the flooding in the environs of Tubber Lane and to provide a surface water outfall for the Adamstown SDZ lands. The scheme was designed to provide flood protection up to the 100 year flood event. The scheme consists of the following works:
(i) Lay 880m of 2.4m diameter pipeline and 25m of 2.1m diameter pipeline from Tubbermaclugg Pumping Station to Millstream Road mostly through lands owned by Lucan Golf Club
(ii) Provision of 2 culverted road crossings at Millstream Road and Tubber Lane Road.
(iii) The construction of a 5000 cubic meter attenuation pond and a 195m of storm overflow pipeline through an existing culvert discharging to the River Liffey. 

Construction work commenced on the scheme in October 2008 and the works were substantially completed in August 2009. 

The total final cost of the scheme was in the region of €7.7million which was shared between the Council and Chartridge Ltd. 

Not withstanding all the above mentioned flood relief work carried out in the Lucan area since the floods in 2000 and the fact that no house in the Lucan area has been flooded by river water since that date, some Insurance Companies are still refusing to insure houses in some parts of Lucan for flooding or else are loading the premiums for flooding. The reason for this is that some Insurance Companies have commissioned Consulting Engineering Firms to produce flood maps for them and some of the information they used to produce these maps is out of date. Hopefully when the OPW (Office of Public Works) produce their flood maps under the CFRAMS programme this may change. The OPW CFRAMS flood maps are due to be published by the end of 2013.”

"To ask the Manager to provide a detailed report, including maps, showing the sites of both the proposed Kishogue Community College and the proposed Scoil Oscar Community National School (on Council lands at Balgaddy next to Tór an Rí); and further highlighting the options for new pedestrian/cycle routes linking Community College to both Balgaddy Road & Griffeen Avenue?"

REPLY: 

The attached map identifies the proposed Kishoge Community College site and the proposed Scoil Oscar Community National School temporary site. The Department of Education and Skills has identified that there is a need to accommodate an additional 45,000 primary school pupils and almost 25,000 post primary school pupils nationally by 2017/2018. The level of demand will require that many of the permanent solutions are in place within three years. 

Pre-planning discussions are ongoing in respect of the proposed Kishoge Community College. The Clonburris Local Area Plan, 2008, designates this site for the provision of a ‘Secondary School’ to serve proposed new communities in Clonburris. The site was acquired by the Department of Education and Skills in 2008 and will serve the Lucan area initially. This school is included in the Department of Education and Skills 5 year programme and is due to go to construction this year with an opening date of September 2014. A planning application is expected in March/April 2013. 

On June 1st 2012 a Memorandum of Understanding between the Department of Education and Skills and the County and City Managers’ Association for the Acquisition of Sites for School Planning came into effect. South Dublin County Council has been working closely with the Department of Education and Skills to acquire sites to deliver urgently required primary schools in the county, including at Lucan. SDCC is currently pursuing the acquisition of a site for a permanent primary school in Lucan and negotiations with land owners of the preferred permanent site are ongoing. The permanent school is identified in the Department of Education and Skills 5 Year Programme, launched in March 2012, to be open in 2016. However, the DoES requires that this new primary school be open by September 2013 and therefore, following consultation with the DoES, SDCC identified a site at Tor an Ri to accommodate a school (Scoil Oscar Community National School) at a temporary location in Lucan, until the negotiations to acquire the permanent school site are finalised, thereby ensuring that a school building will be in place by September 2013. 

It has been agreed that the Department of Education and Skills will deliver pedestrian crossings and junction works on the Fonthill Link Road, as part of the post primary school development at Kishoge, to facilitate pedestrian and cyclist access to the site, including improving access along the existing road network from Griffeen Avenue. South Dublin County Council is investigating the feasibility of improving linkages and providing direct access routes for pedestrians and cyclists to the Kishoge Community College. The attached map highlights indicative routes to Kishoge Community College from the Griffeen and Balgaddy areas to the north, via SDCC owned lands that could feasibly improve links and direct access to Kishoge Community College for these communities. SDCC will endeavour to find funding sources, possibly through the NTA, and aims to have future links open at the same time as the school. It should also be noted that the Clonburris Local Area Plan also requires a network of pedestrian and cycle links to the school site, to be provided in conjunction with future development.

"That the Manager would present for discussion at the meeting a Report on the Policy and actions of the Council in regard to the installation in ground floor windows of retail and other premises, including licensed premises and restaurants  in Lucan Village of TV Screen type advertising screens and other illuminated signs, bearing in mind the heritage status of the Village on the one hand and the current work of the Council, with representatives of Lucan residents, businesses and other organizations to support and sustain business, commercial and community activity in Lucan Village." 

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“There is no specific policy in relation to the positioning of TV screens in the windows of commercial premises. Such internal installations would generally be considered to be exempted development, although the size and scale of the screens would have to be considered in relation to the size of shop window and the provisions of the Lucan ACA. With respect to illuminated signage this is a separate matter which would have to be considered in the light of the exemptions contained in the Planning and Development Regulations, particularly Class two exempted advertising, previous grants of planning permissions and the length of time that these signage may have been erected. Broader issues in relation to the issues of signage may be more appropriately dealt with as part of the local support for Lucan Village, in the context that signage may be established or previously approved.”

Following a contribution from Councillor E. Tuffy, Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy;-

"That this Area Committee recommends the initiation of a variation of the Development Plan to insert a new Local Zoning Objective, to apply to lands zoned ‘EP2’ at Fonthill Retail Park immediately bounding Fonthill Road, as follows:

“Facilitate the provision of discount food stores and ethnic food stores (including ancillary in-house retail services) in the area immediately bounding Fonthill Road.”

The rationale for the proposed variation is to seek to address the anomaly whereby as a result of the 2010 rezoning from a general enterprise zoning to the new ‘EP2’ zoning, food stores are now deemed to be not permitted; leading to concerns that future planning applications relating to the retention and further development of existing food stores on the lands subject to this variation may be automatically refused, irrespective of the appropriateness otherwise of the development being proposed."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Fonthill Retail Park, which was initially permitted as a bulky goods retail comparison development, is subject to zoning objective - EP2 – ‘To facilitate opportunities for manufacturing, Research and Development facilities, light industry and employment and enterprise related uses in industrial areas and business parks’.

With respect to retailing the underlying thrust of the Development Plan policy is to support towns, villages and local centres. It is not considered appropriate for the Development Plan to include the proposed LZO. In particular it should be noted that the proposed wording refers to ‘Ethic food stores’ a description that has no status in planning legislation. With respect to ‘Discount Food stores’ while this was a specified use in the past , the most recent Retail planning guidelines 2012 specifically omit reference to this use and consider them to be small supermarkets. 

With respect to proposals for development of existing foodstores which may be located in EP2 these could be considered under the established but non conforming uses section of the development plan, although the size, scale and form of such development would have to considered in any determination. However, the issue of retention is a more complex issue, as it clearly relates to development which has taken place and may have resulted in a form of development which is not considered appropriate.

No application is automatically refused but is considered on its merits and in accordance with the all the policies and objectives of the County Development Plan. It is considered that there is no anomaly in the current Development Plan.

Recommendation
It is recommended that the Motion NOT be approved by the Area Committee:
· The policy in relation to Discount Food Stores has been changed under the South Dublin County Council Development Plan (2010 – 2016) in the context that discount food store uses, which have proliferated throughout the County, have been found to be unsuitable for Retail Park locations due to the potential adverse impact on town, district and local centres.
· The distinction between ‘discount stores’ or ‘ethnic food stores’ and other convenience goods stores is not recognised under the recently revised Retail Planning Guidelines for Planning Authorities (2012) and all convenience goods floorspace is now treated in the same manner in terms of retail impact. All convenience floorspace is now considered to be more suited to town, district or local centres.”

Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, E. Tuffy and C. Jones, Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED to re-enter this Motion to the April Meeting of the Committee.
