QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
"Given that its present condition is considered to be an eyesore, would the Manager make a report regarding the unfinished condition of New Bancroft Hall, phase 2 and would he detail the outcome of any negotiations which may have taken place with the builder regarding their proposals to complete the building and in what timeframe?"

REPLY:
The South Dublin County Council had been in discussions with Park Developments throughout 2011 with a view to ensuring completion of the development. Members of the Planning and Architects Department met the developer and the project architect on a number of occasions and agreed an approach. The outstanding elements of brickwork were completed on the development subsequently but the glazing work remained unfinished.

The developer indicated that the successful attraction of a retail tenant would allow the resumption of the construction, but that this had not yet materialised. It was also apparent that there were certain issues that had yet to be resolved within the joint venture partnership that is behind the development and that progress on the site was unlikely until this happened.

A recent attempt to clarify the current situation with the architect and the developer has not met with a response.

"To ask the Manager for a report on the An Bord Pleanála decision regarding SD11A/0103 at the Ashleaf SC, Crumlin, and the procedure to follow regarding the now-granted permission?"

REPLY:
Permission was granted by An Bord Pleannala in late Febuary (2013) for the following proposal;

Development of a mixed-use scheme, including retail, office and cinema uses, on 1.63 ha site, approximately, which will consist of the refurbishment and extension of Ashleaf Shopping Centre. The development will consist of the continued use (including refurbishment and remodelling) of 18,958 sq.m. and the development of an additional 2,013 sq.m. resulting in a scheme with a total gross floorspace of 20,971 sq.m. excluding car parking at basement, ground, first floor levels (17,371 sq.m.) (the existing centre measures some 18,958 sq.m. gross floor area (33,219 sq.m.) including basement car parking). The proposed development will include some reorganisation of existing floorspace, which results in a change of use from: public house to retail (203 sq.m.); public house to ancillary (215 sq.m.); public house to cinema (16 sq.m.); non-retail services to retail (96 sq.m.); off-licence to retail (150 sq.m.); office to retail (279 sq.m.); office to cinema (313 sq.m.); office to ancillary (21 sq.m.); and ancillary to retail (99 sq.m.). The proposed development will consist of: an increase in retail use by 1,060 sq.m. gross retail area (863 sq.m. net retail sales area (from 7,585 sq.m. to 8,645 sq.m. gross retail area in total (5,643 sq.m. to 6,506 sq.m. net retail area in total)); an increase in ancillary space by 597 sq.m. (from 2,685 sq.m. to 3,282 sq.m.) (ancillary space includes areas such as service corridors, circulation, toilets, staff areas, plant areas, substations and switchrooms); a decrease in office use by 596 sq.m. (from 2,502 sq.m. to 1,906 sq.m.); a decrease in non-retail services by 96 sq.m. (from 851 sq.m. to 755 sq.m.); a decrease in public bars by 2,477 sq.m. (from 3,209 sq.m. to 732 sq.m.); the provision of an 7-screen, 1,397 no. seat cinema (3,525 sq.m.), including associated ancillary ticket sales, concessions, lobbies and circulation areas, toilets and administration areas; and an increase in car parking provision by 101 no. spaces (from 541 no. to 642 no. spaces) attributable to the slight reorganisation of space at basement level and the provision of a multi-storey car parking area at ground, first and second floor levels. The scheme ranges in height from 2 to 4 storeys all over an existing basement level. The development also includes: the relocation of existing vehicular access / egress point via Whitehall Road West, the continued use of the existing vehicular access / egress point via Cromwellsfort Road and the continued use of pedestrian (including disabled) access; the provision of all hard and soft landscaping; lifts / travellators; cycle parking; plant areas; associated signage; changes in level; boundary treatments; associated elevational changes; and all other associated site excavation and site development works above and below ground.

This decision is subject to 16 conditions which would have to be complied with in the event of the permission being taken up. It is a matter for the applicant/ developer to decide if they wish to enact the permission. The permission is for five years.

REPLY:
Two locations have been brought to the attention of the Council. The first location is at the road outside the gate of the Square shopping centre. The road is approx 7.5m wide and 60m long and is bound at either end by a roundabout. It is immediately adjacent to a major shopping centre in a typical urban environment where the presence of both vehicles and pedestrians is to be expected. Traffic flows are generally well broken up by the roundabouts and by the S.C. car park exit barriers with large gaps resulting. Pedestrian movements are well accommodated in the gaps. The location has been the subject of many inspections and no difficulties have been encountered. It is considered that the existing arrangements are adequate given a normal everyday level of care and attention.

A second location at the bottom of the steps to the west of Hainault House is within the Square shopping centre complex and outside the area maintained by the Council.

ROAD SIGNAGE IN FERNHILL, HILLSBROOK, MUCKROSS, SHELTON AND DANGAN

FISH KILL AT DODDER RIVER
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager for a report on the recent fish kill at Dodder River, outlining causes and action taken to prevent a recurrence?"

REPLY:
Inland Fisheries Ireland (IFI) are continuing their investigation into an incident on the River Dodder in the Tallaght area, Co. Dublin which resulted in fish mortalities over approximately a 2km stretch from above Old Bawn Bridge downstream to Firhouse Weir. IFI staff immediately initiated an investigation in response to a complaint of dead fish at Old Bawn Bridge at lunch time on Friday (March 1st, 2013). Adult and juvenile brown trout, in addition to lamprey and stoneloach were killed. While the precise number cannot be confirmed it is likely that the final number of mortalities will be in excess of 500 trout in addition to significant numbers of other fish species. Live fish were recorded immediately upstream of the affected area and immediately downstream of Firhouse weir following the event. Samples have been taken for analysis and IFI are following a definite line of inquiry regarding the source of the contamination which resulted in the fish kill. 

South Dublin County Council (SDCC) is unable to add to the above information at the moment as we do not want to prejudice any possible prosecution resulting from this incident in the future. When SDCC has any additional information, it will be passed on to the Councillors immediately. SDCC understands that the Dodder Angling Club has already started to restock this stretch of the Dodder River with trout.
