Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2013 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.

In general, the aim will be to achieve a three week frequency of grass cutting for major parklands and estate open space areas etc. which is considered acceptable and is an improved frequency on previous years for some areas. With regard to playing pitches, the Council will aim to cut these on a weekly basis throughout the summer months, subject to suitable ground conditions being available. For margins along busy roads/dual carriageways and wildflower set aside areas in the major parks, it is proposed to cut these once/twice per year, as required.

"To ask the Manager to consider placing the anti-dog fouling stencilling along the path leading in the direction of Elkwood on Ballyroan Heights, this request comes on foot of repeated complaints from Residents in this area, concerning the numbers of people who allow their dogs to foul in the area and fail to pick up. Would the Manager consider locating a bin at or close to this green area.  For the avoidance of doubt the green area to which I refer is not the big green area between Knockcullen & Elkwood but instead is the small green on the right hand side travelling in the direction of the Elkwood Green?"

REPLY:

Dog fouling is an offence under Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended, for which the person in charge of the dog faces a fine or prosecution if he/she does not immediately remove any faeces deposited by a dog in certain places and to ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner. The difficulty with enforcement of this particular section of the Act lies in getting witnesses to report that the offence happened and that an identified person is the person in charge of the dog. Residents groups and/or individuals are urged to assist the Litter Wardens and Dog Wardens in this regard.

The Council is engaged in a number of awareness campaigns aimed at the prevention and proper disposal of litter and dog fouling in particular. The 'Responsible Dog Ownership Programme' has been established to address the issue of dog fouling which includes pop-up stands, poop scoops and leaflets which are available on loan to schools, community centres and business to raise awareness of the importance of responsible dog ownership. The Enforcement & Licensing division is also sending out leaflets on responsible dog ownership with the dog license issued through its on-line service.

In our ongoing efforts to address this problem the Council piloted an initiative of anti dog fouling stencils throughout the Regional Parks in 2011. This programme will be extended to local and neighbourhood parks with a planned programme due to commence in April 2013.

The Council has a network of 600 street bins located throughout the county with a further 64 bins located throughout the parks; all of these bins will accept dog litter. The area identified will be investigated by the Council's Cleansing Crew to establish, the need or otherwise, for an additional bin at this location.

In addition the Green Dog Walkers initiative will be launched at the end of April - this is a community based project highlighting the issue of dog fouling and promoting the proper way to clean up after your dog.

The Pollution Section's Inspector was unable to pinpoint the source of the pollution in the Whitechurch River but did trace it back up towards the M50 Motorway. This pollution incident in the Whitechurch River did not result in any fish kill or temporary damage to the environment of the river.”

Mr. A. O’Mullane, Senior Executive Engineer, presented the following report:

“The car park at Rosemount was surveyed in late 2012 and it was undertaken to resurvey the car park following the opening of the library. The car park can accommodate 112 vehicles and serves the local shops, community centre, church and the new library. The centre is served by a bus stop and park and ride is possible. Recent observation of the car park indicates that demand continues at a level where congestion is a significant problem. 

The survey in October 2012 showed that at its busiest period short and medium term parking (duration of parking up to and including four hours) represented 65 of the 112 available spaces and longer term parking 33 of the 112 spaces. The source of long term parking is not known and may be staff of the centre or bus users. Now that the library is open and has its former compliment of spaces (10 kerb side and 16 off street spaces), library users will most likely increase the demand for short and medium term parking. 

Various steps can be implemented to improve access to the car park.
Mark out the remaining bays near the entrance to the car park where spaces are not demarked for efficient parking use. Also mark the kerb side spaces at the library.

Manage parking duration, with one third of spaces used by long term parking a limit on parking duration can improve space turnover. In reviewing the distribution of long term parking it is noted that there is a strong trend for long term parking to occur at the church end of the car park (25 of 33 cars parked for longer than 4 hours), perhaps this is in consideration for access by others to the shopping area. It is possible to place a time restriction on part of the car park there by regularising current practice. A time restriction on the entire car park could provide much needed space, primarily at the community centre and church. Some displacement of long term parking may occur nearby.

The enforcement of parking restrictions requires use of Council resources. Enforcement is funded through the income from pay and display parking. Outside of pay and display parking areas occasional and non-routine enforcement can be considered as issues arise. 

Adding additional spaces is calculated at €12,000 for a 4 space bay at the old bus terminus on Anne Devlin Park. Any meaningful increase in car park space would be a multiple of this amount.

Following a contribution from Councillors P. Cosgrave and J. Lahart, Mr. O’Mullane, responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to carry out a further survey of the car park in May 2013.

	1. It was agreed that the employees of APCOA would be instructed to operate in a more civilised manner towards their duties and that the role was to be of a more preventive nature rather than a hide around the corner and catch people. 

2. It was agreed that they would be instructed to remind customers that pay and display was in operation and operate in a more courteous manner.
	The warden has improved visibility with a more consistent presence in the village. The training and management of wardens was advised to the traders. Parking wardens are trained to not get into discussion with members of the public as a possibility of disagreement or upset exists. The distinctive uniform is recognised and the parking arrangements are not unusual. 

	
	

	3. It was requested that pay and display be changed back to €1.00 per hour.
	The pay and display charge is defined in the control of parking Bye Law tariff. The current tariff is observed to allow good space turnover. 

	4. It was agreed that signage be put in place stating that Village Course was a Public Car Park and that a sign stating Saturday was free is also to be erected.
	Signage inside the car park stipulates pay and display parking operates on a Monday to Friday basis. Arrangements are being made for the Provision of direction signage at the entrance to the car park. 

	5. It was proposed that a good revenue stream for South Dublin/APCOA would be if annual badges were available to the Traders in Village Court at €300 per annum rather than the current fee of €600.00 per annum. I/we understand that there are only 2 takers for this at the moment. I/we believe that if the fee was at €300.00 you would get a greater take up some where of the order of up to 20 users maybe more. 
	Commercial permits are now available for €25 including VAT per month (€20.33 excluding VAT per month) for the Village Court car park in Rathfarnham only prior to revision of the Bye Laws. (annual charge of €300 or €244 excluding VAT) The application form for commercial permits for Village Court car park in Rathfarnham is available on the Council web site, here. 

	6. Additional no entry signs and markings to be placed at the South End (beside J.C. Walsh).
	Appropriate no entry signs are in place, supplementary signs are being arranged.
