INTRODUCTION:

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the provision of traffic calming in Alpine Rise/Belgard Heights.

DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

The proposed works consist of the following:
1. The provision of standard traffic calming ramps in the following areas:

            Belgard Heights:

            The Crescent – 3 ramps

            The Court – 2 ramps

            The Dale – 2 ramps

            The Heath – 4 ramps

            The Lawn – 4 ramps

                 The Meadows West – 3 ramps    

            The Oaks - 6 ramps

            The Rise - 3 ramps

                 The View - 1 ramp and

2. Associated Road Signage

CONSULTATION PROCESS:

The Alpine Rise/Belgard Heights Traffic Calming Scheme was advertised in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, in the Echo on Thursday, 11th August 2005.  The scheme went on public display on Thursday 11th August 2005 to Thursday 8th September 2005 at the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght and County Library, County Hall, Tallaght. A leaflet detailing the proposed measures was circulated to each household in this cell.

The closing date for submissions was Friday 23rd September 2005.

b) The Traffic Management Guidelines recommend Bus cushions on routes that are traversed by buses. Standard ramps are more effective than bus cushions in slowing down traffic on the normal estate roads.

	a) The main purpose of the traffic calming scheme is to reduce the speed of traffic, especially that traffic using these estates as a through route. The number and location of the ramps were selected to effectively reduce the speed of traffic on these roads.
The ramps are 75mm high, approach gradient 1:15 and exit gradient 1:15 and are constructed of imprint macadam.
