Report on Summer Projects 2013
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2013 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

DELAY IN TRANSFERING AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNITS AT GLEAN NO HORNA
QUESTION: Councillor C. King 
"To ask the Manager to provide a report that details the delay in the transfering of the previously affordable housing units at the Glean Na Horna Development into Social Housing and to provide an estimated date that the allocations section will be in a position to allocate the 12+ homes to applicants on our housing list and can he make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The 14 units in question were initially identified as "Affordable Homes" for sale to eligible affordable purchasers.  However due to the general collapse of the housing market these units were not sold and the Council received approval from the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government to transfer these and other units into temporary social use.

The Council has at all times continued to work closely with both St John of Gods and Respond! to finalise the handover of the units.  This regrettably was protracted due to the complex legal matters associated with the integrated nature of the overall development and it has not been possible to effect the handover of the 14 units within the anticipated timeframe.  However significant progress has been made in the past few months and it is now expected that the acquisition process will complete in a matter of weeks.

The Council's Housing Allocations Unit is aware of the pending availability of the units and preliminary works on identification of suitable tenants has commenced.

INCLUSION OF NON COUNCIL BUILDINGS IN THE TALLAGHT SEC PROJECT
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager if it will be possible for community organisations in premises other than Council-recognised Community Centres (e.g. sports clubs, scouts dens, etc) may be considered to take part in the Tallaght SEC project for the purposes of energy conservation, and to make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council, through the Tallaght SEC Project aims to disseminate information on energy saving and reducing carbon emissions to the wider community. This is being achieved through the provision of workshops which are open to the public; the first of these were held at the ‘Connect with Energy’ event in June 2012 and through guidance information which is available to download from the SDCC ‘Connect with Energy’ website. 

As a result of experience gained in auditing our larger buildings, SDCC Architectural Services Department are preparing a document which will assist managers of any building in the community to operate in a more energy efficient manner.

The Document will give guidance on how to use energy information, to save energy and reduce energy bills, to enable building managers to make accurate and cost effective decisions in building operation and maintenance.

The objectives of any energy efficiency work are to reduce energy used in a building and to improve comfort by a combination of:

· Improving insulation standards to walls, floors and roof spaces. 

· Reducing unwanted ventilation by draught-proofing external doors, internal doors and windows.

· Improving the operating efficiency of heating systems by replacement or improvements, installing new systems and/or controls.

· Reducing the cost and quantity of hot and cold water used by occupants by fitting water managers, flow controls, time switches and point-of-use heaters.

· Reducing the consumption of electricity used to provide lighting by fitting low energy lighting and time controls. 

· Raising the awareness of building users of good practice in energy efficiency. 

· Reducing CO2 emissions by installation of renewable energy measures.

ARBORICULTURAL PROGRAMME 2013


The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

Arboricultural Programme 2013

The Arboriculture Programme for 2013 was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee on the 14th December 2012 following briefing sessions with the local Elected Members on the draft programme. 

It was agreed with the Elected Members that the 2013 Arboriculture Programme would be prioritised, based on clearly identified criteria, and that it would be a programme that was achievable within the resources available to undertake it.  The criteria were set out as follows:

In relation to trees, priority will be given to trees in the following categories: 
· Dead and damaged trees. 
· Trees in very close proximity to public lighting columns (less than 1.8m). 
· Trees associated with lifting footpaths.  
· Trees in conflict with overhead utility cables
Significant progress has been achieved on the 2013 programme to date and it is planned that it will be completed by the end of 2013 and dependent on the resources availability.  A major achievement in the programme was the agreement with local residents on how to tackle the tree problems on St Josephs Road and which has been discussed over a number of years.  Work has commenced on this road recently and as agreed locally.

The programme is now suspended until the Autumn of 2013 but where it is possible to do so some work may happen throughout the year particularly in the removal of tree stumps remaining from the tree removal programme.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Tá ar soláthar na boscaí bruscair an riachtanas chun seirbhís rialta chun iad a choimeád a chur san áireamh agus a chinntiú nach mbeidh siad mar chuid d’fhadhb an bhruscair. Tá seirbhísiú na boscaí bruscair go minic a bhaint amach go héasca sna páirceanna níos mó de bharr an láthair iostaí cothabhála agus láithreacht foirne laethúil. I gcás na páirceanna níos lú agus áitiúla ar nós Páirc Ghort na Feá, áit nach bhfuil aon láithreacht foirne laethúil, níl boscaí bruscair ar fáil toisc nach bhfuil na hacmhainní ar fáil chun seirbhís dóibh ag an minicíocht is gá. I gcúinsí den sórt sin, tá rochtain ag an bpobal ar boscaí bruscair ar an tsráid chun bruscar a dhiúscairt. Ina mhalairt de chás, tugann saoránaigh le hintinn cathartha a gcuid bruscar abhaile chun é a dhiúscairt trína gcuid seirbhíse dramhaíola féin. Níl sé beartaithe dá bhrí sin, boscaí bruscair a shuiteáil i Pháirc Ghort na Feá.

The provision of litter bins has to take into account the requirement to provide a frequent service to maintain them and ensure that they do not become part of the litter problem. Frequent bin servicing is readily achieved in the larger parks due to the presence of maintenance depots and a daily staff presence. The Council has to date only provided litter bins in the larger Regional Parks, where people are some considerable distance from streets and housing areas, and in other parks where we have a daily staff presence.

In the case of smaller and local parks such as Beechfield Park, where there is no daily staff presence, bins are not provided because the resources are not available to service them at the necessary frequency. In such circumstances, the public have access to on-street litter bins for disposal of litter. Alternatively, civic minded citizens may bring their litter home for disposal through their own refuse service. It is not therefore proposed to install litter bins in Beechfield Park. “

THEFT OF WHEELIE BINS ON LIMEKILN ROAD

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to respond to concerns expressed by residents on Limekiln Rd regarding the theft of wheelie bins, which has been occurring frequently over the past months, and their removal to Tymon Park, where they have been set alight; to ask the Manager to work with Crumlin Gardaí to deal with the issue; to ask for a report on the possibility of thinning the trees near the car park which are providing some cover for the thieves; and to make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The theft of wheelie bins and the burning of them in our parks or open spaces has been an on-going county wide problem for a number of years.  The Council has been working with the Gardaí to combat this anti social activity.  In the case of Tymon Park the Council will renew contact with the Gardaí about this unacceptable behaviour.  From the experience with the Wheelie Bins thefts it is unlikely that the presence of woodland cover is contributing to the activity and based on what is happening in other areas of the county.
However, the thinning of the trees in this area is already listed for consideration in the Arboricultural Works Programme from a woodland management perspective.

GRAFITTI REMOVAL AND REPORTING 

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for a report on grafitti removal and reporting for the area under the remit of this Committee, broken down to the lowest level available, and to make a statement on the progress being made in dealing with this problem?"

REPLY:
The Council currently provides a wide-ranging response to graffiti in the County with information about graffiti prevention and awareness forming part of the Council's Environmental Awareness role with both community groups and schools and, as part of the Litter Management Plan 2011-2014, ongoing campaigns highlight the role everyone plays in keeping the county clean including an anti-graffiti message. The Environmental Awareness team also distribute annual Anti-Graffiti grants to initiatives seeking to promote public awareness and education in relation to graffiti. This Grant Scheme has a particular focus on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups, and on involving schools and young people in anti-graffiti awareness actions.

In addition, the Council’s Graffiti programme incorporates the existing resources provided by the Council's Graffiti Removal Crew and Anti-Litter Wardens, together with the well established initiative with the Probation Services in dealing with reported graffiti to provide a prompt response to removing graffiti where required. Once fully established, the public realm operational arrangements will result in a wider range of operatives carrying out graffiti removal duties throughout the County.

These various aspects provide a broad approach to tackling graffiti but it should be noted that the eradication of this problem will require the long-term application of these and similar projects to ultimately create a cultural change.

When a report of graffiti is received, the local Litter Warden will inspect the location and determine whether the graffiti is on public or private property. Where graffiti is on private property, it is the responsibility of the owner/occupier to remove it. If graffiti is on public property, its treatment is dependant on the surface it is on. The Council’s staff apply paint or cement to walls in public areas to remove graffiti while the Probation Services staff are provided with graffiti removal chemicals supplied by the Council and their available crews apply the chemicals and wash off graffiti where possible.

The costs associated with graffiti removal throughout the County will total approximately €140,000 in 2013.

To date in 2013, 51 graffiti removals have been carried out by the graffiti removal crew or the probation services at the following locations within the administrative area of this Committee:

PILOT LANEWAY CLEANING SCHEDULE IN THE DUBLIN 12 AREA

That this Committee supports the introduction of a pilot laneway cleaning schedule in the Dublin 12 area under the remit of this Committee along the lines of the street cleansing schedule; that the pilot project be designed and implementation begun in advance of the June Area Committee meeting; and that a review of the pilot be carried out in early 2014 to examine its effectiveness in combating dumping, improving visual amenity and providing a public service to the residents of the area.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Council has over the past number of years cleaned many of the laneways in the Dublin 12 area, works carried out have normally included the removal of dumped waste and picking of litter as well as removal of weeds, and this work has in general been arranged following requests to do so by local residents or the litter wardens.  The Environmental Services Dept is agreeable to the proposal that this work be organised in the form of a schedule or rota, where cleaning takes place on the laneways in question at a set frequency.  It should be borne in mind that the most of the available operational resources will continue to be required in the cleaning of the more visible, higher profile areas such as housing estates, open spaces, main roads etc etc.   It is proposed that the details of a pilot programme be presented to the May meeting of this area committee and that the submission will include details of the laneways to be included in the pilot, the extent of the work to be done and the frequency of the cleaning to be carried out.  It is proposed that the pilot will be carried out between July and December inclusive, subject to the agreement of the members of the Committee.”  

Following a discussion to which Councillors D. Looney and E. Walsh contributed,  Mr. Leo Magee,  Senior Engineer, replied to queries raised, and it was agreed to identify the scope of the pilot scheme and report back to a future Tallaght Area Committee meeting.
