The Council has only two rapid deployment CCTV cameras available which are rotated county wide on a 3 monthly cycle to acute litter blackspots.  The area in question will be listed for consideration for CCTV .  No evidence has been obtained from these cameras to date to support enforcement action under the Litter Pollution Act l997.  The site subject of this motion will be listed for CCTV coverage.   To date no evidence has been obtained from the CCTV footage to support enforcement action under the Litter Pollution Act l997.

The Council actively encourages members of the public to provide information in relation to litter polluters so that appropriate action can be taken.”

Paragraph 3.6 of the Bye-laws further  provides " the Council may designate in writing a specific collection point, other than a prescribed place, for the presentation of waste by the holder and, where such designation is given, the older shall only present waste for collection at the designated collection point".

Contact will be made by the Council's Litter Warden Service in consultation with SDCC Roads Department with the owners of the commercial bins sited on the pavement in Clondalkin Village with a view to enforcing the provisions of Section 3 of these Bye-laws relating to the Presentation of Waste.”

What can be done to address the concerns of residents?  Can the trees be replaced with something that would be more manageable or can they be radically pruned to lessen the problem?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Oakwood Grove Residents Association undertook a survey of the households in the estate in relation to the 48 trees growing in the estate in 2012.  The results of the survey indicated that 35 residents wanted the trees kept and pruned, and 13 residents wanted the tree outside their property removed.  This proposal was forwarded to the Parks Section for consideration.  Due to existing commitments at the time it was not possible to undertake any works in 2012.  The estate was therefore included in the 2013 Arboricultural Programme presented to the members at the Clondalkin ACM in December 2012.  

A tree survey undertaken by the Parks Section in January 2013 revealed that the trees in the estate have been pruned on a number of occasions in the past and therefore the majority of trees do not require any work to be undertaken.  Of the 48 trees inspected, 6 trees were listed for removal and 4 trees were listed for pruning.  This work was carried out in March 2013 (except for one removal which will be carried out in the autumn).  Details of the survey undertaken by the Residents Association and by the Parks Section are attached to this report for information.  This information was also forwarded to the Residents Association prior to the works occurring.  The Council is not aware of any other surveys in existence requesting the cutting down of all but 4 of the trees in the estate.

It is the intention of the Council to manage the existing trees in the estate and should resources become available to undertake a phased replacement programme over a number of years (3-5yrs).”

“The Gaeltacht Act 2012 (enacted on the 25th July 2012) , sets out to designate Gaeltacht language planning areas, Gaeltacht service towns and Irish Language Networks.  The Act re-defines traditional Gaeltacht areas in these terms and for the first time allows communities outside of traditional Gaeltacht areas to apply to be designated as Irish Language Networks.  These Networks are designated by the Minister by order (see section 11 of the Act ) in communities where they support the use of the Irish language and have prepared an Irish Language Plan, the plan may be prepared by the community or by an organisation that is representative of the community.  If an organisation prepares the plan it must be in conjunction with Foras na Gaeilge and Foras na Gaeilge must recognise said organisation to be representative of the community concerned.
Section 12 of the Act sets out the language planning criteria, that shall be prescribed by the Minister and may include as follows:-

	
	(a) the proportion of the population concerned which speaks the Irish language,

In order for a community to be designated as a Language Planning Network they must first satisfy the criteria as prescribed by the Minister.

The language plan, should the community be designated a Language Planning Network, will be reviewed periodically to evaluate progress and if sufficient progress is not deemed to be achieved and an opportunity afforded to the community to remedy the deficiencies of the Plan, then the Minister as advised by Foras na Gaeilge may revoke the community's status as a Language Planning Network as defined by the Act. 

The Irish Officer in South Dublin County Council will work with any community that wishes to progress and enhance the use of Irish in their community and we would be happy to facilitate such a meeting/meetings. “
