"The following Motion was passed at the Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting held on 14th May 2013 and it was agreed that this motion be brought before this meeting of the OP&F committee for full consideration :- 

"That the Manager prepare a report to go forward to this months Organisation Procedure and Finance Committee Meeting regarding the naming of the Ornamental Garden at Rathfarnham Castle. That this Committee propose that the Garden should be named the Sean Keating Ornamental Garden as part of this County Village initiative. The Ornamental Garden is due to be opened this summer. If it was agreed at the OP&F meeting it could be then ratified at the June Council meeting."

Since the Area Committee meeting further detailed consideration has been given to this proposal. The County Librarian has reported that:

Seán Keating (1889-1977) is one of Ireland's iconic artists. He was a member and former President of the Royal Hibernian Academy of Art, and his professional life spanned seventy years during which time he was renowned at home and abroad for his ability to paint forceful images that were at once emblematic of his own cultural and political nationalism and analogous to that of the nation at large. He lived for many years in Rathfarnham and is buried in Cruagh cemetery. A mural by the artist can be seen in the Church of the Holy Spirit Ballyroan. A new book 'Art, Politics and Building the Nation' by Dr Eimear O'Connor offers a new perspective on his life and work and Dr O'Connor has agreed to deliver a talk on Keating in Ballyroan Library in the autumn. It is also hoped to hold an exhibition of works by the artist in the library later this year.”
The proposal has also been considered by Council's Parks Department and by the Heritage Officer and they have no objection in principle to the proposal. 

Their recommendation is that the area in question should be called 'Sean Keating Garden'. 

The garden is expected to be ready for opening in Autumn 2013 and a naming ceremony could be held then. There is a location within the garden for a nameplate which will be in Irish and English. Consideration will also be given to the installation of an information plaque in relation to Sean Keating and his work.

The matter is now before this Committee for recommendation and if agreed the recommendation will be listed on the agenda of the June Council Meeting for final approval.   

It was proposed by Councillor P. Cosgrave, seconded by Councillor M. Devine and AGREED:

'That the ornamental garden in Rathfarnham Castle should be named the Seán Keating Garden as part of the County Village Initiative.”

H-I(1)  MINUTES
The minutes of the Housing and Social Development Strategic Policy Committee Meeting held on 25th February 2013 were proposed by Councillor M. Corr seconded by Councillor D. Looney and confirmed and approved as a true record and signed.

H-I(2)  MATTERS ARISING  

It was NOTED there was no business under this heading.

H-I(3)  UPDATE ON HOUSING POLICY
Mr. B. Coman gave a presentation on update on Housing proposals from the Department of Environment Community and Local Government.

The National Housing Budget 2013 suggests Capital Allocation is decreasing while the Revenue Allocation is increasing, emphasising the move to the more flexible delivery of housing options such as leasing and RAS from new build. Housing Grants allocation has dramatically decreased. The Homeless allocation has remained the same. The Traveller Accommodation allocation has also been decreased.

The Housing Assistance Payment(HAP) is a new assistance payment to ultimately replace RS designed to bring all the social housing payments provided by the state into the Local Authority System. South Dublin County Council will be a pilot for the Scheme. Two conditions are considered necessary before taking on this scheme; (1) Direct deduction at source, (2) it cannot create a cash-flow situation for the Council. 

The Housing Bill 2013 is expected to be introduced in the near future. This will make provision for HAP. It will also introduce a new Tenant Purchase Scheme introducing the incremental purchase scheme. 

The new Homeless Strategy is to be presented in October. The Traveller Accommodation Programme is also to be presented in October. The new proposed Differential Rents Scheme will be brought before the Council in 2013 also. These three items will be discussed at the next meeting of the Housing and Social SPC in September 2013.

Following a discussion to which Councillors C. King D Looney and M. Corr contributed Mr. B. Coman responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED.

H-I(4)  UPDATE ON HOUSING GRANT SCHEMES
The following report which had been circulated was NOTED:

'The Council operates three Housing Grant Schemes for older people and those who are disabled as follows:

·         The Housing Adaptation Grant Scheme for People with a Disability (HAGS) 

·         The Mobility Aids Grant Scheme (MAGS) 

·         The Housing Aid for Older People Scheme (HOPS)

These grants are available in respect of owner occupied dwellings and certain rented dwellings (subject to written permission being provided by the Landlord). The schemes provide that grants may be awarded by South Dublin County Council to qualified applicants subject to the criteria set out in the regulations - Housing (Adaptation Grants for Older People and People with a Disability) Regulations 2007 - and associated guidance documents issued by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government (DoECLG).

The Housing Adaptation Grant Schemes for Older People and People with a Disability relates primarily to the recoupment of a proportion of local authority expenditure on the payment of individual grants. These schemes, introduced in November 2007, are funded by 80% recoupment available from the Department of the Environment Community and Local Government together with a 20% contribution from the resources of the local authority.

The Council was notified by letter dated 1st March 2013 of its 2013 *Combined Capital Allocation for the payment of the Housing Adaptation Grants for Older People and People with a Disability Schemes in the sum of €1,213,986.05. This allocation represented a 40% reduction (nationally) on the 2012 spend on these grants.

The Council made a submission to the DoECLG outlining the position of the Council in relation to the funding and asked that favourable consideration be given to potentially source additional funding for these vital Housing Grant Schemes for South Dublin County Council.

A motion passed at the April 2013 Council Meeting was also submitted to the Minister.

Following the submissions to the DoECLG notification of Supplementary Funding for Private House Grants 2013 was received dated 22nd April 2013. This notification advised that the Department had agreed to release funds identified from a contingency reserve to the Local Authorities that had written requesting supplementary funding and that an additional €100,889 has been added bringing the combined exchequer and LA funding to €1,340,098.

10 Local Authorities who made submissions benefited from an additional allocation.

While this additional approval is very welcome the table hereunder in relation to 2013 activity reflects the ongoing need to administer the scheme by applying an effective and easy to understand scheme of prioritisation on the basis of the medical needs of the applicant. The three levels of medical priority advised to this Council by DoECLG are as follows:

1.      Priority 1: Terminally ill or mainly dependent on family or a carer, or where alterations/adaptations would facilitate the discharge from hospital or alleviate hospitalisation in the future. 

2.      Priority 2: Mobile, but needs assistance in accessing facilities, or where, without the adaptation the disabled person's ability to function independently would be hindered. 

3.      Priority 3: The applicant is independent, but requires special facilities to improve their quality of life, e.g. separate bedroom or living space.

* Combined Allocation refers to the overall Approved Allocation which is 80% funded from exchequer (€1,072,078) and 20% funded from the Council's own revenue resources (€268,020). 

The situation is continuing to be monitored on a weekly basis and a review of the financing for the Grant Schemes has been initiated by the various stakeholders including the Local Government Management Agency, The City & County Managers Association and The DOECLG. South Dublin County Council will represent The Local Authority Sector on the Review Committee. The Council will be meeting senior officials of the Department at a Housing Action Plan meeting on 28th May 2013 and this matter is on the Agenda.'

Ms M. Maguire summarised the report. Despite the reduction in the grant allocation from the Department South Dublin County Council will continue to evaluate the situation. As the item is listed on the agenda for the Housing Action Plan meeting South Dublin County Council will make a strong application for extra allocation should it become available, and any decision on surplus / contingency finding from the Department of Environment Community & Local Government will likely be made when the 2014 budgets and 2013 outturn is being examined in October 2013.  At that time unspent allocations by other Local Authorities will be put back into the Grants budget and reallocated.   In the interim South Dublin County Council will continue to receive and assess new applications, but approval will be strictly on a priority 1 basis.

Following a discussion to which Councillors D. Looney, C. King and P. Kearns contributed Ms M. Maguire and Mr. B. Coman responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED.

H-I(5)  SOCIAL HOUSING ENERGY SCHEMES
Mr. H. Hogan gave a presentation.

Past models have concentrated on bringing voids back into stock and including   energy improvements in them. The Council has undertaken a number of new and innovative opportunities to improve its stock. There are four schemes in place:

Fabric Improvement, Better Energy Warmer Homes Deansrath, Better Energy Warmer Homes Kiltalown, Better Energy Communities Programme 2013. Phase 3 of the Refurbishment Programme is completed. It is hoped there will be a Phase 4.

The proposed Socio-Economic Committees (SEC) will replace the County Development Boards having responsibility for the planning and oversight of local/community development actions at local level, development of a 5 year community development plan and the increased responsibility for enterprise support through the Local Enterprise Offices (LEOs) of the local authorities. The Quality of Life Strategy will have a role in the development of the Plan.
It will help in the work we can do in coordination and participation of other statutory bodies.

H-I(3) PRESENTATION ON REGIONAL HOMELESS STRATEGY – CATHAL MORGAN, DUBLIN CITY COUNCIL. 
Mr. C. Morgan, Director, Dublin Regional Homeless Executive, gave the following informative presentation on the Homeless Strategy:

  
     Presentation
He outlined the services and activities in relation to the statutory Homeless Action Plan.  As the current plan is nearing completion, there now needs to be a consultative process in order to commence a new Action Plan.  

The Management Group is made up representatives of the various statutory bodies including the Local Authorities, HSE, the Probation Service etc. The Consultative Group monitors and implement the Action Plan.  This shared service model and responses is across the four Dublin local authorities.  The type of service favoured is the 24 hour wraparound support.  There is a phasing out of the provision of private rented emergency accommodation, as it is not cost effective. 

The service provides for Homeless Action Teams, visiting support service, tenancy support and sustainment and full assessments carried out in all the four Dublin local authorities.  The new Homeless Policy Statement was launched by the Government on February 21st.  

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Services, outlined that South Dublin County Council has been very successful in the provision of a homeless service, particularly in terms of assessment and placement service and thanked all the staff involved in the Homeless Section of Housing.  

During 2012, there were 342 presentations, 1700 emergency placements, 34 in Council rented, and 36 in private rented accommodation. There have been no cuts in funding for the provision of the homeless services in 2012/13 from DOECLG. 

Mr. B. Coman confirmed that the South Dublin Draft Regional Plan will be available to a future meeting of the Housing & Social Development Strategic Policy Committee meeting, and then be presented to the September/October Council meeting.  

Following a discussion to which contributions were made by Councillors C. King, M. Duff and M. Corr, Mr. C. Morgan, Director, Dublin Regional Homeless Executive, and Mr. B. Coman, Director of Services, responded to queries raised.
It was AGREED that a further report be issued to Councillors in relation to the demographics and profiles of those that are homeless.  

The report was NOTED.

H-I(4)  HOUSING NEEDS ANALYSIS
Mr. Hugh Hogan, Senior Executive Officer, gave a Presentation on the Housing Needs Analysis.

The HNA was last done in 2008, with 6,000 applicants.  The HNA to be carried out over the next few months will require contacting 10,000 applicants to update the Housing List.  The 2009 regulations state that an applicant must be eligible and must have a need for social housing.   The assessment will be done in phases with applicants being contacted in the first instance by letter and then followed up with a phone call.   A lot of staff resources will be required to complete the assessment due to the nature of the work.  

Following a contribution from Councillors C. King, M. Corr, G. Kenny,  Mr. H. Hogan, Senior Executive Officer, and  Mr. B. Coman, Director of Services, responded to queries raised.

It was AGREED to send the Councillors a copy of the letter to be sent out once it is ready.  

The report was NOTED. 

H-I (5) QUALITY OF LIFE CONTEXTUAL DOCUMENT
Mr. B. Coman, Director of Services, gave a Presentation on the draft contextual document and introduced the presentation by outlining the background to the work carried out to date. Also South Dublin County Council is unique in that it is the first local authority to introduce a Quality of Life Strategy. Following much international research the draft document was prepared.

South Dublin County Council is the second largest housing authority in the country and third largest authority.  South Dublin's core values include access, engagement and fairness.

The strategic themes are A Busy Place, A Living Place, A Connected Place and A Protected Place are familiar and important that for consistency we use same themes in this strategy. There are a number of proposed Quality of Life indicators outlined in the presentation which will assist in steering the Council towards development of actions and initiatives.

Mr. Billy Coman, Director of Services, confirmed that the draft strategy, once adopted, will be a working document, open to review.  In order to finalise the strategy, Mr. B. Coman, requested feedback and comments from the Councillors present.  The final document will be presented to the next Housing & Social Development Strategic Policy Committee meeting and will incorporate indicators and an action plan.

Headed Item 4 – RITS Net EU Project Briefing

Mr. Andrew O’Mullane updated the members on South Dublin County Council’s involvement in the EU project on Regional Intelligent Transport Systems (RITS).

The project examines:

· Current trends in regional development call for a higher sustainability of existing transport policies through the use of Transport Telematics or Intelligent Transport Systems (usually named ITS) solutions. 

· European policy-makers recently adopted legislation for the deployment of Intelligent Transport Systems in the field of road transport, putting more emphasis on the use of ITS as a management tool of transport policies.

· Local ITS implementations are generally not interoperable when transport activities spread out across the administrative urban boundaries. 

· The 9 partners from 9 different EU countries will exchange their mobility policies and practices and the use they make of ITS applications to meet mobility challenges, through a balanced mix of interregional workshops, trainings and exchange of practices, gathering the best ITS solutions in use in a digital Tool-box. 

· The goal is that partner regions exploit the full potential of ITS solutions in the process of planning and implementing their regional mobility strategies, dealing with technical and non-technical aspects, creating their own ITS plans adapted to their specific local contexts.
Mr O’Mullane responded to queries from Cllr Cosgrave and Mr. Newton and the report was Noted.
Headed Item 5 – A.O.B.

Ms T Walsh informed the members of the Transportation SPC that Condition 7 of the statutory approval for the M50 Upgrade Scheme required the following:

Condition 7: A scheme of specific demand management measures for the M50 motorway corridor shall be published by the relevant road authorities not later than three years after the M50 Motorway Upgrade Scheme has been completed. ( All elements of upgrade  completed in September 2010)

Reason: To protect the traffic capacity provided by the M50 Motorway Upgrade Scheme over its design life.

A working group comprising the four Dublin local authorities and the National Roads Authority (together the “relevant road authorities”) was convened in 2012 to study appropriate measures for inclusion in such a Scheme.  The working group has now completed initial work in considering appropriate measures and considers that sufficient work has been completed to brief each of the for Strategic Policy Committees. 

The measures studied are grouped into three main strands.

1) Traffic Managements and Traffic Control Measures e.g. Variable Speed Limits and Incident Management systems

2) Fiscal measures, possibility of additional barrier free toll points, (in addition to the existing toll point at Westlink) 

3) Smarter Travel initiatives

4) Combination of the above measures.

The intention of the relevant road authorities is to publish a scheme of specific demand management measures for the M50 motorway corridor in advance of the September 2013 deadline set out by an Bord Pleanála. 

Following discussion from the members present it was agreed through the chair that the NRA would be invited into the September meeting of the Transportation SPC to present the findings of the M50 Travel Demand study to the members.

QUESTION: Councillor C. Bond
To ask the Manager to please state if the revenue collected from the property tax so far can be spent by the Council in this financial year?
REPLY:
The local property tax is administered by the Revenue Commissioners and it is intended that the receipts will be used to fund the provision of services by local authorities.   The local government fund general purpose grant is the main source of funding for local authorities in 2013.  This fund is financed from the proceeds of Motor Tax plus an exchequer contribution.  The local government fund allocation to South Dublin for 2013 is €16,285,348.  South Dublin has not been allocated additional funding in 2013 from the local property tax.

Q2/0613       GRASS CUTTING
QUESTION: Councillor C. Bond
To ask the Manager can the Council hire more staff to ensure that grass cutting in public areas under the remit of the Council takes place at an acceptable frequency?
REPLY:
The Council now has approximately 190 staff working in the Public Realm dealing with the broad range of work that makes up the environmental maintenance programme, including grass cutting. Grass cutting across the county commenced in late March / early April of this year and is taking place on a three week cycle within the resources available and weather permitting. The re-organisation of the Public Realm Environmental Maintenance work programmes is in a transitional phase at the moment that is focused on the integration of staff, machinery and work programmes that were previously delivered separately. Once this integration has bedded in, managers will then focus on the impact of the integration, efficiencies and improvements to service will be implemented through an overhaul of the works programmes. It is therefore premature to consider the application of additional resources to any of these programmes.

In any case, the Council is not in a position to recruit additional staff because of the staff embargo that is currently in force.

Local Housing Authorities have been legally empowered to lease housing for social housing purposes since the Housing Act of 1966 was passed into law.

The Rental Accommodation Scheme (RAS) is an initiative to cater for the accommodation needs of certain persons in receipt of rent supplement, normally for more than 18 months and who are assessed as having a long-term housing need. One of the main features of the scheme is that local authorities in sourcing accommodation for these households make use of the private and voluntary sector.

The Social Housing Leasing Initiative facilitates the provision of suitable houses / apartments for occupation by its social housing applicants. This is for property owners who want long-term guaranteed income, but do not want to be responsible for the day-to-day requirements of managing tenants and maintaining a residential property

To ask the Manager to provide a response to the new Policy Directive on Planning Enforcement; and with respect to the requirement for 'appropriate monitoring of planning enforcement', to ask the Manager to present a detailed report on planning enforcement activity in 2012; and in 2013 to date?
REPLY:
Under Section 29 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended) the Minister may issue policy directives to planning authorities regarding the performance of their function under the Planning Acts.  Planning authorities are bound to comply with such policy directives, as is An Bord Pleanala, where relevant.  Section 29 requires that the Minister must lay any proposed directive in draft form before the Oireachteas.

The Planning & Development (Planning Enforcement) General Policy Directive 2013 came into effect on the 9th of May 2013.  The directive is about planning enforcement and has three main objectives:

(1)  To remind planning authorities of their statutory obligations under Part VIII of the Planning & Development 2000.

(2)  To require planning authorities to undertake appropriate monitoring of planning enforcement.

(3)  To direct planning authorities to prioritise large-scale unauthorised development and enforcement cases.

South Dublin County Council's Development, Economic and Transport Planning Department has been and continues to be compliant with the contents and thrust of the above Directive. There is a dedicated Enforcement Section which is under the overall responsibility of a Senior Officer.  This Section is responsible for all aspects of the enforcement function including:

(a)  Dealing with complaints about breaches of the planning code.

(b)  Appropriate monitoring of planning enforcement.

(c)  Prioritising breaches of the planning code.

To ask the Manager to present a report on water quality in the River Griffeen, including any recent testing results; and to provide a detailed update on progress in implementing the 'programme of measures' proposed under the Eastern River Basin District plan?
REPLY:
The upper reaches of the River Griffeen from source to Newcastle Village are of good water quality. The middle reaches of the River Griffeen from Newcastle Village to the Grand Canal in Lucan are of moderate water quality. The water quality in the lower reaches of the River Griffeen from the Grand Canal to its outfall into the River Liffey in Lucan Village are moderate to poor due to the affects of urbanisation predominately misconnections. There are no Water Framework Directive Monitoring sample points on the River Griffeen therefore South Dublin County Council (SDCC) has no tests results from the Central Laboratory for this river.

A programme of measures on the River Griffeen has started. These measures include (a) all pollution incidents reported to SDCC are investigated promptly and the appropriate action taken, (b) with all taking in charge housing estate requests the surface water outfall is sampled for misconnections and the appropriate action requested, (c) all known trade effluent discharges are licensed and monitored (d) the FOG (fats, oils and grease) programme has started which will reduce blockages and overflows into the surface water systems and (e) some farmyard surveys will be undertaken.

RIVER LIFFEY

QUESTION:  Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager to present a report on water quality in the River Liffey, including any recent testing results?
REPLY:
In respect of the River Liffey, four samples were taken during 2012 at the Liffey Bridge in Lucan which is one of the Water Framework Directive Monitoring points. Most of these samples met the high physicochemical status criteria but overall South Dublin County Council would classify the water quality in the River Liffey as good. 

The Environmental Protection Agency conducts an ongoing monitoring programme by which river water quality and trends are assessed with respect to ecological criteria and to physico-chemical water quality standards. All of the major rivers and their more important tributaries are included in the programme. The biological programme covers a channel length of approximately 13,200km and involves sampling at some 2,300 stations.  A complete survey cycle is completed every three years. As part of the physico-chemical monitoring programme, approximately 1,500 stations are assessed annually.

REPLY:
All new school related MMP are required to develop a set of mobility goals and a timeframe for the schools' designated Mobility Manager to meet. This will usually include a requirement for the school to monitor the travel patterns of the students and staff and put forward measures to improve the numbers using sustainable travel to the school. The school will usually be required to submit for compliance, within a certain timeframe, an additional survey showing what targets have been achieved and further measures to be introduced if the targets have not been met.

SDCC will be monitoring such responses and liaising with applicants who fail to deliver on such conditions.

  HOUSING GRANTS
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

To ask the Manager for an update on funding for housing grants schemes, and to make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:

The Council operates three Housing Grant Schemes for older people and those who are disabled as follows:

· The Housing Adaptation Grant Scheme for People with a Disability  (HAGS) 

· The Mobility Aids Grant Scheme  (MAGS) 

· The Housing Aid for Older People Scheme  (HAOPS)

These grants are available in respect of owner occupied dwellings and certain rented dwellings (subject to written permission being provided by the Landlord).  The schemes provide that grants may be awarded by South Dublin County Council to qualified applicants subject to the criteria set out in the regulations - Housing (Adaptation Grants for Older People and People with a Disability) Regulations 2007 - and associated guidance documents issued by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government (DoECLG).

The Housing Adaptation Grant Schemes for Older People and People with a Disability relates primarily to the recoupment of a proportion of local authority expenditure on the payment of individual grants. These schemes, introduced in November 2007, are funded by 80% recoupment’s available from the Department of the Environment Community and Local Government together with a 20% contribution from the resources of the local authority.

The Council was notified by letter dated 1st March 2013 of its 2013 *Combined Capital Allocation for the payment of the Housing Adaptation Grants for Older People and People with a Disability Schemes in the sum of  €1,213,986.05.   This allocation represented a 40% reduction (nationally) on the 2012 spend on these grants.

The Council made a submission to the DoECLG outlining the position of the Council in relation to the funding and asked that favorable consideration be given to potentially source additional funding for these vital Housing Grant Schemes for South Dublin County Council.

A motion passed at the April 2013 Council Meeting was also submitted to the Minister.

Following the submissions to the DoECLG notification of  Supplementary Funding for Private House Grants 2013 was received dated 22nd April 2013.  This notification advised that the Department had agreed to release funds identified  from a contingency reserve to the Local Authorities that had written requesting supplementary funding and that an additional  €100,889 has been added bringing the combined exchequer and LA funding to €1,340,098.

10  Local Authorities who made submissions benefitted from an additional allocation.

While this additional approval is very welcome the table hereunder in relation to 2013 activity reflects the ongoing need to administer the scheme by applying an effective and easy to understand scheme of prioritisation on the basis of the medical needs of the applicant. The three levels of medical priority advised to this Council by DoECLG are as follows:

1.  Priority 1: Terminally ill or mainly dependent on family or a carer, or where alterations/adaptations would facilitate the discharge from hospital or alleviate hospitalisation in the future. 

2. Priority 2: Mobile, but needs assistance in accessing facilities, or where, without the adaptation the disabled person's ability to function independently would be hindered. 

3. Priority 3: The applicant is independent, but requires special facilities to improve their quality of life, e.g. separate bedroom or living space.

The situation is continuing to be monitored on a weekly basis and a review of the financing for the Grant Schemes has been initiated by the various stakeholders including the Local Government Management Agency, the City & County Managers Association and the Department of Environment Community & Local Government (DECLG).  South Dublin County Council represents the Local Authority sector on the review group.

This matter  was listed on the agenda for the Housing Action Plan meeting in the Department of Environment Community & Local Government held on Tuesday 28th May and South Dublin County Council made another very strong case for additional funding, should it become available.   Accordingly a new submission is currently being prepared and it is expected that any decision on surplus / contingency funding from the Department of Environment Community & Local Government will likely be made when the 2014 budget and 2013 outturn are being examined.  

In the interim South Dublin County Council will continue to receive and assess new applications, but approval will continue to be made strictly on the Priority 1 basis.

· Combined Allocation refers to the overall Approved Allocation which is 80% funded from exchequer (€1,072,078) and 20% funded from Council 's own revenue resources (€268,020).

SOCIAL EMPLOYMENT SCHEMES 

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

To ask the Manager to make a report on measures being prepared or already being implemented by the Council to establish new Council run Social Employment Schemes under plans recently announced by the Government?
REPLY:
To assist in the introduction of the Labour Activation Scheme which is being rolled out nationally, a fund of €2.8M is being made available through Dormant Accounts and the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government. The Scheme, to be known as the Local Authority Social Employment Scheme, is currently being piloted in twelve local authorities. 

South Dublin County Council is not one of forerunners.  The initial fourteen have found placements for 718 staff and union discussions have taken place at local level.

In relation to the remainder and South Dublin County Council the discussions have been initiated with unions and a series of roles, complementary to core work, have been identified.

It is anticipated that South Dublin County Council will, in conjunction with the Department of Social Protection, have a programme in place before the year end.

Q18/0613     PERMEABILITY / CYCLEWAY STUDIES 

QUESTION: Councillor E. Tuffy
To ask the Manager to make an updated Report on permeability/cycle way, walkway projects, which have been finally approved for funding by the NTA under the Smarter Travel Initiative in the 5 Electoral Areas of the County to date?
REPLY:
Since 2011, the NTA has funded work on a range of projects in the SDCC area under the National Transport Authority (NTA) 'STMG' or Sustainable Transport Measures Grants programme. The programme is project managed by Planning, Roads-Traffic and Parks Departments and spans a variety of project types. The programme includes thirteen local permeability projects funded to date:

· Shared route from Grange Rd to Grange Downs, Rathfarnham. Progressing to detailed design and Construction in 2013. 

· Shared route from Ballyowen Road (R126) to Griffeen Rd, Esker, Lucan. Part 8 completed. Funding discontinued. 

· Shared route from Lucan Fforster to Ballyowen Road (R126), Lucan. Project halted following public consultation in 2012. 

· Shared route from Bawnogue to Grand Canal, Clondalkin. Part 8 process in train. 

· Shared route from Bawnogue to Fonthill Road, Bawnogue, Clondalkin. Part 8 process in train. 

· Shared route from Marlfield to Aylesbury, Tallaght. Construction approaching completion. 

· Shared route at Dargle Wood, Knocklyon. Construction Completed. The success of the Dargle Wood project also led to NTA approval for the further funding and completion of two 'toucan' (pedestrian and cyclist) crossings at either end of that route in 2012.  

· Shared Route from Deansrath to Grand Canal, Clondalkin. Construction Completed 2012 

· Shared route at Moy Glas to Griffeen Avenue, Lucan. Suspended following public consultation in 2011. 

· Upgrade to shared route of footpaths and construction of new cycle bridge in Corkagh Park, Clondalkin. Completed 2012. 

· Shared route at Belgard Heights, Tallaght. Suspended 2011. RPA seeking funding to progress in 2013 

· St Enda's / Grange Rd to Whitechurch, Rathfarnham. Progressing to Detailed Design in 2013 

· Melrose to Grand Canal, Clondalkin. Construction Completed 2012

In 2013 the NTA have requested that South Dublin County Council carry out a review of all permeability projects commenced by South Dublin County Council to date, prior to new funding being allocated to additional routes. The review will appraise the success or otherwise of all funded projects to date and is currently at tender stage. As part of the review process, and due to the success of permeability projects elsewhere in the County, the National Transport Authority has requested South Dublin County Council to develop a 'best practice guide' in order to enable permeability programmes to be replicated in other counties where appropriate. To date, all permeability projects both proposed and constructed in all parts of the County have been subject to rigorous and in-depth public consultation. The views of local residents and locally elected members in each area have been actively canvassed. The public consultation methods utilised within the Permeability Project programme are part of the process that the National Transport Authority hopes can be replicated elsewhere. 

There were a range of other projects progressed under the STMG programme in 2012 and subject to current funding for 2013.   

These included 'Travel Smart Communities' a travel behavioral change programme which involved direct engagement with residents, schools and community groups in the Lucan and Clondalkin areas with the aim of encouraging modal shift to sustainable transport where possible.  This Project was rolled out during Spring-Summer 2012 and is the first large-scale community based travel programme to be undertaken in Ireland.  Travel Smart Communities, Report on Phase 1 is available on the project website www.travelsmartcommunities.ie. 

Funding was also provided in 2012 for local pedestrian and cycle safety measures that included junction upgrades and five pilot zebra crossings and in 2013 for bus priority measures at Signalised junctions.

Other Projects undertaken in 2012 include the feasibility, design and Part 8 consent processes in respect of new and upgraded cycle track schemes such as from Tallaght to Templeogue and Tallaght to Ballyboden, which are progressing to detailed design and commencement of construction in 2013.

The preliminary design of the Dodder Regional Cycle Route through Tallaght and Rathfarnham has moved from the feasibility stage in 2012 to preliminary design in 2013.

The Tallaght Town Centre Movement Framework Plan is nearing completion and, once completed, the NTA have allocated funding for a re-design of the N-81 / Oldbawn Junction and the design of a proposed Interchange at the Luas Stop in Tallaght. 

In 2012 & 2013 the NTA are funding the design and construction of the Willsbrook Road cycle scheme and the design and tender of pedestrian and cyclist improvements to the N4 Fonthill Road access, in the Lucan area, the design and planning for a new route into southern Grange Castle, Nangor Road, completion of construction of a pedestrian link on the Old Nangor Road in Clondalkin, an options report on the Walkinstown Roundabout, and on the provision of walking and cycling facilities on a section of the N-81 west of Tallaght, the design development of a proposed cycle route on Wellington Lane, provision of new pedestrian facilities on Monastery Road, Clondalkin, a review of the Scholarstown Road junctions in Rathfarnham, provision of improved pedestrian facilities at Rathcoole, the design of the junction on the N-81 at Avonmore, provision of cycling parking at local centres,  provision of funding for a feasibility study into a public bike hire scheme for Tallaght and funding for a review of the traffic management measures at Lucan and Clondalkin villages.

STMG Projects must be submitted to the NTA for approval before funding is agreed.  Funding will only be agreed if the proposal is acceptable to the NTA in the context of their wider policies and objectives. Due to the flexibility of the programme and a desire to ensure that all allocated funding can be most efficiently used, it may be possible to obtain funding during the year for new projects as they arise whilst other projects may be deferred or discontinued should they not be in a position to progress. 

In 2013 in addition to the start of year allocation outlined above; the NTA have also committed to providing funding to a proposed improvement of the public open space at Mount Bellew, Bewley & St. Andrews estates in Lucan. This is an effort to retain a right of way currently being used by over 450 people daily. It is part of a comprehensive package of measures which aim to facilitate walking and cycling in the area but also to mitigate for traffic problems and anti-social behavior currently being experienced. The package includes the provision of park and stride facilities, car parking at the local school and drop off car parking facilities on the R136 as well as measures designed to prevent anti social behavior such as opening up sight lines, trimming of undergrowth, facilitating the use of the area by a wider section of the community, (all age groups and abilities), provision of public lighting using white light and the involvement of the local residents and other stakeholders in a community forum.

The following Headed Item was tabled at the Lucan Area Committee Meeting on 23rd April, 2013 Report.
'Report on proposed extinguishment of the public right of way over grassed strip at Bewley Grove and Mount Bellew Way, Lucan, Co Dublin.' Following the report, the Area Committee deferred the decision to refer the closure of the right of way to a Council Meeting and it was agreed to enable the Manager to investigate the feasibility of a permeability project at this location. 

New Information since April Meeting
As part of the investigation into the feasibility of a permeability route in lieu of the existing tracks across the open space between Mount Bellew, Bewley Grove and St. Andrew's Fairway, the following work was undertaken:-

· User Counts and profiling on Thursday 2nd & Tuesday 14th May 2013 

· Consultation with Lucan Community Gardaí and the Lucan Educate Together School 

· Internal consultation and analysis with Traffic and Parks staff 

· Consultation with National Transport Authority (NTA) regarding funding 

· Planning history/legislation check

 User Counts
The results of the user counts outlined the following: 

· 477 trips were made on Thursday May 2nd (between 7am and 7pm), 

· 467 trips were made on Tuesday May 14th (between 7am and 7pm), 

· 25% of users (116) - observed as arriving by car to use the tracks 

· 75% of users (351) - sustainable modes of transport i.e. walking and cycling 

The counts detailed that parking associated with the school is predominantly in St. Andrew's Fairway (69% or 80/116 trips). This indicates that the existing car parking/ set down issues at Lucan Educate Together School combined with traffic congestion on Willsbrook Road have resulted in the dispersion of the car parking and set down demand to the adjoining estates.  Whilst the closing of the tracks would provide a barrier to this and would result in the deflection of school related car parking from adjoining estates to Mount Bellew/Willsbrook Road, this would further exacerbate traffic congestion and potential traffic hazard at these already congested locations.

A more detailed survey of a sample of 75 users was undertaken on the day of the first count.  This indicates that 75% of those surveyed use the route three times a week or more and that 61% of users were from Bewley, St. Andrew's or Mount Bellew.  This also indicated that 56% of trips were to access the school, with the remainder to access the bus stop, shops, park and visit friends.  

During the course of the survey, six adjoining residents requested to be surveyed and to make their views known, in addition to the 75 users.  

 Consultation with Local Gardai and Lucan Educate Together School
The results of the consultation with the Gardaí and the school indicate that traffic and car parking problems are present in the area at school time and have been reported.  The Gardai were not aware of anti social behaviour issues, which they indicated have not been reported.  Whilst not a significant issue at this location relative to other areas, the problems undoubtedly exist at a relatively low level and may therefore be addressed through design and deterrence measures.

The school principal is also aware of traffic and parking issues and would welcome potential solutions, but believes that closure of the fence is not the answer.  The School is within the Green Schools programme and took part in the Smarter Travel Communities initiative during 2012 and demonstrated strong potential for 'park and stride' measures.

Internal Consultation with Roads-Traffic and Parks
The Roads Traffic and Parks sections have been consulted in respect of the impact of the closure of the fence and potential solutions to address issues of concern. The Roads Traffic section consider that if the pedestrian access between, Bewley, St. Andrew's and Mount Bellew were closed, the resulting displacement of vehicles would be likely to lead to an increase in on street parking both within Mount Bewley and on the Willsbrook Rd.  

It is the traffic section view that any increase in parking on the Willsbrook Road in particular would lead to deterioration in traffic conditions and increase congestion and delays in the area. Also, planned proposals for further improvements to the junctions on Willsbrook Road as part of the NTA funded cycle scheme would be negatively affected if local permeability is reduced.

The parks section is concerned that closure of the fence is not guaranteed to displace anti-social behaviour and could lead to the re-establishment of a more dangerous makeshift means of climbing over or through the fence that could lead to personal injury claims or encourage vandalism in terms of the removal of fence panels.

Experience elsewhere, including throughout South Dublin County suggests that closing off an area with barriers and fences provides a secure, safe haven for those intent on loitering, whereas providing a clearly defined, secure, lit route that can be used by all and encourages passers by and passive surveillance, especially where visible and directly overlooked by housing.  This type of measure will actually discourage anti social behaviour and when combined with CCTV, acts as a strong disincentive to such activity.

Consultation with National Transport Authority (NTA) regarding funding 
The importance of the route to permeability in the area in accordance with the NTAs sustainable transport measures grants programme and the comparable cost of establishing a route that would attract 350 or more sustainable trips on a daily basis (and the impact of closing one that does) as well as a recognition that traffic congestion and parking in the vicinity of the school need to be addressed, has meant that the NTA has indicated in a letter (appended) that it would support the further exploration of a package of measures that would enable the fence to remain open and improve the local situation.

To address the existing traffic, car parking and anti social behaviour issues in the area and enhance permeability and the promotion of sustainable transport, the Manager has worked with the NTA and proposes the exploration of the following balanced package of measures:  

· Improve existing access (footpaths, public lighting, CCTV, landscaping); 

· Provide new car parking / set down and turning area and along Mount Bellew (opposite school); 

· Provide a new public car park at Willsbrook Park and initiate a 'Park and Stride' scheme to the school; 

· Investigate the provision of a set down area on the Outer Ring Road at the southern pedestrian entrance to Mount Bellew; 

· Work with the school to manage drop off of children; 

· Introducing and enforcing traffic/parking management during school drop-off/collection times in St. Andrew's and Bewley Estates and at other locations. 

· Setting up a stakeholder group including Residents, Lucan Educate Together, Gardaí and South Dublin County Council to manage the route.  

As the above demonstrates, a balanced package of measures should be examined in order to address the issues arising at this location. It is of particular benefit that the NTA has indicated a willingness to support the analysis, design and funding of such a package.  Given the strength and availability of NTA commitment, it is respectfully suggested that it could be considered unreasonable not to allow an opportunity to develop these proposals further.

Planning History/Legislation Check
In response to representations from local residents, and elected members, this has been assessed in further detail.  It is apparent that the existing Bewley, St. Andrews and Mount Bellew Estates were constructed more than seven years ago and are therefore outside the period for planning enforcement action.  

The most recent planning permission (SD00A/0907) was for Mount Bellew and the landscape plan submitted indicates that 'access details to be confirmed by SDCC' at the boundary location in question.  This indicates that the permission envisaged that access would continue to be provided.

It is also apparent that the areas of open space between the three estates through which the right of way exists, are provided as public open space.  Whilst it remains possible to extinguish the right of way under the current procedure, the works required to give effect to this would require planning consent under the 'restrictions on exemption' in the Planning Regulations 2001-12.  This is because Part 2, Article 9 (x) of the Planning & Development Regulations determines works that 'consist of the fencing or enclosure of any land, habitually open to the public during the 10 years preceding such fencing or enclosure for recreational purposes or as access to any seashore, mountain, lakeshore, riverbank or other place of natural beauty or recreational utility', to be development.

This means that if the Area Committee and Council decides to proceed with the closure of the right of way, there would be a requirement for planning consent for the works.

Manager's Recommendation 
The Manager considers the closure of the right of way will have a significant negative impact the area, including in particular:-

· Current users of the route (almost 500 a day, 350 of whom are using sustainable modes) who would no longer have the option of using the route and would face longer, more inconvenient and less safe journeys; 

· The Lucan Educate Together School Community (c450 children and their parents); who would no longer have the option of using the route and would face worse traffic congestion and potential hazard as a consequence; 

· Mount Bellew Residents (c100 no. residential units), who would face worse traffic congestion at the entrance road to their estate as well as potential parking problems;                  

· Users of Willsbrook Road, that will have to take more traffic; 

· Bewley and St. Andrew's residents (c100 no. residential units each), who would no longer have the option of using the route, with no guarantee that anti-social behaviour would be addressed.

In contrast to this negative scenario, the proposed package of measures is intended to provide improvement for both adjoining residents and the wider community and would lever significant local investment:-

· The proposed works to define, light, remove vegetation and provide CCTV would make the area more visible and deter anti-social activity; 

· Restricting and enforcing parking measures in adjoining estates at school times would eliminate drop off parking; 

· Providing set down parking and turning at the school would free up access for school users mount Bellew residents; 

· Providing park and stride parking at Willsbrook Park and on the ORR would provide alternative parking and set down options for school users and much needed parking for the park, that would in turn discourage anti-social activity; 

· Working with the Gardai and School as well as the Council in respect overseeing the behavior change aspects of the above would ensure that there is an ongoing commitment to monitoring and review.

The closure of the route and rejection of the package of measures would remove the potential benefits of the proposal for the wider community.  

Having regard to the existing level and purpose of usage of the route, the serious negative impact of closure on the community, and extent of NTA support on offer for a package of alternative package of measures, the Manager strongly recommends that the route remain open and the extinguishment not be proceeded with, at least until there has been an opportunity to develop these proposals further. It is of further concern that implementing closure of a well used permeability link connecting local facilities could impact negatively on the overall sustainable transport projects programme which SDCC is successfully implementing with the NTA across the County. (Full details given by NTA at the March O & P & F meeting).”

· Concerns that views of wider community were not being considered.

Mr. Hogan responded to the Members queries.

Councillor King then proposed the Manager’s recommendation “That the proposed extinguishment not be proceeded with, at least until there has been an opportunity to develop these proposals further”, and called for a show of hands vote.

MOTIONS FOR DISCUSSION
M1/0613      MAYOR’S BUSINESS - COMMEMORATIVE ART 

It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor M. Corr:

“That this Council while treating the County Town and in particular Tallaght Village in a 'different manner' to the other Villages in the County in relation to the 'Villages initiative' calls on the Manager to look strategically at the feasibility of acquiring the so called 'esso site' in Tallaght Village in the medium term with a view to it being used as a focal point for passive recreation for the Citizens of Tallaght and indeed the wider County and for this location to be considered for the erection/placement of the previously agreed memorial to the Women and Men of 1916 and for this to form the centre-piece of the Citizen driven recreational centre of this Historical part of the Village”

REPORT:
“The site in question is in private ownership and the zoning of the site is CT 'County Town' in the current South Dublin County Development Plan 2010 - 2016. The assigned future land use in the Tallaght Local Area Plan which runs to 2016 is for mixed use development, with up to 100% residential development permissible, a maximum building height of four stories and a maximum plot ratio of 1:1.5.

The planning history of the site includes refusal of planning permission for mixed residential/retail development on two occasions (39 and 32 no. units respectively) dating back to 2006 and 2007 and a grant of planning permission for 25 residential units and 654m2 of commercial development by the Council initially and then on appeal by An Bord Pleanala in December 2008. This planning permission remains extant and includes a small set-back public space on the southern elevation of the site facing Main Street.  The cost of purchasing the site would be considerable and the Council does not in the medium to long term have to resources to do so.    

Tallaght Village has been well served in the provision of recreation space and parks and the site is close to/ within reasonable walking distance of Sean Walsh Park and Bancroft Park.   

There is also the small, village pocket park at the far side of the Greenhills Road from the site in question and the main regional park for Tallaght—Tymon Park—is less than 2 miles away. 

In addition the ZIP project has provided a safe, pedestrian friendly walkway linking the new town centre, with its civic and shopping quarter and the LUAS terminus at one end with the village at the other passing by the Institute of Technology en-route, zipping together what were two disparate parts within central Tallaght.  Two plazas were part of the project and are located in Tallaght village; providing small refuges for pedestrians with planting and seating within high quality paved plazas, creating areas of passive recreation. 

South Dublin Libraries are actively collating and developing collections towards commemorating the centenary of 1916 – sourcing memorabilia, photographs and documentation pertaining to the rising and its aftermath. 600 new items on 1916 and the revolutionary period have been added in the past year to the Local Studies resources. All this material will be open and freely available from SOURCE - the digital heritage section of www.southdublinlibraries.ie . A 1916 oral history project in conjunction with Irish Life and Lore is also planned as part of the commemorations.

South Dublin Libraries will also invite all Leaving Certificate History students to submit their Leaving Certificate History research project essays for consideration for a Pádraig Pearse prize to be inaugurated in 2013. The winner and other entrants whose papers are deemed to be of publishable standard (good Leaving Certificate standard) may be invited to contribute their work to a projected volume of essays on Irish History to be published in 2016 to mark the centenary of 1916. Entries will be open to all those students residing in or studying in the South Dublin County area or completing a research project associated with the South Dublin area also to those attending our research project seminars. Lectures, workshops and other events will be delivered in 2016 as plans evolve. 

With regard to commissioning a commemorative piece of art/sculpture and this being located in Tallaght Village as discussed at the December Council meeting http://intranet/cmas/documentsedit.aspx?id=34237&itemTxt=H-I1, no funding has been made available to date.  The Arts Office will assist should such a source of funding arise and assist in an application made by a local special interest group at an agreed specified location. In the interests of advancing the matter as a countywide project it is considered that a report on the options on how a project could be commissioned should be considered by the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors C. King, M. Devine, J. Hannon, M. Duff, W. Lavelle, P. Cosgrave, D. Looney and C. Jones who all supported the motion, and from Councillors C. Brophy and J. Lahart, who did not.

The Mayor Councillor C. King in calling for a show of hands vote said that he is realistic enough to know that the Council does not have the money to purchase the site at the moment, but that as the site is in the middle of Tallaght village, everyone who passes through Tallaght village sees it as an eyesore, and that it is incumbent on us to do something.

PIETA HOUSE
The following which was proposed by Councillor C. Jones, seconded by Councillor M. Duff was MOVED without debate:

REPORT:
“The Council has had no specific recent request from Pieta House for support in respect of identifying premises in the County Town. It is unlikely that the Council has suitable premises within its existing property portfolio but should Pieta House wish to discuss the matter with the Council a meeting can be arranged. 

It should be noted that Pieta House currently avail of an office space for an outreach programme at Jobstown which was sourced with the assistance of the Council. The Council also assisted the organisation recently with a contribution towards their operational expenses.”
M3/0613      PUBLIC REALM REORGANISATION
It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, seconded by Councillor C. Bond:

“To ask the Manager to present a detailed report, for discussion, on the ongoing reforms of the organisation and operation of outdoor staff, with a view to delivering more integrated and effective services in the area of public realm maintenance and improvement, in particular with respect to litter management”.

REPORT:
“Negotiations, under the Public Service Agreement (Croke Park), on the re-organisation of the Cleansing, Operations, Parks and Burial Grounds Sections were successfully concluded in March this year.

The re-organisation involves over 200 outdoor, supervisory and line management staff and over 600 items of plant, equipment and machinery being re-assigned from the former Sections to the new Division. All staff and equipment have now been relocated to one of 7 bases around the county.

The initial transitional phase following relocation must focus on the successful integration of the 4 sets of staff, standardisation of works planning & practices, approaches to Health & Safety, supervision, inspections and standards etc. The provision of training (both formal and informal) to staff is key to a successful transition in ensuring that all staff are available to be deployed throughout the work programme and the full potential of the flexibility available with the new Division can be realised.

The sheer scale of the Programme, with work having been undertaken at in excess of 20,000 work locations over the last year, means that the priority during the transitional phase is to ensure that the programme continues to be delivered to at least the level that pertained prior to re-organisation. Members have previously been updated on the significant amount of work that had been done on putting systems in place to facilitate the aligning of the work programmes of the 4 former Sections before the re-organisation took place. These systems are now helping managers and supervisors to ensure that the work programmes are delivered during the transitional period.

As the integration of the staff and programmes develops, the work programmes are being monitored and opportunities for efficiencies are and will be implemented. Already, the Burial Grounds Maintenance programme has been re-organised and aligned with the grass cutting programme. This change brings the burial grounds into a 3 week routine maintenance regime – a significant improvement in the programme.

Once the transitional phase has progressed and new arrangements have bedded in somewhat, analysis of the works completed will inform an overhaul of the programmes to be undertaken by supervisors, line and senior managers.”

BMX PARK

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:
“That the Council agrees to investigate the provision of a BMX park in South Dublin County and identified suitable locations, including the Knocklyon”.

REPORT:
“In general, the model used in the development of Skate parks and Cycle Tracks in the county where well organised groups approach the Council with clear proposals and confirming an established need for such facilities have been found to work best. No approach has been made to the Council by any such group in relation to a BMX Park.

The provision of a BMX Park in the South Dublin County Council area has not therefore been included in the current 3 Year Capital Programme, no plans have been developed and no potential funding stream has been examined.  It should be noted that the substantial capital funding as well as the financial input required for on-going maintenance that would be required for such a project would be prohibitive.

While the Council might be open to consideration of the need for and viability of such a project, it is considered that the potential cost and apparent lack of supporting evidence of a need for the facility would make it hard to justify inclusion in the Capital Programme.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors J. Lahart, M. Duff and C. King.

Director of Environmental Services Mr. J. Quinlivan responded to the Members queries.

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor C. King:

“That the Manager would present a Report on the Council's support for Community Arts activities throughout the County, including information on supports, financial and otherwise, provided by the Council to Community Arts organizations in the 5 Electoral Areas of the County”.

REPORT:
The core services carried out by the Arts Office under South Dublin County Arts Development Strategy 2011-2015, include

· Research and Arts Policy Formation 

· Support for Programme Development 

· Infrastructure Development 

· Information and Communication 

· Provision of Resources and Support 

· Creating Linkages

Context

Arts and cultural activity in South Dublin County is set against a backdrop of a population of approximately 265,174 people, 41% of which is under the age of 25. 

Mapping of the arts in the County is an ongoing activity. An extensive audit was undertaken in 2011 to identify the nature of arts activities in the county, the distribution of activity across art forms and the pattern of geographical spread. The audit included information on professional, amateur, voluntary and community organisations from arts grants awarded (2006 -2011); music education, dance and education surveys, and information from the private/commercial arts sector.

Of the 180 documented organisations, (see Appendix B, South Dublin County Arts Development Strategy 2011-2015), 60% of these are in the Amateur, Voluntary and Community sectors, 15% are in the private/commercial sector, 10% in Education, 8% are Professional Arts organisations, 7% are festivals and events.

The geographic distribution of arts activity shows 40% based in the county town of Tallaght, 22% in the Clondalkin area, 17% in Rathfarnham, 17% in Lucan, 2% in Rural areas, 2% based outside of South Dublin County.

The largest sector is the amateur, voluntary and community sector which is supported through Arts Act grants, as shown in Table 1 below for 2012. There are also indirect supports to this sector including provision of information, project development, project partnership, advice and support in making applications to funding schemes and evaluation supports.

Another key support is provided to artists across through the Council's individual Artist Bursary Award Scheme in the total sum of €16,500 in 2012. 

A suite of on-line resources have been created to increase access to the arts across the county. These include: 
·        YAM.ie (Your Arts Map) - a location based events guide for young people integrated with public transport information; 

·        NOISE Dublin - a resource website for young people; 

·        South Dublin County Public Art - an information resource for permanent and temporary public artworks in the county where the viewer can find information about artists and artworks, access audio and film works, read texts and search for artworks by map, locality, artform or artist; 

·        -Art Trax App for Google and Android which provides an overview of the public art in the county for mobile devices.

·       - Arts Infobase currently in development

A number of strategic programming initiatives have been established to make the best use of resources across the county. These include Ruaille Buaille Lucan Children's Music Festival, which is an education and performance strand of South Dublin County Local Music Education Partnership. 

Other programmes includes: NOISE youth film, dance and music festivals; Tallaght Young Filmmakers; Contact Studio mobile recording; Creative Careers, Creative Campus and Creative Approaches to Learning and support to local arts organisations to deliver programmes.  

The development arts infrastructure with a countywide remit including the Civic theatre and Rua Red South Dublin Arts Centre has stimulated new and associated arts programming, opportunities for participation and the development of audiences. Now in it's fifth year Rua Red attracts over 100,000 visitors and users to the centre from across the county. The Civic Theatre attracts audiences of over 50,000 people per year and in partnership with the Arts Office delivers Tenderfoot, an apprentice programme in theatre for 40 young people from across the county each year.

The Arts Office has supported social inclusion policies through the commissioning of research into the practices of artists of immigrant and culturally diverse backgrounds with a view to increasing cultural diversity in the county and will also be developing a strategy in the coming months for arts and disability across the county in conjunction with other service providers in the county.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, C. Jones, W. Lavelle and C. King.

PROPERTY TAX

“The local property tax legislation [Finance (Local Property Tax) Act 2012 http://www.irishstatutebook.ie/2012/en/act/pub/0052/index.html] was enacted on the 26th December 2012 and provides for an annual tax payable by owners of residential properties.  The tax is due from 1 July 2013 and the liability in 2013 is 50% of the assessed tax.   The tax assessment is computed by applying a tax rate of 0.18% to the market value of each relevant residential property up to a maximum value of €1,000,000 and a tax rate of 0.25% to any portion of the market value which exceeds €1,000,000.   The Minister for Finance committed in a financial statement on Budget Day 2013 (5/12/2012) that the national central rate (0.18% up to €1 million and 0.25% on excess value over €1 million) will not be increased for the lifetime of the Government Tax:  The property valuation date of 1 May will be used from 2013 to 2016.

While the national central rates of 0.18% and 0.25% will not be changed during the term of the current government, local authorities will have discretion (in accordance with Sections 19/21 of the Finance (Local Property Tax) Act 2012) to vary the local property tax rate by +/- 15%  from 1 January 2015.”
