“To ask the Manager, how many stolen cars have been recovered in the administrative area of S.D.C.C. by or on behalf of S.D.C.C. in the past twelve months, how does this number compare with the previous twelve months and what cost did the Council endure as a result.”
Reply:
The recovery of stolen cars is a separate matter and is dealt with by An Garda Siochana.  The number of abandoned / burnt out cars recovered by the Council so far in 2005 is 309. This compares with 381 for 2004, 503 for 2003 and 375 for 2002. The cost to the Council for this work is as follows:
