“To ask the Manager to make a full statement concerning whether or not Planning Permission is required to establish headstones in graveyards in the functional area of South Dublin County Council, if new regulations in this area have been passed recently, the total number of planning applications sought for this, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”
Reply:

Headstones are erected in the Council’s Burial Grounds on submission of an Application for Erection of Headstone & Kerb.  These applications are processed in the Environmental Services Department. When confirmation of correct grave space has been received and subject to adherence to width, height, kerbing dimensions etc., by the Foreman in charge of Burial Grounds, a Permit is issued to the applicant.  There has been no change in the regulations in recent times.
