Requests for information issued from the Council seeking information in this regard on the 5th March, 15th May, 22nd May and the 17th June 2013, Apart from one response indicating the intention to respond with an update on the current situation, no further information has been forthcoming.

Appendix: Report from March 2013 Tallaght )2) ACM
The South Dublin County Council had been in discussions with Park Developments throughout 2011 with a view to ensuring completion of the development. Members of the Planning and Architects Department met the developer and the project architect on a number of occasions and agreed an approach. The outstanding elements of brickwork were completed on the development subsequently but the glazing work remained unfinished.

The developer indicated that the successful attraction of a retail tenant would allow the resumption of the construction, but that this had not yet materialised. It was also apparent that there were certain issues that had yet to be resolved within the joint venture partnership that is behind the development and that progress on the site was unlikely until this happened.

A recent attempt to clarify the current situation with the architect and the developer has not met with a response.

THE TALLAGHT TO BALLYBODEN CYCLE ROUTE
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to give an update on the status of the proposed Tallaght to Ballyboden cycle route, and to make a statement on the scheme?"

REPLY:
The proposed Tallaght to Ballyboden Cycle Route is a 6km strategic cycle link between Tallaght and Ballyboden in South Dublin County that will link residential communities in Tallaght, Ballycullen, Firhouse, Knocklyon and Ballyboden to the wider city network. The route extends into Avonbeg local centre and to adjacent schools (facilitating local journeys) and passes by Old Bawn Local Centre completing a link to the high quality cycle route that exists on Firhouse Road. Much of the proposed route links together various sections of pre-existing cycle routes and provides an upgrade of cycle faculties where required. The final design will result in a coherent route with a high Quality of Service for cyclists as required for a strategic cycle route.

A resolution was passed at a Council Meeting on December 10th 2012 for Part 8 planning for the project. Following an application by South Dublin County Council €500,000 funding has been granted to the scheme by the National Transport Authority in 2013 to:

· Complete the detailed design stage for the cycle route 

· Construct key interventions along the route which consists of Toucan (Pedestrian and Cyclist) Crossings at 5 locations. 

· Commence construction of the route through Dodder Valley Park and the proposed pedestrian and cycle bridge over the River Dodder at Firhouse / Oldbawn area.

The project is currently at detailed design stage and construction will commence before the end of 2013.

PROPOSED INITIATION OF PROCEDURE TO EXTINGUISH THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER LANEWAYS OFF KILCARRIG AVENUE AND KILCARRIG CLOSE, FETTERCAIRN, TALLAGHT.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“PROPOSED INITIATION OF PROCEDURE TO EXTINGUISH THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER LANEWAYS OFF KILCARRIG AVENUE AND KILCARRIG CLOSE, FETTERCAIRN, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24.  MAP REF: RE 5002. 

Drawing No. RE 5002 shows a number of laneways off Kilcarrig Avenue and Kilcarrig Close, Fettercairn, Tallaght.  These laneways are registered to the Council under Folio No. 8634.  The laneways shown shaded blue have been incorporated into the gardens of the adjoining houses. The residents of houses adjoining the laneway shaded red have expressed interest to the Housing Department in incorporating this section of the laneway into their properties. The Housing Department have confirmed that they will continue to maintain the section of laneway shaded yellow.

The Development Department is processing an application from the owner of 16, Kilcarrig Avenue to regularise title to the portion of the laneway which has already been incorporated into their property. 

The Housing Department have confirmed that the open sections of the laneways are not being used and are attracting anti-social behaviour, particularly in the form of dumping and have stated that it would be beneficial if the right of way was extinguished over these laneways.

SOFT LANDSCAPING ON NEW ROAD BUILDS
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor M. Devine
“That the Manager provides a report to the next Tallaght Area Committee with a comprehensive plan to address the deficit of soft landscaping on new road builds in the West Tallaght area.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“A report was prepared for the November 2012 meeting of the Committee in respect of Bothar Katharine Tynan. 

In respect of the south side of the road west of Cookstown it was stated that …'A comprehensive planting / landscaping programme has been provided by SDCC / RPA on the south side of Bothar Katharine Tynan in the vicinity of the footpath / cycletrack and Luas Line. Only low-level shrubbery / beech hedge is permitted because of Luas's overhead electrical contact system and volume of services underground. Whilst this planting has been the subject of substantial vandalism and theft, it will mature over the coming years and greatly enhance the entire road from Cookstown to Outer Ring Road when it becomes fully established.'

In respect of the north side of the road it was stated that…'The footprint of the road was very limited on the north side due the proximity of the ESB pylons and by the new concrete boundary wall which is the property of Roadstone. Unfortunately no planting can be provided in the footpath / cycletrack adjacent to the wall for health and safety reasons as it would reduce the width below allowable dimensions'.

Arising from discussions at the ACM it was agreed to examine the area in the vicinity of Fettercairn Link Road and Cookstown junction. It was agreed to approach Roadstone to establish whether they could provide additional planting on their side of the boundary wall.

The landscaping contractor on the Embankment Road Scheme (who has carried out the planting to date) has been requested to provide suitable creepers to the Roadstone boundary wall opposite Fettercairn Link Road before the end of the current planting season. The matter of providing further planting behind this boundary wall has been discussed with Roadstone and they have indicated that they have proposals to plant creepers to the back of their wall and trees along the top of the berm. We will contact them to ascertain the timeline involved for the provision of this additional planting. 

In relation to the Outer Ring Road, all soft landscaping works to be carried out are complete.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors M.  Corr and M. Devine contributed, Mr. S. Fagan, Senior Engineer replied to queries raised.  

The report was NOTED.
