Pursuant to SI332/2012 all weight restrictions on the public road network are required to be reviewed. On the 1st of October all existing restrictions will no longer be valid as the basis for the selection of weight restriction is to be modified. The applicable limits are now prescribed by Gross vehicle weight instead of vehicle carrying capacity as heretofore. Existing restrictions on Council roads need to be altered in accordance with the HGV Mobility Policy recently adopted by the Council and it is also proposed to remove any obsolete restrictions. The proposals for the Clondalkin area are as follows:

Ninth Lock Road At a point approx 15m north of entrance to the Mill Centre restricting access onto Orchard Lane

Old Nangor Road At its junction with Tower Road, restricting access from Tower Road (onto Old Nangor Road) and onto Ninth Lock Road (from Old Nangor Road) 

Watery Lane At its junction with Orchard Lane, at point approx 25m east, restricting access onto Orchard Lane.
