To ask the Manger for an updated report on the provision of new playgrounds, and refurbishment of existing playgrounds, in the County in 2005, and if he will indicate the Council's plans for additional playgrounds in 2006?
Reply:
The following is the current position on playground projects as carried out by the Parks Department:

· a new playground has recently been developed at Tymon Park,Willington Lane. 

· three new playgrounds have been developed at Killinarden, Fettercairn and Quarryvale.
· the existing playground at Jobstown has been extended

· the existing playground at Griffeen Valley, Lucan is being upgraded

· an experimental play area using natural contouring, planting and other non formal play material or items was developed  in Collinstown Park

· the upgrading of the existing playground at Corkagh Park is continuing. 

· A playground is provided in the Camac Valley Tourist Caravan & Camping Park.

· In St.Cuthberts Park, Deansrath and in Brookview, Tallaght the pedestrian ways are painted with artistic symbols for children’s play interest and a similar iniative is planned for Moorfield Clondalkin.

· It is proposed to upgrade the Tymon Playground,Tallaght in 2006.

An interdepartmental working group of the Council is preparing a draft play policy for the County which was presented at the September meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks.  A sub-committee of the SPC is meeting to assist in the completion of the draft Policy for presentation to the Strategic Policy Committee by the end of this year.

The issue of further playground provision in the county generally will be considered in the context of the Council’s adopted Play Policy and within the financial resources available. 
Members will be updated at Area Committee meetings as the programme for the provision of play facilities advances.
