To ask the Manager to outline our County’s policy in terms of housing people with a suspected anti-social record?
REPLY:

Section 15 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1997 allows for the Local Authority to consult with the Gardai on issues relating to previous convictions or pending charges against any prospective tenant.  If information is received on any applicant, that indicates ongoing serious anti-social behaviour, the application can be deferred or refused on the grounds of good estate management.
