The following report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting on 21st June, 2005

“A section of the Old Nangor Road between Grange Castle Road (ORR Phase I) and the entrance to Grange Castle Golf Course was made redundant by the construction of the Nangor Road Extension in the early 80’s.  This section of road is incorporated into the Golf Course lands and the proposed closure will not affect access to any adjoining lands.

If the Committee agree to extinguish the public right of way the procedure will be initiated.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday, 7th July, 2005 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was 5th August, 2005.

“No submissions were received in response to the public advertisement/notice.

Bord Gais have a 4-bar medium pressure gas main in the area and have requested the following conditions in the terms of the extinguishment. 

1.
Bord Gais must be notified of any works taking place in the vicinity that could impact on the affected mains.

2.
No development/construction works to take place within 5m of the affected mains.

3.
If it is possible Bord Gais would endeavour to relocate these mains on request. All costs associated with these works to be paid for by Party requesting relocation in accordance with Bord Gais (Networks) terms and conditions for such works.

NTL have existing services in the area, which will necessitate an NTL Plant Protection Officer being present during any works and the Area Manager for the location should also be contacted. 

ESB to be contacted in advance of any works with regard to existing cabling in the area.

Water Section have stated that a large watermain traverses the area and full access needs to be maintained.

Drainage Section has no objection to the proposed extinguishment.

Public Lighting has no objection to the proposed extinguishment.

Awaiting report from Eircom.

Development Department have reported that all requirements of the statutory bodies will be taken on board in the context of the disposal and development of the site.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of the public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council.

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

The National Play Policy contained in ‘Ready Steady Play‘  as published by the National Children’s Office sets out the responsibilities of the Council and of the County Development Board in preparing a co-ordinated, multi-agency Play Plan for the county. 

In relation to the development of a Play Policy for the Council, a cross Departmental Working Group was established comprising representation from Community, Parks and the Planning Departments and this Group has prepared a Draft Play Policy. The Draft Policy was presented to the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks at its meetings held in May and September 2005.

It was agreed at the September meeting of the Committee that the membership of the Working Group would be expanded to include representation from the Committee. 

It is planned that the final Play Policy will be ready for presentation to the members before the end of the year.

The following is the current position on playground projects as carried out by the Parks Department: 
· a new playground has recently been developed at Tymon Park Tallaght 

· two new playgrounds have been developed at Killinarden and at Fettercairn 

· Work has been completed on a new playground at Quarryvale, Clondalkin and the official opening is planned for late September.

· the existing playground at Jobstown has been extended

· the existing playground at Griffeen Valley, Lucan will be upgraded in 2005

· an experimental play area using natural contouring, planting and other non formal play material or items will be developed this year in Collinstown Park

· the upgrading of the existing playground at Corkagh Park will be continued in 2005. 

· There is also a playground in the Camac Valley Tourist Caravan & Camping Park.

· In St.Cuthberts Park, Deansrath and in Brookview, Tallaght the pedestrian ways are painted with artistic symbols for children’s play interest and a similar iniative is planned for Moorfield Clondalkin.

These projects are funded by the Council, the RAPID Programme and Sports Capital funding.

“To ask the Manager to report to the Council to outline plans to strengthen his efforts to deal with anti-social behaviour in our estates and to confirm if he has had any discussions with the Department of Justice to introduce Anti-Social Behaviour Orders?”

REPLY:
Following the introduction of the Council’s Policy document “A safe and peaceful place to live”, a strong focus has been taken by the Department on dealing with anti-social behaviour cases within our estates.

Continuing programmes of prevention in conjunction with the other statutory agencies and voluntary bodies forms part of our programme of works for the Allocations Support Unit within the coming year.

The Unit will promote an information campaign to all of our tenants indicating anti-social behaviour will not be tolerated and will be dealt with under the terms of our anti-social Policy document.

Following a reorganisation within the Housing Department the Estate management and Allocations Support Units have been amalgamated to form one all encompassing Estate Management/Anti Social Unit.  The aim of this amalgamation is to provide a more comprehensive and coherent approach to the management of local authority neighbourhoods within the county, both in terms of physical/community development and dealing with the anti-social behaviour.

The issue of Anti-Social Behaviour Orders is a matter for Government policy however the Strategic Policy Committee on Housing and Social Development will be discussing this issue when it next meets.

SHAMROCK ROVERS STADIUM
QUESTION: Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on issues relating to the proposed completion of the Shamrock Rovers Stadium?”

REPLY:

The public display of the proposals for completion of the stadium has been concluded and a report will be presented to the October meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee on the submissions received and it is proposed to list the report for the November Council Meeting.  

In the meantime, discussions have been opened with the contractor who is still in possession of the site and it is hoped to conclude these in the near future.

The period for the forfeiture of the Slonepark lease has expired and legal advice is being obtained as to the next step.  

Agreement in principle has been reached in respect of surrender of the Mulden lease and it is hoped to achieve surrender when the legal procedures necessary are completed.

Discussions are also taking place with representatives of the new Board of Shamrock Rovers in line with the above procedures.

GRAFFITI
QUESTION: Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on his plans to produce an effective policy to deal with the scourge of graffiti in our communities?”

REPLY:

The imposition of graffiti is polluting the scenic aspect of the public domain and is a behavioural issue which needs to be addressed in a number of ways i.e. by encouraging appreciation of the built environment through environmental improvement initiatives such as “Beautiful South Dublin County” Competition and by enlisting the support of the public and communities in combating its imposition and also by detection and enforcement against offenders by the Council through its Litter Warden service.

The Council will continue its existing policy of removing graffiti, and particularly that which is offensive by virtue of its content, from public places.

It is also proposed to continue giving assistance (providing paint etc.) to individuals and residents groups, who are willing to undertake the task of removing or painting over graffiti on housing estate walls etc.

There may also be a responsibility on those whose private property bears graffiti (e.g. businesses etc.) to ensure the removal of graffiti (as a form of litter pollution).

Efforts will be made to secure additional funding to deal with graffiti on public property when the Budget for 2006 is being prepared.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING SCHEME


QUESTION:  Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on proposals for the successful delivery of the Affordable Housing Scheme for the County and in reporting will he detail plans to correct the poor image created by the scheme in recent times?”
REPLY:


The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:

(a) Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b) Joint Venture Schemes

(c) Integrated Area Plans

To date 346 affordable units have been procured in fifteen different locations throughout the County and it is expected that a further 221 units will be made available by the end of 2005, early 2006.

Furthermore it is estimated that in the order of 140 no. affordable housing units under the Sustaining Progress Affordable Housing Initiative will become available.

Experience has been gained and lessons have been learned from the procurement process and subsequent sales to eligible applicants and this will assist in improving delivery of affordable housing in the future 

The Property Path, the Council’s new one-stop-shop for housing sales, will streamline the process for purchasers and assist in promoting affordable housing and enable the purchasers to have all of their dealt with.

ILLEGAL DUMPING
QUESTION:  Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on his efforts to eliminate illegal dumping throughout the County?”
REPLY:

The Council’s approach to the problem of control and eradication of illegal dumping is multi-faceted.The problem is tackled by the direct action of enforcement and cleansing and also by awareness measures and the support and encouragement of local communities and individuals.  The resources applied by the Council to resolve the problem are as follows:

Litter Wardens

The Council’s six Litter Wardens enforce the Litter Pollution Act and relevant Waste Management legislation, throughout South Dublin County.  The six Litter Wardens have been allocated districts to patrol and they target known dumping areas for attention.  1,180 on-the-spot fines for littering or dumping were issued in 2004, and so far in 2005, 765 on-the-spot fines for littering have been issued.  56 cases have been referred to the Law Agent so that court proceedings may be instituted.  Many of these cases are for more serious dumping offences.  
Cleansing Unit

The Council’s Cleansing Unit provide a service in removing dumped material from public places throughout the County and every effort is made to identify those responsible, as the Council aims to recoup these costs from those responsible.  The Litter Wardens rely heavily on the vigilance of the public in reporting dumping and littering offences, to ensure every effort is made to keep South Dublin County clean and litter free.  In this regard, it is important that anyone who witnesses dumping should report the offenders to the Litter Wardens.  It is worth noting that the registration number of a vehicle used in a dumping offence may be used to identify the offender for prosecution purposes.

Environmental Awareness
The Council’s Environmental Awareness Programme places a significant emphasis on the elimination of litter and illegal dumping, by encouraging responsible individual and community behaviour and by supporting community and resident associations to address the problem in their own areas.  The Council continues to highlight the important role which the community can play in combating these problems in the County area. Over 1,000 people throughout the County attended 40 events during the Council’s Green Week including “Slim your Bin” and litter clinics.

SWIMMING POOL CONSTRUCTION
QUESTION:  Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to outline details of what steps are being taken to ensure that provision is made over the next two years in order that adequate council funding is made available to supplement exchequer grants for the early completion of the council's swimming pool construction programme?”
REPLY:

A new swimming pool at Jobstown Park, Tallaght is currently under construction by the Council. Grant aid in the sum of €3.8m has been approved by the Department of Arts Sport and Tourism towards this project. It is expected that the development of this swimming pool will be completed by Autumn 2006.

The Council also received approval from the Department of Arts, Sport and Tourism to invite tenders to develop a replacement swimming pool at Clondalkin Sports and Leisure Centre. Tenders have recently been received and are now being examined. When the examination is completed the recommended tender will be submitted for approval to the Department. It is anticipated that construction on this swimming pool will commence during 2006. 

The Department of Arts, Sport and Tourism, Swimming Pool grant aid  Programme has been closed to new applications since 31st July 2000.

The Council again raised the issue of the development of a swimming pool in Lucan, which is included in the Water Leisure Strategy, with the Department during the Summer and in a reply dated the 25th August 2005 the Department state as follows;

‘The current priority in relation to the Programme is to support the proposals currently on hand and new proposals for swimming pools are not being considered at this time. However the Department is carrying out an Expenditure Review on the Swimming Pool Programme, which is examining, among other things, how the programme has worked to date, the benefits which have occurred to the areas where pools have been built under the existing programme and what amendments, if any, are required to ensure the effective and efficient delivery of the programme. It is expected that this review will be completed by the end of the year.

On the completion of that review the question of re-opening the swimming pool programme to new projects will be considered taking into account the recommendations emanating from the review. Local Authorities will be notified if a decision is taken to re-open the Programme.’ 

The Department also stated in earlier correspondence that;

‘Government policy in relation to the Public Private Partnership process is co-ordinated by the Department of Finance with advice on individual projects available from the National Development Finance Agency.  It states that in general terms, Public Private Partnerships can be a useful vehicle in the provision of large scale infrastructure and amenities to address the needs of expanding communities.  Co-operation between local authorities and the private sector can act as a means of supplementing and expanding such facilities. However while it is open to local authorities to pursue this process in relation to any project which they intend to promote, it is now generally accepted that the scale of investment in a swimming pool project is not sufficiently large to support a formal PPP.’

The Department further reported that the Department of Finance confirmed that there were several considerations which would militate against a PPP approach in the programme and that pool projects do not strictly comply with the definition of a viable PPP in terms of scale and optimal transfer of risk to the private sector.

The Council will continue to liaise with the Department on the matter generally and the members will be updated on developments including any proposals for funding when appropriate.

COUNTY LIBRARY BUILDING PROGRAMME
QUESTION:  Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to provide an update on the County Library building programme with specific reference to all libraries planned under the County Development Plan?”
REPLY:

The County Development Plan 2004 – 2010 states as follows;

4.4.6 Policy SCR 11: Libraries

4.4.6.i

It is the policy of the Council to provide a progressive, community-based public library service to all who live, work or study in South Dublin County.

4.4.6.ii

The public library service is an important focal point at the heart of the local community and aims to be pro-active and dynamic in addressing a variety of needs, particularly in the areas of information, culture and heritage, literature and lifelong learning.

4.4.6.iii

In the implementation of this policy, the Council will continue its existing branch network and will expand and improve the service in accordance with the objectives and priorities identified in the Council’s Library Development Programme.  The Programme may be reviewed and updated from time to time as required.  Suitable sites will be identified and acquired for library purposes throughout the county.

Also stated in Chapter 14, Part 3, specific local objective number 12 is to

‘Secure the provision of new public libraries in suitable locations in accordance with an agreed programme.  The development of a library in Palmerstown, subject to the aquisition of a suitable site and to satisifying DOELG criteria is to be a first priority of the Library Building Programme. The programme will also include libraries in North Clondalkin and the Rathcoole/Newcastle area.’ 
The Library Development Programme lists infrastructural development priorities in the following areas of the County, Lucan, Palmerstown, North Clondalkin and Rathcoole/Newcastle area.

Lucan Library is operational since 2000. 

In recent years the Council examined a number of locations in the Palmerstown area for the possible location of a public library. The most recent site examined as a potential site was the ‘Clarkeville’ site. This site was deemed to be unsuitable as at 220 m² it was too small to accommodate a modern library facility and would fail to meet the necessary criteria in order to secure Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government (DOEHLG) funding. A private/public partnership initiative between South Dublin Libraries and Stewarts Hospital Services Ltd resulted in the opening of the The John Jennings Library which is situated in the grounds of Stewarts Hospital, Palmerstown. It is a small library which houses a specialised collection of books and journals on learning/intellectual difficulties. A wider public service is also offered to the community that includes free Internet access.

During 2004, the Council’s Architect’s Department reviewed and evaluated a number of potential Council owned sites in the North Clondalkin area, with the intention of considering one of them suitable for the construction of a public Library in the event of full funding becoming available.

The five potential sites reviewed were:

· At Neilstown Shopping Centre

· Green space in front of Aras Rualach,Neilstown Road

· Site in Collinstown Park

· VEC site in the grounds of  Collinstown Park Community College

· Site south of Neilstown Shopping Centre ( adjacent to Letts )

A site feasibility study was carried out on three of the sites which were considered to have the best potential. Each was considered unsuitable for various reasons. 
Of these three sites the findings indicated the site at Aras Rualach, Rowlagh may be the most suitable. However to make it a viable site would require the partial or total demolition of Rowlagh Community Centre. Management at Rowlagh Community Centre were opposed to the demolition of the Centre.

After consultation with the Architect’s Department, An Comhairle Leabharlanna and the Rowlagh Community Centre Management Committee, it was deemed that the site at Aras Rualach, Rowlagh was unsuitable, being constricted by its long narrow format. It would have necessitated a three storey building which would have caused staffing and security difficulties. In addition a library situated at Rowlagh would not serve the wider communities of North Clondalkin, Palmerstown or Griffeen/Lucan.

Having regard to the above, it was considered appropriate that the Council should examine the Liffey Valley Centre as a possible central location for a library given it’s status as a Town Centre and the potential volume of customers it would attract. This location offers the potential to construct a purpose built regional library which will be capable of delivering a wide range of different services, using a multitude of media, to a large population in the North Clondalkin/ Palmerstown /Liffey Valley area of South Dublin County.

This matter is currently being examined by senior technical staff of the Council in conjunction with the owner of the Liffey Valley Centre. It is expected that an Area Action Plan for the 

Liffey Valley Centre will be prepared in the coming months and will be presented to the members.

To date no site has been identified in the Rathcoole/Newcastle area of the County.

The provision of a public library is being considered in the proposed mixed use Civic Centre which will be the main public building in Adamstown and will occupy a central landmark location within the District Centre. 

Included in the Library Development Programme is the proposed extension of the County Library at Tallaght and the branch Library at Ballyroan.The County Library extension proposal is at design stage and Ballyroan library extension is at concept development stage.

MONITORING NOISE CREATED BY AERODROMES
QUESTION:  Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to detail what measures are taken on an ongoing basis to monitor the noise created by aerodromes within South Dublin and what steps will be taken in the future to ensure regular monitoring?”

The Principal Environmental Health Officer reports that noise from aircraft, such as planes and helicopters is specifically exempt in the Environmental Protection Agency Acts of 1992 and 2OO3 which are the primary pieces of legislation used by local authorities in the monitoring of noise.  The Department of Transport has responsibility for noise emissions from non - EU aircraft landing and departing Irish airports.  Responsibility for the regulation of all other aircraft into Ireland is the responsibility of the Irish Aviation Authority. The Principal Environmental Health Officer has requested this authority to outline their present systems in regard to noise in this county and will report back to the members at the earliest possible date.

A planning application has been lodged by a private contractor for permission to operate a green waste recycling facility in the Newcastle area.

The following recyclable material may be disposed of free of charge.

· Electrical Appliances

· Computer Equipment

· Glass (Green, Clear and Brown)

· Paper and Cardboard

· Textiles 

· Beverage Cans (aluminium)

· Plastic Bottles (not butter or yoghurt cartons)

· Household Batteries

· Car Batteries

· Waste Oil (not cooking oil)

The following material is accepted at the Civic Amenity subject to charge

· Household Hazardous Waste (Paint, Detergents, Pesticide containers, etc, in properly-labelled containers ONLY.) 

· Scrap Metal 

· Timber 

· Green Garden Waste (Domestic customers only) 

· General Household Waste 

· Bulky Household Items (Furniture)

REPLY:

The M50 Upgrade Scheme Contract 1 (South Dublin County Element) consists of widening to three lanes between Palmerstown Roundabout and Ballymount Interchange including the development of freeflow interchanges at the Red Cow and Palmerstown.  Tenders are being assessed presently and a contract is likely to be signed this year with some initiating works being undertaken in 2005.  The main bulk of the works will commence in early 2006 and are expected to take between two and three years to complete.  Traffic management is a key element of the scheme and the chosen Design & Build contractor will be obliged to adhere to the traffic management instructions in the contract documents during the course of construction.

In relation to the N4 upgrade a decision is due from An Bord Pleanala by the end of October.  Tender documentation for a Design & Build scheme will then be prepared.  However, construction of this scheme is unlikely to commence before 2007.  Traffic Management is also a key element in the construction of the scheme and conditions will be imposed as part of the tender documentation.  It is expected that construction will take up to two years to complete.

To extend the existing pedestrian paths by 4km.

This path system will allow for increased leisure and work circulation routes through Griffeen Valley Park.

Submission

One submission was received before the closing date - from the management of the Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre.  The Centre is concerned at the lack of adequate car parking spaces available for the users of the Centre and requested that an upgrade of the car park be included in these proposals.  However this current proposal does not address the area around the Centre and integrated proposals for this area will be developed at a future date. They will be concerned with issues including car parking.

In addition to the published proposals it is considered appropriate to include that where resources allow to provide public lighting on pedestrian and cycle paths that form important public connections for work, leisure and school routes.

Parking Strategy Implementation Report
on Draft Bye Laws representations
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Introduction

In line with the parking strategy, South Dublin County Council commissioned the preparation of DRAFT Control of Parking Bye Laws to regulate and control on-street parking in certain areas within South Dublin County Council’s administrative area. The areas consisted of the villages of Clondalkin, Palmerstown, Rathcoole, Rathfarnham and Saggart. South Dublin County Council is entitled to make such Bye Laws under Section 36 of the Road Traffic Act, 1994.

The Bye Laws set out the following information with regard to the provision and control of on street parking in relation to areas within the villages mentioned above:

(a) the specifying of parking places;

(b) the payment of fees, including the manner and proof of payment in respect of the parking of vehicles;

(c) the specifying of the amount of any fees payable pursuant to bye-laws under paragraph ( b );

(d) the specifying of the maximum periods for which vehicles may be parked in specified parking places;

(e) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a period for which a fee is chargeable without the appropriate fee having been paid in the manner specified;

(f) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a longer period than that in respect of which a fee was paid;

(g) the specifying of the classes of vehicles which may use a parking place in respect of which a fee is payable;

(h) the exemption of specified classes of vehicles from the payment of fees in respect of parking, the conditions under which specified classes of vehicles may be so exempted and the identification of exempted vehicles;

(i) that indications given by parking meters shall be treated as evidence until the contrary is shown of such facts and for such purposes as may be specified in the bye-laws.

A schedule indicating the type of parking provision available was included in the Bye-Laws. Also included were drawings, which indicated the affected area and outlined, in reference to the schedule, the location of the parking specification types.

A notice was placed in the Irish Independent and The Echo on the 24th of February 2005 indicating the availability for inspection and purchase of the draft Bye Laws between Thursday 24th February 2005 to Thursday 24th March 2005 excluding St. Patrick’s Day, Thursday, 17th March 2005. This notice also indicated the closing date, 08th April 2005, for lodgement of relevant representations to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department. A supplementary reminder notice was placed in The Echo 31st March 2005.

Part (3) of Section 36 of the Road Traffic Act indicates clearly the process, which must be adhered to in progressing the approval of the Bye-Laws under this section.

Report on Part 8 Local Government

(Planning & Development Regulations 2000/2001)

Introduction

Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2000/2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority developments. These regulations apply to the proposed realignment of the Knocklyon Road.

The Proposal is to realign Knocklyon Road as described below:

· Construction of approximately 900 metres of 9 metre wide carriageway complete with grass verge on either side of the road;

· Construction of approximately 25metres of access Road to Knockcullen Drive; 

· Construction of cycletracks;

· Construction of footpaths;

· Installation of signal control at junctions with Firhouse Road, Coolamber Park, Knockcullen Drive, existing Knocklyon Road (opposite Ashton Close) and Templeroan Avenue;

· Installation of signalized pedestrian crossings;

· Relocation of access to Pine Grove;

· Relocation of access to Charleville School;

· Provision of traffic calming measures on the existing Knocklyon Road;

· Provision of drainage and associated features;

· Provision of public lighting and signing;

· Relocation of services where necessary,

The first 200m is a tie-in into Templeroan Avenue while approximately 700metres involves new construction along the existing Road Reservation area, as outlined in the current Development Plan, up to the Firhouse Junction.  

New junctions on the realigned road will provide vehicular access to all the communities in the area. Appropriate pedestrian and cyclist facilities will be provided and suitable boundary treatments will be applied, including walls and landscaping, with existing walls to be reinstated where required. The provision of public lighting will assist in discouraging vandalism, anti-social behaviour and crime. The two sections of the existing Knocklyon road either side of the cut off point with the new realigned road (in the vicinity of Coolamber Park) will each be formed into a cul-de-sac  thereby prioritising pedestrian/ cyclist movements and local access and allowing for some landscaping of  the remaining open space. Bus bays will be provided along the new road as required.  

Relocated safer accesses will be provided for both the Charleville School property and the Pine Grove Development. 

The proposed scheme is an Integral component of South Dublin County Council’s ‘2004-2010 County Development Plan’ and will form part of the overall road system for the area.

This scheme will see a reduction in traffic congestion and improvements in the safety of residents in Knocklyon where frontage access along the existing road is causing a hindrance to local and through traffic alike.

The new road, which is frontage free, will also provide improved access between the Firhouse Road and Scholarstown roundabout preventing large volumes of traffic using the existing Knocklyon Road as a thoroughfare. 

Consultation Process

The Initial Proposal for this scheme was advertised in accordance with the requirements of Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2000/2001 on the 5th February 2004 in the Irish Independent and the Tallaght Echo. Plans and particulars of the proposed scheme were on display and available for inspection in the offices of South Dublin County Council, during normal working hours until 5th March 2004 with submissions accepted up to Friday 19th March 2004. 

The initial Part 8 Report was considered by The Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee in May 2004, which deferred recommendations to September 2004, subject to certain amendments to the scheme. 

The scheme plan was amended in accordance with the proposals considered at the May 2004 meeting, and it was considered that the revised scheme was materially different to the original scheme and therefore required to be subjected to a new public consultation process.  The revised scheme was advertised on 9th December 2004 in the Irish Independent and the Tallaght Echo. The amended plans and particulars of the proposed scheme were on display and available for inspection in the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Library and Ballyroan, Orchardstown Avenue, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14 during normal working hours until Friday 21st January 2005 with submissions accepted up to Friday 4th February 2005.

	1.A detailed tree survey be carried out by a qualified Tree Surgeon, prior to commencement of works on site ,indicating the location ,species ,age,condition,crown spread and height of tree. Information should be given on the proposals for removal/retention of these trees and measures proposed to protect them during the course of the development. The trees to be retained on site are to be protected by suitable fencing and a scheme of tree felling and surgery works based on tree survey is to be carried out prior to the commencement of works on site.

2.Prior to the scheme commencing a detailed landscape plan to be drawn for the scheme in consultation with the Parks and Landscape Services Department and this is to be implemented as part of the road construction.

3.The proposed grass margin located between the road and the cyclelane/path should be eliminated as these areas are difficult to maintain satisfactorily. The cycle lane/path should be immediately alongside the road.

4.Consideration be given to the disposal of the grass margin areas on the drawing beside no. 10&44,45 Cremorne.Similarly the area of houses between 6A Alpha, Knocklyon Road & St James Knocklyon Road should also be disposed of as these will be difficult to maintain and have no amenity value. If it is not possible to dispose of these areas consideration should be given to the installation of anticycle gates at the pedestrian access route from the new road to Cremorne .

5.Details of the boundary treatment along the route to be detailed prior to the scheme commencing. In particular a plinth wall and railing should be considered for the boundary treatment proposed along Landsdowne Park to prevent vehicles illegally accessing the road across the open space.

6. Consideration should be given to the installation of anticycle gates within the boundary treatments at appropriate locations to facilitate access to bus stops from the school and adjoining estates.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the scheme be implemented subject to the following modifications:

Modifications to the Scheme:

As a result of representations received the scheme has been modified as follows:

· A new junction linking the existing Knocklyon road with the new alignment at their point of intersection will be provided subject to the conditions imposed by the Stage F/1 road safety audit.

· The entrance into Knockcullen Rise from the existing Knocklyon Road is to be closed off forming a cul - de- sac.

· The roundabout at Knockcullen Drive will be replaced by a simple fourway cross junction. 

· An appropriate turning access for emergency and refuse removal vehicles is to be provided in the vicinity of the cul - de- sac on Knockcullen Rise. 

· In line with recommendations from DTO, the slip lanes at Firhouse Junction will be re-examined in order to facilitate safe movement of pedestrians.

· Junction control in the form of signals will be provided at the proposed Firhouse Road intersection, Existing Knocklyon, Knockcullen and Realignment/Knocklyon intersection (opposite Ashton Close) junctions only, while the junctions at Coolamber Drive, and Templeroan will be priority junctions, without traffic signals but provided with yellow boxes.

· The existing yellow box at the junction of Cremorne with Firhouse Road will be improved to provide better egress. 

· The Boundary Treatments as proposed by the Architects’ Department on their Drawing titled ‘Proposed Boundary Treatments’ numbered 2004/Knocklyon Road dated April 2005 be accepted in principle and further considered in detail during the Detail Design stage.

Recommendation

The proposed scheme is in accordance with the requirements of proper planning and development and forms an integral part of the ‘2004-2010 County Development Plan’. It also conforms to the DTO strategy to promote alternative forms of transport to the private car in its provision of cycle tracks and in complementing the QBC passing through the Knocklyon area.

· Accordingly it is proposed to proceed with the scheme as modified.

The Manager, Mr. J. Horan outlined the background to the Transportation Strategy and Mobility Scheme, Mr. F. Coffey, Director for Transportation then presented a powerpoint  presentation to the Members.
It was AGREED to take Motion No. 16 at this time.

It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Councillors A. White and E. Walsh:
“That this Council determines, pursuant to Section 179(4) of the Planning & Development Act 2000 not to proceed with the proposed re-alignment of the Knocklyon Road.” 
REPORT:

“In the development of the Knocklyon area as a major residential suburb over the years, the County Council has, in accordance with the County Development Plan, provided for the improvement and construction of the local and distributor road network.  These road improvements have included the Knocklyon Road (Western End), Ballycullen Road, Scholarstown Road, Firhouse Road, Spawell bridge road and elements of the Green Route.  The development of the Southern Cross Route (M50) by the National Roads Authority has also been part of this integrated road network.  The Knocklyon Road Improvement Scheme is a critical element of this infrastructure and is the final element of the network to be constructed.

A slide is available at the meeting.  

The main purpose of this new scheme is to divert and distribute extraneous traffic away from the residential areas as envisaged by the Development Plan. There has been an expectation for many years that the new road would be provided and housing development proceeded on this basis.

Council’s Policy and Objectives.

The improvement of the Knocklyon Road was initially included in the 1983 County Development Plan (4.4.1 to 4.4.4 refer).

Subsequent planning permission for residential development in this area reflected the requirement for the road improvement and the necessary reservation was mentioned.  Part of the required lands were the subject of a compulsory purchase notice and compensation claim under the 1963 Planning Acts resulting in these lands being purchased for road improvement purposes.

The objective set out in the 1983 Development Plan was contained in successive development plans, the most recent being the current development plan adopted by the members on the 8th December 2004.   The policy for the road and traffic is set out at paragraph 7.7.1 as follows:

“It is the policy of the Council to implement the road objectives set out in the six year road programme of this plan.  To implement the other road objectives shown in the plan in the longer term, and to improve the existing roads of the County where necessary.”

The road objectives as set out in the Development Plan includes Knocklyon Road as a six year roads objective.

Section 15 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 imposes a duty on the Planning Authority to secure the objectives of the Development Plan as follows:

“It shall be the duty of the Planning Authority to take such steps within its powers as may be necessary for securing the objectives of the Development Plan.”

Existing Road 

The existing Knocklyon Road suffers from congestion and delay and requires modification. It is not capable of taking the volumes of traffic using it. The road is narrow and less than satisfactory in terms of safety for the volumes of private cars, buses and large commercial vehicles using the route and has existing frontage access which limits capacity and ease of movement. The level of service will continue to deteriorate unless the road is realigned.  

It is not possible to modify the existing road to current design standards. Any widening would impinge on existing frontage access bringing traffic closer to the residences reducing existing safety protection for residents as they access and exit their property and would also involve additional land acquisition along the route. 

Proposed scheme

The new road will reduce traffic congestion, thus reducing noise and air pollution making the existing road safer to access for residential driveways, thus improving safety for all residents.  The new scheme provides for pedestrian and cyclist facilities as well as improvement in alignment and will provide safe passage for all local traffic movement.  

The new route will also reduce the level of anti-social behaviour already being experienced on the road reservation. It will remove the dangerous bends at the existing Knocklyon Road riding stables providing better access to and from the M50 for local and extraneous traffic.  

At its meeting held on the 6th September 2005 the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee recommended that this road scheme proceed with a number of modifications.

The Scheme is also supported by the DTO and is included in the Integrated Framework Plan for land use and transportation prepared for South Dublin County.  

It is strongly recommended therefore that the motion be rejected and that the Scheme proceed in accordance with the recommendation from the Area Committee.”  
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors T. McDermott, A. White, E. Walsh, S. Laing, C. Keane, M. Ardagh, J. Lahart, M. Murphy, E. Tuffy, G. O’Connell, M. Daly, J. Hannon, F. McCarthy.

REPORT:

“As part of the grant of planning permission a Commencement Notice is attached to the notification to the applicant.  The Building Control Regulations require that this Commencement Notice is submitted to the Council prior to the commencement of development on site.  The Notice must be submitted not less than 14 days nor more than 28 days before commencement.

Currently, the Council receive approximately 30 Commencement Notices per week.  The Building Control Section carries out inspections on approximately 15% - 20% of these developments.

Discussion will be held with the Planning Department with a view to incorporating appropriate conditions in the planning permission to safeguard the public footpaths including grass margins from damage caused by the deposit of materials/parking of vehicles associated with the carrying out of developments.

In addition to the foregoing, any works that require excavation of the existing roads, paths or margins requires the consent of the Council.   In such cases the Councils Roadwork’s Control staff inspect the works and ensures adequate re-instatement.”
The above motion in the name of Councillor J. Lahart was MOVED and RE-ENTERED.

Following a reorganisation within the Housing Department the Estate Management and Allocations Support Units have been amalgamated to form one all encompassing Estate Management/Anti Social Section. The aim of this amalgamation is to provide a more comprehensive and coherent approach to the management of local authority neighbourhoods within the county, both in terms of physical/community development and dealing with anti-social behaviour.

Part of the amalgamation has been the provision of additional administrative support to both the Estate Management Officers and the Allocations Support Officers, thereby releasing them to focus on their principle duties – the investigation of anti social complaints in the case of the Allocation Support Officers.”
