Zoologists classify them as a part of the biodiversity of Dublin City and County and there are groups in the universities studying the profile and behaviour of them in this urban area. It is estimated that urban foxes can find plenty of food from the natural predator prey regime in cities and there is no need for people to feed them. The introduction of wheelie bins has restricted their access to waste domestic food as they generally cannot overturn these bins. However, foxes can also cause noise disturbance during the night when they excite domestic animals.

The area and the Owendoher river is badly littered by school goers at lunchtimes. Could some of the litter bins close to the area be moved closer to the school footfall."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council's Anti Litter Warden recently patrolled the area along Ballyboden Road through Ballyroan Lodge and Hillside Park before and immediately following school lunch hour. In the course of his patrol, the Anti Litter Warden observed pupils from various schools in the area dropping litter on footpaths along this route and also observed pupils depositing litter over the wall at Ballyroan Lodge. 

There are four schools in the vicinity of this route who have all obtained Litter and Waste Flags from our Environmental Awareness Section, these are as follows:

1. Colaiste Eanna 

2. Sancta Maria 

3. Scoil Naomh Padhraig 

4. Ballyroan Boys School

The Environmental Awareness Section contacted each of the four no. schools in the past month following on a complaint received about litter in the same area, offering a further environmental awareness talk to pupils on litter and waste. Only one of the schools availed of this offer and a talk was presented to an assembly of younger students who might not have been in the school when the school in question received their Litter and Waste flag. In light of the findings of SDCC's Anti Litter Warden, further contact will now be made with the remaining three no. schools in the area recommending that the school avail of further environmental awareness talks.

The Council's Senior Executive Parks Superintendent has been requested to investigate the possibility of re-positioning the litter bins closer to the school footfall.”

RAC Meeting) and prepare a report for members concerning the state of the laneway from a health and safety viewpoint - particularly with regard to the presence of foxes and rodents - and for the Manager to outline their response to the state of the laneway pending the transfer of its care to local residents - as agreed in several motions to this Committee over a period of more than five years."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“This laneway, which is owned by South Dublin County Council, extends the full width of six properties and is accessed only from a locked gate on Ballyboden Road. It is understood that each of the householders has a key to gain access but that the laneway is currently unused. It is noted that a public watermain runs through the lane to which the Council requires unimpeded access and accordingly its incorporation into the rear gardens of houses at Willbrook Park would not be feasible.

Currently, there is no dumping of rubbish etc in this laneway and it is not deemed a risk to public health. However, it is heavily overgrown with natural vegetation and therefore a possible undisturbed area for animals.

The Council's Public Realm Maintenance Section will carry out work to cut back the overgrowth and clean up the laneway in question, following a request from the Development Department to do so. This work will be carried out in the coming 2 to 3 weeks. Further maintenance work will be planned for this laneway in accordance with the specific requirements of the area, and it is proposed that this will be best determined over a period of time commencing now and running into the Spring of 2014.”

“A meeting was held with the locals at which various options for the use of the land were considered. It was pointed out that the idea of a community garden was not considered feasible.

A consensus formed around the incorporation of the area into the adjoining gardens.

It was made clear that this would deprive the householders of the informal rear access that had been available to them for years, would probably require unanimous agreement from all householders whose gardens backed onto the area and would be conditional on no buildings being built on the land-portable garden sheds excepted - and on it being used exclusively and only for gardening purposes. 

It was also pointed out that legal title to the land would not be transferred to them and that the Council would have ongoing access to it without compensation as the need arose to carry out works to the pipe that lies under the ground.

Legal advice has been sought on the need for unanimous agreement from all house holders on the incorporation. There is a separate dispute with one of the householders concerned about boundary issues which complicates matters.

In the meantime arrangements have been made to have the area cleared of all overgrowth and rubbish. This will happen in the near future.”

Following this the Troop provided some information to the Council on their land ownership. 

Whilst the proposal is regarded as a good one the Council cannot enter into an arrangement with the club at present that involves the transfer of an area of the open space. The reason for this is that the open space, whilst is has been maintained by the Council for over 25 years, the title to the land itself has not been legally transferred.

The Council is currently endeavouring to pursue the transfer of title.

A further report will be presented to the Elected Members on progress in the matter.”

"That the Manager deal with the issue once again of the non-availability of a playgound in the Knocklyon area, this motion is requested on this occasion by the members of Knocklyon Network, but has appeared before this Committee on several occasions.  It appears that a suitable location namely at Cherrywood has been identified and the residents are asking for an explanation as to why Tymom Park in particular continues to get a steady flow of revenue into the development of that Park with no similar investment in the Rathfarnham ward."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“A meeting was held in Spring 2013 with the Knocklyon Network to discuss a range of issues including play provision. A representative from Public Realm and the Heritage Officer attended the meeting. Whilst a proposal for a play facility at Cherrywood was discussed, the Council view was that it would be premature to provide a play facility at this location since

· Although the Cherryfield site is a good one there is no on site security at the location

· The site is not listed in the Playground Construction Programme

It was also proposed to the Network that a far more suitable and sustainable site would be on an open space in the Knocklyon residential area and adjacent to a local school and that would result in a facility close to a residential area and that would have use from school children during the week also. 

However, the Council is now currently reviewing the policy in relation to the provision of playgrounds throughout the county. The review of the Council's Playground Programme will be completed within the coming weeks and will be included in the 3 Year capital Programme to be presented to Members as part of the budgetary process.

In relation to investment in Tymon Park it should be noted that the playground on the Tymon North side of the park was removed some years ago and although the replacement of it is included in the Playground Construction Programme no work has actually commenced on site. It is also relevant that the Council has invested considerable resources in the provision of a playground in Rathfarnham Castle Park and which facilitates the population of the Knocklyon area also.”

Following contributions from Councillors A.M. Dermody, P. Cosgrave and J. Lahart, Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The parking issues would appear to require enforcement and will be referred to the Gardai for attention. The question of school time inconsiderate parking can be taken up with the school.”
