"Noting the Reply to Question No. 17 on the Agenda of the Lucan Area Committee meeting of 28th May 2013, to ask the Manager if there has been any progress with legislation which would allow a tenant of a Council house in Lucan to purchase her house from the Council?"
REPLY:
As previously outlined in reply to Question 17 May 2013, there is currently no Tenant Purchase Scheme in place. 
The 'Fixed Term Tenant Purchase Scheme for Long Standing Tenants' was introduced in February 2011.  This scheme only applied to tenants of 10 years standing or longer, and did not replace the 1995 Tenant Purchase Scheme.  The closing date for applications under the 2011 scheme was 31st December 2011, and all sales must have been finalised by 30th June 2013.
31st December 2012 was the last date on which the Council could accept an application from a tenant to purchase a dwelling under the 1995 Tenant Purchase Scheme, and all sales under this scheme must be completed on / before 31st December 2013.  
It is understood that the DOECLG intends to introduce legislation to underpin a new scheme for the sale of existing local authority houses to tenants on incremental purchase principles.  This Incremental Purchase Scheme is expected to allow for social housing applicants and social housing tenants to purchase 'designated' new local authority and approved housing body houses.  Under the proposals, for the first time, this scheme is expected to provide a mechanism for approved housing bodies to offer new houses for sale.
The Council has not as yet been advised of a commencement date for this scheme.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Foxford Court consists of 52 housing units in 3 blocks. 
It was developed as an Affordable Housing scheme in an agreement between South Dublin County Council and Newlyn Ltd. These dwellings are all in private ownership, with the exception of 3 units repossessed by South Dublin County Council. 
Fire-safety issues have arisen in the construction of the scheme and opinions of compliance in relation to Planning and Building Control were provided by the developers and their agents in title deeds accompanying the sale of these dwellings to the Council. 
Although liability has not been established, the Council agreed to act in concert with the developers and the Management Company to find an equitable way forward to carry out repairs and ensure the dwellings complied in full with the Building Regulations and were made safe. 
A building construction strategy for fire-safety repairs for the dwellings in Foxford Court has been carried out by fire safety consultants Pro-Fire and agreed in principle with the Dublin City Fire Safety Officer.  A tender process for the implementation of these works has been carried out by Newlyn Ltd., original developers of the project.
Agreement has been reached between South Dublin County Council, Newlyn Ltd and the Management Company of Foxford Court to carry out these repairs commencing in January 2014 and lasting for approximately 12 weeks.  Each party will contribute differing amounts in accordance with this agreement, the terms of which are confidential.  The terms of this agreement were approved by a majority of residents attending the Annual General meeting of the Management Company of Foxford Court held on 21st November 2013 and works will now go ahead as agreed”.

REPLY:
The Community Services Department carries out a wide range of work and is involved in a hugely varied series of activities across the County, including the Palmerston area. Some of the funds committed in 2013 to the Palmerston area in particular include:- 
Palmerstown Community Council                  €30,000 Employment Grant 
Palmerstown Act Group                                 €300 (Arts Grant)
Palmerstown Festival Community Games      €1,000 (Contribution)
Members of the Council's Community Team are involved on a day to day basis with residents associations, community centres, neighbourhood centres, drug task forces, childcare facilities, training facilities, sports clubs, senior citizens groups, new community integration groups and organisations, arts groups, musicial groups, welfare agencies, C.E. schemes, Local Policing Fora, disability groups, drama groups, youth services, and many more disparate groups and organisations. They organise and facilitate annual festivals, Summer Projects for schoolchildren, Halloween celebrations, Family Days, health fairs, community games, environmental clean-ups and other such activities. 
While it is not possible to provide costs for removal of litter and clearing of laneways on an electoral basis, the cost to date of waste disposal for the Corkagh District (areas north of the N7) using skips is €15,754.  The cost to date for disposal of waste which is hauled directly to waste transfer facilities is €156,285 countywide to the end of October.

"To ask the Manager for a Report on the recent works carried out to upgrade Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre?"
REPLY:
Lucan Leisure Centre was built over thirty-two years ago. Very little change has been made to the fabric and systems of the building since it's initial opening. For many years there have been problems with the comfort levels and energy efficiency of the facility, highlighted particularly during the winter period. The building's insulation, lighting and heating systems are well below current standards. By upgrading the insulation, lighting and heating system of the building, the centre would be in a position to attract more visits from the local community and to provide a more comfortable environment for the existing members, staff and local groups who use the facility, including local martial arts clubs, as well as basketball and soccer clubs.
By carrying out insulation, lighting and heating upgrades, the building would reduce it's energy consumption, reach higher efficiency standards and attain a higher energy rating. Operating costs would be reduced, improved environmental conditions will attract more bookings and increase the income stream and annual economic viability of the centre.
In addition to the fabric, lighting and heating upgrade, it is proposed to re-organise some of the internal layout to provide an accessible toilet, staff welfare facilities, improvements to the Naionra, (childcare facility) increasing its numbers and capacity and a large community room on the first floor, which will be used by local groups for classes and meetings and bring in new and increased numbers of users and fees. These new works will also ensure that the facility complies with accessibility and fire regulations.
The scope of works generally comprises of the following:-
* The installation of new high-level insulated suspended ceiling systems in the main sports hall and both gym rooms at first-floor level;
* The installation of full fill pumped cavity insulation to all external walls;
* The installation of external insulation to the existing R.C. frame of the Leisure Centre;
* Replacement windows where required for fire regulation and common standard;
* Internal alterations to provide an accessible toilet, staff welfare facilities, improvements to the Naionra and a large gym room on the first floor;
* The installation of ramped access to the main entrance;
* The installation of a new external escape stairway;
* The upgrading of the electrical and mechanical systems in the facility;
* The decommissioning of the oil-fired boiler and oil storage tank;
* The installation of a gas-fired boiler, meter and mains gas supply from the main Esker Road;
* The installation of fire stopping where required.
It has been calculated that the upgrade works will save 109,691kwh of energy, estimated at €16,000 per year in operating costs and will raise the BER rating of the facility from a BER of C2 to a BER of B2. 
The Council has been successful in securing a grant from SEAI towards the insulation, electrical upgrade and boiler replacement works. The works cost a total of €224,319.73 including V.A.T. The works are practically completed and the Centre will be open once again very shortly.

Palmerstown Intergenerational Project
South Dublin County Council are working in partnership with Pobalscoil Iosiolde on an Intergenerational Project in Palmerstown, originally an Allotment Project made up of Parents, a Teachers and Students to apply for a Community Allotment for Palmerstown, this project has developed into a wider Community Intergenerational Project. A successful application for an allotment was made, with Niamh Carton Community Worker as Lease Holder. Membership of the group was opened up and other organisations in Palmerstown were invited to get involved. We now have a larger group made up of, parents, students, teachers, older person groups and environmental groups. 
Applications for funding through the Mayors Initiative, fundraising etc. is being planned to raise funding to prepare the allotment for use. The allotment is overgrown and needs a huge amount of work in the coming months. 
As the allotment project will take off slowly, to ensure the group stays together we have agreed to work together to share skills, learn from one another and identify their common interests etc. Older people and parents in the community are teaching knitting, candle making and design, crocheting and general arts and crafts, whilst the students hope to arrange to visit the Parish Centre to try out Intergenerational Gaming, Smart Phones etc. in the New Year.
Meetings are ongoing in Pobalscoil Iosolde facilitated by Ann Marie O'Brien, Home School Liaison and Niamh Carton, South Dublin County Council.

Laneway clean ups are in general organised in response to requests from elected members, members of the public and the Council Litter Wardens.   The resources of the Environmental Services Department are primarily deployed to cleaning tasks in more visible, higher profile areas such as in housing estates, on public roads and in public parks.  
Works carried out in laneways normally include the removal of dumped waste, picking of litter as well as pruning or removal of vegetation as required.  Unfortunately, the Council is seeing a countywide increase in the number of areas where illegal dumping is taking place and laneways are one area that is suffering as a result.  The Council is reliant on the support of members of the public to report incidents and provide the necessary information, e.g. car registration details, to enable the Council's Licensing and Enforcement staff to pursue the perpetrators.
While it is not possible to provide costs for cleanups on an electoral basis, the cost to date of waste disposal for the Corkagh District (areas north of the N7) using skips is €15,754.  The cost to date for disposal of waste which is hauled directly to waste transfer facilities is €156,285 countywide to the end of October.
